Abstract

The article shows a number of specific actions when it is not essential for the stalker to cause any harm to
the life, health or property of the victim, and self-affirmation in society by leaving graffiti or reminders is more
important. On the one hand, this can be taken as an act of hooliganism, but in theory one can note a number of
points that distinguish the stalker's actions from trivial acts of hooliganism. In the common people, such stalkers
are usually called kaves. So, the purpose of this study is to designate the official status of a stalker engaged in self-
assertion from a simple bully whose actions are classified in accordance with the norms of the criminal code in
force in the legal space of the Republic of Kazakhstan. It is also necessary to note the theoretical significance of
this study, which consists in defining and dividing the provisions not only with regard to stalking, but also with
acts of hooliganism, vandalism and damage to communal property as a whole. Practical significance presupposes
a certain clarity in the applied legal space for hooligans, who may turn out to be stalkers. The only problem and
limitation of reliability is the harm caused to one particular person or society as a whole, which makes problematic
the classification of stalwarts of the Quesves.

Stalking (an English stalking - pursuit) is an unde-
sirable obsession with one person from another person
or group of people. Stalking is a form of harassment
and intimidation; as a rule, is expressed in the pursuit
of the victim, the tracking of the victim (1). Stalker is
the person who carries out stalking. Typical behavior of
stalkers includes constant phone calls and phone in-
sults, sending unwanted gifts, tracking and spying, un-
solicited e-mail and other types of Internet insults, and
threats or intimidating actions (2).

Both women and men can be subjected to stalking.
However, according to research, men account for 83%
of stalkers, and women - about two-thirds of stalking
victims. About 50% of stalkers are former partners who
begin the persecution after separation or divorce (3).
According to the 2010 survey, in the United States,
every fourth woman and every 13th man faced confron-
tation.

Although stalkers themselves often claim that

Abstract

The article outlines the conjectures of committing acts associated with obsessive persecution, which are in-
terrelated and lead to such established institutions of modern jurisprudence as extortion, robbery, kidnapping,
robbery, theft and others. As practice shows, all these crimes are connected with the extraction of information
about the victim of extortion, robbery, kidnapping, robbery, theft and others. This includes a certain level of per-
manent presence within the victim's personal space before the immediate commission of a crime involving extor-
tion, robbery, kidnapping, robbery, theft and others. However, in the criminal law, in addition to persons who
have directly committed a crime, the accomplices are also assumed. Theoretically, this research allows identifying
informants and gunners as stalkers, which can give the same high practical advantage in applied production.
Consequently, as a research objective, it is possible to assume the designation of concrete actions of a stalker
leading to such formed institutions of modern jurisprudence as extortion, robbery, kidnapping, robbery, theft and

others. Previously, similar studies within the legal space of the Republic of Kazakhstan were not conducted.

Stalking is behavior characterized by recurrent in-
cursions into someone else's life. The name was not fa-
miliar to me earlier, but this topic was very interesting.
Let's see what it is (1).

A rejected stalker is the most common type. Peo-
ple who belong to this type begin to pursue their victim
in the context of a rupture of close relationships. A
stalker of this type persecutes a person who rejected
him in order to achieve reconciliation, to take revenge
for rejection or hesitate between both (2). Behavior is
supported by the pleasure obtained as a result or the
preservation of the visibility of relationships through
persecution, or as a result of causing suffering (3).

Most outcast stalkers are irritated, dependent men,
unable to believe that they have been rejected. They
usually have significant personality deficiencies, and
psychotic diseases are diagnosed in this group only oc-
casionally (4). Representatives of this group are usually
able to calculate their benefits, and therefore the threat
of legal sanctions may be sufficient to stop harassment
(5). The exception is people suffering from psychosis
or those who are sure that this is their only chance to
start a relationship.

The behavior of the stalker is very similar to the
behavior of the serial maniac. He can try to seduce the
victim, throwing flowers, candy, postcards and letters
of romantic content (6). But as soon as the victim an-
swers "no" to all his courtship, he goes on to intimida-
tion. The first attempts at intimidation are almost invis-

ible to the victim. Usually it is an unauthorized collec-
tion of personal information, which in the future leads
to an illegal intrusion into the victim's personal life (7).

As information is received, attempts of the stalker
to come into direct contact with the victim are increas-
ing, a little later these contacts will become extremely
intrusive turning into a threat. Stalker is becoming more
aggressive. It happens that cases that have reached such
a heat of passion, end with physical violence or killing
the victim (8).

If you notice something similar in your life, try to
pull yourself together and not react to intimidation.
Fear can play into the hands of a stalker. Sharply inter-
rupt all attempts to communicate with you, change your
phone, if possible, then the place of residence (9). Share
this with loved ones, let them give you as much atten-
tion as possible. Try to collect personal information
about this person too. So it's easier for you to work on
it, and protect yourself (10).

So,
we can say that the present has a high theoretical and practical significance due to the high popularity and topi-
cality of the issue, which is growing at a fast pace not only in the Republic of Kazakhstan, but all over the world.

In 1996, an American 21-year-old officer, Ricardo
Lopez, tried to kill Icelandic singer Bjork, sending a
parcel with a bomb to her London residence. She was
intercepted by Scotland Yard (4). And Lopez did not
know if he managed to do what he had planned. After
sending the parcel, he returned home and shot himself
under the song Bjork, writing suicide on the camera.
The painful attraction of Lopez began in 1993, when he
began to collect information about the life of the singer,
the letters of her fans (5). Three years later, he learned
that Bjork was meeting with the musician Goldie.
Lopez was disappointed, considered the relationship
Bjork treason and eventually decided to kill her. But,
fortunately, it did not work out.

Another victim of a fan-stalker in his time was
Gwyneth Paltrow. In 1999, a certain Dante Soyu, in
love with the actress, came to the home of Paltrow's
parents in Santa Monica. Of course, he was driven out
(6). But Souu did not give up - flooded the parental
home of the actress with letters to her and parcels with
sex toys. Gwyneth's parents turned to the police. And
in 2000 the court sent Dante to compulsory psychiatric
treatment. Three years later he was released from the
clinic (7).

And in 2009, under his sight again hit Paltrow. He
sent her jewelry, books, gifts, letters and tried to apolo-
gize for past behavior. Paltrow was still scared, and she
went to court. But in 2016 the jury found Soyu not
guilty, referring to the absence of obscene things in the
parcels (8).

With the advent of the Internet, stalking has be-
come more widespread. For your favorite actors or
singers, and not only for them, it's easier to follow. Let-
ters and obsessive messages became possible to send
not only to the real address, but also via e-mail or in
social networks. Only this year, stalkers were arrested,
pursuing supermodel Bella Hadid, singer Lana Del Rei

The so-called cyberstalking has become more
popular than physical persecution. As a rule, cyber-
stalkers are driven by several goals: the desire to know
the whereabouts of their victim, to control it, emotion-
ally harassing and manipulating hard (9).

As victims, stalkers choose not only famous per-
sonalities. In the UK in 2017, there were 25,000 cases
of persistent harassment. In the US, according to a sur-
vey by the National Research Center conducted last
year, 41% of Americans were online-harassed. And, al-
most every fifth American received threats of physical
violence, suffered from sexual harassment, or he was
persecuted for a long period (10).

Abstract

Kazakhstan precedents are shown and analyzed in the article, in which elements of stalking revealed in ob-
sessive pursuit by one person of a second person are seen, as a result of which the persecuted person is subjected
to moral suffering when the stalker invades the personal space of the citizen. Therefore, as an objective, it is
possible to identify the study of the Kazakhstani model of identification, fixation and confrontation with persecu-
tion, as well as prevention of damage to the persecuted person by the pursuer. So, as the main tasks of the study,
we can assume questions of identification, fixation, confrontation and the prevention of persecution, taking into
account the presence in it of an element of intrusion into the personal space of citizens and diminishing or depriv-
ing moral suffering. This has an increased interest on the part of the scientific legal community due to the popu-
larity of the direction as well as the level of stress resistance in the modern corporate environment, which deter-
mines the high relevance of the study. The theoretical importance of studying the Kazakhstan model of confronta-
tion, identification, fixation and prevention of persistent harassment is to develop a fundamental basis for further
in-depth study of stalking details as an offense.
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Stalker is strong in that he violates all the rules,
goes beyond the bounds of what is permissible. While
he takes us by surprise, confronts us, violates our rights,
calls into question our capabilities, our significance, we
get experience of our insolvency (1). Feeling the supe-
riority of the stalker, we really lose to him. His actions
compel us to flee, hide, justify, demolish disrespect (2).
Behave like people who have lost human and civil
rights, like slaves or criminals.

A typical mistake: to consider that a stalker is a
strong overwhelming personality. Fact: as a rule, stalk-
ers have a weak personality type, which quickly accu-
mulates internal tension and is in dire need of discharge
(3). He wants to be again and again "Caliph for an

hour," to feel the power, strength and consistency.
Stalking is a moral and psychological pressure that
gives the persecutor the feeling of being a worthy mem-
ber of society by suppressing and denouncing suppos-
edly less worthy ones (4).

The fact is that most of the cases of web-facing are
out-of-line and end up with quite notable troubles: at-
tacks, damage to property, unwanted contacts with the
victim's environment for intimidation, striking a repu-
tation for a person, his business and friendly ties (5).

For example, one of the types of web stalking is to
persecute young married women and preferably preg-
nant women with threats that their husbands will be told
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about their alleged sexual relationship and claim the
child (6). Claims are usually completely unfounded, but
the couple's relationship suffers irreparably in such
cases, not to mention the health of the woman and the
child (7).

And this illusion is enjoyed by the stalker himself:

You are beyond the law. | am the law".To
this confidence, the stalker comes through impunity.
He considers himself entitled to judge us, our life, our
personality. Decides how and what we should do, how
to live (8).

