Abstract.

The purpose of this study is a constructive-geographical analysis of transformation processes in soils due to
drainage reclamation in terms of territorial reform. After all, the lands that needed measures to improve surface
runoff conditions, water and physical properties of soils, protection against flooding and inundation due to exces-
sive rainfall and flood and flood waters amounted to 845 thousand hectares, or 42% of the Volyn region. These
lands are located mainly in the northern regions.

It is investigated that during drainage reclamation there is an intensive mineralization of the organic part of
the soil with a significant increase in greenhouse gas emissions and the processes of peat mineralization are
actively developing. It is also shown that, in general, the study of soil transformation problems under the action
of drainage reclamation for the Volyn region is extremely relevant.

It has been shown that in wetlands and peatlands drained for agricultural land or for peat extraction, green-
house gas emissions are much higher than from areas preserved in the natural state or drained and afforested. It
is clarified that drainage reclamation of soils intensifies the process of greenhouse gas emissions, which was used
to develop a score assessment of the level of anthropogenic transformation of the atmosphere. To take into account
the influence of qualitative indicators on the process of transformation of landscapes of Volyn region under the
influence of drainage reclamation, the method of PG Shishchenko was used. The choice of the degree of anthro-
pogenic transformation of the atmosphere taking into account the levels of greenhouse gas emissions from different
sources by the equivalent of carbon dioxide and their division into six groups is described. The degrees of anthro-
pogenic transformation of the components of the natural environment for different types of territories are substan-
tiated.

Nowadays, pedagogical technologies are due to a well-thought-out in all details of the model of joint peda-
gogical activities for the organization and conduct of the educational process with the provision of conditions for
students and teachers. The application of modern pedagogical technologies determines the process, which is an
important social institution, a process that directly shapes the acquisition of knowledge. Modern pedagogical
technologies require new educational methods, new approaches, new technology of the process of obtaining

knowledge.

Introduction. The modern world requires a spe-
cialist in any field to be independent, responsible, ac-
tive, have their own life position. Yesnecessity becomes
an urgent direction of higher school development. In-
dependence and activity (ability to analyze information
and navigate in its flow, draw conclusions and achieve
the goal) can be manifested and developed only when
the learning process becomes for the student by means
of a joint task with the teacher: constantly work on
yourself, develop your skills and don't stop there
achieved. In this case, the teacher is not only a carrier
of information, but also helps the student to be realized
as a person. This approach will promote co-creation of
the student and the teacher where activity of both will
be be based on interaction and dialogue, which will en-
sure receptivity and openness to influence each other.
However, if such activity will be shown only by the
teacher, and the student will only perceive ready infor-
mation or practical skills without being able to work in-
dependently article or section of the textbook, it will
never be able to become highly qualified specialist,
hold leadership positions since psychologically he will
be unprepared for it. [1-3]. And in that case, a graduate
higher education institution will be indecisive and friv-
olous personality. In order to avoid such a threatening

situation, the teacher has to possess modern pedagogi-
cal technologies which are as much as possible will
help the young person to be realized in the flow of in-
formation.

The main emphasis in modern education is on the
transition from traditional model of higher medical ed-
ucation, which was dominated by information-accumu-
lative principles to a personality-oriented model, from
broadcast knowledge to the ability to use this
knowledge [3,4]. At the Department of Internal Medi-
cine and Clinical pharmacology and Occupational dis-
eases in the preparation of students 5 and 6 courses to
solve this problem have been implemented methods of
problem-based learning. Its characteristic features are
the organization of learning by self-acquisition of
knowledge in the decision-making process educational
problems, development of creative thinking and cogni-
tive activity of students. The proposed technology of
problem-based learning is not particularly variable, as
the inclusion of students in the active cognitive activity
is based on a number of stages, which should be imple-
mented gradually and comprehensively. An important
component of problem-based learning is to create a
problem situation. Her clear understanding completes
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the first stage. In the second stage of solving the prob-
lem ("closed") the student analyzes the knowledge
which he has, realizes that they are not enough to get an
answer, and actively participates in the process their
search. The third stage ("open") is directed to acquire
in various ways the knowledge needed to solve the
problem. It ends with the thought ("I know how to do
it!"). Application in the process of learning the above
consistent stages of obtaining theoretical knowledge
and consolidation practical skills form professional and
general cultural competencies of a medical specialist,
allows to determine the priority of an individual ap-
proach in the training of a clinician. That is why at the
Department of Internal Medicine, Clinical Pharmacol-
ogy and Occupational Diseases, by decision profile
therapeutic methodical commission, practical classes in
internal medicine are gradually acquiring new forms.
At the department in the preparation of 5th and 6th year
students widely introduced method of "business game"
- imitation of professional activity in the conditions as
close as possible to real [6]. The purpose of the cogni-
tive game is to assess the complexity knowledge of stu-
dents, imitation of professional activity of the doctor-
therapist, stimulation of mental activity of students.
The essence of the game is to establish the correct di-
agnosis on the basis of complaints, medical history,
wording preliminary diagnosis, analysis of the results
of additional examinations, as well as the choice of
treatment tactics and means of preventing the develop-
ment of a pathological condition.

The duration of the game for one group is 20
minutes, for the academic group - 1 hour. 5 students
take part in the game, one of them assumes the role of
patient, and the last four constitute a medical council to
establish final diagnosis. Before the game the teacher
shows the "patient" a card with a diagnosis that it will
mimic (the nosological unit should correspond to pre-
viously studied topics). For other participants in the
game, it remains unknown. The "patient" has 5 minutes
to reflect on possible complaints, the history of the de-
velopment of "his illness", to prepare for clarifying is-
sues of the council. Dialog the game begins with the
"patient" presenting his complaints to the medical
council without detailing. For the correct definition of
"doctors" of the previous diagnosis details of com-
plaints, anamnesis diseases that are possible only in the
presence of a certain level of knowledge. The teacher
performs controlling, directing, evaluating functions.
After the first stage of the business game, each member
of the council has an independent decide on a prelimi-
nary diagnosis, with the necessary additional methods
of examination, records it on a sheet of paper.

In the second stage of the game, the teacher
demonstrates to the council the results of additional sur-
vey methods "Patient", offers to determine the final di-
agnosis collegially through discussion. The result of a
business game is not just a definition correct diagnosis,
but also a detailed analysis of erroneous results. This
allows not only to assess the completeness of the ac-
quired knowledge, but also to determine the most vul-
nerable points that need to be emphasized attention. In
the course of a business game, students appear motive
for active search of diagnostic information according to
the role performed by it, the skill of work with the re-
ceived information is developed.

Conclusions. The use of modern pedagogical
technologies is multifaceted a process that is an im-
portant social institution, a process that directly forms
the acquisition of knowledge. Modern pedagogical
technologies require new educational methods, new ap-
proaches, new technology the process of obtaining
knowledge. This is due to the fact that pedagogical pro-
cesses acquire an informative character and there is a
shift of emphasis in learning from the process of accu-
mulation of subject knowledge to develop skills apply
them autonomously in a multitasking situation. Modern
pedagogical technologies require a well-founded target,
content, educational, intellectual component and appro-
priate learning environment.
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Formulation of the problem. In the current con-
ditions of Ukraine’s development, when the economy
develops on a market basis, a labor market appears,
which requires qualitative changes in the conceptual
basis of professional training of future special-
ists.Higher education in Ukraine, focusing on European
standards requires innovative technologies and their
implementation in the educational process.

The essence of the problem is to prepare students
for active creative activity in the professional field. It is
important that students develop the necessary profes-
sional and pedagogical knowledge, skills and abilities
while studying in high school. Experience confirms that
this problem can be solved, in fact, not by increasing
classroom learning, but primarily by improving the or-
ganizational forms of educational work, use and im-
provement in the educational process of active teaching
methods as the main component of innovative technol-
ogies [1, P. 11].

The most common in higher education are explan-
atory and informational teaching methods, which are to
organize the assimilation of ready-made information by
students through various means. The organization of
these teaching methods is based on the principle of
transfer of ready conclusions of science by the
teacher.When using such methods, the possibility of
students' search activity is not excluded, but the transfer
of ready-made conclusions dominates. Students mostly
memorize information, training only memory. But to
learn does not mean to know. Skills cannot be acquired
without active practical activity (consideration of spe-
cific situations, role and business games, etc.). The
question arises how to adapt students to the peculiari-
ties of the chosen profession as soon as possible, to
identify those positive qualities that contribute to the
formation of a professional creative personality. Acti-
vation of cognitive creative activity of students stimu-
lates the use of business games in the educational pro-
cess [2, P. 149].

The purpose of the article is to analyze innovative
technologies in the educational space, business game as
an innovative method of creative activity of the future
specialist, consideration of such organization of the ed-
ucational process in higher education, which offers the
opportunity to ensure consistency, variability and indi-
vidualization of the learning process.

Analysis of research and publications. The
problem of application of innovative educational tech-
nologies is devoted to the research of V.P. Bespalka,
I.V. Beha, 1.Ya. 3a3tona, O.[1. Padalki, O.K. Infantry,
etc. The issue of development, implementation and use
of business games in the training of specialists is re-
vealed in the works of A.V. Verbytskoho, VR Ko-
valenko, IT Hocauenxko, IT.A. Oiler.

Presenting main material. If we talk about the
formation of higher education is not just a qualified spe-
cialist, but a creative personality, it is necessary to give
each student the opportunity for self-realization, self-
development and self-education. Our students can get
this opportunity if they use non-traditional teaching
methods in the educational process, which are called
active methods in educational circles.

Active learning forms in future professionals the
ability to acquire knowledge independently, to form
creative thinking, to reveal professional and cognitive
needs and interests, to develop the ability to solve prob-
lems, to cultivate the ability to work in a team. It is to
such active forms of learning and business game is [3,
p. 9].

In higher educational institutions of Ukraine, busi-
ness games have been given due attention since the
mid-1960s. Today, the game as one of the oldest peda-
gogical tools is experiencing a period of development:
it is successfully used in both school and university ed-
ucation. The growth of interest in the game is due, on
the one hand, to the development of pedagogical prac-
tice, and on the other - to the social and economic prob-
lems of forming a comprehensively developed, active
personality.

Business game is a modeling of real activity in a
specially created problem situation. It is a means and
method of preparation and adaptation to work and so-
cial contacts, which contributes to the achievement of
specific tasks. Its constructive elements are the projec-
tion of reality, the conflict of the situation, the activity
of the participants, the appropriate psychological cli-
mate, interpersonal and intergroup communication,
solving the problems formulated at the beginning of the
game [4, P. 142].

Business game is a complex, multifunctional ac-
tion, which combines several interrelated activities:
analysis and search for solutions, training, develop-
ment, research, consulting, formation of collective ac-
tivity.
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Human play is a complex and multifaceted for-
mation, which is of great importance for life and per-
sonal development. For a person, play is a natural form
of activity that not only gives birth to the game, but is
also able to consciously and freely make a choice be-
tween the game and other activities. It is in the game in
an expanded form can be freely realized some psycho-
logical features of personality [1, P. 12].

In the educational process, the business game is
used to consolidate the knowledge that the student ac-
quires in the course of lectures and seminars, independ-
ent work.

The use of business games during training makes
it possible to bring the educational process as close as
possible to practical activities, to take into account the
realities present, to make decisions in conflict situa-
tions, to defend their proposals, to develop in the par-
ticipants of the game collectivism and a sense of team,
to get results in a very limited time. In specially created
conditions, the student "works" a variety of life situa-
tions that allow him to form a worldview, to defend
their position [5, p. 21].

Business game today is an imitation of profes-
sional activity. Characteristic features of business
games are the following:

— presence of a problem, purpose, tasks ;

— reducing the time scale;

— distribution and role-playing;

— the presence of situations that are solved
sequentially, several situations, several stages of the
game ;

— formation of
students ;

— the presence of an incentive system ;

— taking into account possible obstacles ;

— objectivity of evaluation of game results ;

— summarizing .

All business games can be classified:

1) by time (games without time limits, with time
limits, in real time);

2) according to the evaluation of activity (the
game of each participant is evaluated or not);

3) according to the final result (games with strict
rules and open games);

4) for the final purpose (educational, search,
ascertaining);

5) according to the methodology of conducting
(role, group, imitation, organizational and activity,
innovative, ensemble);

6) by field of use (industrial,
qualification).

Business game, imitating a particular situation, al-
lows you to solve specific problems and problems, to
develop methods for solving problems. It has a rigid
structure and rules, its main function is to develop skills
and abilities to act in standard situations. Business
game is used to learn new and consolidate old material,
it allows students to understand and study educational
material from different positions [6, P. 126-127].

