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SEVERAL ASPECTS REGARDING THE DEVELOPMENT AND PROGRESSION OF DENTAL
DISEASES WARRANT INVESTIGATION.

Abstract.

The significance or pertinence of a given concept, idea, theory, or phenomenon in a particular field of study.
Periodontitis is an inflammatory condition that affects the entirety of the tissues surrounding the tooth and pro-
vides support to the tooth in its placement within the jawbone. The aforementioned structures comprise the gums,
alveolar sockets, the connective apparatus, the alveolar part situated in the lower jaw, and the alveolar processes
of the upper jaw. Inflammation of the tissues results in a gradual decrease in their structural integrity, ultimately
leading to a cascade of deleterious effects including hemorrhage, discomfort, dental laxity, and ultimate loss of
the tooth. Undertaking a thorough examination of the mechanisms responsible for the formation of abscesses
within the periodontium of individuals affected by chronic generalized periodontitis, with the aim of elucidating
its etiological factors and achieving a more profound comprehension of the pathogenesis of this ailment, repre-
sents a significant mission within contemporary dental science.

Keywords. Periodontitis, cytokines, microflora.

One salient trait of the pathogenesis of purulent
processes in the periodontal tissues of individuals diag-
nosed with generalized periodontitis is a significant de-
ficiency in local secretory immunity, a disparity in the
cytokine profile, and a decrease in crucial enzymes
within the antioxidant system.

The principal cause behind the deterioration of re-
gional humoral defense can be attributed to immuno-
globulins, which are precise antibodies intended to
combat bacterial infections. The oral cavity contains
four predominant categories of immunoglobulins,
namely secretory immunoglobulin A (SIgA), immuno-
globulin A (IgA), immunoglobulin G (1gG), and immu-
noglobulin M (IgM). Two distinct classes of IgA can be
identified, namely serum IgA and secretory IgA. The
production of secretory immunoglobulin A (SIgA)
takes place predominantly within the salivary glands
through the mutual interaction of two cellular systems.
The resident plasma cells generate IgA, which is akin
to serum IgA, while the epithelial cells are responsible
for the formation of the secretory IgA complex. The as-
sembly of these entities occurs within the enclosed
space of the salivary duct lumens. One notable charac-
teristic of secretory immunoglobulin A (SIgA) is its
ability to withstand the effects of a diverse range of pro-
teolytic enzymes. This quality is of significant rele-
vance given that one of its primary biological functions
is to impede bacterial adhesion to the surfaces of both
teeth and mucous membranes.

A reduction in the concentration of secretory im-
munoglobulin A (SIgA), a critical component in the an-
tibacterial defense mechanism of the oral mucous
membranes, was detected during an investigation of hu-
moral immunity in individuals suffering from general-
ized periodontitis.

Additionally, various immunoglobulins such as
IgA, 19G, and IgM are synthesized locally within the

oral cavity. The immunoglobulins infiltrate the oral
fluid through the inflamed mucous membrane from the
blood serum, leading to a substantial augmentation of
their concentration in the vicinity of bacterial antigens.
The comprehensive biocidal capacity of the oral muco-
sal membrane ensues concomitantly with a harmonized
response elicited by each class of immunoglobulins.

In contemporary times, the function of cytokines
in both the emergence and operation of the immune
process has been extensively deliberated within aca-
demic discourse. Cytokines serve as agents that facili-
tate intercellular communication during immune re-
sponses, hematopoiesis and inflammation. Further-
more, they are integral to inter-system collaboration.
Cellular proliferation, differentiation, and functional
activity are impacted by them. Cytokines exert regula-
tory control over the duration of inflammation and im-
mune response, as well as influencing embryonic and
organogenesis processes. Notably, their activity levels
may display significant variability across different de-
velopmental stages. Cytokines demonstrate reciprocal
synergistic or inhibitory effects on one another. Cyto-
kines can be categorized into different groups, such as
interleukins (IL), interferons, colony-stimulating fac-
tors, and growth factors. According to the mechanism
of action, cytokines can be divided into three groups:
effectors and regulators of inflammatory processes -
pro-inflammatory and anti-inflammatory regulators of
antigen-specific immune response; regulators of hema-
topoiesis of immune competent cells. Each type of im-
mune system cell is capable of producing several cyto-
kines, and each type of cytokine can be secreted by dif-
ferent cells, which means there is interchangeability of
cytokine system components.

The protective function of pro-inflammatory cyto-
kines is carried out locally, directly in the focus of in-
flammation, while the inflammatory process is realized
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when there is an imbalance between pro-inflammatory
and anti-inflammatory cytokines, which largely deter-
mines the severity and outcome.

Objective: To investigate the immune status of
patients with chronic generalized periodontitis.

Materials and methods: To achieve the stated
objective, 27 patients aged 40 to 55 years with a diag-
nosis of generalized periodontitis of severity stages |
and Il were selected. The control group consisted of 11
practically healthy volunteers with non-affected perio-
dontal tissues at the time of the study.

Saliva was chosen as the substrate for immunolog-
ical research, which was collected in measuring tubes
by spitting. The collected oral fluid was centrifuged at
3000 rpm for 20 minutes. The supernatant fluid was
used as a material for studying the levels of concentra-
tion of major classes of immunoglobulins (SIgA, IgA,
IgG, and IgM) and interleukins (IL-1B, TNF-a, IL-4).
The determination of immunoglobulin concentration in
saliva was carried out by the solid-phase enzyme im-
munoassay method. Levels of cytokines (IL-1B, TNF-
a, IL-4) in gingival fluid were determined by the solid-
phase enzyme immunoassay method. The analysis re-
sults were taken into account spectrophotometrically
using a microplate photometer Stat Fax 2100 at a wave-
length of 450 nm. The determination was made no later
than 10-15 minutes after stopping the reaction. The
technology for performing solid-phase enzyme immu-
noassay using sets of reagents for IL-1B, IL-4, and
TNF-a was carried out according to the instructions
provided by the developers.

Results of the research and their discussion.

Research has shown statistically significant devi-
ations in the indicators of local immunity from the val-
ues of practically healthy volunteers in patients with
generalized periodontitis. These deviations in the levels
of major immunoglobulin classes in the examined pa-
tients indicate a decrease in the bactericidal activity of
oral fluid. Of particular note is a significant decrease in
the levels of slg A, accompanied by a slight increase in
the production of Ig Aand Ig G, while the concentration
of Ig M in saliva remains unchanged, in both the main
and control groups of patients, compared to healthy in-
dividuals. This indicates a greater insufficiency and
strain of compensatory response of local immune de-
fense to antigenic bacterial stimulation, especially in

patients with suppuration from periodontal pockets. In-
dividual and averaged data analysis revealed that pa-
tients in the main and control groups had significantly
higher levels of pro-inflammatory cytokines compared
to healthy blood donors. The expression levels of IL-13
and TNF-a in patients with purulent processes ex-
ceeded normal values by 4.7 and 3.2 times, respec-
tively, while in patients without suppuration, they were
only 2 and 2.2 times higher, respectively. It was found
that as the severity of the inflammatory-destructive pro-
cess in the periodontal structures increased in patients
with chronic generalized periodontitis, the concentra-
tion of IL-1p and TNF-a in saliva likely increased.
Therefore, these indicators can be used as additional
criteria for assessing the severity of the disease.

Conclusion. The study of cytokines as immuno-
modulators can contribute to a better understanding of
the occurrence of infectious-purulent complications in
patients with generalized periodontitis. The results of
the study of key regulatory cytokines indicate that the
increase in IL-1p production in patients with purulent
foci is more pronounced than that of TNF-a, confirm-
ing the importance of IL-1p in the pathogenesis of pu-
rulent processes.

Of particular relevance to Ukrainian society is the increasingly alarming trend toward a decline in the level
and quality of health of the country's population, which is most clearly manifested in the health statistics of the
most vulnerable part of society - children. The low level of health of teachers and lecturers of higher education
institutions is also alarming, with negative trends in the health of future teachers being formed at the stage of their
studies at a pedagogical university and deepening in the course of their further professional activity. In turn, the
peculiarities of the work of teachers and lecturers determine the fact that their low level of health and unstable
mental state due to professional burnout negatively affect the relationship between teachers and students.
Ultimately, this leads to the fact that the organization, content and methods of the educational process at different
levels of general and vocational education practically do not take into account the importance of health in human
life, do not contribute to its preservation, formation and education of a culture of health.

