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CHANGES IN THE FUNCTIONING OF THE PERIODONTAL DEFENCE SYSTEM IN
PERIODONTAL DISEASES

Abstract.

The study of lipid peroxidation processes and the antioxidant defence system in the pathogenesis of various
pathological conditions, including periodontal disease, is currently receiving considerable attention, despite the
fact that this topic appears to be well established.

Lipoperoxidation is recognised as a crucial factor in the pathogenesis of the inflammatory process. Reactive
oxygen species, such as superoxide anion, hydrogen peroxide, hydroxyl radical, and hypochlorous acid, are by-
products of normal cellular metabolism that are constantly and intentionally produced by the body. They play a
vital role in the regulation of many essential processes, including phagocytosis, synthesis of group D, E and F
prostaglandins, mitochondrial respiration and peroxisomal oxidation.

The same or different reactive oxygen species, depending on the conditions, can both stimulate and inhibit
cell division, stimulate the expression of various genes, cell differentiation in embryogenesis and even carcino-
genesis, and affect apoptosis by generating chemical signals.

However, excessive free radicals can damage cell membrane structures. The peroxidation of membrane phos-
pholipids results in the accumulation of hydroperoxides, which leads to the formation of clusters and subsequent
membrane fragmentation. This process also alters the membrane's permeability to Na and Ca ions. Inactivation
of the Ca2+ transport enzymes ATPase leads to a slowing down of the calcium efflux from the cell and at the same
time to an acceleration of its penetration into the cell, thus damaging it.

Changes in the rate of reactive oxygen species formation can affect peroxidation, which may self accelerate
and lead to the complete destruction of unsaturated lipids, disruption of the structure and function of proteins and
nucleic acids, and ultimately cell death. These biochemical effects manifest as exudation and proliferation reac-
tions in the inflammatory focus. Intoxication, microcirculatory disorders, autosensitization, and immune response
disorders can lead to pathological regulation and inadequate adaptive responses at the organismal level. Clinical
studies have also experimentally demonstrated the key role of the antioxidant system in the metabolic correction
of the redistribution of energy substrates, its impact on the structural and functional state of membranes and the
receptor sensitivity of cells.

The aim. To assess the state of the antioxidant de-  the intensity of lipid peroxidation and the level of anti-

fence system in periodontal diseases.

Materials and Methods.

During the initial phase of the study, 25 volunteers
were monitored to address the issue. Of these, 17 were
diagnosed with chronic generalised periodontitis at the
time of the study and had no history of other infectious
or inflammatory diseases. The remaining 8 subjects
formed the control group and were somatically healthy
at the time of examination. The study primarily focused
on patients aged between 25 and 50 years, with an av-
erage age of 45.2+1.4 years.

The study was not suitable for patients with gen-
eralised somatic pathology requiring current treatment:
the endocrine system (such as diabetes mellitus and
thyrotoxicosis), nervous system (such as cerebrovascu-
lar disorders and a history of epileptic seizures), geni-
tourinary system, and cardiovascular system, as well as
HIV-infected individuals, people with hepatitis or tu-
berculosis, and patients with a history of allergic reac-
tions to drugs or drug/alcohol dependence.

Blood taken from the ulnar vein at the same time
in the morning on an empty stomach was used to study

oxidant enzymes. Plasma was obtained using EDTA,
with centrifugation of the blood tube for 10 min at 3000
rpm.

The severity of lipid peroxidation was assessed by
measuring the content of hydroperoxides and
malondialdehyde in the blood serum (Gavrilov V.B. et
al., 1987).

The levels of superoxide dismutase and catalase in
gingival blood erythrocytes were used to study antiox-
idant defence (Chevari S.1. et al., 1991). Additionally,
the total antioxidant activity in plasma and erythrocytes
was determined using the method developed by S.G.
Bislorodov (1986).

The research findings and their discussion.

The analysis of the results indicates that lipid pe-
roxidation products in the blood plasma and the ability
of plasma and erythrocytes to cause peroxidation were
increased in both patient groups. Additionally, the ac-
tivity of the main enzymes of antiradical cell defence,
catalase and superoxide dismutase, was reduced com-
pared to the control group.

Conclusion. In patients with generalised perio-
dontitis, an increase in lipoperoxidation occurs along-
side a decrease in antioxidant defence. This is sup-
ported by the results of determining the levels of im-
portant antioxidant enzymes, such as superoxide
dismutase and catalase. Based on the obtained data, it
is noteworthy that patients with purulent exudation
from periodontal pockets exhibit a significant increase
in lipid peroxidation products in their blood plasma, as
well as a decrease in superoxide dismutase, catalase,
and antioxidant activity in both serum and erythrocytes.
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RABIES: THE CLINICAL FEATURES, AND PREVENTION OF THE CLASSIC ZOONOSIS

Abstract.

Rabies is an acute, especially dangerous infectious disease from the group of zoonoses, which is caused by a
neurotropic virus - Lyssavirus and is characterized by severe affection of the central nervous system. After many

years of study remains relevant.

Keywords: rabies vaccine, lyssavirus, bat, dog, encephalitis.

Introduction. Rabies is an acute viral disease of
all warm-blooded animals and humans, caused by the
neurotropic rabies virus. Human infection occurs
mainly through bites by a sick animal or as a result of
its saliva hitting fresh wounds, scratches on the skin or
mucous membranes. Human infection with rabies oc-
curs mostly from wild predators (wolves, foxes) or do-
mestic animals (cats, dogs) [1].

Rabies is a vaccine preventable zoonotic disease
with a significant mortality burden worldwide. Several
years of vaccination campaigns in wildlife animals
have now achieved the control of rabies in Western Eu-
rope through a vaccination belt in front of endemic
Eastern European countries. Nevertheless, rabies could
be imported both by travellers from areas without an
active public control of the disease or by animals com-
ing from areas where the virus circulates in wildlife
fauna. The knowledge of the current world epidemiol-
ogy combined with a high index of clinical suspicion
are needed to reach a diagnosis of rabies, especially in
case of atypical presentation or without a history of an-
imal exposure. The pre-travel counselling to people vis-
iting highly endemic areas is essential to give infor-
mation on how to reduce exposure to potential sources
of infection and to select those subjects who could ben-
efit from pre-travel vaccination. Rabies is almost invar-
iably fatal, but the prompt administration of a vaccine
course combined with anti-rabies immunoglobulins
significantly reduces the probability to develop life-
threatening consequences. In this review, we give a
brief epidemiological and clinical update about rabies
in Europe [2].

