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Abstract.

The methodology of teaching foreign languages is a practical application of comparative linguistics. At
present, when fundamental changes are taking place in education, when the content and methods of teaching are
being radically revised, it is appropriate to return to the consideration of the history of foreign language teaching
methods and the main trends in its development. The most complete definition of methodology is: “Teaching
methodology is a science that studies the goals and content, patterns, means, techniques, methods and systems of
teaching, and also studies the processes of learning and education using the material of a foreign language.”

At the beginning of the 20th century, the direct method was promoted. It was believed that this method was
based on the correct principle - associating foreign words with the objects themselves. It was a method of natural
study of a foreign language, which is the most economical, the fastest to achieve the goal. In addition, for many
methodologists and teachers, the direct method was something new, attractive, and they sincerely believed in its
effectiveness. Later, a comparative method of teaching foreign languages was formed, which received its name
from the fact that the study of a foreign language is supposed to be based on its comparison with the native
language.

And with the combination of direct and comparative methods, a mixed method was born. Depending on which
principles prevail in it, it can be closer to either the direct or the comparative method. Over time, not only the
goals of teaching a foreign language and the requirements for proficiency in it changed. The methodology of
teaching a foreign language found itself in a crisis situation. A crisis situation always requires a radical turn.
Thus, in the conditions of a lack of fruitful ideas, a transition to communicative teaching was made. The crisis
revived an active methodological search, which contributed to the development of modern methodological
concepts of teaching foreign languages: communicative, intensive, activity-based and others. At present,
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communication-oriented methods, which are based on communication and creativity of students, play a decisive

role.

Introduction. Methods of teaching foreign
languages should develop further, since stagnation is
destructive for any science. Comparison of modern
teaching methods plays an important role, since new
methods appear on their basis and it would be desirable
that they do not have those disadvantages and
shortcomings that are inherent in modern methods.
Comparative characteristics are also important for
choosing a job as a teacher. With such a variety, it is
very difficult to make a choice without knowing the
features and specifics of the methods. The functions of
the teacher in the educational process have changed
significantly. The teacher-mentor, the teacher-dictator
have been replaced by the teacher-observer, the
teacher-mediator, the teacher-"pacifier" and "leader".
Although the personality of the teacher in this case
fades into the background, its influence on the audience
does not decrease, but, on the contrary, increases.

The actuality of the our research work lies in the
fact that at the current stage of development of teaching
foreign languages, the choice of teaching method is
based on the characteristics of the team in which it will
be used,; it is necessary to take into account the personal
characteristics of the students, their age, interests, level
of training, the period during which the training will
take place, as well as the technical equipment of the
educational institution.

The purpose of this work is to identify the most
effective methods in teaching a foreign language from
existing modern methods of teaching a foreign
language in secondary schools and colleges.

To achieve these goals, the following tasks are
solved in the work:

—to consider existing modern methods of teaching
foreign languages in secondary schools and colleges.

—to show similar and distinctive features, positive
and negative sides of each method.

— to determine general methodological principles
of organizing the teaching of foreign languages in
secondary schools and colleges.

— to study the concept of communicative
competence.

— to prove the advantage of active communication
in English lessons in secondary schools and colleges.

The object of the study is the process of teaching
a foreign language in secondary schools and colleges.
The subject of the study is modern methods of teaching
a foreign language in secondary schools and colleges.

In our study, we proceed from the hypothesis: the
use of special methods contributes to the formation of
communicative competence of students. The novelty of
the work lies in the consideration of new, modern
methods of teaching English, as well as in the
combination of material. The practical value of this
work is that its results can be used by English teachers
in secondary schools, as well as by future specialists —
students majoring in “Foreign Language” in practical

classes on the subject “Methodology of Teaching
Foreign Languages”. The methods of scientific
research used in the work: - analysis of scientific
literature, observation of students in the process of
teaching English in secondary schools and colleges.

Modern methaods of teaching foreign languages

The advancement of foreign language culture as a
goal of education gave rise to the question of the need
to create a new methodological system that could
ensure the achievement of this goal in the most
effective and rational way. The logic of developing the
communicative methodology led to the final
advancement of foreign language culture as the goal of
teaching foreign languages in secondary schools and
colleges. And such a system can only be built on a
communicative basis.

In addition, as the practice of using the
communicative methodology has shown, it ensures not
only the acquisition of a foreign language as a means of
communication, but also the development of
comprehensive personal qualities of students. The
communicative method was the basis for the creation
of English language textbooks in secondary schools. In
the last two decades, a trend known as projectivity has
been forming in education. This concept was
formulated in the context of the program for the
restructuring of education proposed in the late 1970s by
the Royal College of Art in Great Britain. It is closely
connected with the project culture, which arose as a
result of the unification of the humanitarian-artistic and
scientific-technical directions in education. Project
culture is, as it were, the general formula in which the
art of planning, invention, creation, execution and
design is realized and which is defined as design.

By mastering the design culture, the student learns
to think creatively, independently planning his actions,
predicting possible options, solutions to the problems
facing him, implementing the tools and methods of
work he has learned. The design culture is now
included in many areas of educational practice in the
form of project methods and project teaching methods.
The project method is also actively included in teaching
foreign languages. A striking example of the applica-
tion of the project method is the textbook "Project Eng-
lish", published in 1985 by Oxford University Press.
The author of the course is T. Hutchinson, a specialist
in the field of communicative teaching of grammar.

Currently, intensive teaching of foreign languages
is implemented in various developing, newly created
and existing methodological systems. This is due to the
diversity of specific goals of teaching a foreign
language to various contingents of students, as well as
the diversity of learning conditions (the schedule of
teaching hours, their number, the size of the study
group).

Methodological principles of modern methods of
teaching foreign languages
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In the course of the development of foreign
language teaching methods, crises of deficit and
"overproduction™ of ideas necessary for the formation
of a new methodological direction alternated. For
example, the transition to communicative teaching was
carried out in conditions of an obvious shortage of
fruitful and truly new ideas. The crisis gave rise to an
active methodological search, which contributed to the
development of modern methodological concepts of
teaching foreign languages: communicative, activity-
based, etc.

In order to understand what modern methods of
teaching English are based on, it is necessary to
examine in detail the methodological principles that
underlie these methods. The structure of the
communicative method includes cognitive,
developmental and educational aspects that are aimed
at educating the student. Taking this into account and
the content of the concept of "communicativeness", as
well as the versatility of the teaching system, we can
formulate the following methodological principles of
the communicative method:

The principle of mastering all aspects of foreign
language culture through communication. Foreign
language culture here means everything that the
process of mastering a foreign language can bring to
students in the educational, cognitive, developmental
and upbringing aspects [4, p.31]. The communicative
method was the first to put forward the position that
communication should be taught only through
communication. In this case, communication can be
used as a channel for education, knowledge and
development. Communication is a social process in
which there is an exchange of activities, experiences
embodied in material and spiritual culture. In
communication, emotional and rational interaction of
people and influence on each other is carried out. It is
communication that is the most important condition for
proper education. Thus, communication performs the
functions of training, cognition and development and
education in the communicative teaching method. The
process of teaching foreign language communication is
a model of the process of real communication
according to the main parameters: motivation,
purposefulness, informativeness of the communication
process, novelty, situationality, functionality, the
nature of interaction of communicants and the system
of speech means. Due to this, learning conditions are
created that are adequate to real ones, which ensures
successful acquisition of skills and their use in real
communication conditions.

