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MULTILINGUAL TRAINING OF FUTURE ENGINEERING EDUCATORS AS A FACTOR IN
DEVELOPING THEIR INTERCULTURAL COMPETENCE

Abstract.

The article explores multilingual training as a key factor in developing intercultural competence among
future engineering educators. In the context of globalization and integration of educational spaces, future
specialists require not only technical knowledge and professional skills but also linguistic and intercultural
awareness. Multilingual education integrates language acquisition with cultural and professional knowledge,
enhancing students’ cognitive flexibility, communicative competence, and readiness for international
collaboration. The study examines theoretical models of intercultural communicative competence (Byram, Cenoz,
Dockrell, Shumytska) and considers practical strategies, including CLIL, translanguaging, and project-based
learning, applied in both Ukrainian and European higher education. The analysis demonstrates that multilingual
training fosters critical thinking, intercultural sensitivity, and the ability to effectively integrate linguistic
resources in professional and academic contexts. Implementing multilingual programs contributes to the
humanization of technical education, improves academic mobility, and prepares students for participation in

global professional and educational projects.

In the contemporary context of globalization and
the integration of educational spaces, the preparation of
specialists requires not only professional knowledge
and technical competence but also a high level of
intercultural and linguistic awareness. This is
particularly relevant for future engineering educators,
who combine technical specialization with pedagogical
activity and actively participate in international
scientific and educational projects.

Multilingual training is a key factor in the
development of intercultural competence, as it
integrates the acquisition of multiple languages with
cultural and professional knowledge. The ability to
communicate effectively in a multilingual environment
enhances academic mobility, professional
competitiveness, and the integration of graduates into
the global educational space [2, p. 45; 3, p. 38].

The aim of this section is to provide a theoretical
rationale for the role of multilingual training in forming
the intercultural competence of future engineering
educators. To achieve this goal, contemporary concepts
of intercultural learning (Byram [2], Kramsch [6],
Shumytska [8]) and approaches to the development of
multilingualism in technical education (Cenoz [3],
Erling [7], Bilaniuk [1]) are considered, along with an
analysis of Ukrainian and European experiences in
implementing multilingual strategies.

The concept of multilingual
encompasses a complex of linguistic,

education
cultural,

cognitive, and social aspects. It implies developing the
individual’s ability to wuse multiple languages
effectively in various spheres of professional and social
activity, to understand the cultural context of
communication, and to demonstrate tolerance toward
linguistic and cultural differences [3, p. 22; 4, p. 18].
Such an approach contributes to the formation of
flexible communicative competence, the ability to
adapt language behavior depending on context and
communication goals, and the development of
intercultural sensitivity, which is critically important in
a globalized educational environment.

Contemporary research highlights the close
connection between multilingual education and the
development of metalinguistic awareness—the ability
to recognize structures and functions of different
languages, compare them, and apply cross-linguistic
transfer. Cenoz [3, p. 38] notes that proficiency in
multiple languages enhances cognitive flexibility and
supports the development of analytical and problem-
solving skills, which is particularly important for future
engineering educators. Cognitive flexibility enables
more effective adaptation to changing professional
conditions and more productive resolution of complex
technical and pedagogical tasks.

Erling [7, p. 64] emphasizes that multilingualism
is most effectively realized in an educational
environment where all student languages are treated as
equal resources rather than auxiliary disciplines. This
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creates conditions for integrated learning, where
professional knowledge and language competencies are
developed simultaneously. At the same time, it
highlights the importance of a supportive educational
environment in which students can freely experiment
with communication strategies and receive constructive
feedback.

In pedagogical science, multilingual training is
defined as a process that integrates three interrelated
components:

Linguistic component — the development of
foreign language communicative competence and the
ability to use languages effectively in professional
activity and intercultural communication [1, p. 17];

Pedagogical component — the formation of skills
to organize and assess learning using multiple
languages, implementing innovative methods and
approaches that consider the multicultural context [5, p.
41];

Cultural component — the ability to recognize and
evaluate cultural differences, critically analyze one’s
own stereotypes, and approaches to intercultural
interaction [2, p. 45; 8, p. 59].

The Council of Europe [4, p. 22] develops the
concept of translanguaging, according to which
students’ linguistic activity functions as a unified
dynamic system combining all language resources to
solve  educational and  professional  tasks.
Translanguaging is particularly effective in technical
education, where professional content must be
simultaneously mastered along with the development
of communicative skills. It stimulates creative thinking,
expands strategic communication options, and
contributes to deeper assimilation of learning material.

Thus, multilingual education in the professional
training of future engineering educators goes beyond
mere language knowledge. It represents a complex
process of developing cognitive flexibility,
intercultural competence, and the ability to integrate
language resources in professional activity. This
approach provides a foundation for effective
communication in global educational and professional
environments, increasing adaptability and
competitiveness of future specialists.

Intercultural learning is a key element in the
professional preparation of future engineering
educators, as it develops the ability to understand and
interact effectively with representatives of different
cultures. Modern scientific concepts emphasize that
intercultural ~ competence  integrates  cognitive,
communicative, and axiological aspects, combining
knowledge about cultures, intercultural interaction
skills, and a value-based attitude toward diversity [2, p.
45; 6, p. 32].

Cenoz [2, p. 45] proposed the Intercultural
Communicative Competence (ICC) model, which
includes five interrelated components:

Attitudes — openness, tolerance, and readiness for
intercultural dialogue;

Knowledge - understanding cultural
traditions, and social practices;

Interpretive skills — ability to explain and compare
cultural phenomena;

norms,

Interaction skills — effective communication with
representatives of other cultures in professional and
social contexts;

Critical cultural awareness — analysis of one’s own
cultural stereotypes and values, fostering reflection and
self-development [2, p. 47].

Dockrell et al. [6, p. 32] expand the ICC concept
by emphasizing the role of language as a mediator
between cultures. For engineering educators, who
combine technical expertise with pedagogical activity
and participation in international projects, this implies
an integrated approach where language competence
development simultaneously stimulates cultural
sensitivity and professional communication skills.

Shumytska [8, p. 59], in the context of Ukrainian
education, defines intercultural competence as a
combination of knowledge, skills, and values that
allows students to interact effectively in a global
educational environment while preserving their cultural
identity. She emphasizes that foreign language learning
should consider the cultural context, fostering
tolerance, adaptability, and readiness for constructive
dialogue [8, p. 62].

Dendrinos [5, p. 41] stresses the necessity of
integrating intercultural learning with professional
disciplines. For future engineering educators, this
means combining the study of English with the
acquisition of technical knowledge, simultaneously
forming professional and intercultural competence.
Such an approach enables education within the context
of real international projects, develops teamwork and
intercultural communication skills, and enhances
readiness for adaptation in the global professional
environment.

Bilaniuk [1, p. 24] highlights that effective
formation of intercultural competence requires the use
of intercultural scenarios, simulations, and projects that
model real international professional situations. This
allows students to develop critical thinking,
adaptability, and practical intercultural interaction
skills in a professional context, directly impacting the
quality of their preparation for international educational
and technical projects.

Thus, the concepts of Cenoz, Dockrell, and
Shumytska form the theoretical foundation for
understanding how multilingual training contributes to
the development of intercultural competence in future
engineering educators. They demonstrate that
developing intercultural skills is impossible without
integrating language education, professional training,
and cultural reflection, ensuring effective preparation
of specialists for global educational and professional
environments.

Multilingualism in the professional training of
engineering educators is viewed as a strategy for
comprehensive development, combining mastery of
multiple language systems with the acquisition of
technical and pedagogical knowledge. It goes beyond
simple vocabulary or grammar accumulation:
multilingual training fosters the conscious use of
diverse language resources in professional activity,
adapts communication to the specifics of international
technical and educational environments, and develops
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cognitive flexibility, critical thinking, and adaptive
pedagogical skills [3, p. 38; 7, p. 64].

Cenoz [3, p. 38] emphasizes that multilingualism
promotes the development of metalinguistic
awareness—the ability to analyze language structures,
recognize functional differences, and apply cross-
linguistic transfers. For future engineering educators,
this means not only mastering technical terminology
but also critically evaluating communication strategies
in a multilingual professional context, anticipating
potential communication barriers, and effectively
overcoming them.