In a number of countries, many potential persecu-
tors have already lost this illusion of impunity, and with
it the courage. The statutory prohibition of stalking and
criminal punishment for him is a sufficient measure ca-
pable of bringing to light the majority of potential stalk-
ers (9).

The main emphasis in this article is given to the legal framework for characterizing a personal invasion as
an illegal act in the civil law direction of modern jurisprudence, which is also reinforced by the stalker's personal
parameters when they commit an unlawful socially dangerous act against the will of the persecuted. The relevance
of this study is expressed in the growing tendency to adapt modern Kazakh legislation and methods of investigating
offenses to Western models of identifying the composition of offenses against the personal personal space of citi-
zens. Consequently, as the goal of the study, we can define the psychological portrait of the persecutor at the
moment and until the boundaries of the victim's personal space have been violated, in which the victim feels moral
suffering expressed in the form of despair, fear, anxiety, pressure, depression, anger, shame and other similar
states of the soul. The theoretical significance of this study is to increase the volume of empirical data on the study
of psycho-types of stalkers from the position of theoretical enrichment in three perspectives: theoretically, practi-
cally and legislatively. Theoretically, the present increases the materials of studying stalkerism in general. In
practice, the present allows us to develop certain effective authorial mechanisms. Legislatively, the present can

serve as a bhasis for the creation of specialized legislation on stalking.

One of the dangerous features of stalking is that it
disguises itself under normal, legitimate everyday situ-
ations. Well, think, suffering in love, the former hus-
band, some stupid classmate, the dismissed worker -
what to take from them? Pobushuyut and quiet (1).

But if you understand that the only thing a stalker
is striving for is a sense of power, things are not so sim-
ple and optimistic. The authorities do not happen much,
which means that the persecution of another person, in
order to feel this power, can go infinitely far. And often
comes (2).

Alas, in real life, understanding comes painfully
and long, sometimes too long, creating a real danger to
life. And, however insulting, the reason for this delay is
ourselves: our best sides, our openness and respect for
people (3). Normal human reactions to the stalker only
worsen the situation (4). Do not think that under the
sights of the stalker there are innate victims or some
particularly naive and weak people. At this point, it can
be absolutely anyone (5).

Stalker will not calm down if your reactions be-
come aggressive or emotional. The more actively you
are indignant, the stronger he feels the excitement.
Even if you try to pursue a stalker in the hope that
something like this is treated like this, these attempts
are doomed to failure and only encourage him, give ad-
ditional reasons for invading your life. The paradox is
that your patience will produce exactly the same effect

(6).

In normal human communication, it is customary
to give each other a credit of trust. The closer a person
is and the more confident the communication, the more
this credit: we are ready to suffer something unpleasant
for the sake of all the good that binds us. Stalker skill-
fully uses this loan. For example, constantly expresses
the desire to communicate, speaks about how good
your relations could be and how everything is now
spoiled (of course, through your fault). And we are
hooked. Again and again we accept manipulation for
dialogue (7).

Most of us are afraid to become rejected or to be
insignificant in someone's eyes. This is the most painful
thing that, sooner or later, you have to admit, faced with
a stalker (8). It is especially hard when someone who is
the closest, dearest, dearest, has been following him. A
typical mistake: to expect that a stalker has a special
interest, affection or love for you, simply expresses
them in such an inadequate way (9).

Fact: a stalker does not have any special feelings
with respect to the object - neither good nor bad. He has
a need to feel power, excitement, attention. In short, use
the object for your own satisfaction (10). Of course, the
more active the object reacts, the more interesting it is
to play with it. From this occur frightening attacks of
"warmth" when a stalker suddenly begins to admit to
love, devotion, to offer everything to forget.

The
relevance of this study lies in the growing trend of data abduction with the industrial complex, where even profes-
sional stalkers trained for surveillance, fixation and hacking in the competitive struggle of large industrial enter-
prises are being trained. Therefore, as the purpose of this study, it can be noted that stealing and kidnapping of
author's data from processing techniques, extraction of raw materials from large industrial complexes by compet-
itors through obsessive persecution by a specially trained or hired person - stalker. The theoretical significance
of this study is also regarded as extremely high due to the growing number of studies in the field of mining and
processing of minerals. Since most of these are carried out with the help of legal instruments, it is the legal methods
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of confrontation of stalking in industrial conditions that are effective and relevant in current research. The prac-
tical importance of these studies lies in the development of specialized methods of fixing and preventing stalking

According to the Center for Forensic Psychiatry
research, 92% of the persecutors suffer from mental
disorders of varying degrees of severity. That is, in
most cases, stalking is the behavior of a sick person (1).
I think it would be logical, in the presence of the fact of
stalking, first of all to send a person to a psychiatric ex-
amination and, if necessary, for compulsory treatment.
And, of course, it would be right to limit the possibility
of their approach to the victims - of course, if the fact
of stalking is proved.

| was persecuted by an ex-husband for 5 years, his
goal, as he told me, was my suicide. The problem is that
we have common children with him and under the law
of Italy, where we live, he has the right to communicate
with them 2 times a week, so | can not move anywhere
and hide from him (2).

He started criminal cases against me, hired detec-
tives, tracked, recorded phone calls, poked wheels, took
pictures, sat under windows, arranged tax checks, set
up children against me, tried to slander, you will not list
everything (3).

For three years, two or three times a week | was
checked by the police, constantly inspected the apart-
ment - the police kept calling him all the time (4).

I'm known by the police of the three nearby cities,
because they all took turns in somehow involved in this
business. They can do nothing, because everything that
the former does, within the law, plus everything he mil-
itary, Colonel, in the eyes of society he is a hero (5).

He refers to the type of "rancorous stalker" (he
feels offended because | sued him for the amount of
money his father gave him on loan). In my opinion, he
has a paranoid personality disorder (6). | went to an ex-
pert in Russia, she said that he is a psychological ma-
niac who can splash acid in the face, and one must be
careful with him (7).

We have been in courts for 8 years already, in Italy
this is normal, 4 lawyers have already refused it, since
it is impossible to agree on anything with it. Lawyers
just run away from him (8).

Faced with clashing in my own life, | believed that
I was in a unique and very personal situation. But now,
a year later, I know how many around people who have
survived the same thing as me (9).

There are different forms of stalking, or obsessive
persecution. There is a web stalking when you are pes-
tered over the Internet (do not think this is an easy and

safe test). But there are also offline persecutors - those
who stand under the windows, go around the courts,
write letters to the authorities, through social services
and courts select children, set the car on fire, make quite
tangible household mucks, attack, threaten murder.
And can do it all at the same time or gradually moving
to more and more severe blows (10).

The relevance of this study is ex-
pressed in the modernization of legal research in the field of business law, commercial law, corporate law and
other related areas of similar legislation, not only in the Republic of Kazakhstan, but all over the world, which
will enable us to develop effective mechanisms for analyzing and fixing fair competition in an era of market rela-
tions. The theoretical significance of this study allows us to gain huge amounts of empirical fundamental data in
studying not only stalking, but also in the field of business law, commercial law, corporate law and other related
areas of similar legislation not only in the Republic of Kazakhstan, but all over the world. Previously, such studies
were not conducted in the case of stalking, which proves the undoubted novelty of the studies.
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Assilent observation began at my house, work, kin-
dergarten. Demonstrative persecution. Then he broke
into the house to find out the relationship. And one day
without warning, he took his daughter from the garden
- there the educators were not yet aware of our family
changes (1).

Then the shadowing was replaced by sms attacks
- from different numbers, from the Internet, messages
in Whatsapp, Vkontakte, Odnoklassniki, tons of mes-
sages with insults to me as a woman, mother, daughter,
sister, wife and just a person (2). Messages and calls
came to my relatives, but not with insults, but requests
to influence me. This duplicity terrified me. For exam-
ple, my mother says: "My daughter, Avel asks you to

talk to you, he seems to want to agree on a child, does
not insult ..." And at the same time he wrote to me:
"Look at yourself in the mirror, what are you scum (3).

Then all this was supplemented by attacks in so-
cial networks on me and my friends from different ac-
counts ... The most terrible were his parishes to work
for me with scandals and disassembly. Among other
things, he stealthily stole expensive items (laptop, baby
clothes) and spoiled them. In general, for a while it was
a real "stalk-terror" (4).

Honestly, at the very beginning of this epic, | was
even confused. But after a while | began to understand
how the persecution affects my psychological and
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physical condition, my ability to work - stalking began
to affect all aspects of my life. It was then that | realized
the seriousness of stalking as a social phenomenon (5).

In the beginning, | tried to contact, but when | re-
alized that communication with the child and the help
of my daughter did not interest him at all, | stopped the
dialogue (6). Then she talked to the police, where they
told me that the maximum that can be done is to send a
policeman to talk, but, from their own words, this will
only provoke the stalker, because the persecutors like
nobody else know: for their actions in Russia there is
no criminal punishment. As a result, after several con-
sultations with the psychologist, | learned to block the
feeling of panic, and my persecutor - to ignore, what-
ever he tried to do (7).

The former cohabitant states that they are still
guilty today (after a year) of resentment for the self-es-
teem that has fallen into the abyss and will return it only
when | am "morally, mentally, physically destroyed -
not fundamentally” (I quote it verbatim). And since |
can not get protection from the law, he triumphantly
continues his dirty business, and | pretend that | do not
notice his actions (although at times it is not easy) (8).

| believe that no person (no matter what sex) de-
serves this. | think that the impunity of stalkers gives
them a sense of power, and this can lead to a terrible
tragedy (provoke violence, kidnapping, murder - any-
thing you like) (9). That is why | supported the petition
of Anna Akatova with the requirement to introduce into
the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation an article
on stalking, because only in this way it is possible to
prevent this (10).