Various modifications of business games are used
in the higher educational institution:

1. Simulation games. The classes simulate the
activities of a certain organization, enterprise,

independent decisions of

educational,

educational institution, etc. Can simulate events,
specific activities of people (business meeting,
discussion of the plan) and conditions in which the
event takes place (meeting room, office of the head).
The scenario of the simulation game, in addition to the
plot of events, contains a description of the structure
and purpose of the processes and objects that mimic
them.

2. Operating games. Help to work out the
implementation of specific operations, such as methods
of writing a work, the specifics of the calculation, and
so on. Games of this kind are held in conditions that
mimic reality.

3. Role games. They practice the tactics of
behavior, actions, functions and responsibilities of a
particular person. To conduct role-playing games, a
model-play of the situation is developed, roles are
distributed among the participants.

4. "Business Theater". Play a situation and
human behavior in this situation. The student must
mobilize all his experience, knowledge, skills, be able
to get used to the image of a person, understand his
actions, assess the situation and find the right course of
action.

5. Psychodrama and sociodrama are very close to
role-playing games and "business theater”. It is also a
theater, but already a socio-psychological one, in which
the ability to feel the situation in the team, to assess and
change the state of another person, the ability to get in
touch with it are practiced. These types of games are
most often used in the training of future teachers, social
workers, practical psychologists [1, P. 13].

Game actions are determined by the target aspect
of the game. They can be set in different ways: by the
script, the host of the game, the regulations or formed
by the players themselves in accordance with their own
vision of the situation and the goals set before them.

In-game simulation is the creation of layouts that
replace the objects of a real situation. The model of the
game is realized, activated by its rules. The rules reflect
the ratio of all components of the game. They can be
transferred to the game from the social context in which
the gameplay unfolds, taken from real life or invented.
All these characteristics can also be applied to business
games.

Organizing and conducting a business game is a
very long and time consuming process. It consists in
creating a game simulation model, determining the pur-
pose, subject of the game and stages of its implementa-
tion, creating a scenario, a graphical model of interac-
tion of participants, defining the rules of the game and
the evaluation system of participants. The organizers of
the game can spend a lot of time to implement it in the
learning process, but should be indifferent to its main
performers, do not take into account their individual
characteristics, views on their future professional activ-
ities, student relationships in the group and the game
ceases to be a game [3, P. 10 ].

As a rule, a business game consists of the follow-
ing stages: acquaintance of game participants with the
purpose, tasks and conditions of the game; instruction
on the rules of the game; formation of working groups
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by game participants; analysis, evaluation and conclu-
sions of the game results.

At the first stage - preparatory - substantiate the
choice of the game, determine the game goals and ob-
jectives, form a problem situation, develop a game sce-
nario, prepare informational and methodological mate-
rial.

In the second stage, the rules of the game and the
functions of the players are considered.

The third stage depends on the content and form
of a particular game and consists in discussing the prob-
lems posed by game participants, making generalized
decisions, their analysis [5, p. 22].

Conclusions. Business game is a specially orga-
nized form of learning with the transformation of theo-
retical knowledge into activity. The game-simulated
activity becomes like an inner core,around which
knowledge is accumulated and consolidated, and the
very logic of the activity causes the need for new
knowledge.

Types of business games can be grouped as fol-
lows:

1. research business games - used in research,
economics and production management as an effective
method of experimentation;

2. attestation business games - wused for
attestation of personnel, to identify their competence;

3. educational and pedagogical games are group
games, exercises on development of optimum
decisions, use of educational methods and receptions in
the conditions which are created by real circumstances
at employment.

Business games in the conditions of fast growth of
the volume of information, need of better processing
and mastering are the most effective means of achieve-
ment of strong, deep knowledge, skills and abilities.

They not only equip students with the results of scien-
tific knowledge, but also form independence, develop
and improve creative abilities.

The development of students' cognitive abilities
stimulates the creative processes of their activities, re-
lieves fatigue, creates a favorable atmosphere of educa-
tional activities, increases interest in the learning pro-
Cess.

Thus, the business game provides active creative
activity of the student, creates conditions for the in-
creased motivation and emotionality and develops crit-
ical thinking.
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Introduction. Traditionally gender peculiarities
are focused on by the scientists of different areas since
in 1968 American psychologist Robert Stoller changed
a modern understanding of the term “gender”. It means
a complex of public standards of behavior associated
with males and females differentiating social-cultural
aspect from the biological one. Nowadays there is no a
single definition of the term “gender”, though in the
majority of cases it possesses a social concept [1].

Modern sociology gives the following definition
of the term: ““...a complex of social and cultural stand-
ards the society claims to be performed by individuals
depending on their biological sex...”, and “it is not a
biological sex but social-cultural standards determine
... psychological features, behavioral patterns, kinds of
activity, occupation of women and men” [2].

Gender differences in the process of getting edu-
cation, and in the process of getting a future profession
by young learners in particular of no doubt become ag-
gravated. Great learning load, detachment from a usual
life style and frequently — from native home, the neces-
sity to continuously communicate with a large amount
of people, often problems in diet and taking meals etc.
— this is not a complete list of factors which not only
deteriorate the quality of life of higher educational es-
tablishment students but become rather stressful inten-
sifying gender differences. Thus, the literary sources
available [3] showed that surveys conducted among
students are indicative of lower self-assessment of girls
concerning their quality of life, somatic health condi-
tion, level of physical development and ability to work,
worse markers of personality anxiety, optimism, re-
sistance to nervous-psychic, material and physical load
than among young men.

Such differences in response caused by gender
factors formed a basis for the development of gender
approach to education [4], which assumes such organi-
zation that gives learners possibilities for self-realiza-
tion in the society with their peculiar features in mas-
tering social experience.

Getting higher medical education puts forward
more complicated requirements to the educational pro-
cess due to a high responsibility to medical profession
acquired by the students at higher medical educational

institutions. Traditionally the majority of students are
known to be females though gender differences in oc-
cupational choice are rather certain. Thus, during a sur-
vey medical student from the Netherlands admitted
[5,6] that males prefer surgical specialties, and females
more often plan to become general practitioners. It
might be explained not only by gender differences in
response to stressful situations peculiar for medical
profession, but different perception of the most valua-
ble qualities of a doctor by men and women.

The work of British researchers [7] showed the re-
sults of the survey involving 371 graduates of higher
medical educational institutions concerning their opin-
ion on the most desired features of a doctor they have
acquired during their education. The results of the sur-
vey obtained showed that 78% of the respondents con-
sidered they had received essential professional quali-
ties to certain extent, and gender differences were found
in nine out of sixteen parameters. Men felt better in pos-
session of «leader’s potential», «curiosity spirit», «tol-
erance to ambiguity and uncertainty». At the same time,
women felt more confident in their own «ability to
evoke trust», «ability to listen to», «be able to work in
a teamy, «care and sympathy», «motivation» and «sat-
isfaction in interpersonal relations in their professional
lifen. The researchers did not find substantial gender
differences concerning «ability to differentiate between
one’s own restrictions and strong traits of character»,
«ability to self-control», «worries concerning the sub-
ject of medicine», «impartiality» and «persistence».
Though female representatives of felt more open in
comparison with males concerning «impartiality».

Considering social, psychological, biological ba-
ses of gender features in learning, we find it interesting
to investigate the first experience of the problem-based
learning of medical students from the positions of gen-
der peculiarities of their self-assessment. One distin-
guishing feature of the study was that respondents were
sixth-year students who under conditions of the Grant
Project ERASMUS + EACEA TAME (Training
Against Medical Error) Ne561583-EPP-1-2015-1-KZ-
EPPKA2-CBHE-JP (2015-2944/001-001) studied ac-
cording to the problem-based learning method.
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Objective: to study and assess gender peculiarities
of the sixth-year students’ perception of the problem-
based learning method and self-assessment their moti-
vation to self-education during undergraduate course at
the higher medical educational establishment.

Materials and methods. Within the frame of the
above Grant Project classes were held according to the
problem-based learning method using cases containing
certain medical errors. In order to create branching and
linear clinical cases the unified software "Open Laby-
rinth" was applied. The process of developing clinical
cases assumed a long (from 3 to 6 months) stage-by-
stage work, internal and external reviewing and appro-
bation followed by final correction and introducing
cases into the educational process on continuing basis.

24 practical classes lasting for 3 hours were held
according to the problem-based learning method in
newly organized student groups including 68 sixth-year
students, specialty “General Medicine”.

An average age of the graduates was 22,43+0,12
(66,17% of the respondents were 22 years old, 25% -
23 years, and for 2 students — 21, 24 and 27 years), in-
cluding 72,06% of girls and 27,94% of boys respec-
tively.

On completion of the educational course using vir-
tual patients students were suggested to fill in anony-
mous questionnaires including 32 questions in the form
of statements. Realizing insufficiency of information
from “yes” or “no” answers, in order to determine a re-
spondent’s position definitely, certain statements were
formulated from the first person instead of direct ques-
tions. The answers to these questions were suggested to
be given in certain points from 1 («it is not mine com-
pletely...», «I disagree...») to 7 («it’s my choice...», «l
absolutely agree...»). Thus, the questionnaire for the
students contained 32 statements-questions, and an-
swers to them were given by the respondents in points:
from complete negation (1 point) to absolute approval
(7 points). The maximum possible constellation of
points of the questionnaire was 224 points.

Our study shows the analysis of the sixth-year stu-
dents’ answers considering their own understanding the
method of the problem-based learning used in the edu-
cational process as well as self-assessment of their own
motivation in the process of learning.

The results obtained were evaluated using the
methods of variation statistics by means of the com-
puter packages Statistica 6,0 StatSoftInc. and Excel XP
for Windows.

Results and discussion. It should be noted that ac-
cording to the problem-based learning method practical
classes were held with the use of branching clinical
cases involving 51,02% of girls and 63.16% of boys,
and linear clinical cases used in the educational process
for 48,98% of girls and 36,84% boys (in all the cases
P>0,05). To our minds, the lack of reliable differences
by the specificity of classes promoted objectification of
the information and conclusions obtained.

The analysis of gender peculiarities of students’
self-assessment of the problem-based learning and their
own motivation in the form of an average constellation
of “answer” points to the questionnaire statements and

frequency distribution of different assessment in the co-
hort of girls and boys showed that the highest points
were received by the statements-“questions” concern-
ing the benefits, information value, importance of the
material contained in cases, necessity to master new
material in order to solve them, which was 83,34% out
of maximum possible total sum.

According to the average point assessment practi-
cally all the answers of girls and boys were similar,
though girls were reliably more confident in solution of
aclinical situation (6,27+0,12 against 5,38+0,13 points,
P=0,05), and boys saw the cause of failure in solution
of tasks in their personal insufficient diligence
(5,27+0,12 against 4,44+0,15 points, P<0,05). At the
same time, assessment of the answers to the statements
«it’s my own fault if I have not mastered case material»
was distributed in the following way: «1» point was
given by 8,16% of girls and 0,1% boys (P<0,05), «5»
points - 18,37% and 42,11% (P=0,05), the highest score
—18,37% and 26,32% (P>0,05) of the respondents re-
spectively.

The value of clinical material included in cases
with the use of virtual patients was assessed with the
lowest score («1» point) by 0,1% of girls and boys
(P>0,05), a high rating «6» was marked by 28,57% of
girls and 42,11% of boys (P>0,05), and the highest
score of «7» points was given by 42,86% and 21,05%
of the respondents respectively (P=0,05).

A motivation constituent in self-assessment of the
problem-based learning was assessed inconsiderably
higher by girls. Recognition of cases as a starting point
and stimulus for further learning was assessed by girls
in 5,15+0,18 points, and by boys — in 4,95+0,27 points
(P>0,05), and the highest score of «7» points was given
by girls in 16,32% of cases and boys — only in 0,1% of
cases (P<0,01), and the lowest score of «1» point was
found in 0,1% and 5,26% respectively (P>0,05).

Simulation scenarios in the form of clinical cases
promoted a part of students to reproduction of similar
situations in their imagination relying on the amount of
knowledge and skills obtained. In spite of the fact that
an average score of self-assessment of this statement
was similar for girls (5,33+0,21 points) and boys
(5,74+0,26 points, P>0,05), the score of «1» point pre-
vailed among girls (2,04% against 0,1% among boys,
P>0,05). The highest score of «7» points was given by
every fifth respondent irrespective of gender belonging
(22,45% of girls and 21,05% of boys, P>0,05).