Introduction. Despite the fact that the modern and sometimes the higher education institution that,
educational environment is considered to be one of the  according to scientific research and statistics,
most serious health risk factors, the education system  contributes to the emergence of chronic diseases in
itself does not consider maintaining and improving  every seventh child or student, leading to a significant
health as one of its priorities. As a result, it is the school  loss of the health reserve of the young human body.
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It is believed that the personality and professional
activities of teachers and lecturers are at the center of
solving most of these health problems. However, nu-
merous studies have shown that teachers themselves
have a low level of competence in terms of the role of
the educational process in the health of schoolchildren
and students. In this regard, the need to foster a culture
of health in future teachers and lecturers as an integral
component of their vocational education becomes an
urgent problem. Undoubtedly, the introduction of a
valeological component would allow for changes in the
value attitudes of students of a pedagogical university
or pedagogical university with the desire not only to
change their behavior and lifestyle, but also to compe-
tently organize their professional activities in a health-
preserving manner in the future. To do this, they must
acquire a significant amount of knowledge, skills and
abilities that would help them in the educational pro-
cess and teaching of pupils or students. At the same
time, there is no doubt that, on the one hand, health ed-
ucation should be considered as an integral part of stu-
dents' professional and pedagogical training, and on the
other hand, the process of learning in the system of pro-
fessional training in a pedagogical university should be
characterized by a specific valeological orientation.

Health education for students of a pedagogical or
medical university should have a professional and ap-
plied orientation in order to prepare them for further
work in an educational institution in a health-forming
mode. However, achieving this goal is possible only on
a solid foundation of general wellness culture. Unfortu-
nately, the level of the latter, as shown by our own and
literature research, is extremely low, and the orientation
of future teachers towards healthy living is extremely
weak. In this regard, it seems logical to organize and
content the education of health culture in such a way
that the first stage is the development of the student's
basic general valeological culture, and the second -
his/her professional valeological culture. Such initial
references, as well as taking into account the level of
health culture of students, formed the basis of the pro-
gram of health culture education for students developed
by the valeological education.

The education of health culture, which is the main
task of the first part of the program of valeological ed-
ucation, implies as the final result the emergence of a
person's awareness of the value of health and the need
to lead a healthy lifestyle, and on this basis - the devel-
opment of means and methods of healthy living. That
is why the first part of the wellness education program
is developed with extensive use of data from various
sciences - philosophy and psychology, biology and so-
ciology, pedagogy and ecology, medicine and physical
education. At the same time, given the interdisciplinary
nature of the underlying health education of valeology,
it was important to find common fundamental positions
that each of the sciences it represents contributes to the
problem of health formation and to discard those as-
pects that are not significant within the framework of
health education itself.

The ultimate goal of mastering the second part of
the program of health education for pedagogical uni-
versity students was to prepare them to create a holistic
adaptation and rehabilitation space in the educational
environment that ensures effective quality of education
with a high level of health of all participants in the ed-
ucational process. To do this, a teacher must be pre-
pared to conduct pedagogical activities in a health-pre-
serving mode both in the context of traditional educa-
tional systems and technologies and using those means
and methods that correspond to his or her personality-
oriented vision of the tasks of education.

In his professional activity, a teacher and lecturer
usually adheres to rigid attitudes that are inherent in
pedagogical activity in general. It is difficult for
him/her to go beyond the methodological approaches
that he/she was armed with and mastered in the process
of university and postgraduate education. At the same
time, the teacher takes less account of the student's
opinion, suppresses his or her initiative and makes him
or her only an executor of instructions and orders. In
this case, one of the fundamental didactic principles -
consciousness and activity - is not realized, and as a re-
sult, students do not develop interest in learning, which
makes them not an active participant in the educational
process, but a passive consumer of information without
regard to its applied value and can lead to the develop-
ment of various health disorders.

Conclusion. Thus, in the process of professional
and pedagogical training, students should not only ac-
quire personal experience in the formation and mainte-
nance of health, but also the basics of valeologically
sound pedagogical activity. In this regard, health cul-
ture education cannot be limited to one academic disci-
pline, but should include other forms of education and
upbringing, among which special importance is given
to valeological education.

Abstract.

Monkeypox is a zoonotic orthopoxvirus that resembles smallpox in appearance. Most patients with

monkeypox infection recover without medical treatment. Patients with gastrointestinal symptoms, such as
vomiting, diarrhea, require oral intravenous rehydration to minimize gastrointestinal fluid loss. However, since
the prognosis depends on many factors, such as initial health status, comorbidities, and previous vaccination, this
treatment may not be sufficient for some individuals, especially those with immunodeficiency.

Some antiviral drugs may be effective in treating monkeypox, although these drugs have been approved for
smallpox treatment based on animal models. Dose studies of these drugs have been conducted in humans, but the
efficacy of these agents has not been thoroughly determined.

Introduction. Currently, the approved drugs for
the treatment of monkeypox are tecovirimat in the
United States and Europe and brincidofovir in the
United States only.

Studies conducted by American scientists have
shown that tecovirimat is effective in treating diseases
caused by orthopoxviruses. It inhibits the orthopox-
virus protein p37, blocking the transmission of the virus
from cell to cell. Although tecovirimat is approved for
smallpox in the United States, its use in the treatment
of monkeypox is based on investigational use of a new
drug and has not received full regulatory approval. Te-
covirimat's efficacy has been proven in preclinical stud-
ies, including four pivotal studies in non-human pri-
mates that showed the drug provided 95% protection
against death compared to placebo. Phase 1 and 2 clin-
ical trials evaluated the safety and side effect profile of

tekovirimat in humans. A recent observational study in-
volving a very small number of patients with monkey-
pox showed that tecovirimat may shorten the duration
of the rash and the overall duration of the disease.

Tecovirimat is available as an oral capsule (200
mg) and an intravenous injection. Absorption of the
drug by oral administration depends on a sufficient sim-
ultaneous intake of a fat-rich meal. It is orally adminis-
tered every 8 or 12 hours and taken within 30 minutes
after a moderate to high-fat meal to increase bioavaila-
bility. Typically, the duration of therapy is 14 days, but
can be extended depending on the patient's clinical con-
dition. The available data indicate that a 5-day course
is sufficient for a clinical response, while a 2-week
course allows for the formation of humoral immunity
and long-term eradication of the virus.
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Tecovirimat should not be administered intrave-
nously to patients with severe renal insufficiency with
a glomerular filtration rate (GFR) <30 mL/min. The
oral formulation remains the choice for this category.
IV tecovirimat should be used with caution in patients
with moderate (eGFR 30-49 mL/min) or mild (eGFR
50-80 mL/min) renal impairment, as well as in children
<2 years of age due to immature renal tubular function.

When administered orally, the following adverse
reactions may occur: headache (12%), nausea (5%), ab-
dominal pain (2%), vomiting (2%), neutropenia was
detected in one study participant. The following ad-
verse reactions may be observed with intravenous ad-
ministration: pain at the injection site (73%), swelling
at the injection site (39%), erythema at the injection site
(23%), injection site extravasation (19%), headache
(15%). The most common side effects are headache,
nausea, and abdominal pain. According to studies, side
effects were observed in 3.5% of patients. Also, signif-
icant drug interactions have been reported when used
concomitantly with repaglinide (hypoglycemia) and
midazolam (reduced midazolam effectiveness).

Although tekovirimat has not been studied in preg-
nant and lactating women, they may be treated if
deemed appropriate after a thorough clinical assess-
ment and discussion of the risk/benefit ratio with the
patient using a shared decision-making model.