The incubation period for rabies is typically 2-3
months but may vary from 1 week to 1 year, depending
on factors such as the location of virus entry and the
viral load. Initial symptoms of rabies include generic
signs like fever, pain and unusual or unexplained tin-
gling, pricking, or burning sensations at the wound site.
As the virus moves to the central nervous system, pro-
gressive and fatal inflammation of the brain and spinal

cord develops. Clinical rabies in people can be man-
aged but very rarely cured, and not without severe neu-
rological deficits [3].

There are two forms of rabies: Furious rabies re-
sults in hyperactivity, excitable behaviour, hallucina-
tions, anxiety, seizures, confusion, lack of coordina-
tion, hydrophobia (fear of water) and aerophobia (fear
of drafts or of fresh air). Death occurs after a few days
due to cardio-respiratory arrest. [4]; Paralytic rabies ac-
counts for about 20% of the total number of human
cases. This form of rabies is usually lasts longer than
the furious form. Muscles gradually become paralysed,
starting from the wound site. A coma slowly develops
and eventually death occurs. The paralytic form of ra-
bies is often misdiagnosed, contributing to the under-
reporting of the disease [5]. The rabies virus affects the
neurons of the brain and spinal cord, as well as the tis-
sues of the salivary glands. This infection can lead to
the development of encephalitis [6].

Rabies is a vaccine-preventable disease. Vac-
cinating dogs, including puppies, is the most cost-effec-
tive strategy for preventing rabies in people because it
stops the transmission at its source [7].

Education on dog behaviour and bite prevention
for both children and adults is an essential extension of
rabies vaccination programmes and can decrease the in-
cidence of human rabies. Vaccination of animals can
successfully disrupt the rabies transmission cycle [8].

Very effective vaccines are available to immunize
people after an exposure or before an exposure to ra-
bies. Pre-exposure prophylaxis is recommended for
people in certain high-risk occupations (such as labor-
atory workers handling live rabies and rabies-related
viruses) and people whose professional or personal ac-
tivities might lead to direct contact with bats or other
mammals that may be infected with rabies (such as an-
imal disease control staff ). Get vaccinated if you plan
to travel to a country where rabies is common and ac-
cess to health care is poor [9].
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Immediately wash the wound thoroughly with
soap and water for at least 15 minutes to reduce the risk
of getting rabies. Preventative treatment should be
given as soon as possible after exposure. It could in-
clude vaccination and injection of immunoglobulins
(antibodies) to help your immune system to fight the
virus [10].

A review of the complex aspects of rabies perpet-
uation in human, domestic animal, and wildlife com-
munities, coupled with a high fatality rate despite the
existence of efficacious biologics (but no therapeutics),
warrants the need for a One Health approach toward
detection via improved laboratory-based surveillance,
with focal management at the viral source. More effec-
tive methods to prevent the spread of rabies from enzo-
otic to free zones are needed [11].

Paralytic rabies accounts for about 20% of human
cases and it is more difficult to diagnose due to the lack
of specific symptoms and the longer evolution of the
disease [12]. Fever is almost always present and unre-
sponsive to antipyretic drugs, associated with percus-
sion myoedema and bladder dysfunction [13]. The pa-
tient slowly enters in a coma and eventually dies. The
paralytic form can be misdiagnosed as Guillain-Barré
syndrome [14].

The non-classical form of rabies seems more com-
mon after bat bite, however it has been noted after dog
bites, too. Neuropathic pain is very common and it is
associated with radicular pain, objective sensory or mo-
tor deficits, and choreiform movements of the bitten
limb. Brainstem signs, myoclonus, hemiparesis, hemi-
sensory loss, ataxia, vertigo, or Horner's syndrome can
coexist with seizures and hallucinations. Intermittent-
nocturnal agitation has been reported [15].

Conclusion. Rabies is a dangerous infectious dis-
ease, fatal for humans and most animals. The rabies vi-
rus is transmitted to human from the bite of an infected
animal. Rabies remains a preventable zoonosis in hu-
mans and it can be controlled in domestic animals and
in wildlife in Europe. Increased attention to pets im-
ported from countries where rabies vaccination is not
mandatory and active surveillance of wildlife are nec-
essary to maintain the rabies-free status and to achieve
rabies-eradication in Europe.

Abstract.

Whooping cough is a highly infectious bacterial disease caused by the pertussis bacillus (B. pertussis). It
infects the cells of the ciliated epithelium of the respiratory tract and causes severe coughing fits lasting six to
eight weeks. About 50 million cases of whooping cough are registered in the world every year. In Ukraine, 3-4
thousand new cases of whooping cough are registered annually, mainly in children under one year of age. Com-
plications such as hypoxemia, pneumonia, encephalopathy, convulsions, and pulmonary hypertension are the
leading cause of death from this disease in young children. Quick and timely detection is important for proper
treatment of whooping cough and prevention of complications. Whooping cough can be prevented with four vac-
cinations at 2, 4, 6 and 18 months.

The genus Bordetella consists of several species,
three of which are exclusively respiratory pathogens: B.
bronchiseptica, B. pertussis, and B. parapertussis B.
bronchiseptica causes chronic and often asymptomatic
respiratory infections. B. pertussis and B. parapertussis
cause acute, rapid infections called whooping cough or
whooping cough. The disease can occur at any age, but
infants who have not been vaccinated or who have re-
ceived only partial immunization are at greatest risk.
This can cause dangerous complications and lead to
death. Contagiousness (possibility of transmission of
infection through contact with the patient) is very high.
The source of infection is patients with typical or atyp-
ical symptoms (eg, a chronic cough lasting for weeks)
or no symptoms at all. The problem of the outbreak and

spread of the disease is relevant for Ukraine as well.
Pertussis is endemic worldwide, with epidemic peaks
every 2-5 years, and is highly contagious. Up to 90% of
household contacts and 50-80% of school contacts be-
come infected after contact with the patient. The main
risk factors for whooping cough are lack of vaccine and
contact with infected individuals, especially during the
catarrhal phase. Mortality from whooping cough was
and remains the highest among children. Over the past
decade, the epidemic has worsened even in countries
with very high vaccination coverage: in 2012, more
than 48,000 cases of pertussis and 20 deaths were re-
ported in the United States, mostly among children un-
der the age of three months [4]. Today, prevention is
crucial. This is necessary in order to prevent the spread
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of whooping cough and make people less vulnerable to
its effects. In addition to vaccination as the main
method of prevention, non-specific preventive
measures also reduce the incidence of pertussis. Infants
under 12 months of age who have not been vaccinated
or who have not received the full set of recommended
vaccines are at the highest risk of severe complications
and death. Declines in childhood vaccination coverage
have resulted in the accumulation of a non-immune
population, ultimately leading to an increase in the in-
cidence and severity of pertussis.