The principle of interrelated teaching of aspects of
foreign language culture. The complex nature of
foreign language culture is manifested in the unity and
interrelation of its educational, cognitive, upbringing
and developmental aspects. Each of these aspects, in a
practical sense, is equivalent. But true mastery of one
is possible only under the condition of proper mastery
of the others. In this regard, any type of work, any
exercise in the educational process, integrates all four
aspects of foreign language culture and is assessed
depending on the presence of these aspects in them.
This principle concerns not only inter-aspect

relationships, but also intra-aspect relationships. For
example, it assumes the interconnection and
interdependence of all four types of speech activity
(reading, speaking, listening and writing) within the
educational process. The need for interconnected
learning is justified by the learning pattern, according
to which mastery occurs more successfully, the more
analyzers participate in it. Interconnectedness is present
not only in the learning process, but also in individual
exercises specially developed within the framework of
this methodology.

The principle of modeling the content of aspects
of foreign language culture. The volume of regional,
linguistic and lingua-regional knowledge of reality
cannot be fully assimilated within the framework of a
school course, therefore it is necessary to build a model
of the content of the object of cognition, that is, to
select, depending on the purpose of training and the
content of the course, that volume of the specified
knowledge that will be sufficient to present the culture
of the country and the language system. At the same
time, it is also necessary to take into account the
cognitive needs of individual students associated with
their individual interests, etc. Certain frameworks of
the training system and its final tasks require, for
methodological purposes, the creation of a model of the
content of development, that is, a certain minimum that
is necessary to solve the problems facing the subject.

The principle of managing the educational process
based on its quantization and programming. Any
system of training presupposes quantization of all
components of the training process (goals, means,
material, etc.). Without quantization, the goals will be
incorrect, the material will be indigestible, the
conditions will be suboptimal, and the means will be
inadequate. In other words, the systematic nature of
training will be impossible, including its controllability
and effectiveness.

The principle of systematicity in the organization
of teaching foreign languages. This principle means
that the communicative system of teaching is built in a
reverse way: first, the final product (goal) is outlined,
and then the tasks that can lead to this result are
determined. This takes place within the entire course,
each year, a cycle of lessons and one lesson and
concerns all aspects. This approach ensures
systematicity in teaching with all its inherent qualities:
integrity, hierarchy, purposefulness. The systematic
nature of training is built taking into account the
patterns of students' mastery of each of its aspects. All
training in organizational terms is built on the basis of
the rules of cyclicity and concentricity. Cyclicity is
manifested in the fact that a certain amount of material
is learned within a cycle of lessons, each of which
includes a certain number of lessons. Any cycle is built
on the basis of the stage-by-stage development of a
particular skill and ability in each type of speech
activity. The systemic nature is manifested in the fact
that the proposed system includes not only the foreign
language teacher and the student, but also his parents,
teachers of other subjects. Interdisciplinary connections
are used as a means of additional motivation for those
students who are not interested in a foreign language.
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Distinctive features of modern methods

Many modern methods are communication-
oriented, and one of their most important goals is
teaching communication and mastery of speech means.
Each of the methods uses different means, methods and
principles. That is, each of the methods has distinctive
specific features. The very first specific feature of the
communicative methodology is that the goal of
teaching is not mastering a foreign language, but a
"foreign language culture”, which includes cognitive,
educational, developmental and educational aspects.
These aspects include familiarization and study of not
only the linguistic and grammatical system of the
language, but also its culture, its relationship with the
native culture, as well as the structure of the foreign
language, its character, features, similarities and
differences with the native language. The second
specific feature of the communicative method is
mastering all aspects of foreign language culture
through communication. It was the communicative
method that first put forward the position that
communication should be taught only through
communication, which has become one of the
characteristic features of modern methods. In the
communicative method of teaching, communication
performs the functions of learning, cognition,
development and education “Thus, task-based language
teaching and telecollaboration work well together to
improve language fluency and accuracy while also
developing crosscultural awareness and 21st-century
abilities that equip students for the needs of a globalized
society. The integration of telecollaborative projects
and task-based learning is a strategy that shows promise
in fostering efficient language acquisition as educators
continue to investigate novel approaches to language
instruction” [1, p174].

The communicative method also includes
mastering non-verbal means of communication: such as
gestures, facial expressions, postures, distance, which
is an additional factor in memorizing lexical and any
other material.

A specific feature of the communicative method is
also the use of conditional speech exercises, that is,
exercises that are based on full or partial repetition of
the teacher's lines. As knowledge and skills are
acquired, the nature of conditional speech exercises
becomes more and more complex, until the need for
them is exhausted, when the statements of the students
do not become independent and meaningful. Thus,
from all of the above it is clear that many specific
features that first appeared in the communicative
concept were then adopted by other communicatively-
oriented methods and are successfully used by them.
But at the same time they differ in many ways from this
concept and have their own features, inherent only to
them.

The effectiveness of the project-based
methodology is largely ensured by the intellectual and
emotional content of the topics included in the training.
It should also be noted that they gradually become more
complex. But the distinctive feature of the topics is their
concreteness. From the very beginning of training, it is
assumed that students will participate in meaningful

and complex communication,  without the
simplification and primitivism that are usually
characteristic of textbooks for beginners in learning a
foreign language. Another distinctive feature of the
project-based methodology is a special form of
organizing the communicative and cognitive activity of
students in the form of a project. This is where the name
of the methodology actually came from.

A project, as mentioned earlier, is an independent
work carried out by the student, in which verbal
communication is woven into the intellectual and
emotional context of another activity.

The novelty of the approach is that students are
given the opportunity to construct the content of
communication themselves, starting from the first
lesson. There are few texts as such in the course; they
are reproduced in the process of students working on
projects proposed by the authors.

Each project is related to a specific topic and is
developed over a certain period of time. The topic has
a clear structure, is divided into subtopics, each of
which ends with an assignment for the project work. A
particularly important feature is that students have the
opportunity to talk about their thoughts and plans.
Working on a project creates a solid language base.
Also specific is the division of skills into two types: the
skills of a language learner and the skills of a language
user. Phonetic and lexical-grammatical exercises of a
training nature are used to develop the first type of
skills. These are exercises in imitation, substitution,
expansion, transformation, restoration of individual
phrases and texts. Their peculiarity is that they are
given in an entertaining form: in the form of a text to
test memory, attention; guessing games; puzzles,
sometimes in the form of a phonogram.

Let's move on to the intensive method and
consider its specifics. This method is based on the
psychological term "suggestion". This is the first
specific feature of the intensive method. The use of
suggestion allows to bypass or remove various kinds of
psychological barriers in students in the following way.
The teacher conducts classes taking into account
psychological factors, emotional impact, using logical
forms of training. He also uses various types of art
(music, painting, elements of theater) in classes, with
the purpose of emotional impact on students. However,
suggestopedic  teaching presupposes a certain
concentration of study hours. At the senior stages, for
example, it is advisable to allocate six hours a week at
the expense of the school component of the curriculum,
they should be divided into three, two hours each. If
necessary, the number of hours can be reduced to three.
Also, a specific feature of the intensive method is that
suggestopedics widely relies on the position on the
different functions of the two hemispheres of the brain.
The inclusion of emotional factors in teaching a foreign
language significantly activates the process of
assimilation, opening up new prospects in the
development of foreign language teaching methods.