Erling [7, p. 64] stresses that successful
implementation of multilingualism in technical
education requires creating a learning environment
where all student languages are considered equal
resources, not auxiliary disciplines. This approach
ensures  professional  mobility, communication
flexibility, and preparation for participation in
international projects where technical expertise is
combined with pedagogical activity.

Practical implementation of multilingualism is
often achieved through CLIL (Content and Language
Integrated Learning) strategies, which combine the
study of technical disciplines with the development of
foreign language competence. Teaching courses in
English or another foreign language allows students to
simultaneously master professional terminology and
develop communicative skills, increasing their
readiness to work in international academic and
professional environments [5, p. 41; 9, p. 22].

Bilaniuk [1, p. 17] identifies three interrelated
components of multilingual training:

Linguistic — development of professional
communicative skills and ability to use technical and
academic language accurately and effectively;

Pedagogical — formation of the ability to plan and
organize the educational process in multiple languages,
including project work, simulations, and case studies;

Cultural — awareness of cultural differences,
critical evaluation of personal stereotypes, and
development of intercultural sensitivity.

Council of Europe recommended translanguaging
approaches stimulate cognitive flexibility and holistic
thinking, which is extremely important for engineering
educators in multilingual professional environments.
Translanguaging allows students to effectively
combine all available language resources for mastering
professional content, completing academic and
technical tasks, and developing intercultural
competence.

Thus, multilingualism in the training of
engineering educators represents a comprehensive
strategic model of development, integrating cognitive,
communicative, and cultural competencies. It prepares
future specialists to function effectively in global
technical and educational environments, perform
professional tasks at an international level, and
participate in intercultural educational and technical
projects.

In Ukraine, multilingual training of future
engineering educators gains particular importance in
the context of European integration and increasing

international academic mobility. National educational
programs emphasize the simultaneous development of
foreign language competence and professional skills,
allowing students to integrate effectively into global
educational and professional environments [8, p. 59; 9,

p. 48].
Bilaniuk [1, p. 17] notes that Ukrainian higher
education institutions  implement  multilingual

approaches through project work, case studies, and
simulation exercises. Such practices allow students to
simultaneously acquire technical knowledge and
develop communicative skills, forming an effective
foundation for future professional activity in an
international context. Special attention is paid to
developing the ability to adapt language behavior to
various professional situations and to use language
resources to solve complex technical and pedagogical
problems.

Shumytska [8, p. 62] emphasizes the principle of
unity in diversity, which combines learning English and
other foreign languages with maintaining cultural
identity. This approach develops students’ ability to
adapt to diverse academic and professional
environments, cultivate intercultural sensitivity and
tolerance, which is critically important for successful
teamwork and participation in international projects.

CLIL strategies play a significant role in practical
implementation of multilingual training in Ukrainian
universities. Teaching technical disciplines in a foreign
language allows simultaneous acquisition of
professional terminology and development of language
competence, enhancing students’ readiness for
international collaboration and integration into global
educational and professional networks [5, p. 41; 9, p.
48].

The translanguaging approach [4, p. 22] enables
students to use all available language resources in
learning and professional activity. This fosters flexible
communication strategies, intercultural sensitivity, and
holistic thinking required for work in multilingual
environments, while stimulating creativity and strategic
thinking in solving professional tasks.

Nikolska [9, p. 51] emphasizes that multilingual
programs not only develop language competence but
also cultivate skills in international communication,
critical thinking, and readiness for collaborative work
on global projects. Thus, multilingual training in
Ukrainian higher education institutions represents a
comprehensive strategy for forming professionally and
culturally competent specialists capable of functioning
effectively in international academic and professional
environments, adapting to global education standards,
and contributing to innovative approaches in technical
and pedagogical activities.

Analysis of contemporary research indicates that
multilingual training of future engineering educators
serves as a systemic factor in developing intercultural
competence and preparing professionally qualified
specialists for international educational and technical
environments. The main conclusions can be
summarized as follows:

Multilingual education promotes simultaneous
development of cognitive, linguistic, and cultural skills
in students, which is critically important for effective
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professional activity in a global technical environment.
Proficiency in multiple languages enhances cognitive
flexibility, analytical and problem-solving skills,
directly affecting the quality of professional decisions
[2, p. 45; 3, p. 38].

Intercultural skills develop through integration of
cultural knowledge, practical intercultural
communication skills, and critical thinking, enabling
students to interact effectively in international
educational and professional contexts while preserving
their cultural identity [2, p. 47; 6, p. 32; 8, p. 59].

Studies by Cenoz, Dockrell, Shumytska, Bilaniuk,
and Erling, and recommendations of the Council of
Europe, demonstrate that successful formation of
intercultural competence requires combining cognitive,
communicative, and cultural strategies. Multilingual
training is not merely a tool for language learning but
an instrument for comprehensive development of
professional and intercultural skills.

Implementation of multilingual programs in
technical education in Ukraine fosters student academic
mobility, preparation for international projects, and
integration into the global educational space. Project
work, case studies, and simulations allow simultaneous
acquisition of technical knowledge and development of
communicative and intercultural competence [1, p. 17;
9, p. 48].

Use of CLIL strategies, translanguaging, and
project-based activities ensures the simultaneous
development of professional and language
competences, creating conditions for effective
intercultural interaction and fostering adaptability in
multilingual and multicultural environments [4, p. 22;
5,p. 41; 7, p. 64].

Thus, multilingual training is a systemic factor in
forming the intercultural competence of future
engineering educators, integrating linguistic, cultural,
and professional aspects of learning. It ensures not only
effective communication in international professional
environments but also the development of cognitive

flexibility, critical thinking, and readiness for
collaborative work in global educational and technical
projects.
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OPTIMIZING NUTRITIONAL MANAGEMENT IN CHRONIC PANCREATITIS: CLINICAL
INSIGHTS AND EDUCATIONAL STRATEGIES

Abstract.

This article explores the role of dietary therapy in the management of chronic pancreatitis, focusing on its
clinical relevance and implementation in patient education. Proper nutrition is a cornerstone of long-term
management in chronic pancreatitis, helping to alleviate symptoms, prevent complications, and improve quality of
life. The study synthesizes current guidelines and clinical evidence on nutritional strategies, including
macronutrient modification, enzyme replacement, and micronutrient supplementation. It also highlights the
importance of individualized meal planning, timing, and the avoidance of dietary triggers. Empirical evidence is
drawn from recent clinical trials and dietary intervention studies.

The findings emphasize the role of interdisciplinary cooperation between physicians, dietitians, and educators
in managing nutritional therapy effectively. Nutritional support not only reduces gastrointestinal symptoms but
also improves the efficacy of pharmacological interventions, including enzyme replacement therapy. The article
discusses the need for patient-centered approaches that take into account comorbidities, lifestyle, and socio-
economic factors. It also explores innovations in dietary counseling techniques and the integration of technology
for monitoring adherence. The article concludes by offering practical recommendations and advocating for greater

integration of nutritional counseling into chronic pancreatitis treatment protocols.

Relevance of the Problem

Chronic pancreatitis (CP) is a progressive and de-
bilitating gastrointestinal disorder associated with sig-
nificant morbidity and nutritional complications. Nutri-
tional deficiencies, especially fat-soluble vitamins, pro-
tein-energy malnutrition, and micronutrient
imbalances, are observed in up to 80% of patients with
advanced CP and exocrine pancreatic insufficiency
(EPI) [1,2]. According to Keller et al. (2022), long-term
malnutrition is a key determinant of disease-related
complications and reduced quality of life in CP patients
[3]. Recent studies emphasize that dietary management
should not be considered supplementary, but rather in-
tegral to CP treatment, particularly in the presence of
EPI and diabetes mellitus [4].

The European Society for Clinical Nutrition and
Metabolism (ESPEN) in its 2020 guidelines outlines
early and tailored nutritional intervention as a priority
strategy in CP care [5]. Furthermore, individualized
diet plans and education regarding enzyme use have
been shown to improve treatment adherence and symp-
tom control, as demonstrated by Lohr et al. (2019) [6].
Poor nutritional status contributes to recurrent hospital-
izations, delayed recovery, and decreased physical
functioning [7]. Interdisciplinary models integrating
gastroenterologists, dietitians, and clinical educators
are now considered best practice in nutritional therapy
for CP [8].