In practice, most stalkers are
former lovers or secret admirers of the victim. Most often of course, such is found among celebrities. However,
according to statistics in family relations or simply relationships, this is more popular action by an outcast wife,
boy / girl. The relevance of this study is expressed in the growing tendency of studying the methods of securing the
parties of interpersonal legal relations. Consequently, as an objective, it is possible to identify the issues of legal
protection of citizens who are in close relations with other citizens or who are in close relations (ex-spouses). The
theoretical and practical significance lies in increasing the fundamental knowledge in the field of stalking among
former partners or spouses in their future life after a break or divorce. This is highly relevant because marriage

and family is no less important constitutional guaranteed priority, as well as the personal space of citizens.

The first time | applied to the police in 2015, when
the former husband first hacked my e-mail box and
stole my documents from there. In the statement, |
wrote about the crime and about the fact that he threat-
ens me with reprisals (1). After a while there was a re-
fusal to open a criminal case. | went to the prosecutor's
office, but they did not answer at all. The second time |
applied to the police in 2016, when the ex-husband tried
to break into our apartment and cut the electric wire (2).

I went to the interrogation, | was told that my state-
ment can only be taken under the article on hooligan-
ism, and prosecution under our legislation can not be
qualified in any way. They said that they will conduct
a preventive conversation, and then they will file the
case in the archive (3). Criminal proceedings were re-
fused.

Then | decided to create a petition about the need
for criminal punishment for stalkers to protect victims.
A conversation is not a punishment. The conversation
does not correct the killed nerves, the shaken psyche
and the inconvenience (although the "inconvenience" is
too soft), which this psychoterror causes (4).

After the publication of the petition on
Change.org, | became aware that | was not the first vic-
tim of stalking by my ex-husband - when | was preg-
nant, he chased his ex-girlfriend, called her mother,
guarded him at the place of study and asked me to re-
turn to him. And another ex-girl was also terrorized by
messages and calls for 8 years (5).

People say: "How did you not get it right away?",
"He loves you" or "What stalking, what you invented
there, he's just looking for attention.” I do not want any

of these commentators to be in such a situation (6).
Read the text of my petition - there it is told, to what
consequences stalking can lead. And any type of perse-
cution should be punishable, because it endangers the
psychological and physical health of the victim (7).

I was "lucky" to face stalking after parting with a
roommate (8). | tried to keep a friendly relationship
with him to discuss the order of meetings with my
daughter (although it is not recorded in the documents)
and its partial material support. Based on this, | did not
change my phone number, work, hide my residence
(which | later regretted) (9). But my ex was over-
whelmed with love for himself, he did not take seri-
ously my departure and did not want to admit what had
happened. When after a while he realized that | would
not return under any circumstances, and besides | ar-
range my personal life, he literally (10).

Of course, in all social networks |
blocked it, but it does not save - messages come from
accounts of mutual friends or his current girlfriend (1).

He hacked my pages in social networks. | received
messages with quotes from my personal correspond-
ence, screenshots of documents stolen from private
mail, my private photos with comments, screenshots
from my account in Instagram, again with his com-
ments about me and my life (2). He wrote to future
classmates in Germany, asking: "And do you study
such and such, and where does she live, and how do you
get to your university?" At one of the meetings, initi-
ated for reconciliation, he stole my personal diary from
my bag and then quoted it to my mom (3).

Further more. Photos from the FSB office on
Liteiny with the signature "Here they are engaged in
your personal business on my tip"”, "You're not going
anywhere". He watched me at the entrance to the front
door, when | got home from work, his car followed me
when | went out to the store; | went for a walk with the
child in the park, and he followed and filmed us on
video (4). One day | went to a meeting with friends, and
I received a message on the phone with a photograph of
the place where | was, and the signature "I'm near". An-
other case - he watched me at the apartment and cut the
power supply wires, almost causing a fire (5).

My mother saw him at her work, he guarded her
too. To my parents he called and shouted into the
phone: "You have bugs all over the apartment, | hear
everything you say,” "You can not leave me, I'll spoil
your life." But he lived for a year at the expense of my
parents in their apartment. We are afraid to live (6). A
terrible feeling when every step you take is fixed when
you are afraid to get out of the entrance, because you
know that down below is his car, that he will get out of
it and follow you wherever you go, and most im-
portantly, do not know what from people expect - it's
just scary (7).

I no longer correspond in social networks, do not
do posts (8). I can not tell my friends how I'm doing,
because I'm afraid that my account will be hacked
again. I had nervous breakdowns. We can not walk qui-
etly with a child. My mother goes to work, looking
around (9). My father (he is a pensioner) started to have
health problems. The feeling of constant surveillance

has become an integral part of our lives, but this is not
life, it's a nightmare. | know that many people who en-
countered a conflict changed their place of residence. |
would not want to, of course (10).

In this article, a special emphasis is placed on moral harm in accordance with Article 951 of the Civil Code
of the Republic of Kazakhstan, where the stalker by his actions invades the victim's personal space, which dimin-
ishes the victim and causes her moral suffering, expressed in constant fear, anxiety, pressure, anxiety, headache,
migraine and other sensations, which are classified by the norms of civil legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The purpose of the present studies is the detailed identification of the main psychological characteristics of
the victim, through which it is possible to analyze the degree of damage to the non-property assets of the victim.
A distinctive feature of this article is the consideration of non-material rights of citizens as non-property assets.
Also, the work has a high theoretical and practical significance due to the development in the civil law of the
institution of non-property assets of citizens in the modern society, where market relations dominate, which allows
to estimate non-property assets in a financial equivalent where loss of profit is also considered as an alternative
to the suffering caused. This study has undoubtedly high relevance due to the lack of elaboration of norms regard-
ing moral harm in the Republic of Kazakhstan and increased interest in intangible assets in the world space.

What gives the ability to keep track of your feel-

ings and thoughts? The fact is that this opens up that
level of perception of the world and of itself in it, which
can be called "second attention™ (1). Non-pretentious
situations give strength, but a cessation of reflection, a
stop to the continuous making of the world and oneself
in it. The term "second attention" should not be consid-
ered metaphorical (2). If a person lives only at the level
of usual attention, he does not have time to see what is
really happening to him and around him. The emer-
gence of second attention brings consciousness closer
to that amazing point in which you know what you
think and say what you feel (3).

Approaching this point gives a direct experience
of understanding how things are really arranged. This
personal experience is his perception and understand-
ing and is the value for which the stalker is chasing
when he is hunted down by himself. Try not to ask
questions about what an "inner witness" or "silent wit-
ness" is, as it is sometimes called. Just take it and con-
template yourself right now (4). Do what you do, go,
talk, eat, drink, talk, but look at yourself from the out-
side with your psychological gaze (5).
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The one who tries to do it in reality - usually there
and then somehow changes. If he was stooping, - tries
to straighten his shoulders, if there was any stupid ex-
pression on his face - he is trying to do something else.
Try yourself to look at yourself from the side in the lit-
eral sense, as if the eyes are outside your body, and eve-
rything will become clear (6). In itself, this look at one-
self from the outside, even carried out to the smallest
degree, corresponds to the halt of internal dialogue. But
the stalker goes much further than the usual visual rep-
resentation. He looks into his mental and energy state

.

Stalker is a person who knows how to look at him-
self "outside™ and, in this state of contemplation of him-
self and the world, see the processes taking place in his
consciousness, arising and disappearing experiences.
But they do not ... Only allows to happen. This is about
the same, what to fall asleep, wake up and perform
some kind of action in a dream. Quite an obvious com-
parison. It is for this reason that the dreaming Toltecs
in Castaneda's magic system began to use stalking in
the context of common practices (7).

The essence of the work is to track all aspects of
emotions, thoughts - as they become in certain situa-
tions. Bright or non-standard are chosen only because
they cause stronger experiences. With such material it
is easier to work. Everything should be completely nat-
ural. The capacity for such self-contemplation does not
grow by itself. Even a person who from birth is en-
dowed with some power. And he also needs to teach
himself, and he too becomes a student. So - you need a
constant training ... What does it mean constant? This
means that it is constant. In all aspects of life. That's
why the everyday world can be compared to hunting
grounds (8).

It was not by chance that Castaneda did not give
concrete methods of tracking himself. The fact is that
the methods themselves are not so important. If the au-
thor of these lines once published scripts of controlled
stupidity, then it is controlled stupidity, not stalking in
general. Of course, as an example, | suggested that
readers bury the deceased thing. It's a good thing ... But
just understand that you can not tell a person how to get
him an individual existential experience (9).

One of my friends experienced satori looking at
the lid of a bottle of kefir. Here and so suddenly -
sharply and spontaneously. But this does not mean that

in order to experience satori, one must look at the lid
from the kefir bottle. Nevertheless, something needs to
be done. | will share several ways to track myself. All
are very effective. But the main thing is to understand
the very mood of stalking, and not blindly to do so (10).

The article shows honor, dignity and business reputation as one of the objects of the stalker's encroachment,
in which the victim may experience significant inconveniences connected with encroachment on a package of non-
property assets that can be estimated in financial equivalent. The diminution of honor, dignity and business repu-
tation by means of the stalker's intrusion into the victim's personal space had not previously been investigated in
the recognition of the above as non-property assets having a reflection in the property valuation, which is both a
novelty of the research and the purpose of this study, components of the victim's personal space, into which the
encroachment was committed through obsessive persecution.

Stalking - a type of violence and harassment - in
Russia is still not considered an offense. Despite nu-
merous victims. Searches involving persecution - so
from English translates to stalking. This word has been
used for several years in legal terminology (1). Accord-
ing to the legislation of many countries, stalking as de-
liberate threatening behavior directed at another person
and causing fear for his safety is considered a criminal
offense. In our country, however, all these hunts, un-
wanted visits and calls, obsessive attempts to "talk" and
threats are still taking ... for love, for trying to attract
attention or preserve relations (2).