The answers of the students to the statement «I like
when material of cases is not simple and promotes me
to learn new material» appeared to be the following:
0,1% of respondents did not approve the statement
completely irrespective of their gender belonging, the
rating score of «6» points for this statement was given
by 36,74% of girls and 42,11% of boys (P>0,05) who
approved it, and the highest score of «7» points was
given by 44,9% and 36,84% of the respondents respec-
tively (P=0,05). Ability to be more diligent in the pro-
cess of working with cases was assessed with the high-
est score by 34,69% of girls and every fifth boy
(21,06%).
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Maximum score of «7» points in assessment of
self-confidence «...to solve the most complicated ma-
terial contained in cases» was found to get reliable dif-
ference between females and males (20,41% against
5,26% respectively, P<0,05). The tendency to better
confidence in further successful solution of clinical
cases according to the problem-based learning method
was demonstrated by girls more frequently (26,53%
against 15,78% respectively, P>0,05).

At the same time, analysis of distribution of points
in the «answersy to the statements of the questionnaire
enabled to suggest that communication qualities of girls
appeared to be worse than that of the boys. Thus, in so-
lution of complicated tasks from cases the attempt to
ask for a consulting help from group-mates was as-
sessed in «1» point (the lowest score) by 12,24% girls
and 0,1% boys (P<0,05), though the necessity in a team
work was admitted by every fifth respondent irrespec-
tive of gender belonging. Thus, this statement was as-
sessed with «7» by 18,37% girls and 21,05% boys
(P>0,05).

Our analysis of self-assessment distribution of the
respondents concerning their necessity to ask their tutor
for a consulting help in solution of cases showed inter-
esting results. According to the requirements of the
problem-based learning method the tutor does not per-
form the functions as a «teacher», he/she holds mainly
contemplative and managing position. An average
score in the assessment of this statement did not differ,
since girls assessed tutor’s help as 5,31+0,18 points,
and boys — 5,53+0,32 points (P>0,05). At the same
time, the statement got the highest score given by
31,58% of boys and 1,7 times less of girls (P>0,05).

Therefore, in spite of lack of statistical differences
in 93,75% of cases in average points of self-assessment
by the sixth-year students of their attitude to the prob-
lem-based learning method and their personal motiva-
tion to further learning, we have determined certain pe-
culiarities in the distribution of the assessment, which
allows certain differential approach to be introduced in
teaching medical students depending on their gender
belonging.

Conclusions.

1. According to the data of the survey, the grad-
uates of the medical faculty who studied according to
the problem-based learning method with the use of vir-
tual patients in the form of clinical cases have given it
a high assessment which was 83,34% out of maximum
possible total sum, and ability to imagine similar clini-
cal situations on the basis of the knowledge and skills

obtained was admitted by every fifth respondent irre-
spective of their gender belonging.

2. Personal motivation to learning with the use of
case-method male students assessed by reliably lower
score, and insufficient diligence as a specific feature
was admitted approximately by every fourth respond-
ent (26,32%) among males; and personal ability to
make more efforts and diligence in learning was admit-
ted by every third (34,69%) female and only by every
fifth (21,06%) male student.

3. Female representatives in 42,11% of cases
give the highest assessment to the value and weight of
the clinical material studied, and a share of this assess-
ment among boys appeared to be twice as less
(21,05%). Moreover, girls are 3,88 times more confi-
dent in the results of their own efforts.

4. Tutor’s consulting help was assessed 1,7 times
worse by girls than boys, and ability to communication
with group-mates among girls is reliably worse, though
every fifth respondent irrespective of gender belonging
admitted the necessity of a team work with the highest
score.
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Abstract.

The article considers the relevance of the integration of basic professional competencies in the course of
pharmacology for students of pharmaceutical specialties in order to form a set of social skills necessary for future
professional activity, creating a competitive pharmaceutical specialist that will improve the quality of service and
promote the development of the pharmaceutical industry in Ukraine.
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The world experience of application of the newest
information systems and technologies of training pro-
motes formation of a complex of the social skills im-
portant for the future professional activity of any spe-
cialty, including medicine and pharmacy. The concept
of "soft skills™ has become quite popular and widely
used in high school — social skills as an interdisciplinary
socio-pedagogical phenomenon, which are based on
the fundamental achievements of science in the modern
educational and scientific space [1]. Information data-
bases, navigation systems, Internet resources, software
and other information and communication technologies
that are widely used in higher education today, provide
future professionals with such social skills as the ability
to adapt and act in a new situation, show initiative and
entrepreneurship; ability to use information and com-
munication technologies, the results of analysis of in-
dependent search and synthesis of information from
various sources to solve typical problems of profes-
sional activity; the ability of graduates to think ab-
stractly, the ability to apply knowledge in practical sit-
uations, learn and be modernly trained. An important
factor is that the social skills acquired during training
allow graduates of higher education to be successful in
professional activities, as well as in demand in the labor
market, regardless of profession.

Domestic education in Ukraine, of course, needs
to be reformed, the key idea of which is the formation
of "stakeholders" — graduates of the new school, which
are characterized by three main qualities: personality
(holistic personality, fully developed, capable of criti-
cal thinking), patriot (patriot with active position, who
acts in accordance with moral and ethical principles and
is able to make appropriate decisions, respects dignity
and human rights) and an innovator (specialist who is
able to develop their field of activity, develop the econ-
omy on the principles of sustainable development,
compete in the labor market and develop throughout
life) [2].

The reform did not bypass the pharmaceutical ed-
ucation, and not in vain, as the medical industry and the

pharmaceutical industry in Ukraine are developing rap-
idly. The pharmaceutical business has gained signifi-
cant momentum - the number of organizations involved
in the distribution, storage and sale of medicines has
significantly increased. Accordingly, it requires not
only a high rate of increase in the number of skilled
workers in the field of pharmacy, but also to improve
the quality of their professional training [3]. It is ho co-
incidence that today in Ukraine most medical universi-
ties have full-fledged pharmaceutical faculties, there
are secondary pharmaceutical schools, which requires
improving the material and technical base, expanding
scientific and practical activities, improving the educa-
tional and methodological process.

Requirements for quality professional activity of a
pharmaceutical worker are based on the standards of
the EU Directive 2005/36, to which the Ukrainian leg-
islation is gradually adapted, namely:

v" manufacture of pharmaceutical forms of me-
dicinal products;

v production and analysis of pharmaceutical
products;

v' analysis of drugs in the laboratory;

v’ storage, safety and distribution of drugs in the
wholesale chain;

v" manufacture, analysis, storage and distribution
of medicines in pharmacies;

v providing information and advice on the cor-
rect use of medicines.

However, the reality is that most graduates of
pharmaceutical specialties, the place of their employ-
ment in most cases, still find pharmacies, or as medical
representatives of individual pharmaceutical compa-
nies, where knowledge of disciplines such as pharma-
cology, clinical pharmacology, pharmaceutical care be-
comes extremely important. organization of pharmacy
economics, pharmaceutical management and market-
ing, etc.

The study of pharmacology is an extremely im-
portant stage of study for students of pharmaceutical
specialties, because it is here that the foundations of un-
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derstanding the principle of action of the drug, the im-
pact of its pharmacokinetic and pharmacodynamic pa-
rameters on therapeutic efficacy, the likelihood of ad-
verse reactions, etc. [4]. Pharmacology is an integrated
science that is closely intertwined and combines
knowledge of other subjects acquired by students in
previous courses. In addition, understanding the thera-
peutic use of the main groups of drugs is the basic basis
for further study of clinical pharmacology, pharma-
cotherapy or pharmaceutical care. Also, consideration
of the main side effects specific to a particular group of
drugs, allows you to expand your understanding of
drugs, the main contraindications to use, and, of course,
their safety in interaction with other drugs. This
knowledge is extremely important for pharmacists who
work "at the first table" of pharmacies, which conduct
daily consultations, provide recommendations for the
use of drugs, directly conducting pharmaceutical care
[5].

Therefore, teachers of pharmaceutical schools are
acutely faced with the development and proper for-
mation of competencies of working curricula in disci-
plines, namely: integrated, general and professional,
which, in fact, form the practical learning outcomes in
the study of the discipline. The tendency to develop a
competitive environment affects the quality of service
for visitors to pharmacies, the pharmacist's professional
duties. That is why the specialist must have formed all
the relevant professional competencies that allow him
to be confident in themselves, their strengths,
knowledge, on which depends the competitiveness of
the specialist and the pharmacy in which he works. Pro-
fessional orientation arouses interest in future profes-
sional activity, the basis of which are: a set of compe-
tencies that involve the possession of knowledge, skills
and abilities in a particular field of activity; ability to
apply the acquired knowledge and skills to solve pro-
fessional problems; readiness to analyze problem situ-
ations and find ways to solve them; ability to work in-
dependently and in a group, etc.

Returning to the topic of studying pharmacology,
an important aspect is first of all awareness, first by the
teacher, and then informing students of the professional
competencies and actual learning outcomes that the stu-
dent pharmacist needs in the study of pharmacology
and which can be the basis of his professional activity.
Thus, considering the general competencies in the
study of pharmacology by a student pharmacist, we can
distinguish the following: the ability to apply
knowledge in practical situations, the ability to abstract
thinking, analysis and synthesis, learn and be modern,
the ability to understand the subject area and under-
standing of professional activities. use of information
and communication technologies, the choice of com-
munication strategy, the ability to work in a team, the
ability to evaluate and ensure the quality of work per-
formed. In fact, the work of a pharmacist in a pharmacy
is impossible without these competencies and profes-
sional qualities - the ability to respond quickly to visitor
requests, format knowledge into practical skills, profes-
sional communication, this is what can demonstrate
professional ability, high quality work, which in turn

will increase credibility pharmacist and pharmacy in
general.

Considering professional competencies, first of
all, an important aspect in the work of a pharmacist is
knowledge and understanding of the main regulations,
legislation of Ukraine and recommendations of good
pharmaceutical practices. Today, the priority is to train
mobile and competent pharmaceutical professionals
aimed at personal and professional self-development,
able to provide appropriate pharmaceutical services to
various categories of the population and improve the
quality of health care, in particular, which is impossible
without understanding the legislation. This is stated in
the legal documents governing the educational process
of medical and pharmaceutical institutions of higher
education, namely: the laws of Ukraine "On Educa-
tion", "On Higher Education”, "Fundamentals of
Ukrainian legislation on health care", as well as in Con-
cepts of development of the pharmaceutical sector of
the healthcare sector of Ukraine, in the Code of Ethics
of pharmaceutical workers of Ukraine, in international
standards, guidelines, pharmaceutical practices of the
World Health Organization and the International Phar-
maceutical Federation [6].

The next, no less important professional compe-
tence that a pharmaceutical worker must meet is the
ability to organize the activities of the pharmacy to pro-
vide the population and health care facilities with med-
icines, parapharmaceuticals, medical devices in accord-
ance with the requirements of the National Medical
Policy, Good Pharmacy Practice (GPP). and other or-
ganizational and legal norms of pharmaceutical legisla-
tion. Particular attention should be paid to the for-
mation of the specification of the range of pharmaceu-
tical products in pharmacies located in treatment and
prevention facilities, to maximize the needs of visitors.
Extensive pharmacological awareness, in this case, will
offer visitors possible generic substitutions for drugs,
or minimize the development of side effects [7].

The ability to ensure the rational use of prescrip-
tion and over-the-counter drugs in accordance with
physicochemical, pharmacological characteristics, bio-
chemical, pathophysiological features of a particular
disease and pharmacotherapeutic regimens for its treat-
ment, is perhaps the most important part of a pharma-
cist's professional activity. The wide range of pharma-
ceutical products is constantly growing, and the intro-
duction of new, highly effective, safer drugs into
medical practice is gradually displacing existing ones
in the pharmaceutical market, which, of course, is due
to today's demands due to high morbidity and mortality
due to various pathologies. The continuous flow of syn-
thesis of new drugs by the pharmaceutical industry gi-
ants allows to operate a huge arsenal of drugs in various
fields of medicine and the main task is to choose the
right optimal drug with maximum therapeutic efficacy
and minimum number of side effects [8].

Ability to provide counseling and pharmaceutical
care when selecting and dispensing over-the-counter
drugs by assessing the risk / benefit ratio, compatibility,
indications and contraindications based on the patient's
health status, taking into account biopharmaceutical,
pharmacokinetic, pharmacodynamic and physicochem-
ical characteristics is included in the list of professional
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competencies of graduates of pharmaceutical special-
ties. A large number of over-the-counter drugs and their
analogues will allow transparent pharmacies to provide
pharmaceutical care and advice within their compe-
tence. And this is possible only with a thorough study
of pharmacology, development of the general nomen-
clature, classifications of the main classes of pharma-
cological groups of drugs, and hence therapeutic clas-
ses, which provides a basis for the clinical use of me-
dicinal agents. In this case, the value of studying
pharmacology is to provide students with a scientific
basis for therapeutic decisions, as well as to establish a
benefit-risk assessment based on an understanding of
the complex effects of drugs on the body, including
how drugs affect the living system and how in turn, the
body affects the drug. This is important when choosing
treatments for not only the underlying but also concom-
itant pathology, which is often found in practice, while
avoiding the phenomenon of polypragmatism. In addi-
tion, pharmacological identification of how the active
substances of drugs interact with specific targets in the
body lays the foundation for understanding the mecha-
nism of action, which is essential to understand [9].