There are no data to support the presence or ab-
sence of a risk of fetotoxicity, effects on milk produc-
tion, the presence of the drug in breast milk and/or ef-
fects on breastfed infants associated with tekovirimat.
It has been reported in a 28-month-old infant without
the development of side effects associated with this
drug, but no clinical trials have been conducted in the
pediatric population. It is recommended to monitor re-
nal function in children under 2 years of age, given the-
oretical concerns that the functional immaturity of the
renal apparatus in young children may lead to greater
exposure to hydroxypropyl-p-cyclodextrin, an ingredi-
ent in the intravenous form of tecovirimat. Animal
studies have shown the potential for nephrotoxicity at
very high levels of exposure to hydroxypropyl-p-cy-
clodextrin.

In the United States, Tembexa (brincidofovir) is
approved for the treatment of human smallpox. Brin-
cidofovir is an antiviral therapeutic agent that has a dif-
ferent mechanism of action from tequivirimat: it inhib-
its viral genome replication by viral DNA polymerase
after brincidofovir is incorporated into viral DNA. It is
a prodrug of cidofovir approved for the treatment of
smallpox in adults and children, including newborns. It
has reportedly demonstrated efficacy against orthopox-
viruses in in vitro and animal studies. Brincidofovir
should not be used concomitantly with cidofovir. There
are certain criteria for treating infections caused by
monkeypox virus with brincidofovir. In particular, it is
used in individuals who have severe disease or are at
high risk of progression to severe disease and meet any
of the following: clinically significant disease progres-
sion while receiving tequivirimat, or relapse (initial im-
provement followed by worsening) of disease after an
initial period of improvement on tequivirimat, or have
contraindications to oral or intravenous tequivirimat.

Brincidofovir has less nephrotoxicity than its par-
ent drug, cidofovir, although all 3 patients treated with
brincidofovir during the Liverpool outbreak discontin-
ued therapy due to biochemical liver dysfunction. The
most common side effects with Tembexa are diarrhea,
nausea, vomiting, and abdominal pain.

Cowpox immunoglobulin (VIGIV) is used to treat
complications caused by vaccination. However, it is not
approved for the treatment of human smallpox. There-
fore, an expanded access protocol allows VIGIV to be
used to treat orthopoxvirus infections, including mon-
keypox, during an outbreak. It is used in severe cases
where the development of a sustained antibody re-
sponse may be impaired. However, this therapy can be
considered as a prophylactic agent for use in individu-
als with severe T-cell immunodeficiency for whom
smallpox vaccination is contraindicated.

Cidofovir (also known as Vistide) is an antiviral
drug used to treat cytomegalovirus (CMV) retinitis in
patients with acquired immunodeficiency syndrome
(AIDS) and is commercially available in injection
form. There are no data on the effectiveness of cidofo-
vir in the treatment of monkeypox virus infection in hu-
mans. However, it has been shown to be effective
against orthopoxviruses in in vitro and animal studies.
It is not known whether cidofovir treatment would be
beneficial for people with severe monkeypox, although
its use in such cases may be considered. Brincidofovir
(a prodrug of cidofovir) may have an improved safety
profile compared to cidofovir. No significant renal tox-
icity or other adverse events have been observed with
brincidofovir in the treatment of cytomegalovirus in-
fections compared to cidofovir. Currently, studies are
underway with potential antiviral drugs to determine
whether they can be used to treat smallpox, monkeypox
and other orthopoxvirus infections. These include DNA
polymerase inhibitors (HPMPC and HPMPA), inosine
monophosphate dehydrogenase inhibitors (ribavirin
and thiazofurin), SAH hydrolase inhibitors (carbocy-
clic 3-deazaadenosine and 3-deazaeneplanocin A).

Conclusion. Thus, there is currently no specially
designed therapy with an evidence base for monkey-
pox. Most patients have mild disease and recover with
supportive care. However, antiviral therapy with te-
covirimat is suggested for those with severe disease or
at risk of developing it, as well as for those with eye,
mouth, or anogenital lesions. Tecovirimat is well toler-
ated and can reduce the duration of the disease and the
release of the virus. The antiviral drug brincidofovir is
also showing signs of effectiveness in treating
monkeypox in humans.

The analysis of the level of mastery of health culture knowledge by students of a pedagogical university

reflects only that aspect of it that is aimed at ensuring their own health, but does not have a professionally oriented
component. Moreover, the assessment of health culture education in general, as well as any type of culture, cannot
be carried out by its individual components, but should reflect the very concept of culture as a holistic category in
which each of the set of components is an integral part, but has no practical value in itself, in isolation from other
components. In this regard, the effectiveness of the pedagogical activity of a university teacher is most often
considered by the level of health culture.

Introduction. In the technological structure of
physical culture of a personality it is necessary to allo-
cate levels of its culture of healthy lifestyle: creative,
situational, primary literacy and education. This allows
to identify a set of factors that constitute the cause and
driving force of the development of the culture of
healthy lifestyle: spiritual and personal, material and
household, socio-psychological, psychological and
pedagogical, organizational and methodological, and
socio-demographic.

When determining the level of health culture of
students of a pedagogical university, it is recommended
to use the proposed classification of levels of formation
of the teacher's valeological culture, which includes
four levels. Although this classification offers a classi-
fication of only general health culture, without taking
into account its professional and applied value, we

found it possible, having transformed the system some-
what, to use it in a broader sense. As a result, the clas-
sification of health culture levels has acquired a modern
look.

The adaptive level is characterized by an unstable
attitude to the valeological reality, the goals and objec-
tives of valeological activity are not a guideline, and
there is no readiness to use knowledge. Technological
readiness is limited mainly by the available experience,
there is no creativity in practical activity, self-improve-
ment has not been actualized.

The reproductive level is characterized by the ten-
dency of value attitude to the valeological reality, man-
ifested by the desire to establish subjective relations be-
tween participants of the pedagogical process, a higher
level of satisfaction with valeological activity is noted,
creative activity is manifested in well-known health-
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forming activities with elements of new solutions, the
desire for initiative, for the transition from reproductive
forms to search ones can be traced.

The heuristic level is characterized by great pur-
posefulness, stability and awareness of the ways and
means of valeological activity, the ability to organize
such activity is well developed, the implementation of
valeological activity is characterized by a pronounced
humanistic orientation, there is valeological reflection
and empathy, the search for new forms of organizing
health-forming work with the team, the inclusion of el-
ements of health education in the content of the disci-
pline of their specialty.

The creative level is characterized by a high de-
gree of effectiveness and mobility of valeological
knowledge, the establishment of relations of coopera-
tion and co-creation with students, the active-creative
side of professional valeological activity is expressed,
technological readiness is holistic, creative activity is
manifested in the form of improvisation, intuition, im-
agination, which provide a productive solution to vale-
ological problems in the education and upbringing of
students.

As follows from the above gradation of the level
of formation of the teacher's health culture, it should be
based mainly on the student's readiness to conduct
his/her professional and pedagogical activities in a
health-preserving mode.

Based on the analysis of the literature, it was found
that the main components of health culture, the levels
of its formation in students-practitioners differ signifi-
cantly. The highest level is usually the reproductive
level, which indicates that students of higher pedagog-
ical educational institutions have a different value atti-
tude to the valeological reality, but their thinking in
matters of professional valeological activity is limited
to reproductive forms. Students who are at the heuristic
level often show conscious conduct of pedagogical ac-
tivity during pedagogical practice in a health-preserv-
ing mode.

Educating students' health culture is a necessary
component of teacher's professional training, which al-
lows to make changes not only in the value attitudes of
students - future teachers with a desire to change their
behavior style, but also contributes to the formation of
students' awareness of the importance of the process it-
self in their further professional activities.

Professional activity of a teacher on formation of
health-preserving environment contains educational,

psychological, organizational aspects and imposes re-
quirements to a teacher to possess means and methods
of valeological assessment of educational environment
and health-preserving pedagogical technologies.

The implementation of the structure of valeologi-
cal education is based on the main components of pro-
fessional activity (professionally oriented, practical and
personally creative), provides for the optimal combina-
tion of complementary types of educational activities
(theoretical, practical, methodological and pedagogical
practice) is focused on the education of students' health
culture and health-saving professional activity.

Conclusion. Thus, the qualitative provision of
valeological knowledge and skills to students of peda-
gogical universities will contribute to the development
of practical actions for the formation and dissemination
of a health-preserving regime in their future teaching
practice and for maintaining their own healthy lifestyle.
Accordingly, the improvement of medical health indi-
cators, which is the basis for increasing the competitive
abilities of future specialists, is effectively influenced
by the increase in the level of formation of the valeo-
logical culture of the individual.