The bacterium exhibits high tropism in the cili-
ated epithelium and disrupts mucociliary clearance.
The pathogenesis of whooping cough is very clear. B.
pertussis, the causative agent of whooping cough, at-
taches to the ciliated cells of the epithelium of the hu-
man respiratory tract and disrupts its protective func-
tions, causing swelling and inflammation, leading to a
dry, persistent cough and other cold-like symptoms. B.
pertussis colonizes only the surface of the respiratory
tract epithelium, produces several complement re-
sistance factors and at least two powerful immunomod-
ulatory toxins - pertussis toxin (PTX) and adenylate
cyclase toxin-hemolysin. Pertussis toxins are absorbed
into the blood and target blood vessels and the nervous
system, causing hemodynamic disturbances and, as a
result, hypoxia. Tracheocyte toxins destroy the ciliated
epithelium of the respiratory tract [6]. B. pertussis and
its toxins stimulate the receptors of the afferent neurons
of the vagus nerve, which send impulses to the central
nervous system. Long-term stimulation of respiratory
tract receptors and cough centers leads to the formation
of a predominant focus of excitement in the medulla
oblongata, which causes spasmodic coughing attacks.
The spread of excitement to other centers can cause
clonic-tonic spasms in certain muscle groups, increased
tendon reflexes and vomiting after a series of cyanotic
episodes.

The most severe clinical manifestation is malig-
nant or severe pertussis, with a mortality rate of up to
75%, characterized by hyperleukemia, refractory hy-
poxemia, pulmonary hypertension, and respiratory fail-
ure. The course of the disease consists of three phases:
catarrh, spasmodic cough, and the resolution phase.
The initial phase of catarrh lasts 1-2 weeks and causes
such symptoms as rhinitis, conjunctivitis, irritability,
sore throat, low-grade fever and dry cough [5]. Because
these symptoms are similar to those of other upper res-
piratory tract infections, whooping cough is rarely di-
agnosed at this stage unless there is contact with a
known infected person. The cough gradually worsens
and becomes more annoying. At the end of this period,
it can manifest itself in the form of attacks, especially
at night. It is followed by a spasmodic cough. This pe-
riod usually lasts 2-8 weeks and is a time when compli-
cations often occur. In small children, coughing attacks
are sometimes accompanied by loud crying, as the in-
haled air passes through the still partially closed air-
ways. Severe and prolonged coughing fits can cause
vomiting, a red or blue face, and extreme fatigue.
Cough attacks can occur at any time of the day, but
most often at night and in the morning [3]. Babies may
not cough at all. Instead, they may have difficulty

breathing or temporarily stop breathing. Patients in the
third stage may have a chronic cough that lasts for sev-
eral weeks. In this case, the frequency of attacks de-
creases, the cough becomes weaker, and spasmodic
symptoms disappear [1,2].

Vaccination is the main preventive strategy. Pro-
tection against severe cases with a single dose of the
vaccine is 50 - 55.3%; with 3 doses, immunity reaches
80-86%; and with 5 doses immunity reaches 91%. Re-
cent studies on maternal vaccination have demonstrated
its effectiveness in protecting newborns. It has been
suggested that this is achieved through the formation of
antibodies. There are two types of pertussis vaccines:
whole-cell vaccines (WVVs) based on killed pertussis
bacteria and acellular pertussis vaccines (WVVs) con-
taining one or more highly purified pertussis antigens.
Whole-cell pertussis vaccines are among the most reac-
togenic of the routinely administered vaccines. Minor
local (injection site redness, swelling, and pain) and
systemic (fever, irritability, and drowsiness) reactions
occur in about half of DTP recipients—5 times more
often than diphtheria and tetanus (DT) vaccination.
Routine vaccination has led to significant changes in
the epidemiology and clinical practice of whooping
cough, as well as to changes in the biological properties
of the pathogen [7]. Recommendations for vaccination
in Ukraine are as follows: AKDP1 - first dose at the age
of 2 months; AKDP?2 - the second dose at the age of 4
months; AKDP3 - the third dose at the age of 6 months;
AKDP4 - the fourth dose at the age of 18 months. Re-
vaccination is recommended for adults - one dose of the
AKDP vaccine every 10 years. This recommendation
applies, in particular, to people who come into contact
with newborns and infants, health workers and the el-
derly. According to the Ministry of Health, an analysis
of the dynamics of AKDP vaccination over the past
eight years shows a trend of increasing vaccination cov-
erage from 2016 to 2022 due to the recent COVID-19
pandemic and war conditions (from 21.5% to 72, 9%
for AKDP-3 and 23.7% for AKDP-4, respectively
71.9%) [8].

Conclusions: Pertussis is a cause of morbidity
and mortality, particularly in children under 6 months
of age and in those who are not immunized or only par-
tially immunized. It is easy to confuse it with other dis-
eases accompanied by a strong cough. In the absence of
systematic vaccination, almost every person gets
whooping cough in childhood. Prevention of whooping
cough through vaccination is the most effective form of
prevention. Vaccines not only reduce the risk of disease
development, but also contribute to the formation of
collective immunity, reducing the probability of trans-
mission of infection from person to person.

Abstract.

Abstract.

The article is devoted to the issues of limiting the civil rights of individuals and legal entities in connection
with the disclosure of bank secrets. It should be noted that the public law determines the norms of preservation
and disclosure of bank secrecy. At the same time, it should be noted that the disclosure of bank secrecy by compe-
tent authorities leads to the restriction of the rights of individuals and legal entities.

It was established that the term "bank secrecy" covers not only the bank's obligation to keep customer trans-
actions secret from outsiders, but also information about accounts and deposits. The analysis of relations regard-
ing the preservation of banking secrecy showed that it can be the subject of civil-law relations and can be consid-
ered from a civil-law point of view.