Another distinctive factor is the active use of role-
playing games. The specificity of intensive training is
that educational communication preserves all the social
and psychological processes of communication. Role-
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playing communication is simultaneously a game, and
educational, and speech activity. But at the same time,
if from the position of students, role-playing
communication is a game activity or natural
communication, when the motive is not in the content
of the activity, but outside of it, then from the position
of the teacher, role-playing communication is a form of
organizing the educational process. According to L.G.
Denisova, [5, p.11] the main effective moments of the
interactive methodology of teaching foreign languages
are:

- creation of strong immediate motivation for
learning, carried out in informal communication and
motivation for communication close to real;

- high and immediate effectiveness of learning:
already on the second day of classes, students
communicate in the studied foreign language, using
speech cliches embedded in the main educational text -
remember, the text of the polylogue is introduced on the
first day of classes;

- presentation and assimilation of a large number
of speech, lexical and grammatical units; in one
presentation, 150-200 new words, 30-50 speech cliches
and several typical grammatical phenomena are
introduced and assimilated.

This is also, undoubtedly, a specific feature. All of
the above are the features of the intensive method,
which to a greater extent ensure its effectiveness. These
specific moments are almost completely different from
the two previous methods. Only in one thing, perhaps,
are they similar. All three methods consider collective
work in a positive emotional atmosphere a necessary
condition for successful learning. At the same time, the
intensive method pays more attention to such types of
activity as speaking and listening.

Common features in modern methods

At present, the goal of teaching English is
formulated as follows: to teach students to
communicate in English. But with this goal set, it
becomes an end in itself. The goal of education is much
broader than acquiring certain skills and abilities, and
the potential of the subject "English" is much broader.
Therefore, the goal of teaching English at the moment
can be formulated as follows: to teach students not only
to participate in communication in English, but also to
actively participate in the formation and development
of the student's personality.

Based on this, most modern methods of teaching
English are based on the principle of active
communication. Active communication involves
building learning as a model of the communication
process. In order to give learning the main features of
the communication process, firstly, it is necessary to
switch to personal communication with students (the
principle of individualization in the communicative
method, the principle of personality-oriented thinking
in the intensive method, etc.), due to which a normal
psychological climate is formed in working with the
audience. Secondly, to solve this problem, it is
necessary to use all methods of communication -
interactive, when the teacher interacts with students on
the basis of some activity, in addition to the educational
one, perceptive, when there is a perception of each

other as individuals, bypassing the statuses of teacher
and student, informational, when the student and
teacher exchange their thoughts, feelings, and not
words and grammatical structures. And the third
necessary condition is the creation of communicative
motivation - a need that encourages students to
participate in communication in order to change the
relationship with the interlocutor. Communication
should be structured in such a way that gradual mastery
of speech material occurs. The motivation for
communication can be various incentives. When
working with the project method, this is work on joint
projects. The same incentive is used in the intensive
method. Often, situations used during training are
problematic. These situations should contribute to the
formation of different opinions among students and not
provide an unambiguous solution. Discussion of such
situations allows different opinions to collide, causes
the need to defend one's point of view, that is, the need
to communicate in a foreign language. The use of
problem situations also has another positive side, as it
makes it possible to solve educational tasks, since it is
possible to educate an active personality only by
discussing situations based on genuine values.

In addition, collective joint activity is widely used
in almost all methods. The tendency to replace
individual work with group work has been developing
for a long time. Collective work greatly activates the
team. The formation of skills and abilities occurs in the
system of collective actions, which contribute to the
internal mobilization of the capabilities of each student.
Forms of collective interaction are easily implemented
in classes. This is work in pairs, three, in microgroups
and in full groups. It should also be noted that role
communication, constantly interacting with personal
communication, is its prerequisite and condition.
Situations of role communication, in which the skills
and abilities of foreign language communication are
formed, ensure the transition to a higher level of
communication.

The features of intensive methods of teaching
English are becoming increasingly widespread in
foreign language teaching methods. For example,
multifunctional exercises. It is necessary to remember
that multifunctionality is inherent and should be
characteristic of all speech exercises in the existing
teaching practice. After all, several types of activity are
involved: listening, speaking and certain grammatical
knowledge. The same is true of conventional speech
exercises, which were once a characteristic feature of
the commutative method. Now they are also used in the
interactive method.

The main direction of modern foreign language
teaching

There are always certain relationships between
potential participants in communication. At some point,
one of them has a need to make contact, a need related
to one or another aspect of human life. This may be a
need for something specific; then communication will
become an auxiliary activity, a means of satisfying the
need. But this may also be a need for communication
itself, then communication is an independent activity.
The question arises: is it possible to organize training
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so that communication training takes place in the
conditions of communication, i.e. in adequate
conditions? Yes, it is possible. This is what
communicativeness serves. How does it manifest
itself?

Firstly, in taking into account the individuality of
each student. After all, each person differs from another
in their natural abilities, and the ability to carry out
educational and speech activities, and their
characteristics as an individual: personal experience, a
set of certain feelings and emotions, their interests, their
position in the class.

Secondly, communicativeness is manifested in the
speech orientation of the learning process. It consists in
the fact that the path to practical mastery of speaking as
a means of communication lies through the practical
use of the language itself. First of all, this concerns
exercises. After all, it is in them that the necessary
conditions for learning are created. The more an
exercise resembles real communication, the more
useful it is.

Thirdly, communicativeness is manifested in the
functionality of learning. Every teacher knows the fact
that students, knowing words, being able to form this
or that grammatical form, are unable to use all this in
the process of communication. The reason lies in the
teaching strategy, according to which words are first
learned by heart, and the grammatical form is "trained"
in isolation from speech functions, and then their use in
speaking is organized. As a result, the word or
grammatical form is not associated with the speech task
(function) and then, when the speaker needs to perform
this function in communication, it is not recalled from
memory.

Teaching speech skills

In modern methodology, more and more attention
is paid to the idea of considering communication in the
broad context of human activity, such as: knowledge,
mastery of spiritual values, work, study, play. In any
communication situation there is a speaker or writer,
listener or reader. Hence the identification of the main
types of speech activity: productive (speaking, writing,
associated with sending a message) and receptive
(listening and reading, associated with receiving it).
Speaking and listening are oral types of speech activity,
and writing and reading are written. The concept of
listening includes the process of perception and
understanding of spoken speech.