In addition, nutritional therapy is increasingly be-
ing explored through digital monitoring tools and tele-
health platforms, which improve patient engagement
and compliance [9]. Therefore, timely and evidence-
based nutritional strategies remain a cornerstone in the
comprehensive management of chronic pancreatitis
and should be incorporated early in the treatment algo-
rithm.

Aim of the Study

To analyze the current evidence-based strategies
of dietary management in chronic pancreatitis and out-
line practical recommendations for clinical practice and
patient education.

Materials and Methods

A systematic literature review was conducted
using electronic databases including PubMed, Scopus,
Web of Science, and the Cochrane Library. The search
included publications from 2015 to 2024 and used the
following  keywords: “chronic  pancreatitis,”
“nutritional  therapy,” “enzyme  replacement,”
“malabsorption,” and “dietary intervention.” Only
peer-reviewed articles, clinical practice guidelines,
meta-analyses, and randomized controlled trials
(RCTs) were included. Studies were selected based on
relevance to dietary management in adult patients with
confirmed chronic pancreatitis and documented
exocrine pancreatic insufficiency. Additionally, official
recommendations from the European Society for
Clinical Nutrition and Metabolism (ESPEN) and the
American Pancreatic Association (APA) were reviewed
to ensure alignment with current clinical standards.

Research Results and Discussion

Nutritional therapy in chronic pancreatitis (CP) is
recognized as a central pillar of disease management,
particularly in patients with exocrine pancreatic
insufficiency (EPI). The primary goals of dietary
intervention are to maintain adequate caloric intake,
correct nutrient deficiencies, alleviate gastrointestinal
symptoms, and enhance overall quality of life. Clinical
evidence supports the use of frequent small meals (5-6
times daily) with reduced fat content to minimize
pancreatic stimulation and postprandial discomfort. In
cases of EPI, pancreatic enzyme replacement therapy
(PERT) is essential and must be administered with
meals for optimal digestion and absorption [1-3].
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Despite its efficacy, poor adherence to PERT is
frequently reported, highlighting the need for
structured patient education and regular follow-up [4].

Fat-soluble vitamin deficiencies (A, D, E, K),
along with deficits in calcium, magnesium, zinc, and
folate, are prevalent and require routine monitoring and
appropriate supplementation. Medium-chain
triglycerides (MCTs) have been shown to improve fat
absorption and are recommended in patients with
severe steatorrhea or malnutrition [5]. Protein intake
should be maintained at 1.0-1.5 g/kg/day, depending on
the patient's clinical condition, with emphasis on easily
digestible protein sources. Complex carbohydrates are
preferred, while fiber intake should be individualized to
minimize bloating and gas production.

Structured dietary counseling, as shown in studies
by Duggan et al. (2020) and Hart et al. (2021),
significantly improves nutritional status and reduces
hospital readmissions among CP patients [6,7].
Education on appropriate enzyme use, dietary triggers,
and symptom monitoring has been associated with
improved treatment adherence and patient satisfaction.
Furthermore, the incorporation of digital tools such as
mobile apps for tracking food intake and enzyme
dosing has shown promise in supporting dietary
compliance.

An interdisciplinary team approach—engaging
gastroenterologists, dietitians, nurses, and
psychologists—provides the best outcomes in chronic
pancreatitis care [8]. Such teams ensure individualized
care, optimize nutritional strategies, and address
psychosocial factors impacting dietary adherence.
Patient-centered  approaches  that  incorporate
motivational interviewing, goal setting, and shared
decision-making are key to long-term success. In
addition, nutrition education groups and peer support
systems enhance motivation and reduce feelings of
isolation, especially in patients with severe or recurrent
symptoms [9].

Emerging research also suggests the value of
integrating personalized nutrition based on microbiome
analysis, nutrigenomics, and metabolic profiles. This
precision approach could enable tailored interventions
that target underlying pathophysiological mechanisms
in CP, such as inflammation, oxidative stress, and
immune dysregulation [10]. As chronic pancreatitis
remains a complex and progressive disease, ongoing
clinical trials and long-term observational studies are
necessary to validate the most effective nutritional
protocols and identify optimal timing for intervention.

In summary, nutritional therapy in chronic
pancreatitis must be individualized, evidence-based,
and delivered within a multidisciplinary framework.
Education, monitoring, and patient empowerment are
essential to ensure lasting adherence and meaningful
clinical improvement.

Conclusions.

Rational nutrition is a vital component in the com-
prehensive management of chronic pancreatitis. It con-
tributes to symptom control, enhances the effectiveness
of enzyme therapy, and prevents complications associ-
ated with malnutrition. Customized dietary planning,
combined with patient education and regular follow-up,

leads to improved clinical outcomes. Integrating dieti-
tians into the care team and reinforcing nutritional edu-
cation across care settings should become standard
practice. Future research should focus on optimizing
nutritional interventions based on genotype, microbi-
ota, and comorbid conditions.

By analyzing large datasets, corpus lin-
guistics provides insights into the frequency, distribu-
tion, and collocational behavior of words and struc-
tures, thereby enabling researchers to build more
accurate models of linguistic phenomena [ 2, p.34-56].

This paper explores corpus linguistics as a tool for
modern language research. It discusses its theoretical
underpinnings, methodological principles, and diverse
applications, highlighting its significance in both de-
scriptive and applied linguistics.

Theoretical Foundations of Corpus Linguistics

Corpus linguistics, as a discipline, emerged in the
mid-20th century but gained prominence with the ad-
vent of powerful computing technologies in the 1980s.
Earlier approaches to linguistics, particularly structur-
alism and generative grammar, prioritized theoretical
modeling based on intuition and small data samples. In
contrast, corpus linguistics emphasizes empirical ob-
servation and statistical analysis of large datasets . [5,p.

The key principles of corpus linguistics include:

Corpus linguistics is based on several key princi-
ples that ensure the reliability and validity of research.
One of the central principles is “authenticity”, which
means that corpora consist of real language use rather
than artificially created examples. Another important
aspect is “representativeness”, as corpora are designed
to reflect a specific language, genre, or register. Equally
significant is “systematicity”, since data collection and
annotation must follow strict methodological guide-
lines to maintain consistency. Finally, “computational
analysis” plays a crucial role, as specialized software
allows researchers to conduct advanced searches, gen-
erate concordances, and perform frequency analyses
that reveal hidden patterns in language use. These prin-
ciples distinguish corpus linguistics as both a theoreti-
cal and applied field that bridges traditional linguistics
with computational methods.

Methodological Approaches

The methodology of corpus linguistics involves
several interconnected stages:

Corpus Compilation: Selecting texts that repre-
sent the target language or variety (e.g., British Na-
tional Corpus, COCA - Corpus of Contemporary
American English). Annotation: Adding linguistic in-
formation such as part-of-speech tags, syntactic struc-
tures, or semantic fields.

Concordance Analysis: Identifying occurrences
of words or structures within their contexts.

Collocational Analysis: Investigating which
words frequently co-occur with others, revealing se-
mantic associations.

Frequency and Distribution Studies: Quantify-
ing language patterns to establish norms of usage.
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These methods enable researchers to uncover ob-
jective evidence about how language operates across
different contexts, registers, and communities.

Applications of Corpus Linguistics

Corpus linguistics has also begun to play an im-
portant role in the study of the Azerbaijani language.
For instance, the creation of the Azerbaijani National
Corpus provides [4, p. 215] linguists with authentic ma-
terial for analyzing lexical frequency, grammatical
structures, and semantic shifts in different registers of
Azerbaijani. This resource enables researchers to com-
pare standard Azerbaijani with dialectal varieties, of-
fering valuable insights into language variation and
change. Moreover, corpus-based studies have been ap-
plied to investigate terminology development in fields
such as law, technology, and education, where the need
for consistent and standardized vocabulary is especially
relevant. In this respect, corpus linguistics not only con-
tributes to global linguistic theory but also supports the
modernization and codification of the Azerbaijani lan-
guage. [ 7, p. 55-72]

Corpus linguistics has been widely applied across
different domains of linguistic research. In the field of
lexicography, modern dictionaries, such as the Oxford
English Dictionary, rely heavily on corpora to provide
authentic examples and accurate frequency data. Dis-
course analysis has also benefited greatly from corpus-
based studies, as they enable researchers to examine po-
litical speeches, media language, and academic dis-
course, offering valuable insights into ideology, power,
and social interaction [1, p. 101-118]. In sociolinguis-
tics, corpora make it possible to investigate language
variation systematically across regions, social groups,
and registers. Furthermore, in language teaching and
learning, corpus-based materials enrich pedagogy by
giving learners access to real-life usage patterns [3, p.
77]. Finally, in the domain of computational linguistics
and natural language processing (NLP), corpus data
serves as a foundation for key applications such as ma-
chine translation, speech recognition, and Al-driven
language technologies.