"In our country, unfortunately, psychological ter-
ror for the problem is not considered,” - said St. Peters-
burg Akataeva, who had suffered from the harassment
of her ex-husband for a year and a half (3). Both women
and men are subjected to stalking. However, according
to research, men account for 83 percent of stalkers. Al-
most half of them are former partners, who were furious
after parting. This was the behavior of Anna's husband,
who was retired. "He guarded us near the entrance to
the front door, threatened me and his parents, broke in
the door, almost set up a fire." His car moved after me,
even if | went to the store, and when I walked with the
baby carriage in the park, he followed and | shot every-
thing on video (4).
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One day | went to a meeting with friends, and on
my phone from an unknown number came a message
with a photograph of the place where | was, and the sig-
nature "I'm near."

Zilara Ziyatdinova, an investigator from the Ministry of
Internal Affairs of Bashkiria, asked the leadership to
protect her from her ex-husband who acted according
to the classic stalker scheme: he was spying, promised
reprisal, and was vigilant about the personal life of the
ex-wife. "'l wrote reports, but there was no sense in it,"
says the brother of the deceased Rinat. "And shortly be-
fore her death, she was officially sent a refusal of de-
fense, arguing that the request is not related to her pro-
fessional activities" (7).

"There is no such thing as persecution in Russian
legislation at all," Mari Davtyan, a lawyer, a member of
the Coordinating Council under the Government of the
Russian Federation for the implementation of the Na-
tional Strategy for Women, an expert on family vio-
lence, told Ogonek. I do not want to chase you, and you
can not even get him involved in it. "Even if the letter
with threats” I'll kill you "will not have any significance
for the law enforcers, if the citizen at witnesses says"
I'll kill you right now "and go with you with a knife in
py ah - then it can be classified as an article, "The threat
of murder (8)."

According to the largest study of the Agency
for Fundamental Human Rights of the European Union,
18 percent of europeans were subject to confrontation.
According to research in the US - every 4th woman and
every 13th man. There is no reliable statistics for Rus-
sia, but experts are sure that this phenomenon in our
country is becoming more "popular”, including thanks
to new Internet methods of bullying the victim. "I'm
ashamed to admit that I'm ashamed to admit that a
young girl is following me and writes to all messengers
and social networks, and | can not do anything," says
Muscovite Gennady, who was one of the first to sign
the petition of Anna Akatova a year ago (9).

Do not be scared ... Just one day. Choose the day
and the evening of the previous set yourself the task -
there is nothing but bread. What's the matter? The
aforementioned contemplation of oneself from the side

of the stalker conducts being still and just a man. If you
try, then quickly make sure that the tonal is not slum-
bering. The rational part of consciousness is always on
guard for its picture of the world. She quickly removes
all attempts to create the primacy of not doing work.
You yourself will believe that you forgot about your
decision. And this task will be remembered already at
breakfast and lunch (10).

Abstract

This article is devoted to the separation clauses of referring obsessive persecution to the sub-sector of juris-
prudence or to the branch of victimology. At first glance, given the psychological focus of the subject matter on
the personal characteristics of the victims, we can assume an emphasis on victimology. However, to properly
classify it as an offense, as well as protect the rights of the victim in legal ways, which is the only possible way to
protect rights and freedoms, the present can be attributed to the legal sub-sector. Thus, as a goal of the present
study, it is possible to determine methods for classifying stalking in a legal direction with elements of victimology,
which today is highly popular in criminal and criminological circles in the United States and Western European
countries. This also determines its relevance and novelty, in accordance with which it can be indicated that earlier
comparative-analytical work between jurisprudence and vicominology in the field of intrusive persecution was not
conducted and it is possible that this direction is potentially a popular direction using the methods of the interdis-
ciplinary approach of the legal science and victimology.
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Obsessive surveillance of former partners in social
networks leads to serious psychological deviations, US
scientists found. Their Russian counterparts agree with
such conclusions and believe that in our country it is
practically impossible to legislatively protect them-
selves from harassment on the Internet and prevent vi-
olent crimes on this ground (1).

In a study titled "Watching for a romantic partner
after parting,” scientists drew attention to two psycho-
logical types of attachment in a relationship (anxious
type and avoiding attachment type), their exposure to
online confrontation after parting and subsequent neg-
ative consequences (2).

Researchers gave a brief description of the behav-
ior of various types in the relationship. Representatives
of the anxiety type have low self-esteem, tend to pay
much attention to the partner and seek with him a close
emotional contact (3). The second type is characterized
by a low level of trust in others and, as a consequence,
reluctance to start a close relationship (4). Also, repre-
sentatives of this type are less likely to "invest™ (spend-
ing a lot of time with a partner, sharing intimate
thoughts, creating deep affection) in relationships, but
are inclined to constantly search for alternatives (5).

Summarizing the observations, the scientists have
identified a sequence that most often leads to online
surveillance. This phenomenon was most susceptible
representatives of the alarming type. They invest huge
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emotional resources in maintaining relationships and
are inclined to perceive them as long and strong (6).
Thus, in case of a break, people with an alarming type
experience the greatest frustration, this leads to further
surveillance of the ex-partner, not only right after the
parting, but also for a long time. In this case, scientists
note that in fact, this phenomenon is not as harmless as
it might seem at first glance (7).

According to the family psychologist Anna Sob-
oleva, this phenomenon is very common, and condi-
tionally it is possible to distinguish several types of
"shadowing"."The first kind is an impassive shadow-
ing, when a person silently monitors all events in the
life of a former partner. As a rule, the initiator tries to
confirm some of his thoughts, for example, if he be-
lieves that the former partner regrets the break, he will
seek confirmation in all the statuses, However, often a
person can be mistaken, giving out wishful thinking.
For example, if a person wants to see that his former
partner is happy and has forgotten about the past, he
will see exactly that. This state of affairs in turn can
lead to even greater stress (8).

The second kind of surveillance can be called con-
ditionally "indirect participation”, when a person
closely follows all updates in the social networks of the
former partner, he personally does not write anything,
but begins actively commenting on the friends of the
former partner, leaving records where the former will
accurately see them (9).

"Of course, this harms all the participants in the
process - the victim feels unprotected and is constantly
worried, and the one who watches, shows aggression,
experiences a lot of negative emotions, even if so-called
revenge brings satisfaction at the time, in general, he
can not move on, constantly strained, neuroticism
grows and, if you do not stop in time, you can go into a
deep neurosis . Moreover, maniacal surveillance in so-
cial networks often becomes the first step towards the
commission of serious crimes in the real world, includ-
ing rape and murder (10).

Abstract

This article is devoted to some issues of harassment of women's rights through obsessive persecution in the
conditions of protection of citizens' constitutional rights to personal space. The relevance and novelty of this study
is due to the increased interest of the world legal scientific community in the protection of women's rights. To date,
entire committees, departments and even the specialized wing of the UN are being created. Practice also shows
that in most cases young women become victims of stalking. A lot of research has been done in this direction.
However, none of them affected the personal space of the victim from the position of the traditions of Central Asian
countries and local legislation, which proves the undeniable novelty and originality of the study. So, as a goal of
the present study, it is possible to assume the study of the personal space of women, its constitutional protection
from potential stalkers from the standpoint of the normative aspect and the traditional aspect.
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Quite recently a new term "stalking" entered our
lexicon. Stalking is a prolonged and repeated pursuit,
observation and / or harassment of someone. In most
cases, the goal of stalking is to force the relationship to
an unwilling or unreachable goal (1). Speaking in Rus-
sian, this is when the guy "loves" and the girl "does not
give." The overwhelming majority of our compatriots
and compatriots do not see this as anything, it's normal
and even cool: not everyone will be lucky to be so
"loved"” (2).

And when such persecution leads the girl to hys-
terics and fear to go out into the street, we shrug shoul-
ders: "Dura, does not understand his own happiness."”
It's time to start calling things by their own names!
Love is love, and violence is violence. So, how to rec-
ognize stalking? (3)

In comparison with ordinary crimes, which usu-
ally consist of a single action, stalking consists of a se-
ries of actions dispersed in time. Stalking as a crime
against the person can include actions that are in them-
selves legal, for example, information gathering, phone
calls, or gifts and message flooding (4).

Stalking is a long process, consisting of many
events. It is a form of psychological violence in which
the rapist deliberately, persistently, again and again,
breaks into the world of the victim, with whom he has
no relationship (there was no or no) (5). In most cases,
the separated constituent acts of stalking can not by
themselves lead to psychological violence, but taken to-
gether are a serious act of violence and a crime against
the individual (6).
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The behavior of the rapist in stalking.

- Catching the victim near work or at home. Per-
sistent phone calls, sms, emails, letters and / or scraps.
Gifts, from the seemingly "romantic" (for example,
flowers or sweets) to loathsome (7,8).

Forcible entry into the house or car of the victim.
Collect information about the victim: contacting people
familiar with the victim, viewing public or private rec-
ords, or garbage, in search of information (9). Manipu-
lative behavior (for example, by taking quite legal ac-
tions against a victim or threat of suicide) (10).

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Abstract

This article is devoted to the legal principles of negative influence without actual contact through intrusive
persecution. The urgency of this article is determined by the rapidly developing rates of development of the institute
of negative influence not only in legal science, but also in victimology, conflictology, management and other re-
lated scientific areas. Therefore, as an objective, it is possible to suggest studying the possibility of negative impact
on a person without direct contact.