The communication system of pharmaceutical
workers is no less relevant. The cornerstone of the phar-
macist's communication with the pharmacy visitor
should be informing the patient, and in any case not ad-
vertising for profit, increase turnover, etc. After all, the
main goal of a pharmacy worker - as well as a doctor -
is not to harm the patient, but to help him! And the phar-
macy business should be based primarily on humanistic
principles, and adherence to the principles of ethics and
deontology for a pharmaceutical worker is no less im-
portant than for a doctor. Today, the concept of
"providing patients with drugs” is used too widely.
However, it should be understood that the term "provi-
sion" refers to the wholesale supply of medicines to
medical institutions. With regard to the pharmacy unit,
it is more acceptable to define "drug service" - ie the
issuance of drugs to patients either on prescription or
without a prescription with appropriate information
about the drug and its use. It is necessary unbiased in-
formation, but not advertising.

The key to the communicative competence of fu-
ture pharmacists is the successful personal develop-
ment of the individual, his developmental and con-
scious interpersonal experience, which is organically
connected with the forms of interpersonal behavior and
abilities of the specialist. Communicative activity of
specialists in the pharmaceutical industry requires cer-
tain knowledge of psychology, the ability to apply this
knowledge in practice.

The main task of vocational training is to train
"qualified competitive personnel with a high level of
professional knowledge, skills and mobility that meet
the requirements of scientific and technological pro-
gress and market relations in the economy, education of
socially active members of society, formation of scien-
tific worldview, creative thinking, the best human qual-
ities, national consciousness.

Thus, the formation of professional competence of
the future pharmacist is carried out through the content
of education, which covers not only the list of subjects,
but also professional skills and abilities that are formed
in the process of mastering subjects and during prac-
tice. The professional competence of the future special-

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Abstract.

The article investigates theoretical approaches to defining the concept of psychological culture, analyzes the
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The problem of formation and improvement of
psychological culture today in student youth is becom-
ing increasingly important today in our difficult times.

On the one hand, a psychologically cultured per-
son has certain psychological knowledge, often ob-
tained independently from:

first, a variety of periodicals;

secondly, Internet sources, which, responding to
the huge popularity and interest in psychology among
young people today, offer numerous seminars and
webinars, trainings, lectures and workshops by leading
modern psychologists;

thirdly, obtained in classes in psychological disci-
plines in secondary and higher education;

fourth, derived from a meeting with a psycholo-
gist, if there is experience of interaction with a psy-
chologist and, finally, from his little life experience.

On the other hand, having such knowledge, a
young person is better aware of their needs, under-
stands the motives of behavior and really defines their
life goals, adequately perceives their abilities and capa-
bilities, better understands themselves and manages
their emotions and feelings, while correlating this
knowledge with themselves, she through the mecha-
nism of reflection is well oriented in her inner world
and takes responsibility for their choices and actions,
which indicates a certain level of its psychological cul-
ture.

This definition of psychological culture is con-
sistent with the opinion of E.A. Klimov that psycholog-
ical culture - is part of the general culture of man (as a
family member, citizen, specialist), involves the devel-
opment of its system of knowledge in the field of basics
of scientific psychology, basic skills in understanding
the peculiarities of the psyche (his and others) and the
use of this knowledge in everyday life, in self-educa-
tion and professional activity "[1, p. 287].

Socio-cultural reality, which is constantly and rap-
idly changing, is characterized by uncertainty and in-
stability of people's social life, changing patterns of re-
lations between people and the nature of activity. All
this increases the requirements for personal and profes-
sional realization, independence and entrepreneurship

of young people, their ability to understand and inter-
pret not only the social changes that occur but also their
own behavior and the behavior of others, to psycholog-
ical lability. All this requires the formation of a psycho-
logical culture of the individual for more successful
self-realization, self-determination and adaptation to
the challenges of modern society.

On the other hand, the formation and improvement
of the psychological culture of the young generation,
including students, will invariably improve the general
culture of the country and improve its socio-psycholog-
ical atmosphere. "There is a close connection between
the state of society, the prospects for its development
and the attitude of society to its young generations, their
starting points. The state of youth, its qualitative char-
acteristics, value orientations and life plans - this is the
mirror in which any society can see its future "[2,
p.237].

One of the ways of formation and development of
psychological culture, in addition to psychological ed-
ucation and training, is psychological practice. Modern
psychological practice simply impresses with the vari-
ety of its forms, methods and types. These are psycho-
logical counseling, self-knowledge seminars, individ-
ual and group psychotherapy; socio-psychological
trainings of partnership communication, creativity, sen-
sitivity and leadership; thematic trainings, sales train-
ings, motivational trainings, trainings of professional
skills and management, role and simulation games, etc.

To analyze the effectiveness of the main methods
and types of psychological practice and choose the
most effective method that will contribute to the for-
mation and improvement of psychological culture in
student youth is one of the main tasks of this article.

Research of specific age features of student youth
and its psychological problems, analysis of modern
forms and methods of psychological practice and
search of relevant forms of formation and improvement
of psychological culture of student youth determines
the relevance of this work.

The purpose of the article is to determine and sub-
stantiate the most effective way to form and improve
the psychological culture of student youth. To achieve
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this goal we need to analyze modern theoretical ap-
proaches to defining the concept of psychological cul-
ture; to investigate and analyze the specific age charac-
teristics of student youth and their psychological issues
at the present stage; analyze modern forms and methods
of psychological practice and choose those that will be
available to young people and most accurately meet
their age, needs, life quests, psychological demands,
that is, everything that will most fully reflect the psy-
chological issues of modern student youth and improve
its psychological culture; to prove that among the exist-
ing modern forms of psychological practice the most
accessible and age-appropriate task and psychological
issues of student youth is such a form of psychological
work as socio-psychological training; to substantiate
the effectiveness and expediency of using socio-psy-
chological training of partner communication for stu-
dent youth as a way to form and improve psychological
culture at the initial stage.

It should be noted that the general definition of
such a concept as "psychological culture™ does not con-
tain any psychological dictionary. However, the lack of
a general concept is largely offset by the fact that the
definition of psychological culture can be found in cer-
tain areas of human life.

Psychological studies of the phenomenon of psy-
chological culture first appeared in the early twentieth
century within the psychoanalytic theory of personality
of Sigmund Freud.

Today, psychological culture is seen as a complex
formation of certain competencies. In the research of
modern scientists attention is paid to such components
of psychological culture as communicative compe-
tence, the content and skills of which, as well as the
forms and methods of its achievement have been stud-
ied by L.Petrovskaya, N.Khryashcheva, S.Makshanov,
S.Bodalov, works of M. Kholodna are devoted to the
development of intellectual competence, researches of
V. Kunitsyna, R. Ulrich, S. Kolmogorova, V. Tsyba, V.
Moskalenko, S. Maksymenko are devoted to social
competence. O. Motkov defines psychological culture
as "a set of cultural and psychological aspirations and
relevant teachings that are actively implemented" [3].

N. Obozov includes in the concept of psychologi-
cal culture, firstly, understanding and knowledge of
himself and other people; secondly, adequate self-es-
teem and evaluation of other people, thirdly, self-regu-
lation of personal states, self-regulation and regulation
of relations with other people. L.S. Kolmogorova em-
phasizes that psychological culture allows a person to
understand his inner world, effectively solve life's psy-
chological problems, adapt and self-determine in soci-
ety, promotes self-realization, self-development, har-
monization of inner world and relationships with oth-
ers, which generate a state of inner well-being [4].

L. Demina and N. Luzhbina consider social intel-
ligence as a system-forming factor of psychological
culture of personality, which is manifested in mostly
good health, deep understanding and acceptance of
themselves and other people, constructive communica-
tion and business, self-regulation of their desires, emo-
tions and actions, guarantee of psychological health of
the individual [5].

However, T. Tarasova emphasizes the humanistic
orientation of the concept of psychological culture of
personality: "psychological culture of personality is a
complex integrative property of personality, which pro-
vides timely and optimal solution of all everyday and
professional issues of psychological content, based on
sincere focus on man and deep belief in value person-
ality and significance of all its manifestations "[6].

The works of I. Kon, O. Lychko, G. Spivakovska,
Y. Neimer are devoted to the analysis of age features of
youth and accompanying psychological problems. G.
Morozova connects the deterioration of the psycholog-
ical state of youth with the violation of human morality
and emphasizes that "increasingly aggression and re-
sentment can be traced in the views on life and actions
of young people" [7, p.28].

A. Talapin notes the degradation of modern soci-
ety associated with changing stereotypes of behavior,
in particular, the atrophy of remorse in activities that
lead to the suffering of others. The line between good
and bad, the enemy and the friend is blurred, which
leads to disorientation in the changing living space. To
feel sorry for the act and feel guilty for the conse-
quences, that is, to think about something else - that's
what has become less [8].

Despite the fact that these works define the con-
cept and conduct a comprehensive analysis of all com-
ponents of psychological culture, as well as research
age characteristics and related psychological issues of
youth, the problems of formation of psychological cul-
ture in student youth in our country are given insuffi-
cient attention. A relatively small number of works are
devoted to the forms, methods, and organization of the
formation and development of psychological culture of
student youth, especially within the educational process
in secondary and higher educational institutions.

Thus, we need to analyze, first, the age-specific
features and modern psychological issues of student
youth; secondly, all forms and types of psychological
practice existing today; thirdly, to choose a form of psy-
chological practice that can be best implemented for
young students in the educational process and serve as
a means of improving psychological culture.

The problems of young people have worried man-
kind at all times. Today in every country the problems
of young people are discussed and solved at the highest
levels, including in our country. Psychologically cul-
tural, and therefore psychologically prosperous young
people who will build their lives in accordance with
their vocation, values and abilities, build and maintain
healthy work, family and friendly relations, participate
in constructive community projects aimed at the benefit
of the people - extremely our country needs today.

Today, the current Law of Ukraine stipulates that
young people are citizens between the ages of 14 and
35. Student years fall on the middle group of young
people from 18 to 24 years. The socialization of young
people at this stage is significantly influenced by the
educational institution and the change of the social en-
vironment, while the role of the family and the past en-
vironment is significantly reduced.

Youth is a period of searching, choosing and mas-
tering a profession, starting a family, determining one's
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attitude to public life and civic position, and changing
the social environment. The young man in this period
is as efficient as possible, easily copes with mental and
physical stress, easily acquires knowledge and acquires
skills. The circle of communication expands; gains in-
valuable experience in building partnerships, resolving
conflicts and establishing friendly, collegial and loving
relationships.

Psychological problems that can occur during this
age period are mainly related to:

- with the wrong choice of future profession. Dis-
appointment can also arise during the study of a chosen
profession, when a close acquaintance with the profes-
sion, the student feels that the professional components
and necessary skills of the chosen profession do not
meet his inner aspirations and abilities, when he sud-
denly notices loss of interest and inconsistency charac-
terological features;

- with difficulties in establishing friendly relations
with peers, which is an essential condition for psycho-
logical comfort, high efficiency and positive state;

- with the unsuccessful choice of a partner to start
a family, which worsens the general mental state, re-
duces self-esteem and academic success, contributes to
the formation of negative habits;

- with disappointments from differences of expec-
tations from reality.

Youth is the most productive period of self-reali-
zation, when difficulties seem easily overcome, doubts
and insecurities pass quickly, and the search for alter-
native goals and opportunities is easy and optimistic.
This is due to the current socio-economic situation in
the world, because for successful functioning in an ex-
tremely mobile and dynamic society, the individual
must have certain personal qualities.

First, a young person must have a strong, solid
core of personality, worldview, social and moral beliefs
- otherwise, when faced with obstacles and difficulties,
he may react neurotically and abandon their goals.

Secondly, it must have a high psychological labil-
ity, flexibility, ability to absorb and process new infor-
mation and create new ones. But youth is not only op-
timism and joy of learning something new, but also
finding answers to questions about myself: who | am,
who I am, why | came to this world, what is my mission
and so on. In the process of finding answers to these
questions, the young man forms:

- self-awareness, is a holistic view of oneself: one's
character, one's creative abilities and capabilities when
choosing a professional realization, one's competitive
advantages and disadvantages, one's appearance and
human qualities, a certain emotional response to life
events, etc. Components of self-awareness are also per-
sonal identity, self-esteem and self-esteem. It should be
emphasized that self-esteem is "a psychological and
emotional feeling of self, self-belief, self-esteem, their
capabilities, qualities and place among other people"
[9].