There is a rather alarming trend in Ukrainian society towards a decline in the level and quality of health of
the country's population, which is most clearly manifested in the health statistics of the most vulnerable part of
society - children. The low level of health of teachers and professors of higher education institutions is also
alarming, with negative trends in the health of future teachers being formed at the stage of their studies at a
pedagogical university and deepening in the course of their further professional activities. In turn, the peculiarities
of the work of teachers and lecturers determine the fact that their low level of health and unstable mental state
due to professional burnout negatively affect the relationship between teachers and students. Ultimately, this leads
to the fact that the organization, content and methods of the educational process at different levels of general and
vocational education practically do not take into account the importance of health in human life, do not contribute
to its preservation, formation and education of a culture of health.

Despite the fact that the modern
educational environment is considered to be one of the
most serious health risk factors, the education system

contributes to the emergence of chronic diseases in
every seventh child or student, leading to a significant
loss of the health reserve of the young human body.

health as one of its priorities. As a result, it is the school
and sometimes the higher education institution that,
according to scientific research and statistics,

It is believed that the personality and professional
activities of teachers and lecturers are at the center of
solving most of these health problems. However,
numerous studies have shown that teachers themselves
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have a low level of competence in terms of the role of
the educational process in the health of schoolchildren
and students. In this regard, the need to foster a culture
of health in future teachers and lecturers as an integral
component of their vocational education becomes an
urgent problem. Undoubtedly, the introduction of a
valeological component would allow for changes in the
value attitudes of students of a pedagogical university
or pedagogical university with the desire not only to
change their style of behavior and lifestyle, but also to
competently organize their professional activities in a
health-preserving mode in the future. To do this, they
must acquire a significant amount of knowledge, skills
and abilities that would help them in the educational
process and teaching of pupils or students. At the same
time, there is no doubt that, on the one hand, health
culture education should be considered as an integral
part of students' professional and pedagogical training,
and on the other hand, the learning process in the
system of professional training in a pedagogical
university should be characterized by a specific
valeological orientation.

Health education for students of a pedagogical or
medical university should have a professional and
applied orientation in order to prepare them for further
work in an educational institution in a health-forming
mode. However, achieving this goal is possible only on
a solid foundation of general wellness culture.
Unfortunately, the level of the latter, as shown by our
own and literature research, is extremely low, and the
orientation of future teachers towards healthy living is
extremely weak. In this regard, the organization and
content of health culture education looks logical, when
at the first stage the basic general valeological culture
of the student is developed, and at the second stage -
his/her professional valeological culture. Such initial
references, as well as taking into account the level of
health culture of students, formed the basis of the
program of health culture education for students
developed by the valeological education.

The education of health culture, which is the main
task of the first part of the program of valeological
education, implies as the final result the emergence of
a person's awareness of the value of health and the need
to lead a healthy lifestyle, and on this basis - the
development of means and methods of healthy living.
Therefore, the first part of the program of valeological
education is developed with extensive use of data from
various sciences - philosophy and psychology, biology
and sociology, pedagogy and ecology, medicine and
physical education [4]. At the same time, taking into
account the interdisciplinary nature of the basis of
health culture education in valeology, it was important
to find common fundamental positions that each of the
sciences it represents contributes to the problem of
health formation and to reject those aspects that are not
significant within the framework of health culture
education itself.

The ultimate goal of mastering the second part of
the program of health education for pedagogical
university students was to prepare them to create a
holistic adaptation and rehabilitation space in the
educational environment that ensures effective quality

of education with a high level of health of all
participants in the educational process. To do this, the
teacher should be ready to conduct pedagogical
activities in a health-preserving mode both in the
conditions of traditional educational systems and
technologies, and using those means and methods that
correspond to his/her personality-oriented vision of the
tasks of education.

In his professional activity, a teacher and lecturer
usually adheres to rigid attitudes that are inherent in
pedagogical activity in general. It is difficult for
him/her to go beyond the methodological approaches
that he/she was armed with and mastered in the process
of university and postgraduate education. At the same
time, the teacher takes less account of the student's
opinion, suppresses his or her initiative and makes him
or her only an executor of instructions and orders. In
this case, one of the fundamental didactic principles -
consciousness and activity - is not realized, as a result,
the student does not develop interest in learning, which
makes him/her not an active participant in the
educational process, but a passive consumer of
information without taking into account its applied
value and can lead to the development of various health
disorders.

Low level of teacher's and lecturer's valeological
education entails manifestation of many of those
unfavorable aspects of his/her professional and
pedagogical activity that are inherent in modern
educational environment and that were mentioned
above. A questionnaire survey of teachers shows that
they do not have the basic scientific foundations of
knowledge on the problems of health education and on
conducting their professional activities in terms of
solving health problems.

Conclusion. Thus, in the process of professional
and pedagogical training, students should not only
acquire personal experience in the formation and
maintenance of health, but also the basics of
valeologically sound pedagogical activity. In this
respect, health culture education cannot be limited to
one academic discipline, but should include other forms
of education and upbringing, among which special
importance is given to valeological education.

The article examines the concept of time in historical novels. The change of time in contemporary literature,
the difference between epic time and real time has been investigated, and how the historical space is reflected in
epic time has been investigated. This article examines the historical works of many writers, and the issue of his-
torical time and epic time is discussed in those mysteries. The effect of achronic (chronological violation) time,
which rarely occurs in historical novels, has been studied in this type of works. Time exists at any moment for any
work. Space without time, time without space, work without time and space does not exist. These two concepts are
always in mutual contact with each other. The events in the work can happen at any time, but the time difference
occurs when the work is being written. And there is a difference between the time of the writer and the time of
events. This issue is also reported and investigated in the article.

Historical texts convey the human truths of the
time to the reader with a high level of richness. When
presenting this, the writers use the possibilities of artis-
tic interpretation of historical thought, dominant sym-
bols, facts and manifestations of the time. The most im-
portant force that saves historical thinking from medi-
ocrity is the expression of the spirit of the time, which
gives the expression a full and attractive form. Time is
the most important of the signs that create historical re-
ality in works. A writer cannot ignore the element of
the time when describing the past. In this regard, we get
to observe the artistic interpretation of different times
of the history in tens of works such as Ch. Huseynov’s
“Fatali Fathi”, “Doctor N”, Y. Samadoghlu’s “The day
of the murder”, Elchin’s “Mahmoudand and Maryam”,
“Death Sentence”, F.Karimzade’s “The Honor of Ta-
briz”, F. Eyvazli’s “Gachag Karam”, A. Nijat’s “Years
turned into song”, A. Jafarzade’s “My Rubabe Sultan”,
D. Nasib’s “Javanshir”, “A Country without Javan-
shir”, M. Ismayilov’s “Gara Yusif”, “Uzun Hasan”, G.
Sadigzade’s “Last destination was Khazar”, N. Ab-
dulrahmanli’s “The Messenger of the Heart”, “Tajli”,
S. Rustamkhanli’s “Peak of the Death”, “Poet and

Evil”, “Devotees”, M. Chamanli’s “Death Angel” and
others.