Illegal disclosure of banking secrets violates the civil rights of individuals, including both direct bank clients
and persons whose information became known indirectly from data on transactions of bank clients. Proper fulfill-
ment by banks of the obligation to protect bank secrets from disclosure corresponds to the rights of persons con-
nected with the bank on the basis of contracts, as well as persons who are not in direct contractual relations with
the bank, but with whom they have civil relations, accept their clients and may provide information about you in
transaction data with the relevant customer. The topics and grounds for disclosure of bank secrecy have been
determined. It should be noted that obtaining data on the movement of funds on accounts or the size of the balance
of funds on such accounts requires justification and compliance with procedural points.

Abstract.

Article 18 of the Fundamental Law of Ukraine - the Constitution - stipulates that the foreign policy activities
of our country are aimed at ensuring its national interests and security by maintaining peaceful and mutually
beneficial cooperation with members of the international community in accordance with the generally recognized
principles and norms of international law. Thus, the Basic Law emphasizes the aspiration of the Ukrainian people
to peaceful coexistence on the world stage and the resolution of international disputes. However, this did not
prevent the Russian Federation from launching a hybrid war against Ukraine in 2014, and a full-scale armed
aggression on February 24, 2022. In order to protect its statehood and preserve its territorial integrity, Ukraine
was forced to mobilize available resources and demonstrate the cohesion of society and government.

Russia's armed aggression has resulted in a significant number of civilian casualties, whose rights and legit-
imate interests must be properly protected, including through the courts.

Certain aspects of protection of rights and legitimate interests of persons under emergency legal regimes
have been studied in their scientific works by P. Harul, O. Zaychuk, I. Zharovska, M. Kelman, S. Slyvka, O. Skakun
and others. However, at present, the issue of judicial protection of persons affected by hostilities requires further
scientific development and is at the center of scientific discourse.

Abstract.

The state, in the form of law
enforcement agencies, is obliged to take all measures to prevent the disappearance of people and their search.
The algorithm of actions of the criminal police units regarding the search for missing servicemen is proposed.

Abstract.

In the context of the military conflict in Ukraine, the issue of internally displaced persons (IDPs) is of partic-
ular importance. With the growing number of people forced to leave their homes due to the Russian aggression
against Ukraine, the relevance of studying cases involving IDPs becomes extremely important. This problem has
profound social, economic and legal consequences that require attention and proper response from the state.

The article analyzes current issues related to the consideration of civil cases involving internally displaced
persons in times of war, and also proposes proposals for improving judicial practice and legislation to ensure a
fair trial for IDPs.

It is concluded that due to the growing number of internally displaced persons in the context of martial law
in Ukraine, consideration of cases involving them is becoming an urgent problem for the judicial system. This
topic is currently the subject of lively discussions in the legal environment and requires additional research. Dur-
ing a military conflict, the resolution of civil cases involving internally displaced persons becomes a difficult task
due to different interpretations of the law and different approaches of the courts to this issue.

The actualty of the study is that education prob-
lems are becoming the main economic problems of our
time and the near future. At the same time, the study of
the role of the education sector in society should be
based on an analysis of the essential properties of the
educational service as a constitutive basis of the educa-
tion system. Studying the process of production of an
educational service as an economic category from the

perspective of economic theory dictates the need to an-
alyze the problem from the point of view of determin-
ing the role and place of this service in the system of
reproduction of human capital.

The object of the study is the production and con-
sumption of educational services in the process of
forming human capital, and the subject of the study is
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the economic relations that arise in the process of form-
ing human capital.

The purpose of the study is to form theoretical
approaches that allow us to clarify the role of education
in the formation of human capital.

Achieving this goal involves solving the following
tasks:

- determine the features of the production of edu-
cational services in the field of education;

- identify the role of educational potential and ed-
ucational services in the process of reproduction of hu-
man capital;

- to clarify the characteristics of the process of for-
mation of the regional market of educational services;

- prove the importance of sources of diversifica-
tion of education financing.

Education as a social phenomenon is, first of all,
an objective social value. The moral, intellectual, sci-
entific, technical, spiritual, cultural and economic po-
tential of any society directly depends on the level of
development of the educational sphere.

However, education, having a social nature and
historical character, in turn, is determined by the histor-
ical type of society that implements this social function.
It reflects the tasks of social development, the level of
economy and culture in society, the nature of its politi-
cal and ideological attitudes, since both teachers and
students are subjects of social relations [3; 96].

Education as a social phenomenon is a relatively
independent system, the function of which is the sys-
tematic training and education of members of society,
focused on mastering certain knowledge (primarily sci-
entific), ideological and moral values, abilities, skills,
norms of behavior, the content of which is ultimately
determined socially - the economic and political system
of a given society and the level of its material and tech-
nical development.

A quick analysis of the recent history of education
reform allows us to conclude that beyond the various
scenarios for the development of education, as a rule,
there were systemic social and mental effects, in the
creation of which education participates:

- formation of human identity in a multi-ethnic,
multi-confessional and multicultural state;

- social and spiritual consolidation of society;

- ensuring social mobility of the individual, quality
and accessibility of education as factors in reducing the
risks of social stratification of society;

- construction of social norms of tolerance and
trust in each other among representatives of different
social groups, religious and national cultures;

- successful socialization of the younger genera-
tion;

- increasing the competitiveness of the individual,
society and state [1; 127].

Education is the basic sphere of reproduction of
human potential, in which a person is formed as an in-
dividual. The knowledge gained helps to reveal the es-
sence of human life in society, because worldview,
worldview, determination of the place and role of the
individual in society, assimilation of the humanitarian
foundations of communication, norms of morality and

morality, and the sociocultural development of the in-
dividual make a person a part of society. A person’s
professional training in the educational system lays a
solid foundation for professional activity, which real-
izes personal abilities and his labor potential to the
greatest extent. That is why, in the theory of human
capital, the level of education of the population is con-
sidered as the main component of its value, and educa-
tion is unanimously recognized as a constant compo-
nent of labor activity. In addition, modern research
proves a stable connection between a person’s educa-
tion and his life expectancy, and, therefore, knowledge
as a result of education is important for longevity and
has sociobiological significance. Transformational pro-
cesses in the economy require an innovative approach
to the system of training future specialists. Education is
inherently an innovative field, since it is based on the
constant use of new knowledge produced by scientific
institutions and universities. The personnel of the edu-
cational system is the most important part of the coun-
try’s intellectual potential, which, unlike scientists, per-
forms such a social function as educating students, as
well as replicating already known theoretical positions,
concepts, conclusions and obtaining certain practical
skills. These aspects of the educational process are also,
to a certain extent, innovative in nature [6].