To create motivation for learning a foreign
language and, in particular, in listening as learning
something new about the language and the world, as
active participation in communication, it is important to
choose the right audio texts. Texts that are too difficult
can cause disappointment in students, deprive them of
faith in success, and texts that are too easy are also
undesirable. The absence of a moment of overcoming
difficulties makes the work uninteresting and
unattractive, not to mention that it cannot be a
developing factor in the process of learning a foreign
language. The correct choice of the audio text topic is
important from the point of view of the interests of
college students of a particular age group. For primary
school students, texts based on fairy tales and

entertaining stories about animals are accessible and
interesting. High school students, as shown by research
by Azerbaijanian methodologists, are interested in texts
related to politics, technology, detectives. They listen
with great interest to audio texts about love and
friendship, about the life of peoples of other countries,
about nature. Recently, the methodology has been
talking about the importance of relying on the regional
aspect when teaching a foreign language. If the texts for
listening include information about the country of the
language being studied, about the life and customs of
its people, about holidays and traditions, then they
develop the students' horizons and cultivate a sense of
sympathy for other nations. “Creativity is the ability to
make or otherwise bring into existence something new,
whether a new solution to a problem, a new method or
device, or a new artistic object or form” [3, p.125]. One
of the effective means of creating motivation for
learning a foreign language are texts devoted to youth
problems. These problems have always existed and
have always occupied young people, including high
school students. However, only recently have they
begun to be spoken about out loud, interesting radio and
television programs, publications in the youth press
have been devoted to them. A wider opportunity has
appeared to discuss these problems with foreign peers
using a foreign language. If a teacher includes audio
texts in a lesson related to problems of youth leisure,
modern music, informal associations, and problems of
youth independence in modern life, he can be sure that
such audio texts will not only be met with great interest
by students, but will also entail a lively discussion. The
main obstacle to perceiving speech by ear is the lack of
a language environment, as a result of which the sound
form of a word becomes a less powerful irritant than
the graphic one, which leads to the failure to recognize
words known to students. Students get used to
perceiving information mainly through the visual
channel. The teacher allows them to use the text when
discussing and retelling it and actually read the
proposed supports. In this case, the teacher himself
slows down the development of auditory perception.
Overcoming this difficulty is possible only if the
teacher loads the students' auditory channel more,
accustoming them to perceiving information by ear.
The most effective way is when the teacher consciously
leads students from favorable learning conditions to
unfavorable ones, from the presence of verbal supports
to their gradual removal.

In order to introduce students to reading in a
foreign language, it is necessary, firstly, to stimulate the
motivation for reading, and secondly, to ensure the
success of its course with the help of appropriate tasks
for exercises. These moments are interconnected and
interdependent. The quality of texts plays an
exceptional role in developing the motivation for
reading. Their practical, general educational, and
upbringing significance can be manifested only if they
appeal to students. Many methodologists believe that "a
text acquires meaning for a student when he can
establish a certain relationship between his life
experience and the content of this text."
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Writing plays a major role in teaching a foreign
language. At the beginning of learning, mastering
graphics and spelling is the goal of mastering writing
techniques in a new language for students. Later,
writing is considered an important tool in learning a
language: it helps to firmly assimilate language
material (lexical, grammatical) and develop reading
and speaking skills.

Information technology

Using computer technologies in teaching English.
Computerization of the educational process is one of
the most important tasks of modern education. It is
associated with the development of the material and
technical base of educational institutions, retraining of
teachers, development of teaching methods, and the
formation of a new culture of pedagogical work. The
introduction of modern computer technologies, which
are a fundamentally new means of teaching and a
powerful tool for learning, requires the development of
methods and organizational forms of teaching. At the
current (initial) stage, the development of new methods
is impossible without the joint work of the computer
science teacher and subject teachers [6, p.18]. All
methodological work of the group is based on the joint
creative activity of teachers. This allows for the correct
selection of computer technologies taking into account
the specifics of subjects, their implementation in the
process of teaching specific disciplines, and also to help
teachers overcome psychological stress in the process
of mastering skills in working with modern information
technologies. The choice of integrating computer
science and English was also determined by the fact
that modern computer science vocabulary is based on
English terminology. “While teaching four skills in
classes, teachers integrate technology into their classes
to teach receptive and productive skills. Thus, learners
are exposed to target language discourse by native
speakers thanks to films, and various video materials”
[1, p.7]. Most software worldwide is English-language
software products, and knowledge of English is
necessary to master the tools of many information
systems. Modern computer technologies are an integral
part of multimedia technologies (from the English
multi-many and media-environment). We consider
these technologies as information technologies of
training, integrating audiovisual information of any
form (text, graphics, animation, etc.), implementing an
interactive dialogue between the user and the system
and a variety of forms of independent activity in
processing information. “For that reason, teachers
should guide their learners as to how to use such
programs effectively. In addition, teachers should
check the assignments and provide feedback regularly.
Lack of feedback and monitoring of the learners'
progress may demotivate them and stop using such
software programs” [2, p.109]

The implementation of practical lessons, the
educational process of a foreign language, confirmed
that the school was motivated and prepared for the

process of teaching foreign languages through the use
of computer technology. The use of the above-
described new technologies was experimentally tested
and introduced into the practice of our educational
institution, which significantly affected the quality of
teaching foreign languages, motivation for learning a
foreign language.

Conclusion

The basis of the cultural approach in education is
the following regularity: the development of a
harmonious personality depends on the level of mastery
of the basic humanitarian culture. Knowing other
languages, a person gets the opportunity to cross the
border of his native culture and meet other cultures. A
dialogue of cultures occurs. A foreign language is an
integral part of cultural education. The task of cultural
education, including that projected onto a foreign
language, is to create conditions in which the human
personality can manifest itself in all its diversity and
self-determination, conducting a dialogue within the
horizon of culture. The personality is alive only in its
address to others, in the perception of another in
attention to another, in communication with another (or
with oneself as the Other). This means that the
personality exists where there is a dialogue. All
methods, techniques and means of teaching a foreign
language in the context of a dialogue of cultures are
aimed at recognizing and understanding a new culture.
In turn, such attitudes create a need to ensure such an
organization of the educational process that would
contribute to the formation and development of the
learner's personality. The basis for teaching a foreign
language in the context of a personal-activity approach
should be not only and not so much the memorization
of information, but the active participation of learners
in acquiring knowledge, developing their ability for
independent productive activity in a foreign language.
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Abstract

The work of D. Lessing, a prominent representative of modern English prose, is interesting in several
respects. This is primarily notable for the fact that the writer destroyed the stereotypes existing in English prose
and brought the latest trends of Western thinking to literature. Her prose is notable for its socio-political, anti-
colonial, and communist views, as well as the artistic features of modernism and postmodernism. D. Lessing’s
novel “The Golden Notebook” contains problems that reflect the above-mentioned trends and keep the reader
interested. The author of the article also tells the life story of an intellectual woman who fights for her identity,
freedom, and puts independence above all else, and shows that the writer is far from the feminist label. The woman
she describes does not fit into any mold, she is the embodiment of identity, self-sufficiency, and independence.
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Introduction. The creativity of Dorris Lessing, a
prominent representative of 20th-century English
prose, Nobel Prize laureate, is often associated with
feminist literature. The writer avoids this label and said
to those who call her a “feminist writer” “The critics
slap labels on you and then expect you to talk inside
their terms” (Hazelton, 1982). According to D. Lessing,
when you approach the issue ideologically, the world is
divided into “bad” and “good”. In the last periods of her
creativity, she generally criticized radical feminism,
calling it a new dogma that limits free thought. The
writer was more interested in describing the world and
man comprehensively, not maintaining any ideological
framework, and not linking her personal views to ra-
tionalism or irrationalism: “I see inner space and outer
space as reflections of each other. | don't see them as in
opposition. Just as we are investigating subatomic par-
ticles and the outer limits of the planetary system - the
large and the small simultaneously - so the inner and
the outer are connected” (Hazelton, 1982). That s
why she was upset when her novel “The Golden
Notebook” (1962), which brought her world fame, was
called a "feminist novel”. D. Lessing, who did not
consider herself a feminist writer, wrote that “What the
feminists want of me is something they haven't
examined because it comes from religion. They want
me to bear witness. What they would really like me to
say is, 'Ha, sisters, I stand with you side by side in your
struggle toward the golden dawn where all those
beastly men are no more.' Do they really want people
to make oversimplified statements about men and
women?” (Lessing, 2008).