Similarly, in sociolinguistics, corpora have provided
empirical data for studying dialects, code-switching,
and multilingual practices.

The integration of corpus linguistics with compu-
tational tools has expanded its relevance in the digital
era. Large-scale corpora combined with Al-driven
analysis have opened possibilities for big data linguis-
tics, multilingual processing, and real-time language
monitoring.

Moreover, the in-
tegration of corpus methods with artificial intelligence
and machine learning promises to reshape not only lin-
guistics but also related fields such as translation stud-
ies, education, and communication technologies.

ZAMONAVIY INGLIZ ADABIYOTIDAN ISHCHILAR SINFI POETIKASI YANGI ANTIFFONLAR
(JAVOBLI QO‘SHIQLAR)

Yangi antiffonlar (javobli qo ‘shiqlar) bizga she riyatning dastlabki ildizlari — qo ‘shiglar, balladalar, mad-
hiyalar, marsiyalar, norozilik nidalari va shukrona duolar shaklida boshlanganini hamda aynan shu sohalarda

yuksalganini eslatadi.

Mazkur son (maqola to‘plami) orqali she’riyat-
ning xalgona va hunarmandona manbalarini chuqurroq
anglash, Viktoriya davri adabiy hayotining yo‘qolib
ketgan xilma-xilligini gayta tiklash va adabiy ‘“kanon”
(ruxsat etilgan adabiyot doirasi) chegaralarini biroz
kengaytirish magsad gilingan.

Shu magsadda ushbu to‘plam mualliflari she’ri-
yatning turli shakllarini — qo‘shiglar, dostonlar,
marosim qo‘shiqlari, xalq varaqalari (broadsides),
gazeta she’rlari, she’riy matnlarda ishlatilgan dialekt va
mintagaviy tillarni, shuningdek, ishchi sinf mualliflari
tomonidan obuna asosida yoki xayriya uchun nashr
etilgan, ba’zan esa noshirlar tomonidan o‘rta va ishchi
sinf o‘quvchilari uchun bosilgan asarlarni — keng
gamrovda tahlil gilganlar.

E. P. Tompson o‘zining mashhur “The Making of
the English Working Class” (1963) asarida bunday
she’riy asarlar orqali tarixan shakllanib borayotgan
sanoat davridagi sinfiy ong ifodalanganini ta’kidlagan.

Birog keyingi tadgigotchilar, masalan, Patrik Joys
(Visions of the People, 1991), Tompsonning bu fikriga
ehtiyotkorlik bilan yondashib, sinfiy ongni u aytgan
tarzda va ketma-ketlikda aniglash mushkulligini, aslida
bu jarayon ko‘proq tarqoq, siyosatdan nisbatan uzoqroq
bo‘lgan ijtimoiy munosabatlar va motivatsiyalar tizim-
ida aks etganini gayd etadilar.

Mazkur to‘plam doirasida “Britaniya ishchi sinfi”
tushunchasiga oddiy ta’rif sifatida, 1870 va 1872-
yillardagi Ta’lim to‘g‘risidagi qonunlardan avval for-
mal ta’limdan deyarli bebahra bo‘lgan aholining katta
gismini kiritish mumkin.

Shunday sharoitda o‘qimagan yoki farzandlarini
o‘qita olmagan shoirlar tabiiy ravishda ishchi sinf
vakillari sanalgan. Ularning ijodi — shotland (Scots),
dorik, shotland-gal, lankagir dialektlaridagi yoki
standart ingliz tilidagi she’rlar — dramatik kuch, fikriy
murakkablik va betakror go‘zallik bilan ajralib turgan.

O‘sha davrda o‘rta sinf muharrirlari va homiylari
bunday asarlarning xalq og‘zaki ijodiga yaqin qirrala-
rini, hazil-mutoyiba, satira, individual ilhom va omma-
viy norozilik motivlarini shakllantirishda muhim rol
o‘ynagan. Biroq, shunga qaramay, ba’zan o‘rta sinf yo-
zuvchilari ham “proletar” taqdirini boshdan kechirgan,
sinflar o‘rtasidagi adabiy chegaralar esa tobora
o‘zgaruvchan bo‘lib borgan.

Masalan, ishchi sinf vakillaridan chiggan “broad-
sheet ballad” yozuvchilari xalq orasida mashhur asarlar
yaratgan bo‘lsalar, o‘rta sinf noshirlari ham Tomas
Xudning “Song of the Shirt” (Ko‘ylak qo‘shig‘i) kabi
mashhur asarlarni gayta nashr etganlar. Shu bilan birga,

boy ham, kambag‘al ham, o‘rta sinf vakillari ham aris-
tokrat ayollar, masalan, Leydi Kerolin Neyrn tomoni-
dan tahrir qgilingan xalq balladalarini birdek o‘qiganlar.

Ta’limparvar o‘rta sinf jurnal muharrirlari — Uil-
yam va Meri Xouitt, W. J. Foks — ishchi sinf shoir-
larining ko‘plab she’rlarini chop etganlar. Xuddi shun-
day faoliyatni ishchi sinf muharrirlari Tomas Kuper,
Jon Bedford Leno va yagona ayol vakila — Eliza Kuk
ham olib borganlar.

Yuqori o‘rta sinf homiylari va antologiya
tuzuvchilari — Jorj Gilfillan, D. E. Edvards — ishchi
sinf she’riyatining gimmatbaho nashrlarini tayyorlagan
bo‘lsalar, ishchi sinf kelib chiqishiga ega bo‘lgan Jon
Kassell, Ben Brayerli kabi muharrirlar ham bunday
an’anani davom ettirib, 0‘z sinfiy ildizlarini unutmadi.

XIX asr Angliya ishchi sinfi she’riyati:
mazmun va poetik ko‘lam. Umuman olganda, bu davr
ishchi sinfi she’riyati diniy, diniy tanqidiy, ilhomlantir-
uvchi, ma’rifiy, kulgili, tafakkurga chorlovchi va o‘zini
tahlil etuvchi ruhdagi asarlarni o‘z ichiga olgan. Bu janr
turli shakllarda — an’anaviy balladalar, shahar vara-
galari (broadsides), mintagaviy satiralar va siyosiy no-
rozilik she’rlari ko‘rinishida namoyon bo‘lgan.

Ko‘plab ishchi sinf shoirlari XVIII asr pastoral
an’analariga — Kovper, Fergyuson, Grey yoki Krabb
jjodiga tayanib, britan xalq qo‘shiqlari va ballada-
laridagi milliy ruhdan ilhom olganlar. Boshga bir guruh
shoirlar esa Byornz, Bayron, Shelli va erta Vordsvort
romantizmidagi  islohotparvar g‘oyalar ta’sirida
tenglik, adolat va mustamlakachilikka garshi insoniy
garashlarni ilgari surganlar.

Bu islohotparvar va tenglikni kuylovchi ogimlar
XIX asr ishchi sinfi she’riyatining shakllanishiga
kuchli turtki bo‘ldi, biroq aynan shu yo‘nalish keyin-
chalik uni XX asr akademik adabiy dididan
uzoqlashtirdi. Chunki yangi davr tanqidiy yo‘nalishlari
— “san’at san’at uchun” g‘oyasi, simvolizm, imajizm,
modernizm, strukturalizm, dekonstruksiya va postmod-
ernizm — ishchi sinf she’riyati mohiyatidan ancha
yiroq edi. Natijada, xalq she’riyatining gayta kashf
etilishi va tahlili tobora tarixiy izlanishlarga aylanib,
“ommaviy”’dan ko‘ra “akademik” tus oldi.