To achieve this, a number of tasks have been developed, including the identification of the personal space of
citizens, the determination of errors in personal boundaries, the identification of the sides of the character that
are affected, as well as the methods of such negative effects, including blackmail and pressure. The theoretical
significance of this study lies in the possibility of enriching the fundamental base with new knowledge using meth-
ods of an interdisciplinary approach that will undoubtedly increase the empirical potential of further research
that will be carried out in this field. Practical significance will allow us to work out new mechanisms of analysis

for non-contact negative effects with certain consequences.

STALKING - (Stalking) is an undesirable obses-
sion with one person from another person or group of
people. Stalking is a form of harassment and intimida-
tion; as a rule, is expressed in the pursuit of the victim,
the tracking of the victim (1). Therefore, in this case a
stalker is a person who carries out stalking, that is, per-
secution (2).

Discredit: the persecutor often lies about the vic-
tim to other people, trying to weaken the support of oth-
ers. This isolates the victim, making it more vulnerable,
and gives the persecutor a sense of strength and control
(3). Stalking is not seen as a serious crime against the
individual. Half of the victims noted that they were
called paranoid and too sensitive when they tried to talk
about the persecution friends or colleagues. 57% of the
victims said they did not apply to the police when the
persecution problem began to frighten them, because
they were sure that their complaints would not be taken
seriously or would be laughed at (4). Six of the victims
said that they were very fortunate to become the object
of such attention (5).

"Persecution is a form of psychic attack in which
a criminal repeatedly, undesirably and destructively
breaks into the world of a victim's life, with whom they
have no relationship (or no more). In addition, the sep-
arated actions that constitute the invasion can not in and
of itself cause mental violence, but rather do together

(6).

Epidemiology of stalking: « About 10% of men
and 15% of women become victims of stalkers / pursu-
ers at least once during a lifetime. « Stalkers are in 85%
of cases of men, 75% at the age of 25 to 45 years, in
60% of cases it is ex —partners (7).

The classification of stalking: ¢ Different types of
manifestation (for example, outcast, distraught and re-
venge-seeking stalkers) ¢ Classification by motivation
principle, also on the principle of psychotic type /
nonpsychotic type, in addition, distinguish stalker pur-
suers with love delirium, stalkers with other psychotic
disorders and obsessive pursuers (8,9).

It should be noted that when
recognizing certain categories of persecution, victims of obsessive persecution can rely on certain anonymity,
protection, benefits and even compensation at the expense of the state treasury. Thus, we can say that the nature
of this review article has a high theoretical significance, since it is a sufficiently necessary fundamental resource
for researching such in a real practical procedural space. Previous studies have mainly concerned persecutors,
which, in addition to originality, also increases the coefficient of novelty of the study. The wide popularity of the
study of stalking throughout the world space gives this article high relevance.

The first country where the criminal penalty for
stalking was imposed was the United States. Namely,
in 1990 in California, the law against persecution was
passed (1). At the same time, the law prescribed the def-
inition of stalking - "conscious, committed with malice
and repeated persecution and causing anxiety to an-
other person." And by 1992, similar laws appeared in
30 states (2). The adoption of these laws was largely
influenced by the murder of actress Rebecca Schaeffer.
For three years she was pursued by a fan of Robert John

Bardot. And in 1989 he came to her house and shot the
actress. He was given a life sentence. Then similar laws
appeared in Canada, Australia and Belgium (3).

In Germany, amendments to the Criminal Code
providing for punishment for prosecution were adopted
in 2007. Stalkers in Germany may be imprisoned for up
to three years. In Scotland, the Anti-Stalking Act came
into force in 2010. In the two years that the law was in
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force in Scotland, 443 people were convicted of perse-
cution (4). For comparison, before the law appeared,
only 70 people in ten years were punished for the per-
secution of their victims. In England and Wales, stalk-
ing became a criminal offense in 2012 (5).

In addition to the laws, in many countries there are
public organizations dealing with victims of stalkers.
For example, in the UK there is The Suzy Lamplugh
Trust, which organized a national hotline to support
victims of persecution. Moreover, last year the organi-
zation received funding for a new project aimed at the
rehabilitation of stalkers (6).

In Russia, there are no laws that penalize stalking.
Official statistics, respectively, also not conducted. On
the Internet, they even tried to collect signatures de-
manding the introduction of an article on stalking in the
Criminal Code of Russia. But the matter has not gone
beyond the Internet - the required number of signatures
has not been collected (7).

As they say in the center of care for survivors of
sexual abuse "Sisters", in Russia you can try to attract
a stalker to the administrator for an insult or to a crime
- for threatening murder. But in practice it is difficult to
implement. Experts advise to keep everything that the
stalker sends, record conversations, make screenshots
of messages, tell all friends and with a stack of docu-
mented material contact the police. But not the fact that
the problem will be solved (8).

According to lawyer Marie Davtyan, in Russia,
first we need to pass a law on domestic violence, for
which she and many of her colleagues have been work-
ing for several years, and only later will it be possible
to talk about the law against stalking: (9)

According to the calculations of American re-
searchers, 15,2% of women and 5,7% of men face con-
frontation at least once in their life. In the UK, accord-
ing to the data of last year, 94% of murders are com-
mitted on the basis of an unhealthy desire to harass and
intimidate people (10).

The special emphasis of this article is made precisely on the process of proving, or rather the recognition of
the strength of some evidence of intrusion into the victim's personal space in the prosecution proceedings. So, the
legal status of audio and video fixations in trials with proving persuasive persecution has some limitations not
only in the US and Western European countries, but also in the Republic of Kazakhstan. The purpose of this study
is to designate certain parameters in which evidence expressed in the form of video and audio fixations can be
used in litigation or may be rejected due to inadequate clearance, illegality and other circumstances of key im-
portance in the case. Thus, it is possible to indicate the relevance, practical significance and theoretical signifi-
cance of this research in that most of the research deals with the theoretical aspects of stalking, while this article
provides the society with specific mechanisms in applied judicial proceedings. This is the novelty of this study.

Back in 1999, Australian forensic psychiatrist
Paul Mullen singled out five types of stalkers: outcasts,
requiring close relationships, insolvent, vindictive and
predators. Variants of how stalkers pursue their victims
are endless (1). Someone sends flowers, chocolate,
books, photos of himself, a dead cat (it happens that
way). Someone on behalf of the victim orders food with
home delivery or airline tickets. And someone threatens
a particular person or his friends and partners (2).

According to a study conducted by Mullen, former
partners of the victim, colleagues and clients, casual ac-
quaintances and of course crazy fans become stalkers.
Most stalkers, as a rule, suffer from any mental disor-
der: erotomania, pathological jealousy, schizophrenia,
bipolar disorder, etc (3).

What moves the stalkers, why are they for months,
and who for years has been persecuting one person?
Motivation is also different for everyone. Some aggres-
sive behavior can try to return a partner after a break in
the relationship (4). Others pursue a person to intimi-
date him, hurt him or take revenge for something. And,
some, feeling insult to the whole world, for this purpose
they choose a completely casual victim. Still others de-
cide that unrequited love still needs to be fought, and
its goal must be achieved at all costs (5).

The duration of the persecution is from 4 weeks to
20 years (median - 12 months), longer among rejected
and requiring close relations. Sixty-three percent of
stalkers (N-84) resorted to threats, and 36% (N-52)
were aggressive (6). Threats and property damage were
more often noted on the part of vindictive people, and

outcasts and predators more often attacked. Previous
convictions, substance use disorders, and the use of
threats in the past have served as predictive signs of an
attack (7).

Stalkers can have several motivations: from con-
firming their power over a partner who rejected him, to
the requirement of a love relationship (8). Most stalkers
are lonely and socially untenable, but are able to
frighten their victims and cause them suffering. To stop
the persecution, a set of appropriate legal sanctions and
therapeutic interventions is needed (9).

Later this term spread to those individuals who
stealthily pursue their victim, cause her anxiety and ex-
haust, especially during domestic quarrels. In Califor-
nia in 1990, the Law against Persecution first gave its
definition: "conscious, committed with malice and re-
peated harassment and causing anxiety to another per-
son." (10)

Abstract

This article highlights and analyzes the main results of judicial decisions in countries with the current system
of Anglo-Saxon law, which are expressed in the form of restrictive regulations for stalkers within a certain radius
of the victim. In fact, this is a perfectly logical conclusion, since in criminal and administrative proceedings for a
stalker, deprivation / restriction of liberty and administrative arrest is impossible because of the absence of phys-
ical harm to health, which is caused by the lack of contact of the act. In civil proceedings, such restrictive rulings
have a financial equivalent, based on the number of violations of the radius and the status of violation of that
restriction, which is quite a controversial issue in terms of identifying the immediate status of the restrictive order
for the stalker, which is the main objective of the present studies. In previous studies, this has not been done from
the position of applied mechanisms of use in the real judicial space of countries with the Anglo-Saxon system of
law, which adds not only the novelty, but also the relevance of this study. Practical significance is also assessed
as high because it involves the development of real applied legal analysis tools based on theoretical data.
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Persecution - a set of ways of behavior, including
repeated and persistent attempts to impose on another
person unnecessary communication and (or) contact
(1). Communication can take place over the telephone,
through letters, e-mail, inscriptions and drawings (often
obscene) on homes, in public toilets, etc., and contact -
by approaching the victim, pursuing and monitoring her
(2). In addition, on behalf of the victim, an order for any
product can be made and a fictitious legal action initi-
ated (3).

Persecution can be accompanied by threats, prop-
erty damage and assault. The results of population sur-
veys indicate that 12% of women were harassed during
the previous year, and the lifetime risk for men is 2%
for men and 8% for women (4).

Persecution, as well as any other complex form of
human behavior, can be a derivative of various states of
the psychic sphere. Persecution, which causes un-
doubted harm, is one of the activities that smoothly
passes into the peculiarities of normal behavior, often
manifested during the initiation or restoration of rela-
tionships. Disputes related to the definition are compli-
cated by the fact that the main sign of persecution - both
as a concept and as an offense - is a feeling of anxiety
and fear in the victim (5).