- own worldview, is a system of views, ideas,
knowledge, attitudes, values about the world around
and how to live in such a world and succeed. This is a
certain philosophy of human life. It is formed on the
basis of life experience of interaction with the world,

observation of one's own behavior and the behavior of
others in situations of success and failure;

- the desire to realize, understand and build their
own independent and original, new and critical view of
reality, to create their own theories of the meaning of
life, love, friendship, success, happiness, etc. [10,
p.237].

Young people are one of the socially vulnerable
groups, which in some way is exposed to negative en-
vironmental factors. Limited opportunities for full de-
velopment and realization of their potential, lack of so-
cial elevators, information "poisoning”, high pace of
life and lack of time, imposition by society of dubious
standards of successful life, stratification of society and
unequal opportunities for professional realization, ma-
terial and housing problems, unity, alienation and psy-
chological loneliness are serious challenges of our time.

All this causes various deviations in the body and
causes psychological stress, which may be exacerbated
by factors such as uncertainty in choosing the right pro-
fession or a clear mistake, problems in communicating
with parents and peers, uncertainty of social and moral
beliefs, low psychological lability, unformed self-
awareness, low self-esteem. In this state, a young per-
son needs psychological help, which, unfortunately, in
our country is not well organized, inaccessible due to
the shortage of highly professional psychologists and
high cost, especially in small towns and villages.

The need to understand yourself, determine your
attitude to yourself, focus on how you are perceived and
evaluated by others, identify erroneous strategies of in-
teraction in interpersonal communication, encourage
young people to seek answers to vital issues.

Psychological practice organized within a higher
education institution in the form of socio-psychological
training of partner communication will help the student
to find answers to the outlined questions.

Let's try to analyze modern forms, types and meth-
ods of psychological care and determine which of them
will best help a young person, including a student, not
only to understand their psychological problems, but
also increase his psychological culture, and hence his
psychological well-being.

Today it is very difficult to understand the huge
world of psychological practice. For example, if we talk
about psychotherapy, "the variety of directions and
trends, schools and specific methods of psychotherapy,
based on different theoretical approaches, leads to the
fact that currently there is not even a single definition,
and the number of methods is more than 500" [11, with.
594].

"Psychological care - a capacious concept, the
content of which includes a variety of theories and prac-
tices, ranging from the specific application of such a
method of sociological surveys as in-depth interviews,
to various techniques of socio-psychological training,
concepts and methods related to medical psychotherapy
[12, p. 7]. As noted by OF Bondarenko, “psychological
care as a social institution in our time is differentiated
as psychological counseling, non-medical (social and
personal) psychotherapy, medical psychotherapy and
psychiatry. The basis of this differentiation is the level
of psychological assistance, ie the nature and content of
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psychological problems with which a person turns to a
particular specialist "[13, p.28].

Let's analyze the possibilities of using some types
of psychological assistance for student youth. We em-
phasize that such psychological assistance should be
short-term and available both materially and organiza-
tionally and lead to the cessation of suffering and psy-
chological well-being as soon as possible.

It is clear that we will not analyze medical psycho-
therapy and psychiatry, as these methods are designed
for people with mental disorders that are not functional
but mostly organic in origin. And psychological coun-
seling and non-medical psychotherapy are aimed at
mentally healthy people who need "emotional, seman-
tic and existential support in situations of difficulty that
arise during their personal or social life" [12, p. 10].

Psychological counseling is a conversation orga-
nized in a certain way, for which, as a rule, a person
prepares in advance and, surprisingly, such preparation
takes months and even years. Fear of the consultant un-
derstanding me; will he be able to understand the depth
of my suffering; will I like him and I like him; whether
it violates the principle of confidentiality; whether he
will consider my environment not quite normal and me
"crazy" and so on. Especially since the fee for such a
service can be significant for the student, especially if
there is a need to increase the number of consultations,
which often happens.

The lack of reliable information about the identity
of the counseling psychologist with the existing distrust
of modern advertising causes fear of getting into a char-
latan. Thus, psychological counseling, for all its effec-
tiveness, has certain limitations for use by student
youth.

When using non-medical psychotherapy, the psy-
chologist uses the same psychological methods as a
medical psychotherapist - the difference is, above all,
in their focus. The most important task of a psycholo-
gist in this case is not to remove or alleviate the symp-
toms of the disease, but to create conditions for optimal
functioning of the individual and its development, in-
cluding the harmonization of relationships with others.

The main tasks of non-medical psychotherapy are
the study of psychological problems, and their diagno-
sis; improving subjective well-being and strengthening
mental health; study of psychological patterns, mecha-
nisms and effective ways of interpersonal interaction to
harmonize communication with others; development of
self-awareness and reflection to correct and prevent
emotional breakdowns and behavioral deviations; pro-
moting the process of personal development, learning
ways to realize creative potential and improve the qual-
ity of life. These tasks are fully consistent with the psy-
chological problems of student youth - such tasks
should be solved by a young person in the process of
planning and building their life path and personal de-
velopment.

Non-medical psychotherapy is divided into indi-
vidual and group. Individual psychotherapy is identical
to psychological counseling, but uses a wider range of
methods and procedures. Group psychotherapy is based
on the principles of group dynamics developed by Kurt
Levin. Work in such a group, as a rule, is not structured,

there are no mandatory procedures, the actualization of
internal conflicts occurs spontaneously and can be very
painful. Participation in such a group causes anxiety
and worry, which can be overcome only by a strong
motivation to stop painful attempts to understand them-
selves and their lives, to improve the quality of life and
development of their personality. Therefore, this form
of work is often called a group of personal develop-
ment. Most modern researchers note the high effective-
ness of group psychotherapy. It is clear that this method
of psychological care is not acceptable and inaccessible
to the vast majority of people, in addition, the high cost,
small number of such groups and the shortage of highly
qualified psychotherapists limit the possibilities of its
use, including student youth.

Within group psychotherapy, but a little later, be-
gan to develop such a form of group psychological
work as socio-psychological training, work in which
is clearly defined and strictly structured. This is an ac-
tive form of socio-psychological training of certain
knowledge, skills and abilities of interpersonal interac-
tion in specially created small groups led by a psycholo-
gist. Currently, this is the most effective and widely
used in the modern world method of intentional change.
In such a group, with the help of a special system of
psychological exercises, games and procedures, partic-
ipants have the opportunity to see themselves and their
problems through the eyes of other participants and
through the feedback mechanism to bring themselves
to an adequate state, try new behaviors and roles, ac-
quire necessary skills communication, realize their lim-
itations and advantages.

S. Makshanov defines training as "a multifunc-
tional method of intentional changes in psychological
phenomena of a person, group and organization in or-
der to harmonize professional and personal life" [14, p.
75].

MA Kovalchuk and LA Petrovska, analyzing the
differences between training and group psychotherapy,
note that in the training events develop mainly on the
principle of "here and now", the training group includes
healthy people, not patients who need treatment; Dis-
closure of motivation is not an end in itself, but a means
to interpret behavior, the conflict is considered in order
to resolve it, not to diagnose neurotic symptoms, clas-
ses are shorter compared to psychotherapy "[15, p.
140].

There is a typology according to which different
training programs are divided depending on the specific
issues of the individual and the goals set for the group.
There are five types of group work:

1. "I - I" - groups that are aimed at change at the
individual level, personal growth; the main sources of
intra-personal transformations;

2. "l - Others" - groups that focus on changes in
interpersonal relationships, the study of how the pro-
cess of interpersonal influence, depending on a partic-
ular behavior.

3."l - Group" - groups that focus on the interaction
of the individual and the group as a social community,
styles of interaction with the group.
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4. "l - Organization" - groups that focus on the
study and development of experience of interpersonal
and intergroup interaction in organizations.

5. "I - Profession" - groups that focus on the sub-
jects of a particular professional activity [16].

The presented typology of trainings provides un-
limited opportunities for the development of appropri-
ate programs, each of which must have a clear goal, ob-
jectives and end result in the form of acquired in the
process of group work relevant knowledge, skills and
abilities. Such programs can be developed by a psy-
chologist and a teacher of psychological disciplines (a
huge number of training programs have already been
developed by psychologists and are fully available for
widespread use) as part of group practical classes.

The presented content and goals of socio-psycho-
logical trainings cover the whole range of psychologi-
cal issues of modern student youth. This modern form
of psychological training and psychological assistance
is mobile, short-term, affordable, does not require addi-
tional organizational and material costs, which is very
important. Participation in the training group will allow
students not only to better master psychological sub-
jects and acquire the necessary knowledge and skills,
but also to better understand themselves and others, get
psychologically healthy guidelines in life, improve
mental health, and hence psychological culture.

Among the huge number of types of training at the
initial stage, the most effective and universal can be so-
cio-psychological training of partner communica-
tion. As mentioned above, a component of psycholog-
ical culture is communicative competence, ie
knowledge, skills and abilities of effective communica-
tion. The ability to build comfortable interpersonal
communication with peers, members of the opposite
sex, relatives, teachers, etc. is extremely important for
student youth. It is interpersonal communication that is
often the source of both the highest happiness and un-
happiness.

In the presented typology of trainings we will
dwell on the second type of group work "I - Others".
Such groups are aimed at changes in interpersonal rela-
tionships, to study how the process of interpersonal in-
fluence depends on a particular behavior. The whole
spectrum of interpersonal interaction, including cogni-
tive, behavioral and emotional components, is explored
in the socio-psychological training of parther commu-
nication. The program of such training is built in such
a way that first offers exercises, group discussions and
role-plays that allow you to identify and analyze mis-
takes and destructive behavioral strategies in commu-
nication, and then offers exercises and role-plays that
allow you to acquire the necessary skills and effective
communication skills.

Partnership is based on the principles of equality
of positions in the exchange of information, taking into
account the needs, interests and feelings of others, re-
spect for self-esteem, the ability to speak openly about
their needs and interests without guilt, openly express
their feelings. Through the feedback mechanism, each
participant can look at himself through the eyes of other
group members, find out how he is perceived and eval-
uated by others, what feelings he evokes in others when

implementing their typical patterns of behavior. De-
tailed analysis of communication errors during psycho-
gymnastic exercises, group discussions, role-playing
games helps each member of the training group to un-
derstand their wrong strategies, dispel myths about ef-
fective communication, identify their own mechanisms
of psychological protection that block successful inter-
action. Participation in such training contributes to the
development of skills and abilities of partner commu-
nication.

Thus, socio-psychological training of partner
communication is the most effective type of psycholog-
ical practice at the initial stage, which allows not only
to acquire the necessary psychological knowledge,
skills and abilities of partner communication, but also
contributes to the formation and development of psy-
chological culture in students.

Further research should be devoted to the develop-
ment of specific thematic programs of socio-psycho-
logical training for student youth in the educational pro-
cess with preliminary diagnosis of psychological de-
mands of student youth.

Conclusions. Scientific novelty can be defined as
the analysis and generalization of age features and def-
inition of psychological problems of modern student
youth, and also a choice of an effective means of in-
crease of its psychological culture.

1. Young people in the student period go through
a very difficult period, characterized by the influence of
not only external factors and challenges of modern so-
ciety, but also internal experiences that accompany the
process of solving the most difficult psychological
problems of this period, such as professional self-deter-
mination, self-awareness, worldview, social and moral
beliefs, building harmonious relationships with others.
Lack of psychological knowledge during this period
can complicate the psychological state of man and lead
to various neurotic disorders and behavioral deviations.

2. Among the existing modern forms of psycho-
logical practice, the most accessible and age-appropri-
ate task and psychological issues of student youth is
such a form of psychological work as socio-psycholog-
ical training.

3. Carrying out of social and psychological train-
ings within the limits of educational process on actual
youth subjects will promote increase of psychological
culture of youth. Participation in such work will help
students not only to obtain the necessary psychological
knowledge, skills and abilities for future life, but also
allow them to better understand themselves; understand
their limitations and advantages when choosing life
strategies; get feedback and bring yourself to an ade-
quate state, harmonize the inner world and relationships
with others - all of this creates a state of inner well-be-
ing, its psychological health.

4. The most effective means of forming and im-
proving the psychological culture of student youth
within the higher educational institution is the socio-
psychological training of partner communication.