The chronology of time is reflected in different
and various ways in these works. Unlike the subject and
the plot, the writer sometimes has to write the exact
time to reach the figurative expression in the work.
Each author records the same historical period at a dif-
ferent time and in a different way. It is possible to ob-
serve different time trends in Yusif Samadoglu's novel
"The Day of the Murder", which spans three periods.
Literary critic T. Salamoglu writes about time sections,
one of the elements that strengthen history in the novel:
"Distinguishing the time sections in each novel is one
of the important conditions, as it makes the time of
events concrete, saves the images from abstraction. On
the other hand, it clarifies the plot and composition of
the work, and allows us to understand the development
dynamics of events and characters. The concretization
of time sections also brings clarity to the novel's system
of images. In Y. Samadoglu's novel "The Day of the
Murder", the resonance of the past with the present,
and the transfer of ideas to the future are among the
moments that strengthen the poeticism of the work [92,
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p. 232]. The events described in the novel "The Day of
the Murder" reflect reality and express hope for the bet-
ter future. In order not to repeat what happened in the
past, the past real and the unreal time instills a sense of
belief in the future being unreal. In the last scene of the
novel, after the prayer recited for the man whose wife
dreamt of him, the man tells the readers such an idea:
"1, oh men, from now on, | will not come to anyone's
dream!... I swear to God, the dead want to do good
work™ [9, 188]. The people who died in the work want
to be remembered by their loved ones as they knew
them. The novel "The Day of the Murder" reflects the
tragedy of 1937 and says no to war in the future. The
main role of time here is that these events can happen
at any time and this is reality. A young person who mis-
judges their time has to say goodbye to life very early,
although it could have been the other way around. The
periodical time coordinates (time of day) and temporal
indicators, precisely defined to talk about the historical
period shown in the novel, serve as a form of concreti-
zation of artistic time in the novel. It is important for
the writers to show the special lives of the heroes be-
hind the historical time. Therefore, they should also re-
flect the time of the heroes. Heroes come out to partic-
ipate in the historical period. The time that belongs to
them should fit their identity so that they can achieve
what they want. Poetic time and real time should take
place in parallel, events should be poeticized without
removing them from reality, and the writer should place
the heroes in this time. Historical time is different from
other times. The main criterion is the development of
events on a line that will not depend on any time.

Ch. Huseynov describes the problem of artist and
time in the novel "Fatali Fathi". Although the novel is
dedicated to the life of M.F. Akhundzadeh and follows
the documentary principle, this novel cannot be identi-
fied as a biographical novel. The writer used the possi-
bilities of artistic imagination and also the richness of
the time category by giving space to surreal images
with his unique style of elaboration. The novel reflects
not only the spirit of M.F. Akhundzadeh's time, but also
the spirit of modern times. Although the writer based
his work on documents, he also used documentary fan-
tasy. In other words, Akhundzadeh, whose future is
known, has looked into the past. In particular, Tsar
Nicholas-Fatali Akhundov, Fatali-Sheikh Shamil lines
in the work are the product of the writer's artistic imag-
ination. Perhaps neither Tsar Nicholas nor Sheikh
Shamil knew Fatali or heard his name. However, the
writer, acting from the spirit of the time, wanted to give
the spirit of the artistic time by developing these two
lines in the novel. The writer also synthesizes the events
that come to life in his memories with the situation wit-
nessed by his hero and succeeds in combining the three
times by including his own modern interventions. Ch.
Huseynov tries to reveal the meaning and content of the
era in the impressions revived in the memory of his
hero. The division of his homeland into two parts, was
one of the issues that preoccupied the hero the most.
The writer very correctly shows his hero at the center
of historical events and describes the conflicts, betray-
als and treachery between the khanates of Ganja, Shaki,
and Shirvan during this period. Of course, in order to

reflect the spirit of the time, the murder of Tsitsianov,
the agreements of Gulustan and Turkmanchay that di-
vided Azerbaijan into two, and the colonial policy can-
not be ignored. The writer constantly tries to express
the feelings that live in Akhundzadeh's heart, describes
his dreams. It is clear from these dreams that Fatali is
actually a patriot who always thinks of his homeland
and people, despite carrying a shoulder mark of the
Russian Empire on his shoulders. Even patriotic to the
extent that these dreams and thoughts determine his
tragedy. If young Fatali had a lot of trust in the tsar for
the welfare of his people, he thought about overthrow-
ing him in the end. But how: "Who can knock down this
dragon?" — (He meant the Tsar). — The French? The
English? The German?... No one could defeat him" (5,
p. 20).

Ch. Huseynov's description of Fatali in this way
was born from reality. A philosopher and thinker who
describes social relations, unfairness, injustice, and de-
mocracy in his works could not be a thinker and philos-
opher without thinking about it. Despite writing about
historical events or historical figures related to the
writer Akhundzadeh, the author also uses his imagina-
tion. The writer's often changing artistic imagination,
fiction, dream, grotesque and symbols create a unity of
documentary and fiction. Critic A. Huseynov highly
appreciated this unique aspect of the novel and the
change of time and wrote: *...in our prose, no writer or
historical figure has been discussed on the basis of such
specific information and rich documents. Chingiz
Huseynov demonstrates a high level in this regard, and
we believe that his work will not be insignificant for our
literature as an example™ (4, p. 186).

Sometimes in historical novels, the historical real-
ity is replaced by imaginary reality, it is continued by
using any historical fact to write a historical novel, but
here the writer does not have to stay on the exact facts.
Historical facts, of course, have unconfirmed, unspeci-
fied aspects that create gaps, and the imagination of the
writer of this novel fills those gaps with his assumptions
and understanding. One cannot disagree with Nobel
laureate Orkhan Pamuk's opinion that: "The most beau-
tiful thing in history is missing such facts. History is
abstract since its inception” [10, 82]. There are many
facts that the writer pays attention to when writing a
historical novel, but he cannot include the customs,
laws, and lifestyle of the past in the work as it is. He
chooses only the facts he needs, improves them, adds
his own artistic ideas and shapes the work. If the artistry
manifests itself in the historical novel, it is based on
historical reality. In other words, in every historical
novel, the description of the past era is in the center. In
A. Nijat's novel "A Life Turned to Song", it can be said
that artistic imagination leads more than historical real-
ity. The writer-philosopher chooses the poet Mirza
Shafi Vazeh as the protagonist of the novel. However,
this choice does not determine Vazeh's life to be de-
scribed chronologically. The writer is more interested
in the fate of Vazeh and takes the Ganja period of his
life and the events that happened to him when he was
still young, his love affairs, teaching out of necessity
and other events. Here the writer presents the dialogue
between the young poet VVazeh and time, the problem
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of human and society. As it can be observed, like other
historical novels, while creating the image of Mirza
Shafi, the writer still shows him as a poet and an ordi-
nary person. Fate meets him with Zuleikha, the daugh-
ter of Ibrahim Khan, one of the wealthy people of
Ganja. The description of events shows Mirza Shafi as
a lover. However, his relationship with Zuleikha does
not remain unaffected in his later life. So, this love of
Mirza Shafi, who kidnapped her at the insistence of Zu-
leikha, ended in failure, Ibrahim Khan's men caught
him on the road and took Zuleikha from him. As it can
be seen, there is no history in the name of the work ded-
icated to a simple love affair. The writer took only the
youth of Mirza Shafi and described the poet as a lover,
taking it out of the historical context as a poet. Appar-
ently, that is why it has been criticized by literary crit-
ics. Disagreeing with the writer's image of Mirza Shafi,
M. Aliyev wrote in his article named "Adventurism in-
stead of history” where he did not call the work a his-
torical novel about the life of Mirza Shafi: "If this work
was not a historical novel about the life of Mirza Shafi,
but an ordinary story about the love of two young peo-
ple, perhaps its flaws would not be visible...

We see Shafi introduced as a poet in only two
cases, both at a party at Ibrahim Khan's house" (3, p.
6).

Of course, the critic's remarks have some right
sides. That is why the writer returned to this work in the
80s and worked from the aspect of historical time in the
novel "Mirza Shafi". The writer mentions Mirza Shafi's
relations with personalities such as M.F.Akhundzadeh,
A.Bakikhanov, Friedrich Bodenstedt in his life in Thi-
lisi. But here again, the writer's lyrical incitement, the
poet-hero's poetic view of the events determines the ar-
tistic time rather than the historical time.

Contemporary historical novels manifest them-
selves differently in terms of time; distorted tenses can
also be found here. In this period, the trend towards
documentary is increasing, historical thinking focuses
more on historical-realist, historical-romantic, histori-
cal-essay types. Critic, literary scientist T. Salamoglu,
while studying the historical novel, also commented on
two more types: "...Although the fourth documentary is
a condition for the historical novel, it is necessary to
correctly reflect the spirit of the historical period. The
artist may not refer to historical documents, events and
personalities in his work, but if the content, meaning
and essence of the work correctly reflect the spirit of
the historical period, these works can also be called
historical works.