Increasing the level of education to solving
problems in the labor market

Raising the educational level at a higher level is
carried out by universities, institutes for advanced train-
ing and retraining of personnel. In recent years, there
has been a desire among young people to obtain higher
qualifications.

The reasons for this situation are most likely the
following:

- priority of higher education over secondary vo-
cational education;

- accessibility of higher education associated with
the availability of a paid form of education;

- the desire to have a good job and have an alter-
native choice of workplace;

- the prevailing opinion that a high level of educa-
tion leads to an increase in income and, in particular,
wages [4; 122].

Of course, a person who has a certain amount of
knowledge is more competitive and creative. Training
in a second specialty makes it possible to reduce the
imbalance in the labor market between supply and de-
mand, because a less in demand specialty dictates cir-
cumstances that require retraining the employee, that is,
obtaining a new specialty that is most in demand in the
region. The advantages of the retraining system also in-
clude the following:

- training of a second specialty occurs in a shorter
period of time;

- obtaining an education using such a system al-
lows you to avoid duplication of disciplines and elimi-
nate a rather large block of general theoretical training;

- the traditional form of lectures has fewer ad-
vantages over lectures that have strong feedback, since
the teaching persons have certain skills;

- the country’s human potential is growing;

- areas of labor application are expanding;
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- teaching a theoretical block of disciplines, car-
ried out by the most competent teaching staff, capable
of conveying knowledge of a particular subject within
the framework of the main ideas of the development of
the Azerbaijani state, is most closely linked with the
practical skills of students.

In addition, the new specialty, firstly, continu-
ously complements previously received education, and
secondly, is a conductor of innovative ideas and tech-
nologies. Analyzing the dynamics of statistical data
characterizing employment and unemployment, it
should be noted that the level of economic activity of
the population, that is, the propensity to supply labor,
increases in proportion to the level of education, reach-
ing a maximum among persons with higher profes-
sional education.

An increase in the level of education leads to an
increase in the human potential of the country. Enter-
prises need knowledgeable, skilled personnel, since
new technologies require greater abilities. In this re-
gard, retraining of elderly people will avoid the reduc-
tion of this category of workers.

Based on the above, we can conclude that the sys-
tem of higher and postgraduate education makes it pos-
sible to solve pressing problems in the labor market.
After all, education outside the context of the labor
market loses its meaning, and vocational training is the
most important form of individual self-realization in
the labor market, in the sphere of labor relations.

In modern conditions, the competitive advantages
of economic systems are largely achieved not through
natural resources, but through knowledge, information,
and innovation, which serve as the basis for the eco-
nomic growth of countries. This explains the growing
interest shown in the development of human capital by
leading foreign and domestic scientists.

Despite the contradictory understanding of the
structure of human capital, all researchers are unani-
mous in recognizing the enormous importance of the
educational factor, i.e. knowledge, skills, abilities and
abilities to perceive them and periodically update them
- everything that formal education instills in a person.
Many researchers have tried to separate the influence
of the education factor on the growth of future income
from the influence of health, abilities, and social origin.
The results that different scientists have come to re-
garding the importance of the educational factor are
practically the same: the total impact of all factors, with
the exception of education, is no more than 40%, there-
fore 60% of a person’s income is explained by the level
of his education.

The role of education is not only to increase in-
come levels, but also to expand a person’s capabilities
and the availability of benefits that make his life more
interesting, meaningful, and happy. Education is con-
sidered as a necessary benefit for strengthening health
and ensuring active longevity of a person, for raising
healthier and more prosperous offspring, for preserving
a favorable environment, for mutual understanding of
different groups of the population.

Countries with developed market economies have
long considered the primary form of completed capital

investment in society to be primarily human develop-
ment, especially for countries that do not have reserves
of raw materials and countries with a material base de-
stroyed during the Second World War, such as Taiwan,
Korea, Japan, Germany [5].

The concept of human capital is based on two def-
initions of education - as a resource (human capital it-
self) and as a system (in which its accumulation oc-
curs), which allows us to build a bridge between the
economic and sociological approaches to education.
The economic approach considers education as a
source of economic growth and evaluates it from the
standpoint of economic efficiency through improving
the quality of the workforce and labor productivity. The
accumulation of human capital occurs both in the pro-
cess of schooling, which lays down basic knowledge
and skills, and during post-school education, aimed at
obtaining a specific profession, as well as within the
framework of professional activities.

But its most important function is the development
of general cultural capital, which lays the universal
foundation for further professional activity and subse-
quent development.

Thus, the state of the modern education system ulti-
mately determines the development of the country in
the coming years. Therefore, it is logical to assert that
education is the leading branch of human capital pro-
duction, the foundation of the future well-being of an
individual and the entire society [2; 67]. At its core, the
diversity of education systems is a reflection of cul-
tural, social, political, philosophical, religious and eco-
nomic diversity, which is a unique asset. In addition to
specific substantive aspects related to the reflection in
the educational process of trends in the universalization
of the lifestyle of modern man and the strengthening of
regionalization of development, the organizational
forms themselves are of great importance, which make
it possible to improve educational practice. At the in-
ternational level, it is important that people take full ad-
vantage of this source of diversity by facilitating access
for residents of each state and students of educational
institutions of each country to the educational resources
of other states.

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EXTRAORDINARY CONDITIONS AT THE UNDERGRADUATE STAGE

Resume.

Today, medicine is developing at a frantic pace. It is no longer enough to simply be an otolaryngologist, or
a cardiologist, or a surgeon. Huge masses of information must be mastered by a narrow specialist, for this it takes
time, because the theory must be supported by practice, the skills to acquire them. The best opportunities for
acquiring theoretical knowledge and practical skills for young doctors are precisely in the conditions of study at

medical universities.
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Disturbing trends towards neglecting common
sense in the development, examination, approval and
revision of otolaryngology programs for medical stu-
dents of various specialties began long before the emer-
gency conditions: pandemic and war.