But at the same time, the writer supported the
women's liberation movement, recognizing their right
to self-expression. Literary criticism, as a rule, divides
Doris Lessing's early creativity into two periods. One
of them covers the years 1949-1956 and is a period that
combines socio-political, anti-colonial and communist
views. This period includes the years when her books

“The Grass is Singing” and “Retreat to Innocence”
were published. The second period of her early work
mainly includes feminism, autobiographical works and
especially psychological themes: “The Golden
Notebook” and “The Children of Violence” that
posesses the series of five novels are noted as
significant events in her creativity.

Her works of mature period of creativity are
distinguished by their tendency towards science fiction
and Sufism. These include “Briefing for a Descent into
Hell”, “The Summer Before the Dark” and “Canopus
in Argos” which consisits of five novels.

Her recent period of creativity is mainly related to
the reworking of the themes raised in the early period
and the search for new creative ideas and themes: “The
Diary of a Good Neighbour”, “If the Old Could”, “The
Good Terrorist”, “The Fifth Child”, “Ben: in the
World”, “Playing the Game”.

It should be noted that D. Lessing's novel "The
Golden Notebook™ is considered the pinnacle of the
writer's creativity and among the works he has written
so far, "it makes for a strange, troubling and difficult
reading experience” (Jordison, 2019).

Main part. The novel “The Golden Notebook™ is
more about racial discrimination, communism, mental
mindset and the concept of norms, and all these
problems are described from the point of view of a
woman. Anne Mulkeen writes that “for its unique and
revealing portrayal of the twentieth-century's new
woman” (Mulkeen, 1972). Therefore, it can be said that
the problem of women is not dominant in the work, but
harmoniously fits into the problems of modern man,
becoming a translator of women. In other words, it talks
about the rights and freedom of the individual in
society.

The creation of the novel coincides with the years
when feminist literary criticism was born. It was after
this novel that feminist literature and the artistic
understanding of its problems were widely studied.
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During these years, the history of female writers who
had equal rights with male writers was studied, the
issue of women's self-expression in the art of the word,
where patriarchal discourse existed, was taken into
account, the accepted literary stereotypes were exposed
by going beyond the traditional patriarchal literary
canons, and the image of the subject-woman was
restored in the text. The novel “The Golden Notebook™
also reveals a new perspective in the narrative, going
beyond the meaning of “female writer”. Some attribute
the novel's narrative to a postmodern style. Thus, a
researcher studying the fictionality of a text puts
forward the same idea: “fiction is an important
technique in postmodernist novels” (Atamoglan, 2020).
The heroine of the novel thinks about her position in
society, highlights inequality in relations between
women and men, shares her thoughts on love,
creativity, and politics. In the preface to the work, the
writer wrote that “she does not mean the women's
liberation movement. She speaks of the anger and
resentment of many women” (Lessing, 2008).

The novel consists of five parts, and between each
part are notebooks reflecting the feelings and emotions
of the heroine of the work, the talented writer Anna
Wulf. The heroine writes her feelings in notebooks
marked with four different colors, “escaping from
chaos and formlessness, from helplessness, and trying
to separate different objects”. The past in Black Africa,
red is dedicated to modern politics, yellow to literary
creativity, and blue to everyday events. The author cuts
Anna Wulf’s notes in notebooks according to the reality
that comes from the plot of the work, and it is
interesting that each notebook ends with “two black
lines.” The fact that the heroine’s notes in notebooks
end meant that the novel does not end, because the
colorful fragments create the fifth — “The Golden
Notebook,” and for Anna Wulf it meant getting out of
the darkness, reaching clarity, finding the harmony of
existence and creativity. The author writes in the
preface: “In “The Golden Notebook”, everything is
united into a single whole, boundaries are erased,
divisions are put to an end, and this was a triumph of
thematic unity. Anna and Saul Greene destroy the
artificial plot in which their pasts are located” (Lessing,
2008). Templates and forms are invented so that one
can somehow create order and define oneself’. They
understand each other, recognize each other, and accept
their thoughts in the last “Golden Notebook”. For this
reason, both write in the same notebook, but it isn’t
known whether it is Anna or Saul who writes. Saul
gives Anna the topic for his new book, and Anna gives
him her notebook, giving him the idea for work.

It is clear from the plot of the novel that the main
character, depending on the circumstances, experiences
serious nervous breakdowns, goes through a moral
crisis, and reaches the point of going crazy. This moral
crisis is a reaction to the environment surrounding her
and the situation in society. The author brings the
absurd and chaotic situation in the political and social
environment in which an intelligent and sensitive
woman lives to a peak. She tests her rational and
emotional skills in various ways, bringing together a
person’s struggle for survival with moral values.

The novel's narrative describes the ideological
innovations and conscious changes of Anna Wulf in the
form of a story within a story. Anna Wulf's real crisis is
written down by the real Anna Wulf in the last “The
Notebook”, and the reader sees the deep roots of the
reasons that created the psychological state of the
heroine. It is in the last notebook that the heroine
regains her sense of self-confidence by gaining new
strength, abandoning the idea of individual and social
freedom and focusing not on personal freedom, but on
the idea of change and renewal of society.

As can be seen, the author has created the image
of a woman who has her own position in life and
creativity, who can realize her own thoughts and point
of view. For this, she pays attention to the psychology,
internal state, identity of the heroine, and illuminates
her gradual transition. In fact, D. Lessing, bypassing the
problems of radical feminism, speaks only of women,
talking about their equal existence as men. It is no
coincidence that the heroine's surname is the same as
that of Virginia Woolf, a member of the Bloomsbury
group. It is known that Virginia Woolf paid special
attention to the problems of creative women, writing
about a strong woman who called herself a creative
crisis. D. Lessing's heroine, Anna Wulf, is also able to
get out of the crisis she falls into and resolve all
conflicts harmoniously.

The work begins with the theme of conflict, and
the heroine talks about the reality where “everything is
falling apart, collapsing.” Anna Wulf expresses her
thoughts on the situation in certain circles of English
society. This conflict situation is repeated many times
throughout the work, gradually influencing the opening
of other motifs and leitmotifs. The heroine believes that
the reason for this is the fragmentary nature of society,
the disappearance of interpersonal relationships, and
the meaninglessness of life itself. Anna Wulf is a writer
and writes the work “The Shadow of the Third”. The
absence of the principle of dialogue in interpersonal
relationships, distrust are leitmotifs in the heroine’s
own life, in her diaries, in her novel, and in her four
different colored notebooks. The heroine, who writes in
her notebooks in different fonts, creates an atmosphere
of dialogue with quotes cut from newspapers, sketches
taken from literary works, and parodies. All this
indicates the turmoil, suffering, and fragmentation in
her inner world. As the work progresses, her inner
suffering and psychological state deepen, and the
heroine faces the threat of losing her identity. As if this
were not enough, she falls into depression, lives with
fear and anxiety.