Shuningdek, XIX asr oxiriga kelib ishchi sinf
she’riyatining mustaqil korpusini aniqlash qiyinlashdi.
Bu holat “xalq” madaniyatining boshqa shakllarga —
musiga sahnasi (music hall), badiiy nasr va keyinchalik
kinoga — singib borish jarayonini aks ettiradi. Bu esa,
bir tomondan, xalq ijodining torayish jarayoni bo‘lsa,
ikkinchi tomondan, ta’lim va adabiyot sohalarida im-
koniyatlarning kengayib borishining ironik natijasi edi.
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Shu bois XIX asr ishchi sinfi she’riyatini o‘rga-
nayotgan zamonaviy o‘quvchi shuni yodda tutmog‘i
kerakki, bizgacha yetib kelgan asarlar to‘liq manza-
raning fagat kichik va tarafkash namunalaridir.
Britaniya sinf tizimi qat’iy va keskin edi; chop etilgan
ishchi sinf shoirlarining o‘z tajribalari shuni ko‘rsa-
tadiki, ko‘plab mehnatkashlar, ayniqsa savodsizlar,
adabiyot maydonidan chetda golganlar.

O‘rta sinf mubharrirlarining tanlovlari ko‘p jihat-
dan ularning shaxsiy qarashlariga, “kamtar” mualliflar
uchun mos mavzu haqidagi tasavvurlariga, shuningdek,
o‘quvchilar bozori talablariga bog‘liq bo‘lgan.
Aynigsa, ayol shoirlar ijodida muharrirlar ko‘pincha
ularning eng “yumshoq” va “odobsiz emas” deb topil-
gan she’rlarini tanlab, kuchli fikr va norozilikni
ifodalovchi asarlarini e’tibordan chetda qoldirishgan.

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KAZUO ISHIGURO’S NOVELS: ALLUSION AND REMINISCENCE

Abstract.

Kazuo Ishiguro, one of the most prominent representatives of contemporary world literature, presents funda-
mental themes such as memory, time, identity, and the inner contradictions of human nature with subtle psycho-
logical depth. In his novels, allusion and reminiscence serve as essential components of the artistic and aesthetic
system. This article examines the functional essence and semantic role of allusion (references to other texts, his-
torical events, and cultural contexts) and reminiscence (the artistic recollection and reinterpretation of the past)
in Ishiguro’s creative works.

The main purpose of the study is to analyze how allusion and reminiscence become artistic tools for express-
ing the reliability of human memory, as well as the concepts of guilt and responsibility, particularly in Ishiguro’s
novels The Remains of the Day, Never Let Me Go, and The Buried Giant. The synthesis of English and Japanese
cultural experiences in his writing forms an intertextual relationship that reflects the influence of both Western
modernism and Eastern philosophical thought.

The article demonstrates that through allusions, the author refers to universal moral values such as respon-
sibility, loyalty, loss, and forgiveness, while the mechanism of reminiscence serves as a means of reconciliation
with the past and self-realization of the individual. At the same time, it emphasizes how Ishiguro’s “silent protag-
onists,” through their inner monologues, reveal the selective and sometimes distorted nature of memory.

The study concludes that allusion and reminiscence in Kazuo Ishiguro’s novels function not only as artistic
devices but also as profound analytical models of human psychological and moral development. This character-
istic unites Ishiguro’s work with postmodern aesthetics and places him in a unique position within both English

and world literature.

Introduction. Among the contemporary writers
distinguished by their depiction of human memory, the
transience of time, and the inner contradictions of iden-
tity, Kazuo Ishiguro occupies a special place in world
literature. His works stand out not only for their depth
of plot and psychological insight but also for their orig-
inal presentation of cultural codes, intertextual connec-
tions, and artistic forms of memory. Developed within
the aesthetics of postmodernism in the late twentieth
and early twenty-first centuries, Ishiguro’s creative vi-
sion has become one of the leading directions in global
literary thought, transcending the boundaries of English
literature.

In Ishiguro’s novels, allusion and reminiscence
form one of the central semantic layers of his artistic
structure. Allusion refers to the author’s technique of
evoking associations in the reader through references to
other texts, historical facts, or cultural events. Reminis-
cence, on the other hand, represents the artistic recon-
struction of the past through fragments of memory. By
synthesizing these two literary devices, Ishiguro mas-
terfully explores the reliability of memory, the notions
of guilt and responsibility, and the complex psycholog-
ical mechanism of moral self-awareness.

The relevance of the topic lies in the fact that, in
modern literature, the preservation of memory, individ-
ual and collective identity, and the connection with the
past have become globally significant issues. In the
postmodern era, as the boundaries between reality and
recollection increasingly blur, artistic techniques such
as allusion and reminiscence have emerged as key in-
struments for understanding human temporal experi-
ence and moral transformation. From this perspective,

Ishiguro’s creative oeuvre provides one of the most re-
fined literary expressions of these phenomena.

The aim of this research is to study the functional
essence of allusion and reminiscence in Kazuo Ishi-
guro’s novels, to determine their place in his artistic and
aesthetic system, and to reveal their role in the depic-
tion of human moral and psychological depth.

To achieve this aim, the following objectives have
been set:

-To define the theoretical foundations of allusion
and reminiscence in literary studies;

-To analyze the connection between intertextual-
ity and the artistic structure in Ishiguro’s works;

-To identify the manifestations of allusion and
reminiscence in the novels “The Remains of the Day”,
“Never Let Me Go”, and “The Buried Giant”;

-To explore how these literary devices express
themes of memory, identity, responsibility, and recon-
ciliation with the past;

-To evaluate Ishiguro’s creative approach within
the context of Western postmodernism and Eastern
philosophical thought.

The scientific novelty of the study lies in the fact
that allusion and reminiscence in Ishiguro’s novels are
analyzed not merely as artistic techniques, but as con-
ceptual tools for understanding human psychology,
moral contradictions, and the fragmented nature of
memory.

The theoretical significance of the research is that
Ishiguro’s works provide a universal methodological
framework for analyzing the interrelation between in-
tertextuality, memory, and identity. Its practical signif-
icance is reflected in the potential application of the
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findings in teaching contemporary English literature,
comparative literary studies, and developing analytical
methods for textual interpretation.

In conclusion, the study of Kazuo Ishiguro’s nov-
els demonstrates that allusion and reminiscence consti-
tute not only the aesthetic but also the philosophical and
psychological foundation of his artistic world. This
unique synthesis distinguishes Ishiguro’s oeuvre in
world literature for its depth, originality, and profound
humanistic content.

Theoretical Foundations of Allusion and Rem-
iniscence in Literature

Literature serves as a profound locus for articulat-
ing human experience, cultural memory, and subjective
consciousness. Each literary text is not only a product
of an author’s creative act, but also a node in a broader
intertextual network—bridging past and present, pri-
vate and collective (Kristeva, 1980). In this regard, the
categories of allusion and reminiscence have emerged
in literary studies as essential theoretical constructs.
They function as structural devices through which texts
engage with other texts, rework memory, and embed
philosophical, psychological, and cultural dimensions
into narrative (Barthes, 1977).

Allusion (from Latin allusio, “a hint, indirect ref-
erence”) is a literary device in which a text subtly in-
vokes or gestures toward another text, historical event,
myth, cultural artifact, or ideology without explicit ci-
tation (Coombs, 1984). The interpretive power of an al-
lusion lies in its indirectness: it relies on the reader’s
cultural and literary awareness to “complete” meaning.
Thus, allusion creates a silent dialogue between the cur-
rent work and earlier or external referents, enriching the
semantic depth of the text.

In literary theory, allusion is often treated as a core
element of intertextuality, a concept popularized by
Julia Kristeva (1980), who described each text as “a
mosaic of quotations.” Roland Barthes (1975) similarly
claimed that “the text is a tissue of quotations” drawn
from countless cultural sources. Within this theoretical
framework, allusion becomes a key means by which a
literary work negotiates its relationship with cultural
heritage and collective memory.

Allusions perform multiple functions in literature
(Coombs, 1984):

1. Cultural and historical activation — recalling
a shared cultural or historical context, situating the nar-
rative within a larger tradition.

2. Philosophical or moral amplification — in-
voking sacred or canonical sources to deepen ethical or
metaphysical resonance.