Thus, persecution is not only the intentions and be-
havior of the perpetrator that constitute the persecution
event, but also how these actions are experienced and
perceived by the victim. All these difficulties made it
difficult to develop an acceptable classification (6).

The phenomenon of stalking (chasing) is probably
not new. But the ulcer of this antisocial phenomenon
was revealed thanks to the spread of the Internet (7). On
the one hand, the Internet is a blessing for the victims
of the persecution, as information about the persecution
can be disseminated (8). On the other hand - the Inter-
net plays and its unwholesome role, reducing the
boundaries of our personal space and making us vulner-
able. After all, the persecutors use the technology of vi-
rus distribution for their delirium, and many people are
still brought up in the style of the last century, when
what is written needs to be trusted unconditionally (9).

The rejected stalker is the most common type that
was encountered in our practice. In this group, patients
begin to pursue their prey in the context of a break in
close relationships, usually, but not necessarily, sexual.
A stalker of this type persecutes a person who rejected

it in order to achieve reconciliation in order to take re-
venge for rejection or hesitate between both. Behavior
is usually supported by the pleasure obtained as a result
of either preserving the visibility of the relationship
through persecution or as a result of causing suffering
(10).

However, one of the main moments of the present is precisely the status of the
victim, which in countries with a functioning functioning Anglo-Saxon law system has a number of privileges that
can be illegally accused by a person who, by coincidence, turned out to be a stalker. Thus, the study of some
procedural issues of identification of the legal status of the victim of obsessive persecution in the Anglo-Saxon law
system is highly relevant to the novelty, theoretical and practical significance. In accordance with the above, it
was decided to set as the goal the identification of the legal status of the victim of obsessive persecution in the
Anglo-Saxon system.

Most outcast stalkers are irritated, dependent men,
or unable to believe that they have been rejected, or un-
willing to put up with rejection. They usually have sig-
nificant personality deficiencies, and psychotic dis-
eases are diagnosed in this group only occasionally.
Representatives of this group are usually able to calcu-
late their benefits, and therefore the threat of legal sanc-
tions may be sufficient to stop harassment (1).

The exception is people with psychoses, and those
who have problems with access to the child and guard-
ianship, as well as those who are sure (perhaps justifi-
ably) that this is their one and only chance to start a
relationship (2). During the treatment of outcast stalk-

ers, it is often necessary to focus on the process of “fall-
ing in love" (Phillips & Judd, 1978). We should strive
to switch them from the feelings of embarrassment
caused by the past, to sadness due to the usual loss (3).

Dependent personalities should first and foremost
focus on the idealization of anger and anger and the
ways in which they support the fantasy of love, even
when reciprocity and any positive attitude, possible
from the victim, have disappeared (4). The ability of an
individual to abandon the desire to resume lost relation-
ships largely depends on how much he is confident that
he will be able to form new relationships. In this case,
his assessment of his social desirability and communi-
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cation skills is crucial. Sometimes a pessimistic assess-
ment of these aspects can be sufficiently substantiated,
and sometimes it is more perception than reality (5).

Seekers of intimate relationships begin to pursue
to establish relationships with the person who caused
his love, or with someone who, according to his mis-
taken belief, already loves him. They are in love and
endow the object of their pursuit with exclusively de-
sirable qualities (6). They are persistent in their harass-
ment despite, or not paying attention to, the reactions
of the victim. At the beginning of the persecution, the
seekers of close relationships almost invariably live
alone, in isolation, avoiding very close relations (7).

The relationships that arise in fantasies and the
persecution serve as a false solution to this dilemma,
this is what reinforces and supports behavior. For them,
love without reciprocity is better than its absence, better
visibility of relationships, no matter how fantastic they
are, than no prospect of close relations. Representatives
of this group of stalkers often diagnose mental disor-
ders with the syndrome of erotomania (8).

In contrast to outcast stalkers, the seekers of close
relationships do not actually react to legal sanctions, of-
ten boasting that "persecution” and imprisonment is the
price they pay for true love. The only effective role of
the courts in suspending this type of persecution is to
provide compulsory psychiatric treatment. When treat-
ing close relationship seekers, one should focus on the
underlying mental disorder and the erotomania syn-
drome (see above) (9).

Treatment should be combined with measures
aimed at overcoming social exclusion and lack of social
competence that supports it. Do not ignore simple ad-
ditions to the management and treatment of stalkers.
Sometimes a pet can take on a huge desire to give, as
well as receive love (10).

Persecution is a common and dangerous crime that
can lead to death. In 2009, the US Bureau of Justice
Statistics showed that 3.4 million people are persecuted
annually in the United States (1). More than half of the
victims experienced at least one undesirable contact
with the persecutor every week, 11% of the victims re-
ported being persecuted for five years or more. Women
were three times more likely to be persecuted than men,
and people aged 18-24 were most often victims of har-
assment. In 75-80% of cases of persecution it is a ques-
tion of a man who is persecuting a woman (2).

WHEN SPEECH COMES TO AN IMPOSSIBLE
PERSECUTION, or stalking, most tend to think that
this will never happen to them. That the paparazzi with
cameras chase celebrities, obsessive letters with threats
are received by editors of scandalous newspapers, and
gifts from unknown adorers are fatal beauties in the cin-
ema (3). This is what persecution in mass culture looks
like, and in the eyes of many it is a strange, but a com-
pliment, and not a threat (4).

Why then is prosecution recognized as a criminal
offense in dozens of countries? Why, being a victim of
persecution in real life, the victims do not feel flattered,
but are irritated and frightened, but do not seek help?
On this and other issues, we talked with the victims of
the persecution, a psychologist helping the victims and
their persecutors, and a lawyer (5).

A couple of months ago, soon after moving to a
new city, | was written on the net by an unfamiliar
young man - let's call him M. From his message, | real-
ized that he would be interested in learning more about
my trips (6). However, he never turned to me for ad-
vice, but immediately began to call me to meet and talk,
and clearly not about travel. Then began to try to find
out my phone number. The flow of messages that did
not stop, despite my requests to write only on the case.
Then a stream of rude abuse in response to my request
to leave me alone. For abuse, an apology followed-it
seemed to me sincere (7).

A few days later he wrote to me again - this time,
that he saw me at the cinema (where | really was). After
another stream of abuse and strange assumptions at my
expense: "To such egoists like you, just like someone
else's attention! You want to run after you, but you just
refused! It flatters your self-esteem! "- | just blocked it
in the network (8).

That night, for the first time in my life, 1 went
home looking back and struggled to stay out of jogging,
as in my childhood in a gloomy communal corridor,
where a monster appears behind every dark corner (9).
Where only the girl who bravely poked her nose in the
Moscow and Shanghai doorways and blew her lips ar-
rogantly, when friends frightened her with the horrors
of the cheerful neighborhoods of Berlin. Remembering
that M. came to me through an expat community, |
hung a warning post there. Imagine my surprise when
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it became clear that M. pursued no less than three girls
at the same time (10).

What was particularly unpleasant, all the victims
of M. were something similar: the cut of the eyes, the
color of hair and skin. One of them at one time met him
at a party for foreign language learners. He quickly got
a phone number from her and called for coffee. Some
gatherings in the cafe ended with uniform persecution -
M. told everyone that his victim is now his girlfriend
(1). He continued to insist on new meetings, and in re-
sponse to polite refusals, he burst out with the most bru-
tal abuse. However, after every stream of insults, M.
apologized, and my friend hoped that now he would
come to himself and leave her alone (2).

However, no matter how persecutors define their
goal, they often have the true goal - to establish control
over someone else's life. Stalking is a form of violence,
even if the rapist does not understand what he is doing,
and his actions are purely virtual (3). And this once
again confirms that the difference between offline and
online is virtually no more (4).

The insults soon gave way to threats - M. got the
home address of my acquaintance and began to say that
he would come and tell all of her parents (a girl from a
Muslim family - though not at all conservative) that he
would wait for her at the entrance and make him talk
(5). The girl began to be afraid to leave the house and
once sat in the four walls all weekend, unable to cope
with her fear. She was afraid to go to the police, because
then the story would certainly come to the surface and
her parents would know about it, and she did not want
to disturb them (6).

Fortunately, M. rarely crossed the frontiers of
online persecution, and it was enough for us to ignore
his messages and get him expelled from the migrant
communities, where he was looking for his victims (7).
My friend did not take M. seriously. This is normal - it
perfectly corresponds to the archetypal stalker, as the
mass culture draws it: a painfully lonely and awkward
young man who imagines that the girl he likes can be
"conquered” if you write to her long enough, and even
intimidate (8).

However, as Olga Zipelmayer, a psychologist at
the Stop Stalking Center in Berlin, who has been work-
ing with victims of persecution and stalkers for many
years, the archetypal "romanticist" who pursued us is
not the most common type of stalker. According to the
observations of the Berlin center and their colleagues

from other countries, the most common form is a for-
mer romantic partner who thinks he is trying to save a
broken relationship or marriage (9).

"The very realization of the persecution as a legal
violation appeared recently - this is the case that is often
called" a new crime from the old behavior. " The cases
of persecution are described in our culture: the very first
stalker we meet is Apollo, pursuing Daphne, who had
nothing left but to turn into a tree. Since the legal norm
is relatively new, it has not yet had time to gain a foot-
hold in our culture. People who find themselves in this
situation often do not understand that they have the
right to demand protection. In addition, in different
countries different legal norms: if in Europe prosecu-
tion is criminally punishable, then in Russia there is no
legal basis for this yet (10).