5. Improving the psychological culture of student
youth as builders of the future is of great importance
today, as it will help improve the overall culture of the
country and the health of society as a whole.
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Further research should be devoted to the develop-
ment of specific thematic programs of socio-psycho-
logical training for student youth in the educational pro-
cess with preliminary diagnosis of psychological de-
mands of student youth.

Abstract.

The article analyzes modern theoretical, methodological and practical approaches to providing psychologi-
cal care; psychological issues, age characteristics, specific features and needs of student youth at the present stage
and their consideration in the organization of psychological assistance. The efficiency and expediency of applica-
tion of axiological model for general explanation of psychological distress, analysis and primary diagnostics of
psychological problems, development of strategy and corresponding methods of psychotherapeutic help are sub-
stantiated.

The urgency of the problem. The quality, availa-
bility and effectiveness of psychological care, as well
as the professional competence of psychologists and

psychotherapists who provide such care - today is such
a topical issue that is hotly debated and studied not only
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by scientists and practitioners, but also ordinary con-
sumers of such services. The problem of providing
quality psychological care is especially acute. The
meaning of the phrase "quality psychological care” we
consider as follows. First, it is the speed, accuracy,
short duration of care, which creates the conditions for
the earliest possible cessation of suffering, saving time
and money of the patient, and secondly, the ability of
the psychotherapist to quickly navigate the many mod-
ern theoretical approaches, methods and techniques of
psychological care. and choose a strategy that will ex-
actly match the stated psychological distress.

The modern world today is characterized by
ephemerality, unpredictability of political and eco-
nomic changes, complication of socio-psychological
problems, which leads to the fact that often a person
does not keep up with changes in society, is in a state
of despair and psychological discomfort. This condi-
tion negatively affects the effectiveness of professional
activities, impairs the quality of family and interper-
sonal relationships, reduces the quality of life in gen-
eral. In such conditions, a person needs psychological
help.

Young people, especially students, are the most
vulnerable to the challenges of modern life. "Youth is a
socio-demographic group that is going through a diffi-
cult period of social maturity, adaptation to the world
of adults and future changes. [1, p.5]. "Radical changes
in socially desirable values and modern standards of
happy life, the priority of money and material values as
indicators of high social status, and hence a life that"
succeeded "over the values of self-realization, realiza-
tion of true vocation and creativity leads to the fact that
man begins to set goals inadequate to its capabilities
and abilities and to implement imposed by parents and
society other people's life models. How many people
spend their whole lives not doing their job, demonstrat-
ing the "miracles™ of professional unfitness and hatred
for work, and terrible unprofessionalism has long been
commonplace. This is not only because during their
student years they studied not for what they were called
to do, but where their parents wanted and where it was
prestigious or convenient; and also because even in
childhood, and then at school, their interests and desires
were neglected by both parents and teachers, and then
they themselves learned to ignore their real needs, de-
sires, interests; learned to live with those they do not
love, to be friends only on a mutually beneficial basis
"[2, p.104].

Loss of landmarks complicates the psychological
state of man, which can provoke depression, anxiety,
apathy. In such conditions, the provision of psycholog-
ical assistance becomes important not only for the per-
son but also for the society and can be effective only if
you choose such forms and methods of providing such
assistance that will meet the youth psychological is-
sues.

Student youth who are going through a difficult
stage of professional determination and personal devel-
opment, finding and choosing values, determining their
future, sometimes need psychological help that will not

only alleviate the complex and intense psycho-emo-
tional state of despair, but also help determine future
life.

Today there is a large number of psychological
and psychotherapeutic areas, schools, methods and
techniques of psychological care. "The variety of direc-
tions and trends, schools and specific methods of psy-
chotherapy, based on different theoretical approaches,
lead to the fact that currently there is not even a single
definition, and the number of methods is more than
500" [2, p.594]. Such a huge number of theoretical ap-
proaches to the interpretation of psychological distress
leads to the fact that the psychotherapist is often lost
both in search of a theoretical basis (explanation) of the
psychological problem of the patient, and in the choice
of relevant methods of psycho-correction. For a general
explanation of the psychological distress, the initial di-
agnosis of the patient and the development of a care
strategy (as one of the options) it is advisable to use, in
the author's opinion, an extremely interesting and fruit-
ful axiological model of ME Litvak, based on a hierar-
chical theory of needs.

Analysis of recent research and publications.
Theoretical, methodological and practical approaches
to the provision of psychological assistance are studied
by many scientists and practicing psychologists, in par-
ticular, such authors as Ukrainian scientist and well-
known psychologist O. Bondarenko, who highlighted
domestic traditions in the practice of psychological as-
sistance and comparative analysis of main areas, for-
eign counseling and therapeutic psychology [3]; B.
Karvasarsky analyzed modern ideas about psychother-
apy and its interdisciplinary foundations, mechanisms
of therapeutic action and their effectiveness, the main
directions and methods of psychological care, its age
and transcultural aspects, the organization of psycho-
therapeutic care [4]; I. Yalom, a leading modern Amer-
ican representative of existential-humanistic psychol-
ogy, analyzed such basic problems of human existence
as death, freedom, loneliness, loss of meaning in life
and developed appropriate forms and methods of psy-
chological assistance [5]. Of course, the palm of su-
premacy in the development of theoretical and practical
principles of psychological care belongs to S. Freud, A.
Adler, K. Rogers, E. Bern, K. Jung, K. Horne, B. Skin-
ner.

To provide effective psychological care, it is nec-
essary to take into account the specific features and
needs of young people at the present stage and take
them into account when organizing such care. The
works of I. Kon, O. Lichko, G. Spivakovska, Y. Neimer
are devoted to the analysis of age peculiarities of youth,
in particular students, and psychological problems ac-
companying this age. G. Morozova connects the dete-
rioration of the psychological state of youth with viola-
tions of human morality and emphasizes that "aggres-
sion and resentment are increasingly traced in the views
on life and actions of young people” [6, p.28].

A. Borysiuk emphasizes that “the content of men-
tal health is not limited to medical and psychological
criteria, but covers the social norms that affect human
life. Mental health presupposes the age-appropriate
level of development of personal, emotional, volitional,
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cognitive spheres, high adaptive capabilities, adequacy
of perception of reality, setting life goals and their
achievement. The level of awareness of the importance
of maintaining and maintaining mental health, as well
as health in general, remains quite low, the place of psy-
chological health in the hierarchy of life values of
young people - also not too high, respectively motiva-
tion - poorly formed” [7, p.50].

I. Kozytska studied the socio-psychological as-
pects of youth self-realization, identified the most char-
acteristic style of student youth self-realization: moder-
ate or adaptive level associated with the general social
orientation of students and uncertainty about the ability
to overcome obstacles to self-realization [8, p.30].

The development of psychological care as a pro-
fession in Ukraine and other post-Soviet countries and
in this regard the possibilities of the Christian tradition
of mentoring are studied in the works of researchers B.
Bratus, F. Vasilyuk, G. Belkin, Y. Emelyanov, L. Pe-
trovskaya.

In modern psychological science, there are many
theoretical concepts and methods of providing psycho-
logical assistance. Such psychotherapeutic directions as
psychoanalysis, gestalt therapy, psychodrama (mono-
drama), cognitive and behavioral psychotherapy and
others have proved, on the one hand, their effective-
ness, but on the other hand - "the inadequacy of any of
the psychotherapeutic directions for all categories of
patients” [4, p. 392]. The variety of approaches and
concepts, of course, expands the possibility of psycho-
logical care in general. The choice of a specific theoret-
ical and methodological paradigm, on the basis of
which psychological assistance is provided, is left to
the specialist who performs this work, and is an im-
portant condition of his personal professional responsi-
bility. It is necessary that such a choice is made con-
sciously, taking into account their own individual pref-
erences, preparedness and competence. In our opinion,
in order to determine the level of psychological dis-
tress, to carry out the initial diagnosis of the patient and
develop a care strategy, to select appropriate methods
of psychological care, the most effective can be an axi-
ological approach of M.E. Litvak, based on the hierar-
chical theory of needs [9].

Despite the fact that these works conducted a de-
tailed analysis of modern forms and methods of psy-
chological care, as well as studied the age and psycho-
logical issues of student youth, the problem of provid-
ing effective systemic psychological care in our
country is not given enough attention, there is almost
no modern national research devoted to the analysis of
the motivation of student youth in making decisions to
determine their way of life, improving the quality of
life, improving psychological culture and achieving
psychological well-being. Theoretical and methodolog-
ical problems related to the organization of psycholog-
ical assistance to student youth and the improvement of
psychological culture also need the attention of leading
national and foreign scientists.

The purpose of the article is to substantiate the
effectiveness and feasibility of applying the axiological
model of providing psychological assistance to student
youth.

Presenting main material. The historical develop-
ment of society largely depends on the extent to which
such an effective factor of socio-political functioning as
youth is used. First, it is determined by the significant
share of young people in the population structure: ac-
cording to the UN and the age structure of the world's
population as of 2017, the amount of young people
aged 15-24 years is 16.16% [10]. Secondly, at all times
and in all nations, young people were at the forefront of
social movements, a kind of catalyst for social change.
According to the latest UN data, the population of the
planet on July 1, 2020 was approximately 7.8 billion
people and, accordingly, the amount of young people
has also increased.

The problems of young people have worried man-
kind at all times. There is a close connection between
the state of society, the prospects for its development
and the attitude of society to its young generations, their
starting points. The position of young people, their
qualitative characteristics, values and life plans - this is
the mirror in which any society can see its future. [11,
p.237]. Psychologically healthy young people who will
build their lives in accordance with their vocation, their
abilities and talents, build healthy family and friendly
relationships in which there will be no betrayal and lies,
to participate in constructive social projects aimed at
the benefit of people - is extremely needed in our coun-
try today.

During the last twenty years of Ukraine's existence
as an independent state, the age of young citizens in the
current legislation has varied within different limits.
Thus, if before 2004 the age limit for young people
reached 28 years, then after amendments to the Law of
Ukraine "On Promotion of Social Formation and De-
velopment of Youth in Ukraine" of February 5, 1993 it
was determined that young people are citizens aged 14
to 35 years. The legislative definition of youth as a spe-
cific socio-age group at the age of 14-35 still applies in
Ukraine. Within these limits, we can distinguish three
separate categories of young people, which differ sig-
nificantly in the degree of maturity, mentality, the de-
gree of involvement in socio-political and socio-eco-
nomic processes and so on.

A number of domestic researchers distinguish
three age cohorts of youth:

- 14-17 years old - mostly pupils who live with
their parents and are, as a rule, on their full support. The
defining vectors of socialization at this stage are the
family and school;

- 18-24 - young people who receive further educa-
tion in educational institutions. The socialization of a
young person at this stage is significantly influenced by
the educational institution and the change of the social
environment, while the role of the family and the "for-
mer" environment is significantly reduced;

- 25-29 years old - working youth. Socialization is
completed through the inclusion of young people in the
process of social production. If socialization took place
without distortions and deviations, by the age of 30 we
can speak of an independent, fully formed person. Of
course, such a gradation may not reflect all the nuances
of socialization, but it is typical for most members of
modern Ukrainian youth [12, p.7].

Thus, youth is a period of searching, choosing and
mastering a profession, starting a family, determining
one's attitude to public life and civic position, changing
the social environment. Youth is always optimistic.
During this period, a young person not only designed
their life plan, but also tries to implement it; they have
a lot of energy, faith, strength and desire to achieve
their goals.

The period of youth is very productive: during this
period the young person is maximally able to work, he
or she easily endures high mental and physical loads;
easily acquires knowledge and acquires skills, he or she
masters complex ways of intellectual activity and other
types of professional activity, modern information
technologies; develops such necessary special personal
and functional qualities as organizational abilities, ini-
tiative, responsibility, purposefulness, endurance, crea-
tivity, ingenuity, discipline, etc. During this period, the
circle of communication expands due to the implemen-
tation of the life program in the wider social environ-
ment and there is an intensive process of communica-
tion, in which the most important are the experience
and the establishment of friendly, collegial and love re-
lationships.

The psychological problems that can arise at this
time are mostly related to the wrong choice of future
profession, the difficulty of establishing friendly rela-
tions with peers, the poor choice of a partner to start a
family, the frustration with the mismatch of real life ex-
pectations.

Youth is considered the most productive period of
self-realization. At this time, difficulties seem easy to
overcome, doubts and uncertainties pass quickly, and
the search for alternative goals and opportunities is easy
and optimistic. To some extent this is due to the current
socio-economic situation in the world. To live and
function successfully in an extremely mobile and dy-
namic society, an individual must possess certain per-
sonal qualities. First, they must have a stable, solid core
of personality, worldview, social and moral beliefs;
otherwise, when faced with obstacles and difficulties,
they may react neurotically and abandon their goals.
Secondly, they must have high psychological lability,
flexibility, ability to absorb and process new infor-
mation and create new ones.