The fifth type: works written on a historical theme
in the last period show such qualities that they go be-
yond the traditional ideas about the specifics of the his-
torical novel, and this necessitates a classification
within the genre [8, 156].

These types show themselves in different ways in
different novels. For example, A. Jafarzade's "Baku-
1501", F. Karimzade's "Khudafarin Bridge", A. Nijat's
"The Gizilbash" are more suitable to the historical-ro-
mantic type. In the novel "Baku-1501" by A. Jafarzade,
based on the events of Shah Ismail's Shirvan march and
the capture of Baku, history is actually reflected in the
title of the novel and the events that took place on this

date. In the center of the novel is the fate of Shah Ismail,
the abundance of information about fire worshipers,
dervish and religious sects, the misfortunes that hap-
pened to Aytakin, the only surviving representative of
the completely destroyed tribe, etc. determined the
writing of the novel in a historical-romantic style.

Khatai's words "Our heroic grandfathers entrusted
you three things: our language, our zeal, our Mother-
land..." are the words of the author's idea expressed in
the language of the hero in a clear and romantic way.
A. Nijat's novel "The Gizilbash" written in the same pe-
riod is also dedicated to Shah Ismail. However, in the
novel, the writer highlights four events that play an im-
portant role in the life of his hero - the events of Gilan,
Shirvan, Tabriz and Chaldiran. A. Nijat's hero also
sounds romantic, being rooted in historical thinking:
"Whoever wants to save our homeland from the
clutches of oppression, let them join us. Whoever wants
to shed their blood for the throne of Azerbaijan, who-
ever wants to be a martyr on the path of Ali, let them
come” (7, p. 73). These works are written according to
the romance of the poet rather than the historical facts.
Khatai conquers the lands he conquers not by his
fighting power, but by his mind. The contrast between
Shah Ismail's era and the time when the novel was writ-
ten cannot overshadow the writer's idea of application
in the work. If we know that the work was written in
1980, Shah Ismail's words "After all, our homeland is
free and united!" What else do we need... from today
the world will recognize a new state: Azerbaijan" [2, p.
174] do not correspond to the ideology of the current
system, nevertheless, the writer is distinguished by his
courage The writer demands the idea of unity and free-
dom of this people and nation in the context of the time
of Shah Ismail.

One of the main characteristics of historicity in lit-
erary prose is that the reader feels like a witness to the
events while reading the work. Mahmud Ismayilov's
"Between Two Fires", "Gara Yusif", "Uzun Hasan",
Ashraf Ibrahimov's "Sultan Mahammad”, A. Jafarza-
deh's "From Land to Land", "Zarrintaj Tahira", Gumral
Sadigzadeh's "The Last Destination was Khazar", Sabir
Rustamkhanli's "Poet and Evil", "The Peak of Death",
Jalil Javanshir's novel "The Lost Manuscript" treats his-
torical information not from the context of history, but
from the time context of its era. You think that the
events related to the state of Shirvanshahs, as well as
the past of Khachmaz region, happened not in the 14th
century, but in the 20th century. This makes the novel
far from historicity.

The time of historical events is older than the time
of the writing of the work. The timing of events can be
different: as they are, unchanged, abbreviated and ex-
tended. Unchanged means that, in contrast to other
works, historical novels are presented in chronological
order. Even if the date is not specified, the events take
place sequentially. Therefore, the concept of time in
historical novels differs from others. In abbreviated his-
torical novels, the narrator narrates the events without
following the sequence in the historical novel, shortens
instead of reflecting everything, some events are not re-
flected, only the main ones are conveyed to the reader:
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""On the afternoon of the third day, the army of Gil-
zilbash entered the fortress, and by evening, the Shir-
vanshahs palace and the Maiden fortress were in their
hands. The treasure was also captured. The gates of the
castle were wide open. Ismail entered the city on top of
Qizilgand..." (6, p. 321). The description here shows
that the events were shortened, the writer did not need
to express what happened during this period, as his pur-
pose is not to reflect the battle scenes of Shah Ismail,
but to present Ismail as a personality. Thus, the writer
makes time abbreviations knowingly — thoughtfully,
which depends on the purpose of writing the work. In
contrast to the shortened time, in the extended time, the
events are not in the form of a few sentences, with ab-
breviations, but more broadly, with additions. There are
many scenes like this in the work "Khudafarin Bridge".
Sometimes there are even the ideas in the events about
the future. Time stops and the image returning to the
past plunges into memories. By adding time additions,
the writer expands the work. In this expansion, mostly
past time is reflected. Returning to the past the writer's
goal is to clarify the past of the event told in the work.

During the period of independence, the reference
to the past became intensive, and the historical time fac-
tor increased in artistic thinking. The difficulties in ad-
dressing history and the past during the Soviet era be-
came one of the main factors of freed artistic thought.
In these works, both millennia of history are referred to,
and light is shed on problems that have not yet been
mentioned and were prohibited to write about. The
times of different eras are depicted in works such as
"My Dying World" by I. Shikhli, "Doctor N." by Ch.
Huseynov, "The Peak of Death” by S. Rustamkhanli,
"The Devotees", "Poet and Evil", "Messenger of the
Heart" by N. Abdulrahmanli and other works. Elchin's
works "Death Sentence", Gumral Sadigzade's "The
Last Destination Was Khazar", "My Unfortunate
Brother" reflect the anomalies of the period of repres-
sion of a specific period in the context of time. The last
period of development of Azerbaijani historical novels
determines a new stage of its development. The reason
for this was the liberation of literature from socialist re-
alism and ideological shackles. Literary critic Yavuz
Akhundlu, considering that Azerbaijani historical nov-
els have recently undergone a unique development, en-

riched with new themes, problematics and artistic mer-
its, writes: "Especially a number of topics that our
prose did not pay attention to until recently have taken
an important place in the literary process of the last
period. Important events and outstanding personalities
of various stages, which were somehow forbidden to be
touched upon in our literature during the Soviet era,
have now been brought into the spotlight” [1, p. 521].

There is time for every work. A work can be wider
or shorter than another similar work. But there are three
times in each of them. The only difference is in the time
of the event and the time of writing. For example, in the
works of F. Karimzade, A. Jafarzade’s "Baku-1501",
A. Nijat's "The Gizilbash", K. Abdullah's "Unfinished
Manuscript”, the time of the event is the same. N. Ab-
dulrahmanli's "Messenger of the Heart" and E. Huseyn-
bayli's "The Thirteenth Apostle - 141st Don Juan" nov-
els also have the same time. Such examples can be cited
a lot. However, these time identities do not coincide
with the time of description of events, and each writer
describes his own sequence of time and space.

EPOS “GURBANI”: MOTIVE AND INCIDENT CHARACTERISTICS
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AMOC «KYPBAHMN»: CBOEOBPA3UE MOTHUBA U COBBITHUA

Abstract.

"Gurbani" is one of the magnificent monuments of the epic love story and has been in the repertoire of master
artists for hundreds of years. This saga, which is connected with the name of the Dirili Gurbani, forms a perfect
image with the richness of the text, the peculiarities of the event and motivation. Dirili Gurbani, cultivated by the
Karabakh ashik environment in the 16th century, is irreplaceable in terms of containing and carrying into the
future the artistic traditions that came from the ozan to the ashik. As a result of that wealth, masters, as well as
prominent researchers of ashiq creativity, held Gurbani high as the grandfather of ashigs. This master, who is a
contemporary of great personalities such as Miskin Abdal, Shah Ismayil Khatai, Muhammad Fuzuli, stood at a
height that could keep up with them with his talent. The epic "Gurbani" was an expression of the love for the
master, the art of love, and was torn from the heart of the people. "Gurbani" has been in the repertoire of the
masters for many centuries and has been immortalized in Turkish hands. The events and stories contained in the
saga, the motivation arranged in the general stream, attract attention with the possibility of containing the ethnic
culture as a whole. It forms a complete picture of the general flow of the Turkish epic tradition.