Let's analyze the situation that has developed, for
example, with the subject of otolaryngology and the ed-
ucation of medical students in general. All "improve-
ments” and optimizations over the past 20 years were
aimed only at reducing the hours of learning practical
skills in otolaryngology.

Otolaryngology is a narrow medical field that spe-
cializes in the diagnosis, treatment and prevention of
diseases of the ENT organs, as well as tissues adjacent
to them. Today, experienced doctors who possess
knowledge, skills and rules of conduct are extremely
needed. Otolaryngology is an important specialty rele-
vant to family medicine, pediatrics, and general prac-
tice, as 20% to 40% of adult general practice consulta-
tions are related to otolaryngological complaints.

Otorhinolaryngology is a medical specialty lo-
cated between three important areas: acute life-threat-
ening emergencies, oncology and reconstructive sur-
gery, as well as the largest volume of benign diseases
that affect the quality of life of children and adults [1].
It is an important specialty that is relevant to family
medicine, pediatrics, and general practice [2]. Oto-
laryngological problems constitute a significant part of
referrals to primary care centers [3]. It is known that
20-40% of adult general practice consultations are re-
lated to otorhinolaryngological complaints [4-7].

Evaluating the attitude of medical students to the
teaching of otorhinolaryngology, R. Rivron and M.
Clayton [8] noted that students consider the most useful
aspect of attending an outpatient appointment, but not
enough time is allocated for it. Lecture courses were
also considered useful, but too much time was devoted
to observing operations. Previous studies have shown
that, on average, an otorhinolaryngology course in
medical school lasts 1.5 weeks, and 42% involve a for-
mal assessment [9, 10]. For example, in two-thirds of
medical schools in Canada, there is no mandatory rota-
tion of otolaryngologists, and where it is, the training
program lasts no more than 1 week [11]. The main tasks

of studying otolaryngology at the pre-diploma stage
are:

» Demonstrate the possibility of obtaining a com-
plete clinical otolaryngological history.

* Be able to conduct a complete otolaryngological
medical examination and establish a preliminary clini-
cal diagnosis.

* Be able to distinguish between life-threatening,
serious and mild conditions.

* Realize the need to consult an otolaryngologist.

* To be familiar with various research and treat-
ment methods used in otolaryngology.

There is a clear discrepancy between the scope and
duration of training in otorhinolaryngology and the ne-
cessity and relevance for primary care practice in this
specialty. This problem is not limited to Canada.

Similar trends were noted in the United Kingdom,
the USA, and Ukraine is no exception[11,12]. From the
perspective of students, several studies have shown that
the level of confidence in solving ENT clinical prob-
lems after graduating from medical school is low. A
study conducted in the United Kingdom found that 75%
of adult residents in an emergency medicine residency
program felt that they had not received sufficient train-
ing in otolaryngology in medical school [13].

The reasons for the underrepresentation of otorhi-
nolaryngology in curricula for graduate medical educa-
tion are multifactorial:

1) otorhinolaryngology is a small surgical spe-
cialty with a proportionally small representation in ad-
ministrative positions that influence the policy of med-
ical education;

2) medical advances, including, but not limited to,
antibiotic therapy, have led to a dramatic reduction in
some clinical problems (eg, complications of otitis me-
dia such as mastoiditis);

3) increasing the prevalence of interdisciplinary
training (for example, otitis media can be taught by
family doctors and pediatricians).

Despite these reasons, there is ample evidence
demonstrating a mismatch between the number and
perceived need for otolaryngology training in medical
schools [14].

To date, both the previously developed test control
of students' knowledge and its use for training students
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in otorhinolaryngology are clearly insufficient in order
to improve the professional competence of students in
otorhinolaryngology in connection with the wide im-
plementation of modern and more informative endo-
scopic and tomographic research methods in ENT prac-
tice ENT organs. Accordingly, it is promising to im-
prove test control of knowledge in the direction of using
illustrative materials, including endoscopic, computer,
magnetic resonance and positron emission photos,
drawings, diagrams, etc., which at the current stage of
technology development have become widely available
in practical health care.

They are of particular importance not only when
studying the topography of the ENT organs with a com-
plex structure, closely bordering on important struc-
tures of the head and neck, but also pathological condi-
tions.

Ilustrative materials were used by us in the com-
prehensive preparation and in the subsequent assess-
ment of the knowledge of 4th year students in anatomy,
physiology and methods of examination of ENT or-
gans, as well as in the clinical objectification of assess-
ment of ENT pathology. In the structure of questions
according to V. Pareto's law, the most clinically im-
portant questions related to the detection of the most
common pathologies of the ear, throat and nose have
been selected in the form of different levels of textual
and illustrative tests (selective, substitute) including
data from endoscopy, computer, magnetic resonance
imaging, radiography, audiometry, hearing testing with
tuning forks, etc.

The results of the multi-component text and illus-
tration tests used in the 7th lesson (module control for
the 1st credit on methods of examination of ENT or-
gans), traditional oral survey evaluations during 6 les-
sons, the average annual grade and ICTS level were an-
alyzed in parallel in 58 students . Last semester, stu-
dents were not familiarized with the test materials. To
determine the informativeness of the illustrative tests,
the following indicators were studied: arithmetic aver-
ages, the specific weight of the deviation of the results
of knowledge determination by various methods, pair-
wise correlation coefficients.

The average score of the knowledge assessment in
the sample using different control methods ranged
within rather narrow limits of 3.64-3.82 (3.73+0.09)
and was: in the case of a traditional oral survey - 3.82,
in the case of illustrative testing - 3.76, in text testing -
3.54 (average annual grade - 3.81). The deviation of the
results of the illustrative test by 1 point in comparison
with the current academic performance was 14.9%,
with an annual assessment of 9.9%. It should be em-
phasized that the level of linear pairwise correlation co-
efficients ranged from 0.21 to 0.84 and depended on
several factors, including from the number of ques-
tions.

It was determined that it is advisable to use no less
than 5 and no more than 9 questions during testing,
while the level of the pairwise correlation coefficient
reaches the average strength of the connection. Thus,
integrative illustrative tests are sufficiently informative,
their use expands the arsenal of modern methods of
teaching and determining students' knowledge, allows

to reduce the time of the survey, interest students and
reduce the level of the subjective evaluation factor.