From the beginning of the work, it becomes clear
that Anna has been abandoned by the person she loves
and she is suffering. This event is discussed from
beginning to end with her friend Molly. Anna's novel
“The Shadow of the Third” is built on the theme of
separation. Anna's alter ego, Ella, the heroine of the
novel “The Shadow of the Third”, comes to the point
of suicide after this event. However, the attentive reader
sees that before reaching this point, the writer Anna
goes to a psychologist at the very beginning of her
relationship with her beloved Michael, complaining
that she can’t experience truly deep feelings. So, Anna,
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who transfers herself to the image of Ella, was
experiencing psychological shocks and was in search of
her identity long before the work was written.

The turmoil in Anna's inner world was related to
the events taking place in society, the country, and the
world. She looked at events globally, experiencing
every new crisis and disaster that occurred on a global
scale. The tests with the atomic bomb, the polarization
of the world, the division into good and evil, the
numerous local conflicts that occurred in different parts
of the world aroused in her a sense of regret, made her
close herself. Anna first pasted newspaper materials in
her notebook, and later on the walls of her apartment.
The author presents her heroine as a socially
responsible person who is sensitive to the pain of
others, perceives the pain of others as her own and
suffers because of this.

After Anna's psychologist examined her, it was
decided that what was happening, the source of pain,
should be sought not outside, but in her inner world.
The reader can’t understand the mental incompleteness
of Anna, who gained world fame with her novel. What
happens to her, a fairly well-off person, the mother of a
successful child who lives as she wants and does not
suffer from financial dependence, a person who is not
left without attention from friends? Anna's endless
suffering is connected with her individual worldview
and attitude to world events. She can’t be satisfied with
herself, and can’t easily relate to the suffering of those
around her, she thinks that she is also morally guilty in
what is happening. The disunity in society, the
misunderstanding between people torment her. She
thinks that she lives in a world where the bonds
between people are severed. These thoughts, spoken by
Ella, the heroine of Anna Wulf's novel “The Shadow of
the Third”, apply to Anna, she sees and describes the
world in this way.

In order to restore her inner integrity, Anna
decides that it is necessary to isolate her consciousness
from some issues, to “close it off”, to impose certain
restrictions on herself. Repeated dreams of her mother
frighten her, a “destructive nightmare” torments her.
Evil force appears to her in various forms. First, it
appears in the form of a dance of slanderous, bitter
dishes, then in the form of a “cheerful old man” who
destroys people, and finally in the form of a man she
knows, and forces the heroine to come to this
conclusion.

Dreams, fantasies, visions are observed with the
awakening of the hero's personality. Along with the
recurring nightmares of evil, Anna also sees good.
These two events make her think, and she comes to the
conclusion that destructive and good forces are
combined in one person. When the two dancing dwarfs
are understood as the fantasies hidden in Anna's
individual creativity, the force that motivates her to the
creative process, the hero finds comfort. The revelation
of the secret of scary and incomprehensible dreams
gives Anna real pleasure, prompting her to restore her
creative potential. When conversations with the doctor
come to her in a dream like a benevolent witch, she
recognizes herself and comes to the conclusion that she
can now help herself. The scene of crossing the Yellow

Sand Dune and climbing the mountain she saw in her
dream once again proves to her that she is already at a
new stage of life and will be able to overcome this
heavy burden. It is interesting that in the scene of
climbing the mountain in her dream, she sees an
unfamiliar person. This person is her savior, her
salvation. The psychologist explains that the person she
sees is herself. In other words, it is her identity, her
identity. That savior explains to Anna that she can fight
with herself and win this battle. That is why it is
necessary to return to the past, to “work™ on it: “Every
time | sit down to write, and let my mind go easy, the
words, It is so dark, or something to do with darkness.
Terror. The terror of this city. Fear of being alone”
(Lessing, 2008: 46).

Throughout the work, it becomes clear that Anna’s
thoughts draw the line of her life, turning into a
nightmare in a way that she does not want, but at the
same time bringing her back to life. The thoughts that
Anna records in her “Black Notebook™ talk about the
world and the wars it creates. People's thirst for death,
their conscious approach to it, terrifies Anna: “Every
time one of them arrives | want to laugh-the laughter of
disgust. Bad laughter, the laughter of helplessness, a
self-punishment. Unreal letters, when | think of a slope
of hot pored granite, my cheeks against hot rock, the
red light on my eyelids. Lunch with the agent. Unreal-
the novel is more and more a sort of creature with its
own life” (Lessing, 2008: 48). Anna struggles with her
feelings, views these feelings as immoral. These
immoral feelings cause her shame and regret. Anna
protests, and her protest results in not writing a novel.
The famous novelist expresses her protest in this way
and therefore keeps notebook entries that only she can
read.

Anna, who forbids herself from being creative,
turns herself into an object of criticism in her notebooks
rather than judging people and humanity. Anna judges
only herself, not others. Anna does not expect anything
like others, does not resent her loved ones, but on the
contrary, gets along with everyone tries to go. Even
when he criticizes someone inside, she blames herself,
a sense of shame dominates her, she reproaches herself.

In the image of Anna, D. Lessing depicts a person
who is caught between his personality and the laws of
society, who is at war with her inner "I", who can’t
bring her creativity and reality together. Her creative
personality, unlike an ordinary person, is immersed in
fantasies in his dreams, subconsciously, and is driven
to suicide in the reality she has invented: “The four
notebooks were identical, about eighteen inches square,
with shiny covers, like the texture of a cheap watered
silk. But the colours distinguished them-black, red,
yellow and blue. When the covers were laid back,
exposing the four first pages, it seemed that order had
not immediately imposed itself. In each, the first page
or two showed broken scribblings and half- sentences.
Then a title appeared, as if Anna had, almost
automatically, divided herself into four, and then, from
the nature of what she had written, named these
divisions”(Lessing, 2008: 45).

“The Black Notebook” is a record of the peak of
her fantasies, a step towards suicide. Here, death and
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destruction, human disasters take place in shades of
black. Notebook notes and newspaper clippings pasted
on the wall reflect her inner world. In “The Blue
Notebook,” the reader learns that Anna discussed with
a psychologist not only the issue of not writing, but also
the feeling of shame about what happened, and the
affirmation of her own identity. “The Blue Notebook”
is based on Anna’s rehabilitation, her gradual “coming
to herself.” Anna moves away from self-judgment and
enters the stage of self-acceptance, making peace with
herself. However, in these notes, Anna still can’t regain
her desire to write, and answers the question addressed
to her “when will you write?” with: “Maybe never.”
Anna’s creative sense is restored only in the notes of
“The Golden Notebook,” and she finds herself as a
writer when she begins to write together with her alter
ego, Saul Green. As Karan Mahajan notes, “She dreams
of generating “a new kind of strength” out of chaos, of
wearing words like “insecure” and “unrooted” as a sort
of badge” (Mahajan, 2020).