3. Irony and subversion — reinterpreting or
questioning previous literary and ideological frame-
works.

4. Semantic layering — adding multiple levels of
meaning and interpretive richness to the text.

Historically, allusion has a vast pedigree, from the
Homeric epics, which rework mythic archetypes, to
Dante’s “Divine Comedy”, imbued with biblical and
classical allusions, and T. S. Eliot’s “The Waste Land”,
a modernist collage of mythic, religious, and literary
fragments (Eliot, 1963). Through such intertextual dia-
logue, literature transcends temporal boundaries and

participates in a continuous process of cultural reinter-
pretation (Barthes, 1977).

Allusion is not merely decorative but a structural
and epistemological mechanism: a strategy through
which literature sustains and reshapes cultural memory
(Kristeva, 1980; Coombs, 1984)

Reminiscence (from Latin reminiscentia, “remem-
brance”) refers to the artistic reconstruction of the past
through memory. It differs from recollection in that
reminiscence is mediated by narrative consciousness:
an act of remembering shaped, filtered, and reimagined
by subjectivity (Proust, 2006). The literary function of
reminiscence is to transform memory into aesthetic ma-
terial, linking personal past to universal meaning.

On the psychological level, reminiscence reveals
the inner life of characters—their suppressed traumas,
emotional absences, and mental gaps. On the philo-
sophical level, it engages with time, guilt, and reconcil-
iation. On the aesthetic level, it dramatizes the fragility
of memory and the instability of truth in human recol-
lection (Ray, 2021).

The challenge of reminiscence lies in the unrelia-
bility of memory: it is selective, distortive, and often
reconstructive. Thus, memory in literature becomes not
a transparent record but a refracted lens through which
the self perceives reality. This tension between recol-
lection and truth has been central to modernist and post-
modernist literature (Charlwood, 2018).

Marcel Proust’s involuntary memory—exempli-
fied by the madeleine episode in “In Search of Lost
Time”—remains a canonical model (Proust, 2006). In
later literature, particularly the works of Kazuo Ishi-
guro, this model evolves into a narrative technique
where memory functions as both revelation and con-
cealment. Ishiguro’s characters, such as Stevens in The
Remains of the Day and Kathy in “Never Let Me Go”,
reconstruct their lives through fragmented reminis-
cence, revealing that remembering itself is an ethical
act (Ray, 2021; Charlwood, 2018).

As Ray (2021) notes, Ishiguro’s fiction “replaces
nostalgia with reminiscence,” emphasizing how aging
and emotional loss alter the function of memory. Simi-
larly, Charlwood (2018) argues that Ishiguro’s narra-
tives show “how reminiscence becomes an act of moral
re-evaluation rather than sentimental longing.”

Interplay of Allusion and Reminiscence: Col-
lective and Personal Memory

Although allusion and reminiscence differ in
scope—one external, the other internal—they often
converge in the modern and postmodern novel. Allu-
sion evokes collective and cultural memory, while rem-
iniscence channels personal and psychological memory
(Barthes, 1977; Kristeva, 1980). Their interaction
transforms literature into a network that unites cultural
heritage with individual experience.

In postmodern contexts, memory is no longer an
archive of facts but a dynamic interpretive space. Ata-
moglan explains the author's use of allusions and remi-
niscences as follows: “Such an approach leads to nu-
merous interpretations of the reader, reveals not one,
but several plot lines of the work, encourages to look at
the known texts from a new perspective” (Atamoglan,
2020). The act of remembering becomes creative and
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critical; the past is reconstructed according to present
consciousness. Consequently, allusion and reminis-
cence emerge as epistemological tools, allowing litera-
ture to examine how culture and identity construct
meaning through selective remembrance (Charlwood,
2018; Ray, 2021).

Ultimately, both devices expose the instability of
truth and the malleability of the past. For a writer like
Kazuo Ishiguro—whose aesthetic system revolves
around memory, identity, and morality—mastery of al-
lusion and reminiscence is not merely stylistic but phil-
osophical, shaping the very ontology of his fiction
(Ray, 2021).

The Artistic Function of Allusion in Kazuo
Ishiguro’s Novels

Kazuo Ishiguro stands as one of the most remark-
able contemporary writers whose works explore the
fragility of memory, the instability of identity, and the
weight of moral responsibility. In Ishiguro’s fiction, al-
lusion is not merely an ornamental device but a struc-
tural and philosophical mechanism that deepens the
moral and emotional dimensions of his narratives. By
synthesizing Western modernist traditions with Eastern
aesthetic subtlety, Ishiguro constructs a multilayered
literary universe in which memory, guilt, and con-
science intersect. In this regard, allusion functions as
both a reflection of cultural memory and an instrument
for revealing the inner psychological world of his char-
acters (Charlwood, 2018).

Allusion in Ishiguro’s novels creates semantic
density and expands the interpretive scope of the text.
Rather than employing direct quotations, the author
constructs meaning through indirect references and
symbolic cues, allowing readers to infer multiple layers
of significance. In “The Remains of the Day” (Ishiguro,
1989), the moral and social landscape of twentieth-cen-
tury England is reconstructed through subtle references
to Shakespearean ideals of “duty” and “honour,” as
well as to the ethics of Victorian gentlemanly conduct.
The protagonist, Stevens, views life as a kind of theat-
rical performance—a metaphorical stage that echoes
Shakespearean dramaturgy. Yet Ishiguro inverts this
cultural allusion with irony: Stevens’s loyalty to his
employer, once seen as virtue, becomes a metaphor for
moral blindness and emotional paralysis. Through this
reinterpretation, Ishiguro transforms allusion into an
ethical critique of devotion and repression (Charlwood,
2018).

In “Never Let Me Go” (Ishiguro, 2005), allusion
operates on a postmodern level. The world of cloned
individuals living within the artificial confines of
“Hailsham” functions as a symbolic laboratory of hu-
man control and existential despair. Ishiguro’s narra-
tive evokes echoes of Mary Shelley’s “Frankenstein”,
George Orwell’s “1984”, and Aldous Huxley’s “Brave
New World”, intertwining dystopian motifs with phil-
osophical inquiry. These intertextual connections trans-
form the novel into a moral allegory on the boundaries
of humanity and the ethics of scientific progress (Ray,
2021). The very name “Hailsham”—a combination of
“hail” (to salute) and “sham” (falsehood)—contains a
linguistic allusion that exposes the deceptive nature of

the institution and the illusion of human dignity within
an artificial world.

In “The Buried Giant” (Ishiguro, 2015), allusion
attains a broader philosophical and historical dimen-
sion. Drawing upon Arthurian legend, Celtic mythol-
ogy, and Biblical motifs of guilt and forgiveness, the
novel portrays a society shrouded in a mist of collective
forgetfulness. The recurring image of the mist serves as
an allusive metaphor for historical amnesia and moral
evasion. This narrative recalls classical myths in which
forgetting functions as both mercy and punishment,
while simultaneously alluding to modern historical
traumas such as post-war denial and the silencing of
collective guilt (Ray, 2021). Ishiguro uses allusion to
question the ethical price of peace achieved through
oblivion, inviting readers to reflect on whether forget-
ting is a form of healing or complicity.

Allusion in Ishiguro’s fiction also operates as a
psychological mode of expression. His characters, of-
ten restrained and emotionally repressed, speak through
the language of implication and suggestion. Their un-
spoken references become symbolic of their inner con-
flicts. In “The Remains of the Day”, Stevens’s notion
of being a “faithful servant” subtly alludes to the Bibli-
cal archetype of obedience; however, Ishiguro subverts
the spiritual ideal, turning faithfulness into self-decep-
tion and moral paralysis. This reversal transforms an
archetypal allusion into a psychological metaphor for
alienation and guilt (Charlwood, 2018).

Thus, Ishiguro’s allusive system functions simul-
taneously on cultural, psychological, and ethical
planes. His intertextual network connects literary herit-
age with the moral crises of modern humanity. Through
allusion, Ishiguro compels readers to engage intellectu-
ally with Western cultural codes while reconsidering
universal values such as duty, freedom, and responsi-
bility. His art transforms inherited symbols into new
moral questions, situating his novels within a tradition
that bridges collective memory and personal con-
science. Allusion, therefore, becomes not a mere liter-
ary ornament but a philosophical mechanism through
which Ishiguro maps the spiritual geography of human
existence (Ray, 2021).