The article highlights the main points of proof of the persecutor's innocence in cases when the damage caused
to a victim is caused outside the circumstances related to direct prosecution. As the data show, the position of the
pursuers is also shaky, when the victim suffers certain inconveniences immediately before the time of the persecu-
tion. In addition, in practice, cases when the person by the coincidence of circumstances are involved in the per-
sonal space of the victim in the role of a stalker against his will are also not uncommon in practice. As a rule, this
can be a coincidence, which legally plays against the interests of a person who, by coincidence, turned out to be
a stalker. Nevertheless, once in the role of a stalker and in the presence of a certain number of audio and video
fixations, a person can be accused of violating the plaintiff's personal space and bearing property liability as a
causal agent, which, as a defense tool, presupposes the use of the presumption of innocence, which implies the
separation of intent from the banal coincidence, finding a causal relationship between the victim and the persecu-
tor, as well as the legal force of each argument, grounds and evidence.

Unfair fans are stalkers who persecute people by
showing interest in them in a manner that often causes
anxiety in the pursuit object, and sometimes fear. Usu-
ally among their victims are strangers or casual coun-
ter-people (1). The motive of their actions is not a
strong feeling of love, but a great desire to establish
contact, usually seeking a date. They often lack the
signs of basic courtship skills, and their approach to the

object of worship is ridiculous and inappropriate and
often terrifies (2).

Stalkers of this type often feel that they are in-
tended for the relationship with the person who caused
their interest, while in fact they demonstrate indiffer-
ence to the preferences of the object of their harassment
(3). Lack of communication skills can be a consequence
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of the vulnerability, and sometimes the intellectual lim-
itations of the stalker's personality. This type of perse-
cution usually ends after a relatively short period of
time, presumably because of the practical lack of re-
wards that would support this behavior (4).

Unfortunately, stalkers of this group quite often
pass from one victim to another, which takes the form
of a serial harassment (5). Although they can substan-
tially increase the burden of persecution in the commu-
nity, as they are rarely persecuted for a sufficiently long
time to be prosecuted, some of them, as well as those
with atypical forms of behavior, are sent to clinics. To
stop any episode of persecution in this group is rela-
tively easy - just need to tell them to stop it (6).

For the vindictive stalkers, the motive for persecu-
tion is a great desire to intimidate and cause anxiety
among their victims. Unlike most stalkers, they are well
aware of the impact of their behavior on the victim.
This type of persecution arises from the desire to punish
a person (or an organization), which, according to the
stalker, caused him harm or somehow treated him with
disdain (7).

Behavior is supported by the satisfaction of a
sense of power and control arising from the harassment.
The rancorous stalker usually justifies his actions and
often presents himself as a victim, resisting the prevail-
ing power. Often stalkers of this type consider them-
selves "small people” fighting for justice, whereas in
reality they usually engage in merciless persecution,
harassment, insults, and commit aggressive acts against
a vulnerable victim (8).

Rancorous stalkers are most often threatened, but,
interestingly, they rarely reach physical attacks (Mullen
et al., 1999, 1999). Their goal is to intimidate and ter-
rorize; they are usually quite aware that if they attacked
the victim, the police would quickly stop their actions.
In order to avoid liability under the law, vindictive
stalkers use indirect threats (for example, they place the
name of the victim in the newspaper column "Remem-
ber and mourn™ or send a message about its death to the
owners of funeral bureaus) (9).

Diagnostically, the behavior of vindictive stalkers
usually refers to the spectrum of paranoid disorders
with predominance of paranoid personality disorder.

This type of persecution sometimes occurs in individu-
als with delusions of quaverulent content, when their
complaints and statements are not given a course (10).

Abstract

The article highlights the main points of identification of the elements of the crime with the banal accompa-
niment of the victim against her will, in which the victim is inflicted certain non-property damage, which may be
related to the victim's property relations, loss of profit, oppression of honor, dignity, business reputation, moral
damage, and as well as bringing to suicide. The specifics of the persecution does not imply any physical contact
with the victim and may not even be verbal, which is quite a controversial moment for considering him as an
offense because of the incompleteness of the offense for such an unlawful act whose level of public danger is not
identified for non-rehabilitating circumstances, that makes the issue extremely urgent. So, the purpose of this
complex study is to identify the main points in analyzing the composition of the crime in obsessive pursuit, includ-
ing the specifics of the object, subject, as well as the objective and subjective side of such an act. From previous
studies, this separates the consideration of stalking as a criminal-legal act, rather than administrative misconduct.
Thus, we can note the high relevance of this study due to the lack of study of its elements.
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Many such campaigns of harassment, harassment,
insults, sexual harassment often begin in the workplace;
Sometimes this happens after a conflict between col-
leagues or with management; it also happens that an
employee or specialist who fails to meet the client's ex-
pectations becomes a target of his persecution (1).

During the first examination, vindictive stalkers
usually express indignation over the fact that they, ra-
ther than the object of their indignation, were brought
to justice and humiliated by the direction to the psychi-
atrist (2). Few of them receive psychiatric care unless
the court has ruled on compulsory treatment; when they
nevertheless get on treatment, it is very difficult to
move beyond silence and a stern and fierce glance at

the doctor from a far corner of the office. Some of them
are diagnosed with a paranoid disorder that is suscepti-
ble, at least in part, to treatment with antipsychotic
drugs (3).

In most cases, the doctor remains struggling to
connect the patient with any obligations, while trying
to avoid becoming a target of complaints and indigna-
tion. Like narcissistic individuals, success is often
achieved by referring to the patient's own interests (4).
This should be done very carefully, because these pa-
tients often believe that they are inspired by the desire
for justice, and convince themselves that their actions,
although cruel, are altruistic (5). One aspect on which
to concentrate in the process of treatment is obsessive
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thoughts, in which the vile stalker revives the "lived
feeling of humiliation and injustice on the part of the
victim."

Obsessive thoughts of this content can arise daily
over long periods and intensify suffering and anger.
The focus of attention on the difficult past and compul-
sive revival in memory of these sufferings can be a sign
of a depressive disorder or indicate the development of
a mood disorder (affective disorder) (6). We have
achieved some success in treating this group of patients
with selective serotonin reuptake inhibitors. However,
in general, vindictive stalkers are very difficult to lead
and treat, a positive effect in this group of patients is
achieved very slowly, if at all (7).

Stalkers predators are gradually preparing for a
sexual offense. The initial incentive is to gather infor-
mation about a potential victim. Persecution often goes
far beyond the reach of information and is supported by
the pleasure derived from such components as voyeur-
ism, fantasies about the planned attack and a sense of
power over the victim (8).

Pursuit is done secretly so as not to alert or scare
the victim, although some predator predators get pleas-
ure when the victim of their persecution has an anxiety
because of the actions that allow them to know that they
are being followed, while the identity and location of
the stalker remain unknown . Examples of such actions
can be penetration into the victim's house, moving ob-
jects, knocking on windows at night and shouting out
of shelter. Fortunately, such stalkers are a rarity, at least
among those who are primarily directed towards a spe-
cialist about the pursuing behavior (9).

However, the results of the criminal investigation
into sexual offenders show that in a large humber of
cases, episodes of persecution are a component of their
deviant behavior. Stalker predators almost always
should be treated as part of a program for sex offenders.
In this case, the main focus should be on treating para-
philias, which is the driving force behind the pursuing
behavior (10).

Recently, there have been notes on group persecu-
tion - gang-snaring. By the way, respected psychiatric
authors from the very beginning, stating the fact of so-
cial-behavioral deviation in stalkers, however indicate
that they are capable of getting into groups of their own
kind. And this phenomenon also comes to the surface
in the network (1). I suspect that most of them belong
to the category of something offended and avenging
stalkers, the 4th type according to the classification
cited above. They hardly if at all give in to treatment
(2). The most ideological, apparently. And it is this type
of stalkers that haunts me on the web and off-line (3).

In most people, the word stalking is associated
with something interesting and tempting. Then you and
the famous game STALKER, and the study of "throw-
backs, and the breaking of dreams ... But alas, today the
word stalking is increasingly understood much more
unpleasant meaning - the persecution that can occur
both in social networks and in reality, and often has
very negative consequences (4).

Stalking usually begins quite harmlessly: a stalker
(persecutor) - often a former guy of a girl or just a
friend, spinning in the same circle as she, hangs on the
victim's page, likes her photos, writes compliments in
the comments, asks to add to friends and actively mon-
itors her entire life through the Internet (5). However,
gradually the stalker becomes more and more intrusive,
and his messages are increasingly frank, vulgar and in-
appropriate (6).

He begins to actively write to the girl's personal
messages, requires a meeting in reality or "at least" new
photos made specifically for him, and the refusal reacts
extremely aggressively and quickly turns to dirty in-
sults. This "communication™ ends with the fact that the
girl blocks the pursuer and hopes that now she will not

have to endure his rudeness. But most often this stalker
does not stop (7).

Having lost access to his victim in the social net-
work, the stalker begins to seek the opportunity to re-
gain her influence, frighten her, cause fear and remind
herself of herself in any way. In the course go fictitious
pages, messages to friends, as well as continue collect-
ing any information about the girl. Stalker does not
need to pretend to be an unfamiliar cute guy and offer
the victim a virtual acquaintance, during which he will
deceive her into a meeting where she will try to force
her to meet with threats and pressure. And maybe fake
the page of a relative or a close friend of the girl to lure
her phone number (8).

The more information the stalker collects about
the victim, the more it becomes dangerous. Having re-
ceived enough information, he begins to literally pursue
a woman, stalking her near the house or work, threat-
ening her with beating or rape, ruining her property, for
example, the front door or car (9).