However, youth is not only optimism, the joy of
learning something new, but also the search for answers
to questions about myself: who | am, why did I come
to this world, what is my mission, and so on. In the pro-
cess of finding such answers, a young person is formed:

- self-awareness, it is a holistic view of oneself:
about one's character, about one's creative abilities and
possibilities when choosing a professional realization,
one's advantages and disadvantages; about their attitude
to the world around them, to people's behavior; about
their appearance, human qualities, emotional response
to life events, etc. The component of self-awareness is
personal identity, self-esteem. All this becomes a start-
ing point for choosing of the direction of self-education
and self-improvement;

- own worldview, it is a system of views, ideas,
knowledge, attitudes, values about the world around
and how to live in such a world and succeed. This is a

certain philosophy of human life. It is formed on the
basis of life experience of interaction with the world,
conclusions about their own failures and successes, ob-
servations of the achievements and failures of others;

- desire to realize, understand and build their own,
independent and original, new and critical view of real-
ity, to create their own theories of the meaning of life,
love, friendship, success, happiness, etc.

According to G. Usikin, adolescence is, so to
speak, the "third world" that exists between childhood
and adulthood, as biological, physiological and puberty
is completed (no longer a child), but in social terms it
is still not an independent adult "[13, p.163].

Young people are one of the socially vulnerable
groups, which to some extent are exposed to negative
environmental factors. Limited opportunities for full
development and realization of their potential, lack of
social elevators, information "poisoning”, impaosition
of dubious standards of successful life, unequal oppor-
tunities for professional realization, material and hous-
ing difficulties, disunity of society cause psychological
stress, which may increase the action of such internal
factors as uncertainty in the correct choice of a profes-
sion, difficulties in communicating with parents and
peers, unformed social and moral beliefs, low psycho-
logical lability, unformed self-consciousness, which is
a part of a personal identity, self-esteem. In this state,
the young man needs psychological help. High-quality,
accessible and effective psychological care will allow a
person to better understand their experiences, true
needs, feelings, values, to define life, to establish a
comfortable relationship with parents and friends and
to avoid unwanted mental disorders.

Psychological help is a type of help provided by a
qualified psychologist to a person or a group of people
in order to optimize psychophysiological states, cogni-
tive processes, behavior, communication, implementa-
tion of individual and especially group activities [3, p.
28, 30]. As O. Bondarenko notes, «psychological care
as a social institution is now differentiated as psycho-
logical counseling, non-medical (social and personal)
psychotherapy, medical psychotherapy and psychiatry.
The basis of this differentiation is the level of psycho-
logical assistance, the nature and content of psycholog-
ical problems with which a person turns to a specialist».
[3, p.29-30].

"The spread of numerous forms and methods that
complicate the choice, as well as their study and appli-
cation contributed to the development of an integrative
movement in psychotherapy"” [4, p.398]. In recent dec-
ades, researchers' interest in integrative trends in the de-
velopment of psychotherapy has been steadily growing.
According to most experts, integrative processes deter-
mine the main content of the current stage of develop-
ment of psychotherapeutic science and its main pro-
spects. In many cases, the integrative movement is in-
terpreted too narrowly. It is often understood as "a
movement towards the conceptual synthesis of modern
scientific theories of personality and its changes, as
well as the corresponding psychotherapeutic methods"
[4, 398].
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As an example, a list of the most authoritative con-
cepts presented in the encyclopedia "Theory of Person-
ality" by American psychologists Hell and Ziegler [14].
We will name only the authors of these concepts:
Freud, Adler, Fromm, Horney, Erickson, Allport, Ket-
tel, Eisenk, Skinner, Bandura, Rotter, Kelly, Maslow
and Rogers. The selection of these concepts generally
corresponds to the list of psychotherapeutic methods
mentioned in the Guide "Modern methods of psycho-
therapy" by R. Corzini, a well-known psychotherapist
and popularizer of psychotherapy: psychoanalysis, Ad-
ler psychotherapy, Jung's analytical psychotherapy, cli-
ent-centered therapy of Rogers, cognitive therapy, ge-
stalt therapy, transactional analysis, family therapy,
multimodal therapy of Arnold Lazarus. Some ap-
proaches that from the point of view of Korzini require
clarification of the "scientific rating" are psychotherapy
in the East, psychodrama and bio-energetic analysis of
Lowen [15, 3-4].

First, the general methodological orientation of
the approach in which psychotherapy is reduced to ap-
plied aspects of the theory of personality is questiona-
ble. In our opinion, we encounter here the misapplica-
tion of natural science methodology in a specifically
humanitarian field of knowledge. Second, "expert as-
sessment™ is not a scientifically reliable method of de-
termining the starting point for the theoretical integra-
tion of psychotherapy. The subjectivity of evaluation is
due to the implicit dictate of intellectual fashion, the di-
rect influence of scientific advertising, the personal
preferences of the expert and other factors studied by
the sociology of science.

Psychotherapy is not a monodisciplinary science.
It is an interdisciplinary scientific complex that
emerged on the border of psychology, neurophysiol-
ogy, sociology, social psychology, philosophical an-
thropology, ethics, psycholinguistics and other sci-
ences, which is gradually being transformed into a sep-
arate, independent science about a person. Therefore,
its integration base cannot be limited to a set of per-
sonological theories. To become independent humani-
ties, psychotherapy must not only integrate, bring to-
gether its many concepts and directions, but also inte-
grate itself into science, spiritual culture, education,
social practice and social consciousness [16].

Since in most cases, mental disorders manifest
themselves simultaneously in the cognitive, behavioral
and emotional spheres, psychotherapeutic techniques
should be used comprehensively and complementary
and reinforce each other. Therefore, the modern psy-
chotherapist must know a huge theoretical body of
knowledge of psychotherapy and have different meth-
ods and techniques of psycho-correction, which will
certainly expand his capabilities in providing psycho-
logical care, and his advantages over the capabilities of
one, even the best method, will improve the quality of
psychotherapy.

The integrative theory of psychotherapy and the
rapidly developing eclectic approach today are de-
signed to alleviate the intellectual and emotional load
of the psychotherapist, who constantly accompanies
him in meeting the unique inner world and with a
unique configuration of psychological distress of each

patient in choosing the optimal method. The integrative
approach reflects the current trend in the development
of psychotherapy, which involves the conceptual syn-
thesis of different theoretical systems of psychother-
apy, but also an important pattern of development of
psychotherapy as a science is its focus on creating a sin-
gle theory. "Psychoanalysis, behaviorism, existential-
ism and others claimed such a theory, but none of these
areas at the present stage does not meet the require-
ments of a single theory" [4, 26]. And while science
continues to search for a universal explanation of hu-
man psychological distress, the psychotherapist is left
alone with a huge amount of modern theoretical sys-
tems, approaches, techniques, methods, and seeks in his
practice some generalized, metaphysical interpretation
of psychological distress in general.

In the author's opinion, the axiological model of
M. Litvak, based on a hierarchical theory of needs is
extremely interesting and fruitful.

It is the inconsistency of the value system in which
the patient lives, its biological and psychological struc-
ture, leads to background emotional stress, trouble, be-
havioral disorders, manifested in the form of neuroses
and psychosomatic diseases, which often recur. This is
the essence of the axiological model of M.E. Litvak,
designed to provide psychotherapeutic care to people in
critical stressful situations, patients with neuroses and
psychosomatic diseases [9]. "The purpose of all types
of psychotherapy is to give a person the opportunity to
meet his normal, legitimate needs for love, recognition,
control; to help him correct maladaptive attitudes, emo-
tions and behavior - all that somehow interferes with
these needs [17].

To analyze the phenomenon of need, we should
turn to the regulatory-determining theory of personal-
ity, which was developed according to the methodology
of system analysis of V. Tsiboy, according to which the
most significant characteristics of the individual as a bi-
opsychosocial being, which constitute its core, are the
factors that determine and regulate its life. The essence
of determining factors is to meet the needs (interests,
aspirations), and regulatory - in the regulation of activ-
ities to meet the needs of interaction with other actors
[18].

"The universal determinant of any behavior and
activity is the mechanism of mental stress reduction,
which is subjectively perceived as an attraction to the
object of need with a certain positive emotional tone
(pleasures, enjoyments, delights) or as aversion to an
object with a certain negative emotional tone (disgust,
dissatisfaction, pain) in case of its inconsistency with
the need. Objectively, the emergence of such tension is
due to the need for material or spiritual value of the en-
vironment [18, ¢.8].

Due to the mental mechanism of attraction or dis-
gust, the phenomenon of need for the missing compo-
nent is "replaced" by the attraction of a person who has
emotional arousal and a state of emotional stress, aimed
at mastering the missing component that caused this
state to experience the emotion of pleasure, or avoid
pain, disgust, feelings of trouble "[18, p.58]. That is, a
person often does not realize what he really needs and
subjectively only knows desires and seeks to move
from unpleasant to pleasant.
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Thus, it is necessary to determine which needs are
true and correspond to human nature, and which are
surrogate and imposed on it by society and modern cul-
ture.

The problem of determining human needs, which
was dealt with by A. Maslow, K. Obukhovsky, G. Mur-
ray, V. Tsyba and other scientists, still remains uncer-
tain. Since the focus is on the axiological model of M.
Litvak, consider his approach to determining the hier-
archy of needs. M. Litvak identifies four levels of per-
sonal needs: three biological and one biological-psy-
chological-social. The former include the satisfaction
of food, defense and sexual instincts, and the latter - a
sense of self-importance. Satisfaction of the sense of
significance is possible only with the constant develop-
ment of their own abilities and the development of per-
sonality. This need is almost silent until the first three
are satisfied, and completely subsides when the first
two are not satisfied [9].

Thus, when the patient turns to a psychotherapist
and complains that in his life everything is not as he
wants, but he does not know, what he wants and is con-
stantly experiencing a depressed emotional state - this
may mean that he is not satisfied with sexual needs or
the need for a sense of self-importance. Satisfaction of
self-importance is more important than satisfaction of
sexual needs, although often it is sex that is used to sat-
isfy the fourth need. And if this need is met incorrectly
(and the best area of its satisfaction is professional re-
alization), then psychological problems arise.

What is a psychological problem? This is a frus-
trated need. And if the patient complains about exces-
sive satisfaction of food, defense and sexual instincts,
or excessive care and control over children, parents,
sexual partner; on the passion for accumulation, the
passion for power, quarrels, and so on - perhaps behind
all this is a frustrated need for a sense of self-im-
portance, which is not realized by the patient. Given the
effect of the mental mechanism of attraction and dis-
gust, this replaces the phenomenon of need, ,,a person
undertakes certain actions to calm the desires, going to
meet their desires in good faith, associated with their
reassurance ,, [18]. But similar emotional experiences
of pleasure can be caused artificially, with the help of
drugs, regardless of the mechanism of meeting a spe-
cific need. And then there is the danger of various forms
of addiction, including alcohol, drugs, sex, money, sta-
tus and more.

Conclusions. Thus, the axiological model of M.
Litvak can be used by a psychotherapist not only for the
analysis and primary diagnosis of psychological prob-
lems, but also for the construction of their own strategy
and corresponding methods of psychotherapeutic care.

Analysis of the psychological problems of student
youth shows the importance of satisfying a sense of
self-importance, which is possible only with the con-
stant development of their own abilities, focus on high
achievements in professional activities and personal de-
velopment. The issues outlined should be central to dis-
cussion during psychological care.

The axiological approach involves bringing the
natural structure of a person into line with existing so-
cial norms and shows that with the right lifestyle "for
themselves", awareness and satisfaction of their true

needs, a person becomes healthy and at the same time
the most effective in social terms.

Abstract.

The article emphasizes the important role of independent activity of master’s degree (MA) students in the
foreign languages teaching in a higher education institution. The goals of independent study of MA students in the
foreign languages teaching have been defined (systematization and reinforcement of theoretical knowledge and
practical skills of students, promotion of critical analysis and assessment of modern scientific achievements, gen-
eration of new ideas to support the required research and analysis); implementation of research activities using
modern instruction and teaching methods, information and communication technologies; developing the compe-
tencies and skills necessary for analysis of the results of scientific research and applying them to solve specific
research problems, building the capacity to realize self-development, self-improvement and self-realization. The
work highlights the features and forms of planning the independent activity of MA students in the process of foreign
languages teaching (in-depth analysis of the training material, work with authentic information sources, building
a terminological dictionary, preparing written works, annotating and abstracting texts for specific purposes).