Introduction. In the genre richness of the the processes taking place in the ethnocosmic reality. In

Karabakh love environment and the general picture of
the historical and cultural flow, the epic as a form has
always attracted attention with its magnificent imagina-
tion. A typical example of this is the story of Dirili Gur-
bani, who formed a perfect image as the "grandfather
of lovers", and the saga "Gurbani". In general, cultural
ideas of the ethnos, coming from the original thought,
beliefs and beliefs, outlook on life, ceremonial folklore,
stories and events that take place in various forms are
realized in this form at different levels. Those from the
Guruchay culture, Azikhantrop, etc. all of them provide
essential material for clarifying the general picture of
the historical past at different periods. Legend, narra-
tion, fable, proverb, parable, song, music, etc. examples
also form a remarkable image in this order. Their anal-
ysis at different levels makes it possible to come to fun-
damental conclusions to clarify the essence and follow

this sense, epic creativity is characterized by a wider
range of genres, and in its essence, it is important with
the layer of information projected by the paradigmatic
and syntactic level. The creativity of epics, the creativ-
ity of poets and lovers shows richness in all its aspects
at the level of the environment. Dirili Gurbani, Lala,
Sari Ashiq, Ashig Samad, Ashiq Valeh, Ashig Qanbar,
Ashig Abbasgulu, etc. the art tradition of such masters
is a classic example of this.

Dastan tradition and Karabakh love atmos-
phere. In the epic tradition, the Karabakh love environ-
ment comes to the fore with serious riches. "Gurbani",
"Good and Yaman", "Valeh and Zarnigar", "Taleh and
Haqigat", "Gachag Nabi", "Igbal and Ismat", "Sham-
shir and Sanubar"” etc. Examples of such epics require
systematic analyzes with genre level and information
layer. "Gurbani" epic has an important content in the
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context of clarifying the historical tradition and the per-
ceptions of the epic environment.

"Gurbani", which belongs to the series of love ep-
ics, is characterized by a rich enough texture at the level
of motifs and events. Here, as much material is pro-
vided about the life, environment, era, and creativity of
the master artist. As it is known, "through each epic, the
people of Azerbaijan put forward an idea, a dream, a
goal. These ideas are dreams that have passed through
centuries of life and lifestyle, the history of struggle,
and turmoil. Heralds of these ideals are lyrical heroes"
(Efendiyev, 1992: p. 375). Of course, the origin and
formation of epics is colorful in the historical tradition,
people’'s life, worldview, living, etc. such issues come
to the fore due to their different nature. Folklore has al-
ways tried to give priority to clarifying the essence by
paying attention to these issues in separate time peri-
ods. The analyzes related to the "Gurbani" saga also
have a special content in terms of verifying the general
essence of the ethnocosmic reality in all its aspects.

The ways of creation of love stories are diverse
and based on the common richness of the historical and
cultural flow, bringing to the fore the struggle for life
and survival of the ethnic group. Here, there is a variety,
from the international plots to the diversity of family
and household issues. "Tahir and Zohra", "Ashiq Gha-
rib”, "Asli and Karam", "Abbas and Gulgaz", "Najaf
and Parizad", "Princess Abulfaz", "Yetim Aydin", "lll
Gasim and Malaksima", "Ali Khan and Pari Khanum",
"Khan Choban", "Soltan and Gandab", "Gul Mahmud",
"Leyli and Majnun”, "Mohammed and Gulendam",
"Avdi and Mehriban", etc. examples of such epics
come to the fore not only at the level of epics, but also
in terms of historical and cultural flow with a magnifi-
cent richness. Their synchronous and diachronic exam-
ination in different contexts also serves as a source for
the clarification of deep-rooted problems such as
Text//Music//Performance. Everything from the appli-
qué to the chords, as well as events and motifs, is ar-
ranged as a seasoning on the level of the epic, and
comes to the fore as a guarantee of perfection. "Gur-
bani" saga is a source for clarifying what happened
from the point of view of the 16th century and the gen-
eral course of the era. "If we take into account the Gur-
bani epic published by A. Akhundov, candidate of phil-
ological sciences, as well as the Gurbani couplets in
various collections of poems compiled by famous folk
poets Suleyman Rustam and Mammad Rahim, scien-
tists Salman Mumtaz, folklorists Hummet Alizadeh and
Sattar Akhundov, this epic is already It is clear that
enough collection work has been done to be able to talk
about it.

The acquired versions of the "Gurbani" saga con-
stitute three independent versions” (Tahmasib, 1972:
p. 333). "Gurbani", which has its place in the analyzes
of epic studies with Zanjan, Diri, and Ganja versions,
has been perfected in the repertoire of ashiqgs for hun-
dreds of years and has come to the fore with its basic
texture for comparative approaches. Here, a wide range
of events takes place, from the birth of the hero (the
victim) to his upbringing, his idolatry, his encounter
with various difficulties, his struggle and finally his
victory. These include their own layers of content in

motivations as a whole (for example, the motive of
birth, the motive of raising children, the motive of an
idol, the motive of following a lover, the motive of en-
countering and fighting obstacles, the motive of vic-
tory).

Folklore studies have formed a fundamental idea
about the life, period, environment and creativity of
Dirili Gurbani with as many successful considerations
as necessary. His life in the 16th century, his closeness
with Shah Ismail Khatai and his appeals to him in vari-
ous situations, the narratives and sayings told about
him, Diri mountain ("God built a bridge and his back is
Diri  mountain™), Khudafarin bridge ("l crossed
Khudafarin with my arm tied"), etc. geographic loca-
tions in various poetic examples attract more attention
for typological approaches. Analyzing Gurbani's work,
S. Mumtaz especially emphasizes that “the words of El
poets are so sweet, so delicate that a person's heart can-
not escape without receiving its share of those sounds.
When reading some of them, a person's heart bursts like
arose bud, a smile appears on his lips, and his eyes light
up. Sad, sorrowful, as soon as a piece is told, it pierces
the hearts of those who listen like arrows of concern
and coils like a snake" (Mumtaz, 1986, p. 291). These
ideas about the words, creativity, and sayings of the po-
ets of El are noticeable in their ability to show them-
selves with their finer points at the level of the epic as
a whole. Gurbani's creative work, his poems in various
themes and forms provide essential material for clarify-
ing the self-image, archetypes of memory, and what
surrounds what is contained in its polyphonic content.
As is known, the 16th century is a special stage in the
social, political and cultural life of Azerbaijan. With all
its brilliance, Gurbani creativity, which is noticeable in
its ability to cover everything that has come since the
face of Dede Gorgud, as well as the "Gurbani" epic,
with its imagination, brings to the fore one of the im-
portant directions in epic writing, or rather, the epic tra-
dition formed in connection with master artists. The
epic "Gurbani" belongs to the series of autobiograph-
ical epics and aims to reflect various characteristic as-
pects of the master's life and creativity.

There are different opinions and considerations in
folklore studies regarding the origin and formation of
the epic. All that has been said is calculated to reveal
the current picture based on the general theoretical con-
cept of epic studies. The main thing is the determination
of richness in the general flow of the process at the level
of epics. There is no doubt that the creation of the "Gur-
bani" epic depends on the artist himself. The conversa-
tions about the Dirili Gurbani among the people started
from the life of the master craftsman. "Notes and signs
that we have repeatedly come across in different ver-
sions and versions of the "Gurbani” saga allow us to
specify the place of Gurbani. At the beginning of the
Ganja version of the saga, it is said: "Masters narrate
that from ancient times, seven hundred and seventy-two
villages lived along Araz between the bridge of Bash
Khudafar and the Araz-Kur junction. All of them were
looking at Hussain Khan alive." This Huseyn Khan de-
scribed in the saga is Gurbani's uncle, his father is the
brother of Mirzali Khan. Gurbani grew up in this vil-
lage, received education and training here" (Kazimov,
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1990: p. 19). Araz river, Khudafarin bridge, Diri moun-
tain, Diri village, Mazannene pier, Soltanli, etc., which
have a place in the saga. as a geographical location, it
is characterized by the ability to reflect the interesting
moments of the life and living of the craftsman. These
names could also be seen in various poetic examples,
and with their esoteric character, they all connect to the
same image. Among the sayings, there are the places
where Gurbani and Pari's grave are buried in Ma-
zannane, where Gurbani is bitten by a poisonous snake
(in one version), etc. When you add issues, the essence
becomes even bigger.