Conclusion. Modern realities of teaching otolar-
yngology require the introduction of interactive teach-
ing methods that enable the teacher to simulate a clini-
cal situation, and students work out not only practical
skills, but in the process of learning they also under-
stand and analyze their actions, thereby forming high-
quality skills. It must be remembered that an important
prerequisite for successful learning is also the presence
of the student's motivation to study, and the teacher's
task is to support interest in the learning process. A mo-
tivated student participates more actively in learning,
looks for additional ways to achieve the goal. At the
same time, to successfully master this discipline, it is
necessary to apply effective teaching methods. This ap-
proach to teaching clinical disciplines can become a
prerequisite for successful training of future doctors in
the process of reforming the health care system of
Ukraine.

This lack of human feedback can sig-
nificantly hinder the effectiveness of language acquisi-
tion. The lack of human interaction can be significant
for several reasons: inability to ask questions and seek
clarification: Unlike a real teacher or tutor, artificial in-
telligence may have limitations in its ability to engage
in open-ended conversations and provide personalized
explanations. This can create difficulties if a learner
wants to seek further clarification or ask questions
about a particular topic [5,6]. Despite the advantages
that artificial intelligence offers in language learning,
the absence of human interaction can present chal-
lenges for certain students, particularly when they re-
quire personalized support and interpersonal communi-
cation.

Lack of immediate feedback. Human interaction
facilitates immediate feedback on one's mistakes and
progress. However, when it comes to artificial intelli-
gence, feedback is often limited to predefined algo-
rithms, which pose challenges in correcting errors and
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sharpening skills. Some learners find it important to be
able to socialize and interact with others during the
learning process, as it helps enhance their overall expe-
rience. The absence of interpersonal interaction in arti-
ficial intelligence-led learning can result in feelings of
isolation or a lack of motivation.

Adapting to individual needs. A human teacher
can more flexibly adjust to the specific needs of each
student, offering a personalized approach to learning.
Artificial intelligence may be limited to standardized
algorithms, which may not always meet the unique
needs of each student.

Difficulty managing multilingualism. Some Al
systems may struggle to process and adapt to multilin-
gual environments, leading to a lack of opportunities
for learners who are trying to learn multiple languages
at the same time.

Conclusions and perspectives of further research.
Although Al greatly improves the accessibility and ef-
ficiency of language learning, it is crucial to remain
vigilant about its challenges and limitations. Being
aware of its use and its boundaries is essential. Despite
the numerous benefits of Al-based language learning,
it is crucial not to overlook the significance of human
interaction in the learning process. Interacting with na-
tive speakers, engaging in conversations, and immers-
ing oneself in the culture of the target language offer
unique and invaluable learning opportunities that Al is
unable to fully replicate. Furthermore, participating in
human interaction offers learners the chance to actively
develop and improve their listening and speaking skills
in real time. It enables them to receive prompt feedback
and correction from proficient speakers, fostering rapid
progress. The interactive component of foreign lan-
guage learning is crucial for developing fluency and
natural communication skills that go beyond mere
translation and vocabulary acquisition.

Research in Al technologies for foreign language
learning is a dynamic and fast-evolving field, offering
numerous opportunities for further exploration. These

encompass adaptive learning systems, gamification,
immersive learning environments, as well as assess-
ment and evaluation, along with ethical and pedagogi-
cal considerations. By exploring these and other ave-
nues of research, scholars and practitioners can contin-
ually push the boundaries of Al technologies for
foreign language learning in higher education. This will
ultimately enhance the accessibility, effectiveness, and
engagement of language learning for students world-
wide.

Abstract.

Preparation for intercultural communication can occur not only in foreign language classes, but through the
study of its culture. Due to this, the assimilation of a multifaceted picture of the world is significantly increased.
An optimally organized process of teaching a foreign language can prepare an individual for an adequate and
tolerant perception of a foreign culture, which leads to the leveling of national stereotypes and existing prejudices.
As a result, recognition of the equivalence and equality of cultures is achieved. Recognizing the timeliness and
great importance of the linguistic and regional approach in teaching a foreign language in the 70-80s, it should
be noted that it is insufficient in modern conditions at the turn of the new millennium. The formation of universal
human values in the process of language learning cannot be achieved with a linguocultural approach, which, to
a greater extent, has an informative function and is focused on identifying and demonstrating something foreign

that is not inherent in the native ethnoculture.

Introduction

Among the variety of social processes today,
communication plays a leading role as a necessary
element of interaction between people, groups, and
even entire states. During this interaction, various types
of information, meanings, values, assessments, and
feelings are transferred and exchanged. The global
intellectual internationalization that has engulfed
humanity is making the world “transparent”.
Interpenetration in many aspects of activity makes
communication between people closer and cooperation
more fruitful. In this regard, the question arises about
the preparedness of representatives of different cultural
societies for adequate interaction, especially if
communication between partners takes place in a non-
native language.

The socio-economic and political situation in
society forms a social order in relation to the training of
its citizens in a foreign language. L.V. Shcherba noted
that “the methods of teaching foreign languages in
connection with the tasks that society sets for itself at a

given moment, the methodology, depend on the state
and structure of this society at a given moment in time.
We are talking about the principles of teaching and its
systems as a whole, within which all sorts of “methods”
and “methods” arise.” [LL]ep6a, 1974: 15].

It is quite obvious that the higher the social need
for language knowledge and specialists who speak one
or more foreign languages, the more significant the
pragmatic aspects of teaching the subject become. New
professional, personal, cultural, scientific contacts, cul-
tural achievements of different countries provide an op-
portunity to increase the status of learning a foreign lan-
guage in public opinion.

Foreign methodologists, along with politicians,
use such a concept as “mobility”. This means the right
of free movement and residence everywhere within the
countries that are members of the European Commu-
nity; the right to be free to receive professional educa-
tion not only in one’s own country, but also abroad, i.e.
in neighboring states; a person’s ability to adapt to
modern living conditions in a multicultural society; the

ability (even at an elementary level) to establish contact
with native speakers; the ability to overcome possible
difficulties that arise in the process of contact with a
foreign culture and its carriers; the ability to show tol-
erance to someone else’s lifestyle and way of life.

The problem of this study is the sociocultural en-
richment of the content of teaching English in high
schools with in-depth study of the English language.

The purpose of the study is to optimize the pro-
cess of teaching English in high schools with in-depth
study of the English language based on a sociocultural
approach through the development of a sociocultural
course directly related to the main course of practical
classes in English.