Conclusion. As a result of the four notebooks,
Anna Wulf creates the fifth “Golden Notebook” by
“bringing the four together” and in fact restores her
identity, her inner integrity. The image of the Golden
Notebook in this case becomes a characteristic feature
of identity. It is in this notebook that Anna merges with
the identity of Anna in the other four notebooks. Also,

as a creative person, she creates a whole androgynous
creator in both feminine and masculine beginnings. The
reader is fully convinced of this when he witnesses that
the notes are taken by Saul Green along with Anna. For
this reason, “The Golden Notebook™ is the victory of
Anna Wulf’s identity as a woman, a person, and a
writer, a reflection of her personal integrity. D. Lessing
also repeatedly disagreed with those who called “The
Golden Notebook” a “feminist novel,” calling it the
restoration of the integrity of the individual and the
flagship of personal rights.
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THE CONCEPT OF “ROAD” IN MEDIEVAL ENGLISH LITERATURE

Abstract

The concept “road” as a multivalent symbol is widely encountered in world literature since ancient times
and depending on the context is not always used in its direct meaning. However, in all cases the road is a metaphor
of movement, change and progress. In literary works, the road mainly acts as a symbol of spiritual journey, efforts
of self-discovery and new beginnings. In medieval English literature, the road as a multivalent concept represent-
ing both physical and symbolic journey symbolises the path to truth, enlightenment and salvation. This article
examines philosophical, religious, spiritual and other aspects of the concept of “road” in the context of analysing
two literary monuments of medieval English literature - the epic “Beowulf” and “The Canterbury Tales” by
G.Chaucer. In the context of the characters' fates, the concept of the road is analysed as a multilayered symbol
uniting the physical and spiritual dimensions of human existence.

The road, as a universal archetype, is a constant
and eternal image found in folklore and literary works.
M. M. Bakhtin, highlighting the chronotope of the
“road” as one of the key narrative and meaning-creating
chronotopes, argues that “few works are without varia-
tions of the motif of the road”. M. M. Bakhtin writes:
“On the road (‘the great road’), the spatial and temporal
paths of the most diverse people—representatives of all
estates, conditions, religions, nationalities, and ages—
intersect at one point in time and space” (BaxTuH,
1975).

One of the literary works in which the concept of
"road" manifests on various levels is the poem Beowulf,
a striking example of the Old English epic tradition.
(Heaney). Ernest J.B. Kirtlan writes: “Beowulf” may
rightly be pronounced the great national epic of the An-
glo-Saxon race. Not that it exalts the race so much as
that it presents the spirit of the Anglo-Saxon peoples,
the ideals and aims, the manners and customs, of our
ancestors, and that it does so in setting before us a great
national hero” (Kirtlan, 2015). The concept of "road"
here can be interpreted from several perspectives. The
protagonist, Beowulf, embarks on both literal and met-
aphorical journeys, during which his courage, moral in-
tegrity, and leadership qualities are tested. In the poem,
the heroes must traverse various "roads": from the
"dark" seas to the challenges of battling terrifying ene-
mies. These roads hold both physical and symbolic sig-
nificance, relating to fate or personal choice.

The first visible level in the poem is the physical
one. Beowulf's journey to Denmark to aid King Hroth-
gar is the first significant "road" in the poem. This sea
voyage is fraught with danger and demonstrates Beo-
wulf's courage and determination. It is a physical tran-
sition into a foreign land, but also an introduction to a
world of trials, where Beowulf will prove his worth by
facing Grendel's mother and, ultimately, the dragon.

The concept of "road" is also reflected in the
scenes of battles with sea monsters and the epic combat
episodes. Beowulf's confrontations with these dangers

are both literal and figurative expressions of his hero-
ism. All of this signifies Beowulf's noble journey, with
each physical step he takes bringing him closer to ful-
filling his destined heroic mission.

This, inturn, leads to the analysis of another aspect
of the concept of the road: the theme of the road as fate.
The road of fate, linking physical paths, represents a
journey that Beowulf cannot control. The plot of the
poem suggests that although individuals make choices,
they remain subject to forces beyond their control. The
road of fate is evident throughout the work, especially
in the moments leading to the demise of the main char-
acters.

For example, Beowulf's final battle with the
dragon can be seen as the culmination of fate. Despite
his previous victories, this battle marks the end of his
journey. The poem reflects how Beowulf confronts the
consequences of his past actions in the latter part of his
life. His fate, defined by his courage, remains unavoid-
able. The dragon, symbolizing Beowulf's past deeds
and accumulated wealth, also serves as a harbinger of
his ultimate demise. The "road" of fate in Beowulf sug-
gests that even the greatest heroes are not immune to
the inevitable flow of time and death.

The next aspect of the concept of "road" in Beo-
wulf is tied to moral and ethical values. Beowulf's deci-
sions are guided by a code of honor that reflects the val-
ues of Anglo-Saxon warrior culture. These values are
evident in his willingness to fight dangerous enemies to
protect his people and his reputation, rather than for
personal gain. Throughout the narrative, Beowulf
chooses the "right" path, adhering to virtues such as
loyalty, courage, and generosity.

In the first part of the poem, Beowulf chooses to
fight Grendel without weapons. This act is a testament
to his honor. He prefers to face the creature on equal
terms, adhering to the warrior code that values personal
strength and bravery over reliance on external factors
and tricks. Similarly, Hrothgar's decision to fight Gren-
del's mother after the death of his beloved queen
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demonstrates his sense of duty and moral responsibil-
ity.

Beowulf's journey also represents a "path" of
leadership. As a young hero, he seeks glory through
strength and martial prowess, but as an aging king, he
comes to understand the importance of wisdom and re-
sponsibility. His final confrontation with the dragon il-
lustrates how his "path"” of leadership has evolved. He
no longer seeks personal glory; instead, he is concerned
with the safety of his people and the legacy he will
leave behind. The "path" of leadership in Beowulf em-
phasizes the transformation of a warrior, who once
sought personal fame, into a king focused on the wel-
fare of his kingdom.

In the Middle Ages, the idea of "the road" was
closely intertwined with religious, moral, and social
themes. Whether it concerned a physical journey, a
moral choice, or a spiritual pilgrimage, it was a central
concept for understanding the human condition, the fate
of the soul, and the relationship between man, God, and
society. The hero’s journey along these paths often
symbolized his inner development and ultimate des-
tiny.

examines the monomyth of the "hero's journey"
in the context of the road and journey, concluding that
it is ultimately and “a wonderful transition and return™.

Pilgrimages and various religious-spiritual jour-
neys were common phenomena, as people undertook
them for spiritual reasons. The concept of “the road"
became fundamental in religious literature, such as pil-
grimages to God or salvation. According to I.F.
Golovchenko, “the concept of journey in the Middle
Ages was also perceived through the lens of religion:
the journey had an allegorical nature and was primarily
seen as a path toward something unattainable”
(T'onoBuenko, 2017).

A striking example of this is Geoffrey Chaucer's
Canterbury Tales, in which the pilgrimage to Canter-
bury serves as both a physical journey and a metaphor
for the search for the salvation of the soul (Chaucer,
2019). The frequent use of the road as a metaphor can
be explained by the fact that "the connection between
time and space in the depiction of the road generates
rich metaphors” (Manbsuesa, 2022). Here, the concept
of the passage of time is expressed through metaphors
such as "life's journey," "historical path," "laborious
path," and others.

The physical journey undertaken by the pilgrims
also symbolizes the spiritual, moral, and social paths
they choose. "Thus, the road is connected with move-
ment, which can be both physical and spiritual, i.e., ac-
tual and mental” (Bonmaps, 2006). Chaucer employs
the concept of the "road" to explore human nature, so-
cial roles, and the relationship between fate and free
will. It is this concept that plays a central role in under-
standing the structure and meaning of the work. An
analysis of Chaucer's tales reveals that the concept of
the "road" served as a foundation through which
broader themes such as morality, pilgrimage, and social
mobility in medieval society could be explored.