Reminiscence and the Artistic Reconstruction
of Memory

In Kazuo Ishiguro’s creative universe, reminis-
cence and memory stand at the very core of his artistic
and philosophical worldview. Each of his novels func-
tions as a kind of laboratory of memory, where the past
is not simply recalled but reconstructed, reinterpreted,
and reshaped through the prism of consciousness. For
Ishiguro, memory is not a static repository of facts pre-
served in time; it is a dynamic and transformative pro-
cess that defines human identity, emotional depth, and
moral awareness (Charlwood, 2018).

Reminiscence in Ishiguro’s fiction operates on
two interconnected levels. On a psychological level, it
reflects the individual’s attempt to come to terms with
the past—the selective, often distorted nature of
memory and the mind’s tendency to reconfigure events
for emotional survival. On a philosophical level, it ex-
plores how memory shapes the ethical foundations of
human existence and the search for self-understanding.
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Ishiguro portrays memory as both a personal and col-
lective phenomenon, illustrating how remembering be-
comes a moral act and forgetting a form of avoidance
(Ray, 2021).

In “The Remains of the Day” (Ishiguro, 1989),
reminiscence forms the narrative framework of Ste-
vens’s interior monologue. As he revisits his past, Ste-
vens does not simply remember events—he rewrites
them. His recollections are fragmented and contradic-
tory; he idealizes certain moments while repressing
others to protect himself from regret and guilt. Ishiguro
thus reveals the selective and reconstructive nature of
memory, showing how individuals reshape their own
histories to preserve emational stability (Charlwood,
2018). The act of remembering becomes, for Stevens,
both a confrontation with guilt and a means of self-de-
ception. In this respect, Ishiguro transforms Marcel
Proust’s notion of involuntary memory into an ethical
inquiry: remembrance becomes an act of moral reckon-
ing rather than sentimental nostalgia (Proust, 2006).

In “Never Let Me Go” (Ishiguro, 2005), reminis-
cence takes on an emotional and existential dimension.
Kathy’s recollections of her youth at Hailsham are her
only way of affirming her humanity within a dehuman-
ized system. Memory becomes both comfort and
pain—a fragile structure that holds her sense of identity
together. Ishiguro’s treatment of memory here exposes
the paradox of human consciousness: the same memo-
ries that preserve identity also remind the characters of
their inevitable loss and mortality (Ray, 2021). In this
novel, reminiscence functions as a metaphor for the hu-
man condition itself—our endless attempt to reclaim
meaning from impermanence.

In “The Buried Giant” (Ishiguro, 2015), memory
extends beyond the individual and becomes a collective
and ethical phenomenon. The pervasive “mist” that
causes amnesia among the inhabitants is a symbolic
embodiment of cultural forgetfulness. Forgetting, here,
appears to offer peace, yet it conceals historical vio-
lence and moral responsibility. Ishiguro uses the motif
of the mist as an allegory for the politics of memory and
forgetting: societies often silence their traumatic pasts
in pursuit of false harmony (Charlwood, 2018). The
tension between remembering and forgetting becomes
a central moral dilemma—whether truth, no matter how
painful, is preferable to peace built on denial.

Across Ishiguro’s oeuvre, reminiscence emerges
as a process of moral and psychological transformation.
His protagonists are not simply recalling the past; they
are confronting their conscience, seeking redemption
through remembrance. Memory, in his fiction, is both
fragile and resilient—capable of distortion yet indis-
pensable to identity. It serves as the moral backbone of
human experience, the bridge between guilt and for-
giveness, truth and illusion. Here is a reminiscence, as
Atamoglan writes: “...is giving its place to the meaning
of association” (Atamoglan, 2015). Ishiguro thus turns
memory into an aesthetic and philosophical principle
that defines the modern human condition: unstable, re-
flective, and perpetually shaped by the tension between
what is remembered and what is forgotten (Ray, 2021).

In conclusion, reminiscence in Kazuo Ishiguro’s
novels is not merely a narrative technique but a philo-
sophical construct that unites ethics, psychology, and
aesthetics. Through the artistic reconstruction of
memory, Ishiguro portrays the act of remembering as
both a burden and a liberation—a confrontation with
the past that ultimately defines what it means to be hu-
man.

Intertextuality and the Philosophical-Aesthetic
Context in Kazuo Ishiguro’s Works

To fully understand Kazuo Ishiguro’s artistic sys-
tem, it is essential to examine the intertextual and phil-
osophical—aesthetic dimensions that underpin his nov-
els. Ishiguro’s fiction unites Western and Eastern cul-
tural paradigms, combining the ethical and emotional
sensibilities of both traditions into a universal human-
istic framework. His works engage in a subtle dialogue
with classical and modern literature, drawing upon the
moral philosophy of responsibility, the psychology of
memory, and the aesthetics of silence. In this regard,
Ishiguro’s use of intertextuality extends beyond simple
literary reference; it becomes an instrument for ex-
pressing the ethical and existential dilemmas of the
modern individual (Ray, 2021).

Ishiguro’s conception of intertextuality goes be-
yond explicit citation—it involves the reworking of
moral and aesthetic experiences inherited from various
epochs and cultural systems. His prose embodies the
Japanese aesthetic principle of “subtle emotion” (mono
no aware) while maintaining the introspective psycho-
logical realism of Western modernism. The result is a
form of writing characterized by restraint, understate-
ment, and emotional precision—a synthesis that
bridges the spiritual sensibilities of East and West
(Charlwood, 2018).

In “The Remains of the Day” (Ishiguro, 1989), in-
tertextuality operates through both literary and philo-
sophical dialogue. The moral desolation of Stevens
mirrors T. S. Eliot’s vision of spiritual barrenness in
The Waste Land, while his obsession with duty and dig-
nity resonates with Albert Camus’s philosophy of the
absurd, in which meaning arises through acceptance of
moral responsibility despite existential futility (Eliot,
1963; Camus, 1955). Ishiguro fuses these references
into a moral parable that questions the boundaries be-
tween loyalty and blindness, faithfulness and complic-
ity. His dialogue with Eliot’s poetic modernism trans-
forms the motif of “waste” into a symbol of emotional
repression and ethical paralysis.

In “Never Let Me Go” (Ishiguro, 2005), intertex-
tuality becomes a philosophical inquiry into the rela-
tionship between humanity and technology. The novel
enters into conversation with Aldous Huxley’s “Brave
New World” and George Orwell’s “1984”, yet Ishiguro
departs from their political critique to focus instead on
emotional consciousness. By presenting cloning and
memory as metaphors for existential alienation, Ishi-
guro asks a distinctly postmodern question: If memory
and emotion can be manufactured, what remains of au-
thentic humanity? (Ray, 2021). This idea reflects the
central anxiety of late modern philosophy—the insta-
bility of identity in a technologized world.
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In “The Buried Giant” (Ishiguro, 2015), intertex-
tuality attains a broader metaphysical dimension. The
novel draws upon Arthurian legend, Celtic mythology,
and Biblical parables, but Ishiguro reinterprets them
through an ethical and existential lens. The pervasive
mist symbolizes the interplay of memory and oblivion,
alluding simultaneously to Plato’s theory of recollec-
tion and the Buddhist concept of liberation through for-
getting (Charlwood, 2018). By juxtaposing these tradi-
tions, Ishiguro invites readers to contemplate the para-
dox of truth and peace: must humanity forget in order
to heal, or is remembrance the only path to justice?

Linguistically, Ishiguro’s prose reflects this inter-
textual synthesis. His restrained diction, fragmented di-
alogue, and meditative silences reveal an aesthetic con-
tinuity between the Japanese “wabi-sabi” tradition and
the Western stream-of-consciousness technique. This
stylistic harmony creates a form that is neither purely
Eastern nor Western but instead global in sensibility—
a new literary language of moral introspection and
emotional subtlety (Ray, 2021).

Through such intertextual layering, Ishiguro trans-
cends national and temporal boundaries. Plato, Shake-
speare, Eliot, Camus, Huxley, and even Buddhist
thought converge within a single moral conversation in
his novels. This synthesis reflects Ishiguro’s conviction
that human responsibility, memory, and conscience re-
main constant across all cultures. His intertextuality,
therefore, is not merely literary—it is philosophical and
ethical, serving as a bridge between art, morality, and
existence. Ishiguro’s ultimate aesthetic goal is to lead
readers beyond narrative into contemplation—to ex-
plore the essence of human identity through the dialec-
tic of memory, guilt, and forgiveness.