The most terrible thing is that, until the stalker
crosses the line, when he violates the Criminal Code of
the Russian Federation (will damage the property or
cause physical damage to the girl or her relatives), the
victim, in general, has no one to turn to for help. Unfor-
tunately, in our society, the persecution of a woman by
a man is often socially approved. Often in the eyes of
common acquaintances, a stalker is an unhappy lover,
whose dynamite avoids his bitch. The victim's friends
can sincerely advise her to "pity the guy" and stop
mocking him (10).

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And the familiar men simply prefer to stay out of
the way, because they will not want to interfere in the
"personal™ relationship, and in general, "the cute
bruises - just play." Sometimes stalking leads to the fact
that the victim has problems with the environment,
which prefers to rather abandon the "uncomfortable”
person, rather than help him (1). It is very common
cases when a stalker spreads into a city public a fake
photo with a "naked" victim, after which it begins to be
branded by acquaintances (2).

Even psychologists often justify a stalker, calling
his actions an addiction. Say, he is not to blame for what
he loves so much ... And the fact that he sent messages
to all your friends with insulting comments about you,
it just brought him just a little (3). If in some countries
of Europe a stalker can be prohibited from judging you
and your house for a certain distance, then in the CIS
there are no legal instruments that can at least somehow
influence the persecutor (“that's when he kills or rapes,
then Come™). And the victim has to rely only on himself

(4).

You need to tell the stalker directly that you do not
want to communicate with him and do not want to see
him. Be sure to avoid soft vague expressions ("we'll
see", "it will be seen", "maybe in the future") in re-
sponse to his suggestions to meet or start / resume rela-
tions (5). After you have expressed your position, stop
talking to him completely: avoid social networking, do
not have telephone conversations, do not agree to pass
anything through friends. All this in the future can be
explained by your environment, as a desire to continue
communication with the stalker (6).

Be sure to retain all evidence of stalking. No mat-
ter how nasty you were to store candid SMS or personal
messages from a pervert, they could prove to be a con-
firmation for your family and friends that you need
help. And the police, if it comes to this, these testimo-
nies will confirm the malicious actions of the persecu-
tor. Tell us about what is happening to your relatives,
friends and relatives whom you trust (7). If, in response
to your request for help, you will hear advice to score
("Yes, he just loves you, silly"), stop talking with such
people. This is the case when the proverb "A friend is
known in trouble" turns out to be an incredibly suitable
situation (8).

If you see that the situation clearly poses a danger
(the stalker has watched you and threatened to rape you
or beat you up), immediately go to a crowded place and
ask someone to call the police. If you are being pursued
by car, head to your nearest post. Yes, it is possible that
the stalker will not even be detained, and the whole sit-
uation will be considered a quarrel between lovers, but
the very fact that you are ready to ask for help from
strangers can sober the pursuer (9).

Remember that whatever actions the stalker did,
you are not at fault. You did not provoke him to pursue
you and threaten you. Many men often blame women
for provoking their unlawful behavior: they dressed de-
fiantly, did not say "yes or no," maintained communi-
cation and "hinted at a continuation." This is not true,
which exists only in the inflamed brain of the persecu-
tor and those who support such behavior. Do not give
in to the manipulation of those who want to make you
feel guilty, and try to avoid these toxic people as much
as possible (10).

Abstract

This article is devoted to the definition of the psychological portrait of the persecutor, his personal charac-
teristics and place in the modern democratic society. The relevance of this study lies in the increasing precedents
of persecution of citizens from personal, social, political, economic, religious and other motives. In this case, the
victim of the persecution is usually rendered vulnerable to stalker's actions, as well as law enforcement agencies,
as they are not able to identify the stalker. They can be anyone. A stalker can be anywhere. There are no guarantees
that constantly watching the victim, the stalker will not pass to active actions. This can be stopped only one way -
to identify the psychological portrait of a stalker. However, only knowledge in the field of jurisprudence for this is
not enough. It is necessary to have psychological skills, which makes the methodology of the interdisciplinary
approach relevant to the study of this study. Therefore, it can be indicated that the main goal of this study can be
defined as the construction of the psychological portrait of the persecutor, his personal characteristics and place
in the modern democratic society.

The cultural framework is only one of the reasons
why the victims do not seek the help of the state. Ac-
cording to Zipelmayer, it often turns out that the pur-
suer and his victim used to have close relationships, and
people may not want to involve strangers in their per-
sonal lives. In addition, many people in such situations
are still in the dynamics of romantic relationships, have
not yet realized that they have ended and moved to
some other stage (1). Well, of course, many people
think that they can reach an agreement with another
person - especially with a friend - or they hope that it
will pass by itself without harming them (2).

The persecutors themselves can often also inter-
nally experience broken relationships and do not realize
that they are over. Working with this experience is one

of the aspects of the work of the Stop Stalking Center
with the persecutors (3). Actually, the organization be-
gan with the fight against persecution, weaning the
stalkers from it. As Zipelmayer emphasizes, one must
understand that the persecutors themselves are often
very unhappy people who can not stop, even if they
want to: some clients compare their mania with drug
addiction (4).

"Mass culture with its idea of romantic love does
not help us at all - you will remember how many popu-
lar songs about love actually tell about the persecution.
Persecutors - both men and women - are held hostage
to the harmful idea that one should fight for love to the
end and that the object of one's love needs to be
achieved, no matter what, "says Zipelmayer (5).
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It should also be taken into account that all people
have different ideas about personal boundaries, and put
it on memories of previous relationships or about a love
failure that could seriously hurt a person. "Persecutors
may not understand the consequences of their behavior
- it seems to them that they are saving their past rela-
tionship or even marriage. They just do not think that
by their behavior they can break their victims all their
lives (6). "

If the victim is a persecuted man, then he may not
ask for help for a long time because of the fear of ap-
pearing weak. Men in fact since the childhood speak,
that they should with all difficulties to consult (7). A
man may not listen attentively to his own feelings and
do not understand why he does not like persecution at
all. Because we simply forget that the fear of persecu-
tion is one of the oldest fears of man, and that it can
easily lead to a serious mental disorder (8).

Thanks to this installation, there is another form of
stalking, where the persecutors are engaged in this self-
lessly - it is enough to recall the history of visitors to
dating sites, from which computer scammers first pull
out all personal information, and then begin to demand
money (9). Such criminals speculate on feelings and of-
ten repeat all the actions of the persecutors: they fill up
their victims with letters, continuously call, brazenly
demand attention, and often pursue their victim on all
available Internet platforms, begin to threaten and write
about their alleged insuperable attraction to the victim
(10).
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Abstract

This article is devoted to the investigation of the levers of pressure on the victim and the main characteristic
of the staging of the negative impact on the victim of persecution. The relevance of this article is an alternative to
the use of certain behavioral models of stalkers as levers of pressure to achieve the deliberately mercenary goal
of enrichment and obtaining material goods. Today, given the rapidly developing business sector, the present is
of key importance. Therefore, as the purpose of this study, the brief results of which are set forth in this article,
one can note the study of the application of pressure levers to the victim and the main characteristic of the staging
of the negative impact on the victim of persecution. Previously, similar studies within the legal space of the Re-
public of Kazakhstan were not conducted, which proves their novelty. The theoretical significance of this study
lies in the calculation and improvement of empirical data in the field of legal manipulation in the sphere of small,
medium and large business of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The practical significance lies in the transformation of

these fundamental knowledge into a single applied analyzer.
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As follows from the experience of the center, as
well as from private histories of victims of persecution,
even European legal norms and the police can not ade-
quately protect the victims of stalking (1). The English-
language Internet is full of stories about how conde-
scending judges advised victims of stalkers to be proud
of the attention they paid and did not take seriously
their requests for help. In Russia, however, legislation
does not regulate this sphere of relations at all (2).

"In Russia, in the framework of criminal law, there
is no such thing as persecution. There are no rules pro-
hibiting prosecution. The only article that, at least
somehow, relates to this is an article such as "a threat
of murder." In practice, the victims of persecution in
Russia can not count on the help of the state and them-
selves somehow run (often in the literal sense) from
their persecutors, "says Marie Davtyan, a lawyer spe-
cializing in family violence (3).

There are no organizations that would directly pur-
sue prosecution, but since persecution is often part of
domestic violence, crisis centers for women help them
to escape in such situations. Interestingly, private or-
ganizations follow international practice and keep the
location of their shelters a secret, and public ones,
which are much larger, do not hide their location (4).
Most pursuers do not dare to go inside, because there is
usually a guard at the entrance, but we can assume that
it would be safer if the persecutors did not know how
to take shelter (5).

"The attitude of our court to the persecution is per-
fectly illustrated by one case from my practice,” says
Davtyan. "My client's husband threatened to kill her
and her baby." Psychiatric examination revealed him

schizophrenia and recognized him as particularly dan-
gerous for society (6). But as a result, he remained at
large and freely continued to threaten his wife. Based
on the results of the examination, we asked the court to
provide my client with protection (7). The court refused
- on the grounds that this law was created to protect wit-
nesses in investigations of terrorism or organized
crime. And it does not spread to the victims of threats

(8).

Marie Davtyan and her colleagues have been try-
ing for two years to enact a new law on domestic vio-
lence, in which there is an item on persecution.
Speeches about a separate law on prosecution, while
not going - lawyers believe that when this bill is
adopted, it will be possible to seek the introduction of
new laws, including on the prosecution (9). However,
this law on domestic violence for two years nowhere
can not go: for today, Russia is the only country in the
CIS where there is no such law.

It is not surprising that stalking and the more so
online stalking is not taken seriously in a country where
the problem of physical and psychological violence, us-
ing online terminology, is not solved by AFK (away
from keyboard, that is, "not at the computer™), but street
harassment prefer to be considered compliments. This
substitution builds the logic and stalkers, and often vic-
tims: the increased, obsessive and threatening presence
of the pursuer is speculating on the "main thing - atten-
tion" installation (10).
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