The article concluded that the effective planning of independent study of MA students at a higher education
institution is not only to optimize its individual types, but also to create conditions for increasing the activity,
independence and responsibility of MA students, both in the classroom and outside. The intensification of inde-
pendent study of MA students provides for the application of educational technologies appropriate to their level
to solve the task of forming the style of scientific thinking; development of study skills and creative activity.

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Introduction. Nowadays, the goal of Ukrainian
higher education is to provide future specialists to solid,
operational knowledge and professional skills within
their field of competence, as well as to provide the ex-
perience in creative and research activities to address
new challenges, the experience in social-evaluating ac-
tivity, developing during the process of the students’
independent work.

Foreign-language proficiency is recognized as one
of the key cross-cultural competencies of master’s de-
gree; however, in practice foreign-language training of
a postgraduate student, carried out in the context of tra-
ditional, educational system appears to be insufficient
to solve the pedagogical tasks in modern conditions. In
that regard, some inconsistencies have been observed
in modern theory and practice of foreign language
training of master’s degree students of higher education
institution, between: social order of modern society for
highly qualified specialists and lack of their training;
traditional methods and practice of organizational
forms of foreign language teaching and the necessity of
the implementation of the new educational pedagogical
technologies in the training activity; using mainly edu-
cational texts in the training process and the need to
work with authentic foreign language information
sources in professional discourse.

The presence of these contradictions results in re-
thinking of some pedagogical concepts bearing in mind
recent developments in theory and practice regarding
the foreign language training of master’s degree stu-
dents. There is a clear need to develop a model for the
foreign language training of master’s degree (MA) stu-
dents in higher education institution that could meet the
needs of Ukrainian society and the actual needs of a fu-
ture specialist.

The aim of the study — to analyze the concept of
independent work in a higher education institution and
determine the peculiarities and forms of independent
activity organization of MA students in the process of
foreign languages teaching.

As arule, the following interlinked goals are real-
ized in the foreign language teaching: practical, aca-
demic, educational and developing. At foreign lan-
guage training of MA students, the practical goals are
focused on a foreign language acquisition in the context
of professional communication; the academic goals are
primarily to raise the level of general culture, to gain
the specific knowledge, to form various skills and abil-
ities; the developing goals are intended to build intel-
lectual, emotional and motivational spheres of a per-
sonality; the educational goals are focused on develop-
ment of scientific understanding, tolerance, moral
values of a future specialist. These goals are defined by
social order of a society: to develop the communicative
competence of a specialist, allowing carrying out the
professional activity effectively in foreign language
communicative environment.

The MA students training is characterized by the
continued growth of their independent work, self-edu-

cation, engaging them in research activities. The mas-
ter’s degree is essential for academic process and aims
to prepare students to further self-education as a tool for
searching and gaining experience, by which a future
specialist has an opportunity to continue his or her pro-
fessional training. Intensive independent work is criti-
cal to the success of the educational system as a whole.
Research and analysis on issues in the field shows, that
transition to new specialties, aimed at achieving profes-
sional competency; implementation of module training
syllabuses; the possibility of obtaining individual pro-
fessional education, which meets the students’ needs
and demands; the organization of educational process
in the credit unit system have an impact on the organi-
zation of independent work.

In the process of independent work a MA student
is able to acquire theoretical material on discipline
(concrete topics, questions, issues, etc.); to consolidate
the knowledge of theory , using necessary tools by
practical way (to complete the tasks, tests, self-assess-
ment checklists); to apply the acquired experience and
knowledge to analyze the situation and make the right
decision (preparation for group discussion, prepared
work within communicative situation, project develop-
ment and written analysis of concrete situation, etc.); to
apply knowledge and skills, gained to form and present
personal opinion,, theory, model (presenting a scien-
tific research work).

Intensification of students’ independent work pro-
vides for a fundamental reappraisal and restructuring of
academic process at a higher educational institution,
and includes the following: focus on active learning
methods; development of master’s creative skills; shift
away from the current to individualized training to meet
the needs and ability of a personality. The effectiveness
of independent work is conditioned by several factors,
some of which are willingness to independent work,
achieved through admissible motivation to master a
foreign knowledge and the most appropriate way of or-
ganizing independent work. Therefore, the goal of mas-
ter’s independent work in the process of a foreign lan-
guage is determined as: systematization and consolida-
tion of obtained theoretical knowledge and practical
kills of masters; developing the ability to critical anal-
ysis and assessment of current scientific achievements,
creation of new ideas at solving research and practical
tasks; research activities, using modern research meth-
ods and information and communication technologies;
developing the ability to analyze the results of scientific
studies and research and apply them in dealing with
specific cases; forming the skills to self-development,
self-improvement and self-realization.

Based on organizational practice of MA student’s
independent work in a foreign language teaching at a
higher educational institution, it is appropriate to apply
the following forms of independent work: training ses-
sions materials processing, work with authentic
sources, building terminological dictionary, preparing
written works (abstracts, thesis, articles), annotating
and referencing texts for special purposes, preparing a
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report in a foreign language and presentation at the con-
ference.

One of the most important forms of master’s work
is considered to be the ability to work with authentic
sources. Studying the discipline “A foreign language”,
the students should gain experience in processing a sub-
stantial amount of information (monographies, scien-
tific articles, and thesis), what determines the im-
portance of extracurricular reading as one of the ele-
ment for MA students’ independent work in the process
of foreign language teaching. To increase the effective-
ness of independent work with literature for specific
purposes it is important to involve the course, focused
on achieving equitable levels of speech preparation that
will systematize the repetition of grammatical material
of previous levels trained by immersion in a subject,
and use specific provisions of intensive training, with
an emphasis on scientific and technical texts. At the
same time, special attention should be paid to grammat-
ical features, frequently repeated in scientific and tech-
nical texts and present, perhaps, the greatest challenges
in understanding, identifying and differentiating them
in the context. Group classroom studies allow for cre-
ating base to move on to independent reading of foreign
literature, analysis, language processing. During the
classroom studies, it is advisable to fulfill similar tasks,
which the students perform at out-class training inde-
pendently (analysis of texts for special purposes, revi-
sion of a text, annotating and abstracting) [2,143].

In order to analyze the text for special purposes,
the MA students are proposed to read scientific and
technical text and perform the following tasks: to define
the topic of the text and each paragraph; to divide the
text into semantic completed parts and suggest the title
to each and every one of the; to describe the problems,
presented in the text; to make up their own mind about
the reading; to prepare the summary of the text .

Independent activity in writing (articles, Ab-
stracts, abstracts) in a foreign language is a key require-
ment of master’s degree educational programme. Stu-
dents’ teaching for independent writing the article, re-
port can be carried out during the class studies when the
key language features of scientific and technical litera-
ture (impersonal sentences, passive voice, parenthetical
words, used to achieve the overall coherence of scien-
tific text) are repeated. These skills would be useful for
students for proper written works in particular based on
their own research. To develop written scientific com-
petence, MA students do some preparatory exercises,
reading concrete scientific articles in a foreign lan-
guage. The end result of this work will be review ab-
stracts on scientific literature in a foreign language, that
have to comply with brevity, logical order, accuracy,
structural-semantic connectivity between the parts of
the text. Development of written scientific competence
is monitored at the lessons as well as according to MA
students’ participation in the scientifically-practical
conferences with the presentations in a foreign lan-
guage (articles, scientific conference abstracts, abstract
of the papers).

In the planning and organization of independent
work of master’s degree students in a foreign language,
the following pedagogical and methodological condi-
tions should be taken into account: the ratio of aca-
demic and out-of-class activities of students; the com-
pliance of content of the course materials and the cur-
rent status of the development of science and
technology; the use of flexible modern approaches to
develop the teaching and learning materials and forms
of works with master’s degree students; planning sys-
tematic pedagogical monitoring of implementation of
all kinds of independent works by students; the provi-
sion of theoretically grounded course materials and
clear guidance to their use [4,132].

In practice at Department of Foreign Languages
Training, European Integration and International Coop-
eration of Ukrainian Engineering Pedagogics Acad-
emy, the content of independent work of MA students
is provided by the teaching and learning materials, con-
taining work programmes, training aids and study
guides, funds of assessment tools, instructional guide-
lines, questions and tasks for independent work of MA
students. With a view to effective individualization of
independent work, the teaching materials are to be de-
signed in such a way as to help the students to improve,
enhance and complement knowledge, skills and com-
petencies; to master necessary training and research ac-
tions, forms and kinds of independent creative aca-
demic research work; to develop individual programme
for planning independent work. The organization of
teaching materials contains information section, pre-
senting the volume and sequence of issues and topics
being studied, different tasks for updating material,
necessary to study a new topic, methodological guide-
lines to assist with tasks, references.

Individualization of independent academic activ-
ity involves the use of tasks for different complication
levels as well as individual tasks. Group forms of activ-
ity are designed so that the task could be allocated in an
optimal manner according to features of each student.
Choosing the difficulty level of tasks is based on diag-
nostics of foreign language competence and cognitive
autonomy development. MA students, who have re-
ceived a list of tasks, are able to choose the combina-
tions of tasks that are relevant to their needs and abili-
ties. Individual pace and volume of independent work
will enhance the students’ independent work, motivate
the scientific-research activity, contributes to a profes-
sional personality of a future specialist.

Conclusions. It should therefore be noted that
planning independent work of MA students in a foreign
language teaching lies not only in its certain types opti-
mization, but also in promoting conditions to increase
the students’ activity, autonomy and responsibility at
practical classes and in after-classes activity in the con-
text of academic activity. The aim of independent work
of MA students is to teach them at first to process the
learning materials meaningfully and independently,
then to work with scientific information, to provide a
basis for self-organization and self-education in order
to develop the ability of continuing professional devel-
opment.

Garipova "Those who ran away in happiness”, "Gilmiyaza", "Don't fly away,
cranes!”, T. Ganieva "Tamaris", R. Kinyabayeva "Lend me a stallion", A. Yagafarova "Steppe girl", T. Davletber-
dina "My family ", S. Latypova" Envy, America, envy! " and others, dedicated to major phenomena in the historical
past of the country and the people, the events of the period of the Great Patriotic War and Stalinist repressions,
modernity.

Our task is to study creative searches and original finds in the field of the genre and style of modern Bashkir
drama of the last decades.

Abstract.

The purpose of the article is to study realistic and romantic forms of artistic knowledge of reality in Bashkir
literature in the light of new concepts in literary criticism, disclosure of its artistic nature, stylistic features. Con-
sideration of the specifics of the artistic world of the most prominent representatives of Bashkir literature in the
listed aspects can lead to the definition of the main, essential features of the national literature.

Relevance of research: In the latest studies of literary criticism, there is an urgent need to study the already
fully completed literary process of the twentieth century. became obvious. The study of the problems of method
and style, the principles of artistic reflection of reality, naturally come to the fore. The practice of scientific re-
search requires from modern Bashkir literary criticism new approaches to the study of the literature of antiquity
and the Soviet era, which also implies the identification of the main forms of artistic knowledge of reality in Bashkir
literature, the analysis of literary phenomena from a strictly aesthetic standpoint.

Methods: Comparative-contrastive, historical-typological, hermeneutic and systemic research methods were
used in the work.

Research results and perspectives: Realistic and romantic forms are independent aesthetic categories that
embody two main forms of artistic cognition. For many medieval oriental literatures, including the Bashkir one,
for a long time romanticism was the main creative method and performed the same functions as classicism and
realism in Western literature. Although Bashkir literature has experienced the powerful influence of Eastern clas-
sical romanticism, it has creatively rethought it, saturated it with folk motives, and enriched it with individual,
national-historical colors. Until the middle of the 19th century, traditional romanticism existed as the main crea-
tive method in Bashkir literature. In the second half of the 19th - early 20th centuries, Bashkir literature experi-
enced the influence of Western romanticism and realism, two historical forms of a realistic type of creativity arose
in it: educational and critical realism. The practical significance of the research materials lies in the possibility
of their application for the purpose of further scientific research in the field of the main forms of artistic knowledge
of reality, in the practice of teaching the history and theory of Bashkir literature at the philological faculties of
universities, in the preparation of general and lecture courses, and in the creation of textbooks on Bashkir litera-
ture.

Abstract.

Nuclear elements - effective and ineffective verbs - play a leading role in the verb combinations that indicate
the direction of action in both languages. Though the sides of verb combinations in the Azerbaijani language are
used in the same meaning separately in speech, in English the sides of verb combinations have different meanings

when they are used separately.

Syntactic relations among the components of verb combinations in the Azerbaijani language are realized
through the case suffixes, but in English they are realized mainly through the prepositions.

In both languages the verb compounds indicating the direction of execution can express their initial meanings
as well as figurative meanings and create phraseological units of different meaningful verbs.