Content information of "Gurbani" saga. The
source of wealth of Gurbani's creativity is connected to
what comes from the poet, the lover, and by rooting in
this tradition, he makes additions to it. Stale, useless,
attached, divan, exchange, etc. poems formed in forms,
as well as the "Gurbani" epic, are rooted in carrying the
entire content, the autobiographical content with the
function it performs into the future. Here, motivation at
the level of the epic takes place as a remarkable issue
in the historical memory of the people in the form of
childlessness. "One day, Mirzali Khan called his wife
and said:

- All these things happened to us because we didn't
have offspring or support. They say that hand prayer is
accepted. Take a sacrifice, let's go to the hearth, cut it
and distribute it to orphans and widows, maybe we will
have a child.

In the morning, Mirzali Khan took a deaf man as
a sacrifice and went to the hearth. Kasib distributed the
VOW.

Allah accepted their sacrifice" (Love Sagas, 1979:
p. 204). Textual information appears to be able to re-
flect the essence of the historical past with various pe-
culiarities. The motif of childlessness and its archetype
of memory seem characteristic here, and the motif of
adoption is connected to the same line and the same
thought. "...They wanted to name the child. A wise old
man came and said:

- | named the boy Gurbani. Because you found it
with a sacrifice” (Love epics, 1979: p. 205). "Kitabi-
Dada Gorgud", "Tahir and Zohra", "Asli and Karam"
etc. There are enough examples based on this motif in
our epics, as well as in our fairy tales.

For example, "Dirsa Khan son of Buhaj", "Bay-
bura son of Bamsi Bayrek son™ stand out as classic ex-
amples of this. Khan's daughter said, "Hey, Dirsa Khan!
Don't be angry with me! Don't be offended and say bit-
ter words! Stop moving! Put your tent on the ground!
A stallion from a horse, a bull from a camel, a ram from
a sheep! Make your Inner Oguz and Dash Oguz pile on
the gentlemen! If you're hungry, you're full, if you're
hungry, you're cold! Debtor debt relief! Gather meat
like a hill, our blood is alive like a lake! Have a great
wedding! Need to speak! May God grant us an orphan
with the applause of one mouthful" (Kitabi-Dade
Gorgud, 1978: p. 21). As it can be seen, "Kitabi-Dada
Gorgud" and "Gurbani" have the same thought in terms
of motivation in terms of childlessness, the idea of the
ethnos holding a hand to the orphan and feeding the

hungry stomach. In the "Koroglu" saga, saying "every-
one walks with his cub, why don't you have a cub"
(Koroglu, 1956: p. 100) is an example of this thought.

As it can be seen, from the point of view of educa-
tion, the "Gurbani" saga is of special importance with a
typical motivation. In general, epic creation has always
formed a perfect image in terms of the possibility and
richness of a genre. The flow of information of an iden-
tical nature stands out with greatness in terms of being
able to contain those from the pro-Turkic and more an-
cient conceptions to the present day. The wise old man's
saying "'l named the boy" also clarifies the longevity of
the same thing.

Gurbani's conversations with her father and uncle,
their poverty-stricken life and expressing her desire af-
ter telling her uncle about the situation, make the life
style of the period, the environment, and the struggle
for survival a reality in the context of the epic. The dif-
ficulty caused by oxen during plowing, the conclusion
that "God has turned his back on man, nothing comes
from what a servant gives" sheds light on the further
course of events in the course of the saga. "He released
the oxen. He fell down and slept in a bed. Gurbani's
eyes were closed, but her heart was open. Pari, the
daughter of Ziyad Khan, entered her dream in the city
of Ganja. The fairy gave the hand of the lady to the hand
of Gurbani, and they turned them into idols. These two
lovers met in a dream, got used to each other" (Love
sagas, 1979: p. 204). The information contained in the
text of the epic is entirely related to the life ideas and
philosophy of the ethnos. Buta issue is also in this or-
der, it is the informativeness of those who will be at the
forehead writing level.

As it can be seen, the function carried by butan in
itself attracts attention in terms of determining the fate
of the lyrical hero and his life path as a whole. "Dreams
in our epics are related to the reality of the material
world. An apple in a dream is an ideal manifestation
related to the physiological arousal that allows the lover
to see his lover in the reality of the idea. In this regard,
heroic epics such as "Kitabi-Dade Gorgud", "Koroglu",
"The Secret of Benidash City", "Aldarvish", "Danatma
Ceremony"”, "Irvaham", "Nowruz", "Tahir-Zohra",
"Latif Shah" , "Amrah", "Heydar Bey", "Najaf-Per-
izad" and others. dozens of love stories attract attention.

It seems to us that the fact that the dream is related
to religious rules, especially the hijab brought by Islam,
can be an artistic premise. As can be seen from the
works of our storyteller lovers, we do not find any reli-
gious ban in the later stages of the events. In this sense,
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since the details of artistic thinking, such as a lover see-
ing his lover in a dream, are legally included in folk
creativity, religion is powerless in front of it" (Ha-
kimov, 1983: 140-141). What is said in the verses, at
the level of verse, verse, clause, aims to convey this as
a whole. This is also a motif in the epic "Miskin Abdal
and Sanubar”, which is related to the name of Miskin
Abdal, who lived at the same time as Gurbani. "Along
with Huseyn, the enlightened dervish Mahmud also
shows the boy to the merchant's daughter, Sanubar
Khanum, and gives her the gift of love" (Ismayilov,
2002: p.115). All this reveals the picture of the func-
tionality of the existing models in the sagas as a whole
and highlights its longevity.

The result. No matter how much the general flow
of events in the epic "Gurbani" covers metaphorical,
metaphorical memory, its other layer includes events
that are considered real. These as a whole find their ar-
tistic expression at different levels throughout the epic.
The "Gurbani" epic is connected to the historical-cul-
tural tradition in the form of reflection of the perfection
of the epic takhkiya and episodic moments related to
the master, various poetic examples. it is connected to
the high level of expressiveness of the essence as a
whole. Of course, there is also the issue of self-expres-
sion of the historical landscape at the level of alterity,
which is the main thing here. If Gurbani's relationship

with Shah Ismail, Safavid rule, social and political
landscape of the period brings to the fore those in the
image of Gurbani in one direction in the development
of the epic epic, the other point of view aims to reflect
the environment and the level of the period. All this
brings to the fore the scene covered by the "Gurbani"
saga in terms of motives and events and creates condi-
tions for systematic approaches at the typological level.

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Abstract.

In the study the paremiological units in the eposes “The Book of Dede Korkud”, “Koroglu”, as well as in
folklore texts of such regions of Azerbaijan as Gazakh and Borchali are investigated in the cognitive-pragmatic
aspect. The ancient monuments of the Turkic world were chosen for the study of proverbs and sayings due to the
fact that the eposes “The Book of Dede Korkud” and “Koroglu” is the most famous monuments of the Turkic
world, covering the history of Azerbaijan. The relevance of the research topic is determined by the growing interest
among folklorists and linguists in the cognitive-pragmatic potential of paremiological units in folklore discourse.
The main purpose of the work is to analyze paremiological units in eposes and folklore texts in connection with
the consideration of their roles in the communication process, as well as their significance in the compositional
structure of texts.

The theoretical-methodological basis of this research is based on fundamental works in the field of paremiol-
ogy theory, of speech acts, in the field of pragmatic potential paremius. The object of the study is the parameolog-
ical units in the epics “The Book of Dede Korkud”, “Koroglu” and folklore samples of such regions of Azerbaijan
as Gazakh and Borchali. The subject of the study is the cognitive- pragmatic function, which provides for the
communicative characteristics of proverbs and sayings. In the study the method of discursive analysis, communi-
cative and pragmatic analysis, which assumes a complex interpretation of meaning and pragmatic functions based
on the context of folklore discourse are used. The scientific novelty of the study is concluded that the process of

cognitive-pragmatic analysis of paremiological units is justified. For the first time:
1) the role of proverbs and sayings as conflictogens and syntones in the dialogical speech of heroes in the

eposes and folklore texts was revealed;

2) the perlocutionary effect was revealed in the analyzed texts, that is, obtaining an appropriate reaction at

addressee through the use of paremiological units;

Abstract.