To achieve this goal, it is necessary to solve the
following tasks:

[] explore the theoretical foundations for the for-
mation of sociocultural competence;

[ explore the socio-psychological prerequisites
for the formation of sociocultural competence;

[] consider the main methodological provisions
for the formation of sociocultural competence;

[] to select sociocultural educational material in
English for senior classes of schools with in-depth
study of the English language.

The object of the study is the sociocultural aspect
in teaching English in high schools with in-depth study
of the English language.

The subject of the study is the process of devel-
oping the sociocultural competence of high school stu-
dents with in-depth study of the English language on
the basis of a specially designed sociocultural course,
which provides for the enrichment of students' foreign
language practice through the widespread use of socio-
logical and cultural knowledge.

The scientific novelty of the work lies in the fact
that:

for the first time an attempt was made to coordi-
nate the use of sociological and cultural knowledge in
the methodology of teaching English;

a definition of sociocultural material is given.

Sociology is one of the ways of studying people
and their life activities. Sociological scientists strive to
find out why people behave in one way or another, why
they form certain groups, worship something, demon-
strate certain patterns of behavior, choose this or that
product, etc. Thus, everything that happens to people
when they interact with each other falls into the field of
view of sociology. Sociology can be briefly defined as
the scientific study of society and social relations. In the
process of socialization, from birth, personality is
formed, which implies the assimilation of a wide range
of values, concepts and expectations, on the basis of
which people’s daily lives are formed. Education is part
of this process where society transfers values, skills,
knowledge and abilities from one person or group to
another. Education is never the same for all social
groups; as long as social stratification exists, education
at different levels will be different.

It is believed that initially all children, regardless
of their race, nationality, socio-economic status, have
the same intellectual abilities to master knowledge. In

many cases, children are hampered by language barri-
ers, insufficient cultural level or low level of training.
In some cases, a problem may arise due to a teaching
style that is contrary to the behavior patterns that have
developed in the minority group. It should also be
added that peer groups have a great influence on the
formation of students' personality and their success.

The interaction between students who grew up in
different ethnic, social and even environmental envi-
ronments influences the attitudes, behavior and values
they acquire. Political and economic conditions deter-
mine which of these groups (“professionals,” “academ-
ics,” “collegians,” “nonconformists”) is the most influ-
ential at a given time.

The sociology of culture deals with issues of inter-
action between various individuals and social groups,
which is of particular interest to our research. In order
to determine the relationship of the sociology of culture
to the practice of teaching foreign languages, it is nec-
essary to consider the concept itself.

Sociology of culture is a new and unstable disci-
pline. At the same time, it is not new in essence. This
term was introduced by Alfred Weber at the beginning
of the century. However, the sociology of culture can-
not be considered a discipline with a stable subject,
conceptual apparatus and methodology.

For quite a long time, the sociology of culture was
a sociological discipline of secondary importance. This
is explained by the specifics of the vision of culture in
a social context. Culture was considered something sec-
ondary, derived from social processes.

The modern understanding of culture rather rejects
the possibility of its existence. The development of
ideas about culture and its struggle for “sovereignty”,
against the ideas of secondaryness, ‘“backwardness”
and others took place during the period of postmodern-
ism, and postmodernism rejects the possibility of build-
ing such large-scale systems as universal evolution, a
universal world system, various global continua, that is,
each the social unit will find its place, thanks to which
it will be organically included in the overall universal
interconnection. The postmodern worldview is a com-
plex and multifaceted phenomenon.

According to L.G. lonin, in the modern world, de-
velopment is taking place in the direction of erosion and
reduction of the significance of large-scale structural
formations, which sociology has traditionally dealt
with and continues to deal with [Honun J1.I".,1996]. In
parallel and at the same time, the role of culture in the
regulation of human behavior and in the creation of new
structures of a different plan, origin and a different de-
gree of rigidity and objectivity is increasing.

An analysis of the surrounding, everyday reality
shows how “cultivated” it is; our lives were filled with
cultural contents. Objectively significant systems of
stratification have collapsed, compulsory ways of life
have disappeared, styles are taking the place of tradi-
tions, life forms are freely chosen, postmodernist arbi-
trariness dominates in explanation, and therefore in be-
havior. Social change is primarily culturally motivated.
All these phenomena indicate that culture is progres-
sively changing along with social development.

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The role of culture in society is changing, and the
very understanding of culture is changing. This is no
longer so much a passive reflection, a copy of real be-
havioral processes, but rather their active “form”. By
“coding” their behavior, correlating it with myth and
archetype, individuals consciously use culture to organ-
ize and normalize their own activities. Now culture is
logically and actually ahead of what is happening in re-
ality. According to the majority of scientists (See, for
example, L.G. lonin, V.A. Yadov), the very subject of
science is changing. Western scientist T. Carlyle notes:
“Where there used to be “society” ... there has become
“culture” [Carlyle T., 1963]. Therefore, science itself is
changing, and cultural issues are gradually coming to
the forefront of sociological discussions.

Turning to research in the field of sociology of lan-
guage and interpreting their results for didactic pur-
poses of language pedagogy gradually began to create
the basis for the formation and development of such a
direction in the methodology of teaching foreign lan-
guages as the sociology of teaching and learning second
languages. Basically, the emphasis was placed not on
the general sociological foundations of language de-
scription, which can later be relied upon when describ-
ing specific languages of instruction for didactic pur-
poses, but directly on issues of the social context of
teaching and learning a foreign language in the for-
mation of a bilingual.

Result

The choice of a foreign language depends not only
on the objective needs of society, but also on the per-
sonal needs of its citizens. Subjective needs are also de-
termined by the social context in which learning takes
place. A person's needs change with age, personal and
professional interests. In order to reasonably satisfy
public and personal needs in learning a foreign lan-
guage and prepare students for interethnic communica-
tion within the country and abroad, it is necessary to
change educational policies regarding foreign lan-
guages, supplement educational programs, and also
provide for the inclusion of new components in the
structure of the content of teaching foreign languages.

Summary:

Despite the challenges posed by martial law, higher medical education in Ukraine continues to integrate
European standards. In 2023, the Department of Pediatric Dentistry at Odessa National Medical University con-
ducted the Objective Structured Clinical Examination (OSCE-2).