The literal journey of the pilgrims from London to
Canterbury is a shared experience, but it is also marked

by individual stories and experiences. The pilgrims rep-
resent all layers of medieval English society: among
them are a knight, a monk, a priest, a doctor, a sailor, a
merchant, a weaver, a cook, a yeoman, a canon, and
others. Their stories are quite diverse. Each of these
characters has their own lifestyle, which influences
their narrative, actions, and attitude toward the pilgrim-
age.

The physical "road" for Chaucer serves as a means
to represent the intersection of medieval society with
the pilgrims, ranging from knights to the clergy and
commoners. For instance, in the Knight's Tale, the ideal
medieval "path" of knighthood and valor is embodied.
The medieval person was convinced of their powerless-
ness in the face of the cruelty of gods or fate, who
seemed to revel in human suffering. However, the dy-
ing Arcite refutes the notion of humans as mere toys of
fate, finding the strength to overcome fate's will, recon-
cile with Palamon, and return to the knightly ideals of
"selfless nobility, true justice, and self-forgetting ser-
vice to others." The subsequent wedding of Palamon
and Emily, following Arcite's death, for medieval read-
ers, affirmed that “the will of the all-good God, turning
all things to good," acted, "though in a hidden form,
even in pagan antiquity.” "When the great first-moving
Cause had created the fair chain of love, great was the
deed and high his intent, and well wist he what he did”
(Chaucer, 1919).

Chaucer presents characters who, on one hand,
submit to divine will and the natural order, while on the
other hand, possess the autonomy to choose their own
actions. The conflict between Palamon and Arcite in the
Knight's Tale can be interpreted as a struggle between
fate and free will. Both men believe they desire to
marry the same woman, yet their actions, based on free
will, lead them down a path that ultimately ends in trag-
edy. This reflects the medieval belief in divine inter-
vention, while also acknowledging the significance of
human choice.

Each of the characters in the poem seeks their own
path, and the "path” of the Wife of Bath reflects a more
secular, experience-based understanding of love and
marriage (Chaucer,1919). The Wife of Bath’s story
tells of her journey to independence and control over
her life. Her multiple marriages are part of her "path"
toward personal empowerment, challenging the social
expectations placed on women in Chaucer's time. The
"Monk's Tale" presents a "path" of piety and humility,
preaching repentance and moral righteousness.
Through these contrasting "paths,” Chaucer explores
how social status, gender, and personal experience
shape individuals' approaches to life and pilgrimage
(Chaucer, 1919)

Thus, the tale of each pilgrim can be seen as a de-
scription of their personal moral or spiritual journey.
Chaucer reflects the diversity of lifestyles, illustrating
the contradiction between virtue and vice, divine will
and human will, as well as the consequences of differ-
ent life choices. Abdullayeva, who studies the same
problem in English literature, writes that in this case the
"the sharp contradiction between the moral values and
the values created by religious law is captured in the
mockery of bitter laughter” (Abdullayeva, 2021).
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In conclusion, it can be argued that in Beowulf, the
concept of "the road" operates on multiple levels, re-
vealing profound symbolic layers of heroism, fate, and
morality. Whether it is the inevitable journey across the
seas, determined by fate, or the moral choices that de-
fine the hero's character, the "road" plays a powerful
symbolic role in the poem. Beowulf's journey teaches
that the choice of path is, on one hand, linked to the
decisions of the individual, and on the other, to forces
beyond his control. In this sense, Beowulf is not only
the heroic story of one man but also the tale of the com-
plex interaction between choice, fate, and the course of
life.

In “The Canterbury Tales”, Geoffrey Chaucer
masterfully combines the literal and metaphorical use
of the concept of "the road" to explore themes of mo-
rality, social structure, and spiritual development. The
concept of "the road" serves both as the foundation for
physical pilgrimage and as a means for a deeper explo-
ration of the characters' inner lives. By examining how
people from different social strata travel their personal
paths, Chaucer invites readers to reflect on the com-
plexity of the human experience and the paths they
choose in life.

Conclusion. In medieval literature, the concept of
the road is deeply interwoven with themes of morality,
spirituality, and social structure. Geoffrey Chaucer’s
“The Canterbury Tales” epitomizes this with its pil-
grimage framework, where the literal journey to Can-
terbury mirrors the characters’ moral and spiritual
quests. The diversity of pilgrims—from knights to
commoners—reflects the intersection of social strata,
while their individual stories explore universal themes
of virtue, redemption, and human folly.

Similarly, in the Old English epic “Beowulf”, the
road signifies both physical and existential journeys.
Beowulf’s travels, fraught with trials and battles, sym-
bolize his path to heroism, self-discovery, and eventual

mortality. The interplay between fate and free will is
central to the narrative, as Beowulf navigates the chal-
lenges posed by his destiny.

The author argues that administrative protection through the
Appeals Chamber has a number of advantages compared to judicial proceedings. Based on the analysis of scien-
tific approaches and judicial practice, conclusions were formulated that further improvement of the work of the
chamber will contribute to strengthening the legal system and innovation potential of Ukraine.

Abstract.

The article examines the legal and organizational nature of operational and investigative information as a
key element of the modern system of combating crime. The content of operational and investigative information,
its importance for the detection, prevention and resolution of crimes, as well as for making informed management
decisions in the activities of internal affairs bodies and other entities fighting crime are revealed. Particular at-
tention is paid to the analysis of the current legislation of Ukraine in the field of operational and investigative
activities, in particular the Law of Ukraine "On Operational and Investigative Activities", as well as the relation-
ship between operational information and other types of forensic information. The article substantiates that the
effectiveness of organizational and legal support directly depends on the timely, complete and reliable collection,
analysis and use of operational data. Specific ways of improving the regulatory and legal framework are proposed,
in particular by improving mechanisms for interagency cooperation, expanding the powers of relevant bodies
within the legal framework and introducing modern information processing technologies. As a result, it is con-
cluded that increasing the efficiency of the use of operational and investigative information requires a compre-
hensive approach, which includes legislative modernization, training of qualified personnel, strengthening the
technical base, and introducing mechanisms for controlling the legality of the use of the information obtained.

Abstract.

Regulatory legal acts governing their activities are analyzed, including
the Law of Ukraine "On Operational and Investigative Activities" and the provisions of the Criminal Procedure
Code of Ukraine. The main tasks of these units are outlined, in particular, the detection, prevention, and solving
of criminal offenses, as well as the protection of individuals involved in criminal proceedings.

Special attention is paid to the procedure for carrying out operational and investigative measures and their
procedural status. The interaction of operational units with other law enforcement agencies, investigators, and
prosecutors is considered, as well as issues of legal regulation of covert investigative (search) actions. Emphasis
is placed on the importance of adhering to legality, human rights, and freedoms in the performance of their duties.

The conducted analysis allows us to conclude the significant role of operational units within the law
enforcement system, their responsibility for ensuring national security and public order. The effectiveness of their
work largely depends on strict compliance with legislative norms, the professionalism of personnel, and
interagency coordination in the fight against crime.

Abstract

The article discusses the issues of criminal liability of legal entities in accordance with the Criminal Code of
the Republic of Kazakhstan. In recent years, more and more countries have introduced this system into their crim-
inal law. The main motive for recognizing the criminal liability of legal entities was the need to combat environ-
mental and economic crimes. This is due to the fact that the personal responsibility of company directors has
proved ineffective in compensating for the damage caused or preventing the commission of new similar crimes.
The seriousness of objections to the criminal liability of legal entities remains very attractive in relation to certain