Conclusion

Kazuo Ishiguro’s creative legacy occupies a dis-
tinctive place in modern world literature as one of the
most profound explorations of memory, identity, and
moral responsibility. His novels transcend traditional
narrative boundaries, forming a unified philosophical
and aesthetic system that examines the moral and emo-
tional dimensions of human existence. Within this sys-
tem, allusion, reminiscence, and intertextuality emerge
not merely as stylistic techniques but as deeply interre-
lated artistic principles that define the moral and psy-
chological framework of his fiction.

Allusion in Ishiguro’s works serves as a bridge be-
tween history, culture, and personal experience.
Through subtle references to both Western and Eastern
traditions, Ishiguro constructs a multilayered universe
in which cultural memory becomes a vehicle for ethical
reflection. In The Remains of the Day, the motif of duty
and honor is transformed into a meditation on con-
science and emotional repression; in “Never Let Me
Go”, the allusions to dystopian and philosophical tradi-
tions expose the fragility of humanity in a mechanized
world; and in The Buried Giant, mythological and bib-
lical echoes illuminate the moral weight of forgetting.
Across his oeuvre, allusion evolves into a philosophical
tool through which universal questions about guilt,
truth, and moral choice are explored.

Reminiscence constitutes the emotional and struc-
tural foundation of Ishiguro’s art. His novels portray

Through this
synthesis, Ishiguro demonstrates that the moral essence
of humanity—the struggle between duty and freedom,
truth and illusion, remembrance and silence—remains
constant across time and culture. His intertextual sys-
tem thus becomes a form of universal human dialogue
that unites ethical thought and artistic creation.

Across his novels, Ishiguro presents the human
condition as an unending dialogue between conscience
and oblivion. His subdued tone, emotional restraint,
and reflective silences transform the act of narration
into an introspective form of meditation. Combining
Japanese minimalism with Western modernist depth,
he develops a unique aesthetic language that speaks to
readers across cultures.

Ultimately, Kazuo Ishiguro’s art can be seen as a
moral and aesthetic reconstruction of human existence.
Through the interplay of memory and forgetting, truth
and denial, East and West, he maps the fragile inner
landscape of modern humanity. His works remind us
that forgetting may offer peace, but only memory gives
meaning; silence may conceal guilt, but remembrance
restores the soul. In Ishiguro’s literary world, the act of
remembering is both a burden and a redemption—a
way to rediscover what it truly means to be human.

LEGAL MECHANISMS OF INTERACTION AND CONFLICT IN UKRAINIAN-POLISH
RELATIONS: HISTORICAL AND THEORETICAL RETROSPECTIVE

Abstract.

The relevance of the research is extremely high today, driven both by the contemporary geopolitical context
and the necessity of overcoming historical disagreements for the sake of strategic partnership.
Understanding the historical legacy, including the legal documents (unions, treaties, international acts) that

shaped the common border and influenced the internal status of Ukrainian lands (from the Union of Lublin and
the Treaty of Hadiach to the Treaty of Riga), is critically important. A detailed study of these acts allows for the
identification and elimination of the remnants of historical myths and stereotypes that could be exploited by a third
party (Russia) to destabilize the bilateral partnership.

The research into the legal status of Ukrainian lands within the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth and the
influence of the Polish legal system on the development of Ukrainian statehood is essential for shaping the national
historical and legal consciousness. The analysis of the struggle for territorial integrity and the right to self-deter-
mination in the 20th century (the Ukrainian People's Republic (UNR), the West Ukrainian People's Republic
(ZUNR), the Treaties of Warsaw and Riga) demonstrates legal precedents that strengthen Ukraine's current posi-
tion on the international arena.

The relevance also lies in the need for an open and objective analysis of the most difficult historical chapters,
particularly the Volyn Tragedy and the Pacification policy. Only a thorough historical and legal analysis of these
events, free from political expediency, allows both countries to move from mutual claims to joint historical recon-

ciliation, laying the foundations for robust good-neighborly cooperation for decades to come.
Thus, in the modern context, the research into historical and legal relations is not only a scientific endeavor
but also a practical tool for strengthening the strategic partnership between Ukraine and Poland as key elements

of the European security architecture.

Abstract.

The article explores the concept, formation and essence of criminal analysis as a modern tool of analytical
activity in the field of combating crime. Theoretical approaches to determining criminal analysis, its role in en-
suring the effectiveness of the operational and service activities of law enforcement agencies and management
decisions are revealed. It is determined that criminal analysis is a systematic process of collecting, processing,
evaluating and interpreting information about criminogenic processes that contributes to the identification of
tendencies, laws and causes of crime. Particular attention is paid to the historical stages of the formation of crim-
inal analysis in Ukraine, its integration into the structure of the National Police and the borrowing of European
experience in the field of information and analytical support. The author emphasizes that the effective use of crim-
inal analysis is based on the use of modern information technologies, databases and forecasting methods, which
allows not only to detect crimes but also to prevent them. The article also discusses the main types of criminal
analysis - strategic, tactical and operational - and their importance in the formation of criminal policy of the state.
It is substantiated that the introduction of analytical approaches into the activities of law enforcement agencies
helps to increase the efficiency of investigations, optimize the use of resources and reduce crime. It is concluded
that criminal analysis is an integral part of a modern security system that combines scientific, information and
practical potential in the fight against crime.

Abstract.

This article examines the regulatory and legal framework and measures to ensure the secrecy regime in the
activities of the National Police of Ukraine. The topic of the work is relevant due to the need for effective protection
of official information in conditions of martial law, information threats and hybrid wars, which requires strict
compliance with the legislation on state secrets in everyday police activities. The main purpose of the article is a
comprehensive analysis of legal regulation and practical mechanisms that contribute to compliance with the se-
crecy regime in the activities of police bodies of Ukraine. An analysis of the provisions of key legislative docu-
ments, in particular the Law of Ukraine "On State Secrets", subordinate regulatory acts of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs, and also studied scientific approaches to information security and the organization of secret office man-
agement. Organizational measures to ensure secrecy are considered, such as control of access to information,
rules for working with documents marked "secret" and the introduction of liability for violation of the requirements
of the secrecy regime.

Based on the analysis conducted, it was concluded that the effectiveness of the secrecy regime is based on
the integration of a clear legal framework, proper organization of secret document flow, improving the profes-
sional qualifications of police officers, and systematic departmental control.

Abstract.

The term paper examines the procedure for documenting and using information obtained through the
application of operational technology, which serves as one of the key tools in the activities of law enforcement
agencies in Ukraine. The study analyzes the regulatory and legal framework governing the conduct of operational
and investigative measures, the procedure for obtaining permits to use technical means, as well as the processes
of documenting, recording, and storing the obtained information. Particular attention is given to ensuring the
legality of using such information in criminal proceedings and to the protection of citizens’ rights and freedoms.

The paper also analyzes the role of operational technology in ensuring national security and the prospects
for the development of legislation in this area, taking into account modern technologies and emerging threats.
Emphasis is placed on the necessity of strict adherence to procedures for documenting and controlling the use of
obtained data to ensure its reliability, legality, and effectiveness in combating crime, as well as in international
cooperation between law enforcement agencies.

Abstract.

The article examines the features of the formation and development of the state secrets protection system in
Ukraine during the period of independence. It reveals the stages of establishing the national regulatory and legal
framework in the field of state secret protection, beginning with the adoption of the Law of Ukraine "On State
Secrets” in 1994 and its subsequent amendments. The institutional transformations in the activities of the
authorities responsible for safeguarding classified information are analyzed, particularly the role of the Security
Service of Ukraine, government bodies, enterprises, institutions, and organizations in creating a unified system
for the protection of restricted information. The article highlights the challenges of harmonizing Ukrainian
legislation with international information security standards, including NATO and EU requirements, which have
become especially relevant in the context of the country's European integration course. Considerable attention is
given to the impact of modern challenges — hybrid warfare, cyberattacks, leaks of classified information, and the
introduction of electronic document management — on the state secrets protection system. The trends in the
development of the state secrets protection system under martial law are outlined, emphasizing the increasing role
of technical and cryptographic information protection, strengthened control over classified activities, and the
implementation of innovative technologies to prevent unauthorized access. The article underlines the need to
improve interdepartmental cooperation, enhance the training of information security specialists, and refine legal
mechanisms of liability for the disclosure of state secrets.
